The pre-Christmas Citrus
Fruit Drive sponsored by
the CVR High School Band
and the Physical Education
Department yielded
enough money to keep the
extra-curricular programs
going.

Norm Woods of the Phys.
Ed. Department headed
the this year's drive along
with the original director,
Lindsay Cullen of the
school band. He announced
the sales results to The
Gleaner last Monday -- a

profit of $6,680.51. This

total is shared on a per-
centage basis between the
band ($1,162) and the
athletic program
($5,518.51) -- just barely
enough to make it through
the year, Woods says.

Mr. Woods attributes the
drive's success to a true
community effort. When
students were told that
they didn't have enough
money to operate the in-
terscholastic and in-
tramural programs after
Christmas, 200 turned out

to sell oranges and
grapefruit. They took
orders in their com-

munities during November
and then unloaded a trailer
truck load of 2,000 cases,
checking each box for
quality.

Then, thanks to trucks
lent by Bronn Enterprises
and Beattie's, the fruit
cases were delivered to
distribution centres in
Huntingdon, Ormstown,
Howick. Hemmingford,
Franklin, and Athelstan.
Private businesses and
homes were used for these
and an average of two
teachers from each
community gave of their
own time to run them.

Maple syrup market

looking good for ‘85

For maple producers in
Quebec it's a seller's
market. Since little syrup
is on hand at this time of
the year the price is high on
the average. Some
producers who sold all
their syrup last spring are
wishing they had held onto

it.

*“The outlook is fairly good
for better prices in 1985,"
says Donald Ednie of
Rockburn. “Because of the
shortage the bulk sale price
should increase.”” He
reports that buyers are
offering around $1.40 a
pound of drum syrup which
is about $18 a gallon. The
selling price at the door of
the producer is averaging
$22 a gallon.

“This is still a good deal
for the finished product,”
Ednie claims. “‘You have to
take into consideration the
additional labor and ex-

penses of filling cans and
labeling them."
Other producers have
reported wholesale prices
much higher and are
clearing out all of their
stock from years past. The
price rise is limited, for
instance, among can-
dymakers which will stop
buying at a certain level.

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New voting laws would allow local political parties

Major changes are
proposed for the municipal
electoral process by the
Municipal Affairs
Department. Some new
rules, if adopted by the
National Assembly in the
coming session, would take
effect this fall.

Minister Alain Marcoux
announced last week at a
press conference that his
Department has tabled for
study numerous amend-
ments to existing
municipal election laws.
Municipalities in the Haut-
Saint-Laurent territory, as
well as in all the province,
will be affected by these
changes.

Three main objectives are

foreseen by these amend-
ments. They are:
* to unify the electoral and
referendum process, thus
eliminating the present
chaos, complexity and
confusion of the actual
laws:

* to set forward a new

municipal electoral
process which will be
compared to the provincial
one;

« and, finally, to abolish all
legislative rules which are
now obsolete

This proposal, says
Minister Alain Marcoux,
received initial approval
Municipal organizations
however will have a second
chance to present changes
to government plans
between February 19 and
22, Municipalities are to
receive a document
enabling them to look over
all the proposed changes
and if necessary, forward
new propositions.

Each has paid over
$1000 to a smuggling
contact in Montreal to
be driven to a remote
road north of the New
York border in Hun-
tingdon County. From
here they are directed to
walk through farms or
forestland to the other
side where another ride
will meet them.

Often the directions
are not clearly wun-

derstood and when the
fear of perishing in the
cold night becomes
greater than the fear of
being caught, the aliens
inquire at the first
country home they
encounter.

Then, in most in-
stances, a- telephone
network grows between
rural neighbors and the
entire community is on
the alert for the
strangers. A report is
also made to the RCMP
Border Patrol and of-
ficers arrive on the
scene with spotlights to
pick up the suspects.

Border Patrol

This winter we have been bom-
barded with the images of suffering
humans in drought-stricken Africa.
It has moved some of us to donate a
few extra dollars.

But, for others, sitting well fed in a
warm house didn’t seem right, in fact
it seemed wrong as the TV portrayed
children dying because of
malnutrition and lack of simple
medicines. These Canadians have
been inspired to truly give of
themselves to share their *“‘wealth”
with those who have nothing on the
other side of the globe.

Ironically, it has been the least
wealthy among us who have given
proportionally the most. Inuits, who
have known starvation first hand,
contributed thousands of dollars.
"Midwestern Mormons, whose own
family farms struggle to pay debts,
sent truckloads of grain. School
students fasted over lunchtime an
even quit smoking in order to
donate pocket change to the hungry.

In the U.S. the phones of the Peace
Corps are ringing off the hook as
about 10,000 people called saying “‘I
want to give of myself; send me
overseas to help.” Programs such as
Peace Corps and CARE as well as
CUSO in this country attempt to find
long-term solutions to famine.
Through these, North Americans
can share their knowledge in
agriculture, water management,

education and medicine with the
citizens of developing nations. The
philosophy is that if someone is
hungry, you give him a line, not a
fish. Individuals from our own
agricultural valley have participated
in such assistance programs.

But what can I do to help? At times
the everyday challenge of keeping
our own families clothed, housed and
fed seems great enough.

Certainly it isn't possible for
everyone to fly to Africa to care for
the suffering. Actually, the relief
agencies prefer you stay at home;
they have enough mouths to feed
over there and the expense of your
plane ticket is better spent on pur-
chasing food.

The trouble with giving money is
that we don't know for sure that the
relief funds get to those who need
them. Political relations and civil
wars, and the alledged misap-
propriation of millions of dollars of
donations to International Christian
Aid, frustrate those who are willing
to make a financial sacrifice.

But there is no answer to the
problem if we stop giving. Much aid
does get through. Channel your
donations through reputable
organizations such as the Canadian
Red Cross Society which announced
this month that it has received a
federal grant that will match every
dollar donated.

CHARITY BEGINS
AT HOME

If you feel you're full of volunteer
energy and you wish to give
something more personal than
money, there's a need and an open
door right at home.

Tender Loving Care (L'amitié) is a
program begun last June at the
Huntingdon Hospital which has
become the most important part of
many patients’ lives. Its objective is
to improve the life styles of chronic
care patients through diversional
and musical therapy. No diploma is
required to become a volunteer -- just
patience and compassion and the
time to visit.

Diversional therapy was invented to
get patients’ minds off their physical
and emotional pains change in at-

mosphere from the institutional
environment to which they are
confined. Professional staff |is

already overworked; their schedules
leave little time for giving extra
attention. It takes volunteer visitors
to bring long-term patients back to
reality with things as simple as
bringing flowers, dressing in bright
clothing, and stimulating them,
through the body senses of touch,

sound, and so on.

These patients need someone to
remember their birthdays and just
be reminded that they are special
people. Although they may not
respond or hold a conversation, they
do know when the wvolunteer is
present simply because there is no
evidence that they don’t.”

Capable musicians are encouraged
to participate. Individuals come
when possible with harmonica,
guitar, melodica and violin to tour
the rooms of the patients. Of course,
the tunes spill into the corridors and
lift the spirits of other patients and
staff as welleEach week a per-
formance is given downstairs using
the piano, other instruments and
vocal presentations.

The program director admits that
volunteering with chronic care
patients is no easy task. But those
who have kept up their commitments
have found it extremely rewarding.
Bringing new life to these neighbors
is answering a human need equally
as important as sending emergency
food to the other side of the globe.

He kept
a journal for several years
in the late 1890s, writing
one line per day.
