Quebec, Oct. “26.—®—Liberals under Hon. Adelard Godbout made 
ready today to take over the administration of Quebec’s affairs and 
to co-operate with the Federal Government in which four of the 
Province’s native sons hold ministries.

The will of the Province’s voters to go along with Godbout in his 
promised “safe and sane administration” and to back the stand on 
war participation of its Federal Ministers was expressed yesterday in 
an avalanche of votes that sent sixty-seven Liberals to the Legislative 
Assembly in this Ancient Capital.

Premier Maurice Duplessis found his Union Nationale représenta­
tion—71, when he called a general election a month ago—reduced 
to 16. One Independent and one National candidate made up the 
total of 85 who were counted in after the polls closed. One con­
stituency—Charlevoix-Saguenay, votes November 16.

Six Cabinet Ministers were among Government party casualties 
as Liberals reversed the vole which put them out of power in 1936 
for the first time in 39 years. The new Premier will be Godbout, 
who held that position for two months in 1936 after a period as Min­
ister of Agriculture. He is a scientific farmer from Temiscouata 
county on the St. Lawrence’s South Shore, a former professor of 
Agriculture, a family man with five children. He is 47 years old.

Liberals and Conservatives at Ottawa United in Viewing AII-j
Defeat of Duplessis Government as Mandate to Press -
War—Outcome of Fight Held Great Personal Tribute for Thousands Congregated in

OBTAINING ELECTION RETURNS

Justice Minister.
Ottawa, Oct. 26.— ((P) —Federal 

Liberals and Conservative? alike to­
day viewed the Liberal landslide in 
the Quebee election as an emphatic 
vindication of Parliament's decision 
that Canada should participate in 
the war against Nazi Germany.

Government supporters were jub­
ilant at the result, acclaimed the 
defeat of Premier Duplessis’ Union 
Nationale Government as a victory 
for Canadian unity and showered 
congratulations on their political 
doyen of French-Canada — Justice 
Minister Lapointe, who led the Fed­
eral Liberal attack in Quebec.

Political opinion on Parliament 
Hill generally interpreted the Lib­
eral win as a personal triumph for 
Mr. Lapointe and probably his 
greatest achievement in ,15 years of 
public life.

A tense capital received the elec­
tion results last night and both 
Prime Minister Mackenzie King and 
Conservative Leader Manion issued 
statements regarding the vote.

The Prime Minister said, “The re­
sults at the polls have, shown above 
all else that the people of Quebec are 
as one with their fellow Canadians 
of the other provinces in their le- 
termiration that a united Canada 
shall co-operate at the side of Brit­
ain and France in the war to defend 
freedom and resist aggression."

Manitoba has 
had average to above normal rain­
fall since August 1 but Eastern Sas­
katchewan has had only 40 to 80 per 
cent of normal and western Saskat­
chewan and South Central Alberta 
have been “extremely dry.”

appointment to the losers, but no dis­
appointment could bo more poignant 
than that suffered by Mr, Gingues, 
who, in the first moments of his hour 
of victory, with the taste of triumph 
sweet upon his lips, was told that a 
mistake had been made and that Col. 
Bourque was still the Member.

With a number of polls to lie heard 
from, officials in the Returning Of­
fice conceded the election to the Lib­
eral standard-bearer. Celebrations 
were immediately started and a tri­
umphant parade organized, Mr. Gin­
gues appeared before microphones at 
local newspaper offices, thanked his 
electors for voting him into Quebec 
and then rode in a shouting and 
cheering procession to the Chateau 
Frontenac to receive the congratu­
lations of his supporters and friends.

Here, while the merriment was at 
its height, with hundreds of well- 
wishers swarming around him. Mr. 
Gingues was informed that his vic­
tory had turned into defeat.

In spite of what the news must 
have meant to him, Mr. Gingues ap­
peared but little perturbed.

“The joke of it isj” he laughed, “1 
have already thanked the people for 
electing me and it appears I’m not 
elected after all.’’

First to bring word of Mr. Bour­
que’s election to the joyous hundreds 
at the Chateau was Charles B. How­
ard, M.P. for Sherbrooke, who cau­
tioned the merrymakers against fur­
ther celebrations until the results of 
the election had been definitely de­
termined. The report of the Nation­
al Union candidate’s victory was 
confirmed by reporters at the Chat­
eau. who hurried to the Returning 
Office to learn that Mr. Bourque had 
been returned.

One thing emerges very dearly from yesterday’s 
Provincial general elections that the people of 
Quebec intend to fulfill their duties In the Rrilish 
Empire without fear or equivocation. They left no 
doubt in anyone’s mind that Quebec is loyal to the 
heart and fully intends to carry out the burdens 
which the current European crisis has imposed 
upon it.

No doubt existed in the minds of the majority 
of the political onlookers for several days before the 
election that the Government would be defeated but 
the size of the majority was surprising to even the 
most optimistic supporters of the Liberal cause.

And Quebec 
stands beside the other sections of this far-flung 
Rrilish Empire. Quebec today stands out before the 
rest of the world as a loyal Canadian province.

To the names of the Right Mon. Ernest Capoinlc, 
Hon. P. J. A. Cardin and oilier French leaders has 
been added lustre and prestige. Especially is the 
Right Hon. Mr. Lapointe to be congratulated. Rravely 
did he accept liie challenge of Quebec’s defeated 
Premier, and bravely and honorably did he lead in 
the fight, lie emerged victorious and he showed 
himself and his fellow-compatriots in their true 
colors.

THE NEW PREMIER

J. Adelard Godbout, who is the choice of the 
electors of Quebec Province to head the administra­
tion for the next four or five years, has had long 
experience in political affairs in the Province.

ITALY AND THE BALKANS

It is not surprising to hear reports that Signor 
Mussolini is quietly trying to form a neutral but 
self-defensive bloc with the Balkan states, presum­
ably his adoption of a more friendly attitude toward 
the Anglo-French Allies who are making war against 
his axis partner, Herr Hitler.

Neither is it surprising to find that one of the 
chief purposes of such a bloc would be to stymie 
Germany, as well as Russia, from extending their 
influence over Southeastern Europe, which Italy 
regards as her rightful domain.

If Mussolini really makes this move, his aim 
will he lo safeguard present Italian interests, and at 
the same time to seize the opportunity of strengthen­
ing his own position in the Balkans.

Il seems quite ceriain that Mussolini is a happy 
man to see what looks like a chance to ease the bonds 
of his German pact.

Neutral observers in Daly were certain that if 
Germany went lo war she would not have Italy’s 
military support. The belief was strong that Mus­
solini would break away from the Berlin-Rome axis 
when a favorable opening occurred.

This idea was strengthened by the vigorous 
manner in which Hiller was reaching into what II 
Puce regarded as his special zone of influence. There 
was every indication that the Nazi chief was aiming 
al domination of the Balkans and Ihe Eastern Medi­
terranean.

Now comes Russia with similar ambitions. Thus 
far Mussolini has refrained from joining his axis 
ally in embracing (lie Communists. Maybe Air 
Marshal Balho’s newspaper 11 Corriere Padano spoke 
from inspiration the other day when it declared that 
Fascists were “horn anti-Communists and are de­
termined so to remain.’’

All in all, this would seem to he an opportune 
moment to Try to form a Balkan bloc under the 
guidance of Italy. These small stales, fighters 
though they are, have taken to cover in the face of 
the Russo-German storm, and their inclination as a 
whole is to stick together for protection.

A possible weak spot in the scheme is Dial Tur­
key. which has been taking the lead in Balkan 
affairs, long has distrusted Mussolini's expansion 
programme.

However, when this distrust has been ironed out 
there would seem to he no insurmountable obstacles 
to the formation of a really powerful bloc.

the Red menace. When Germany 
1 inked up with Stalin the whole 
foundation of the axis was under­
mined. Mussolini has been cooling 
off in his friendship with Hitler for 
the simple reason that he knows 
he cannot carry his people with him. 
It would be the end of his regime. 
Hitler can no longer count on Italy; 
in fact if Mussolini gets into the 
war at all it will more likely be on 
the side of the Allies,

Perhaps the German Russian pact 
came as a greater shock to Japan 
than any other country. Japan’s al­
leged excuse for her invasion of 
China has been to stop the spread of 
Communism. It was on these grounds 
that Japan joined the anti-Comin­
tern pact. When Germany made 
peace with Russia Japan felt that she 
had been betrayed. It left her with­
out support to oppose the power of 
Russia in the East. She might have 
to fight both Russia and China. Jap­
an has abandoned the German al­
liance.

There is probably no country in 
Europe which is more fearful of 
Communism than Hungary. It is still 
a nation of large landowners and 
great estates. The landowners knew 
that if Communism came the pro­
perty would be divided up; the Hun­
gary of today would disappear. So 
for that reason Hungary lined up 
with the axis. Now Hungary finds 
Russia her neighbor. Russian troops 
line the Hungarian border. Hun­
gary is fearful and looks with sus­
picion on her old ally.

Hitler has lost all his friends and 
has gained in return Russia. Russia, 
it is true, lias great resources of men 
and natural wealth. But it is ques­
tionable whether they will be placed 
at the disposal of Germany. Already 
Russia is assuming control of the 
Baltic which must be disturbing to 
Germany. It is doubtful whether 
Russia is in a position to supply the 
materials Germany wants and needs 
and whether Germany has the means 
to buy them.

Germany has isolated herself by 
her alliance with Russia—a daring 
move which she thought would so 
frighten (lie Allies they would be 
prepared to make peace.

With imported French models likely 
to, be cut to a minimum per season, it 
stands to reason that manufacturers 
will be more willing to listen to the 
ideas of even the novice designer 
who devises something attractive, 
she adds.

Big Demand For Good Design
Experts agree that a dress house 

can be no better than its designer. 
Xo matter how complicated the in­
ner workings of a successful whole­
sale house may be, when all is said 
and done, unless the designs are 
what the public wants, no amount 
of salesmanship can make the public 
wear them.

For any aspiring designer, the 
following hints—from the files of 
the experts, might be helpful:

Study the history, of fashion 
Styles come and go in cycles. Un­
less you know what has been worn 
before, your inspiration for design' 
for the future may be somewhat 
limited.

Study the mode of life of the 
people of the market you are trying 
to reach. The more you know about 
their background and habits the less 
likely you will be to design imprac­
tical clothes.

This recipe for cookie dough is 
especialy suitable for such purposes.

Coconut Cream Jumble»
3 cups sifted cake flour
3 teaspoons double-acting 

baking powder 
Az teaspoon soda

1 teaspoon salt
1 % cups sugar

2 eggs, well beaten
1 cup heavy sour cream
1 teaspoon vanilla
2 cups coconut, premium shred

Sift flour once, measure, add bak­
ing powder, soda and salt, and sift 
again. Beat sugar into beaten eggs. 
Add cream, vanilla, and coconut and 
mix until blended. Add flour and 
mix wed. Chill thoroughly. Roll 
G inch thick on slightly floured 
board. Cut in desired shapes and 
pjace far apart on ungreased baking 
sneet. Bake in hot oven (400 de­
grees F. ) twelve to fifteen minutes, 
or until done. Makes about thirty 
cookies. One cup sweet cream may 
be substituted for sour cream and 
-oda in this recipe.

Coaticook, Oct. 26,—The work 
being done among the natives in An­
gola, West Africa, and the customs 
of the natives in that part of the 
continent were reviewed by Rev. J. 
T. Tucket, D.D., of Angola, in an 
address at the mutual thank-offering 
meeting of the Women’s Missionary 
Society. Dr. Tucker was entertained 
at the United Church parsonage for 
lunch.

Sixty per cent of all the native chil­
dren die before reaching the age of 
one vear, Dr. Tucker said, largely 
due to the ignorance of the parents. 
In the work among the natives par­
ticular attention is being given to 
education tending to do away with 
the ideas of witchcraft and evil 
spirits, impressed upon the people 
from one generation to another.

Previous to Dr. Tucker’s address 
the usual routine of the W.M.S. was 
followed, with Mrs. Rogers leading. 
Prayers were offered by Mrs. White, 
Sr. The yearly thank-offering, which 
last year amounted to thirty-nine 
dollars was also taken.

At the close of the meeting a social 
hour was enjoyed and tea served. 
Miss Amy Tomkins, with Mrs. Al­
bert Johnston at the piano, sang as 
a solo “Seeking to Save.’’

Rev. Albert Johnston, in his cap­
acity as chairman of the Quebec- 
Sherbrooko Presbytery and repres­
entative of the Missionary and Main­
tenance Fund, has travelled with Dr. 
Tucker and together they have visit­
ed Richmond, Rock Island, Knowlton, 
Bury and Lennoxville.

The Yankees are 
willing to play a few night games 
away from home, hut President F.d 
Barrow is set against installing 
lights—"at least, for 1940.”

Terry, who has said he neve.r. 
never would play under lights, vvlll 
have to shade his eyes and like it, a 
a martyr to the desire of the stock- 
nolders to make money. He will re­
main field manager of the team, not 
yet having convinced his employers 
that he would be more valuable sit­
ting at a desk directing the Giants’ 
farm properties.

The decision of the Giants to light 
up their own big plant and to play 
night games abroad will be acclaim­
ed by other National League clubs. 
The Polo Grounds, sitting smack in 
thy centre of several million poten­
tial customers who like to go places 
at night, can confidently be expect­
ed to jam in several crowds of 5J,000 
or better for its nocturnal attrac­
tions.

At least, it was next to impossible 
to get inside Ebbets Field, just 
across the ‘East River, on the nights 
the Dodgers played there the past 
season, and their opponents benefit­
ed accordingly. While Brooklyn was 
lighting it out with Cincinnati in 
the matter of total admissions for 
the year, the Giants had too many 
afternoons when a charge of grape 
shot would not have harmed a fan in 
the upper tiers.

Having finished a wobbling f.fth, 
they plan to make a number of deals 
to strengthen their line-up before | 
next spring, hut none is likely to be 
announced before the mid-winter 
meeting at Cincinnati. They will 
train at Winter Haven, Florida, for 
a change, having decided that they 
can get more and better practice 
against the cluster of clubs training 
around there than they have had the 
past few seasons against the Indi­
ans aiul Athletics out in Louisiaa.

Some of them have been burned i 
before by their own criticism of 
the red-head’s red hot schemes— 
such as night baseball—and are 
willing to give his latest brainchild 
a hearing.

This is what MacPhail said he in­
tended to have anyway at the annual 
meetings at Cincinnati in Decem­
ber, when he will propose that the 
first place clubs play each other, as 
now, and the second, third, fourth, 
fifth, sixth, seventh, and eighth 
place teams also meet.

’‘Inter-league competition should 
not be confined to two clubs, A ser­
ies of inter-league games in which 
all clubs participate would fairly de­
termine the question of supremacy 
each season,” argued MacPhail.

Tho first reaction of a lot of per­
sons was probably voiced most suc­
cinctly by Clark Griffith, president 
of the Washington Senators, who 
snapped :

“Just say for me that MacPhail 
is nuts. Somebody proposed this a 
long time ago and it was just as silly 
then as it is now.”

But for the most part calmer 
spirits prevailed.

William E. Benswanger, president 
of the Pittsburgh Pirates, declared, 
“theoretically Pm inclined to favor 
MacPhail’s idea, because of my be­
lief that the National League is 
every bit as strong as the American 
with the exception of the Yankees.

“However, I don’t feel the plan

is practical. One objection is that 
fuch a plan would tend to take away 
interest in the big series.”

Alva Bradley, of the Cleveland 
Indians, recalling that his sugges­
tion last year of a series of inter­
league games in mid-season “didn’t 
get much response,” said he would be 
ready to give MacPhaiTs idea consid 
«ration if it were brought up, “but 
I wouldn’t want to take a position on 
it right now."

Old Connie Mack, who has seen 
a lot of novelties come and go, dis­
sented loudly:

“To my way of thinking it would 
bo a real failure. There would be 
no real rivalry. I don’t believe any 
of our clubs in the second division, 
or even those in the lower part of 
the upper, would draw enough to 
make it worthwhile, financially, to 
play the games.

“I don’t think we have to worry 
about which is the best league or 
the best team. We’ll always have an 
outstanding team. The Yankees will 
be beaten in time. I think almost 
any of us could do it—if we got it 
into our heads we really wanted to.”

Sam Breadon, of the St. Louis 
Cardinals, asserted, “The world 
wouldn’t want to see anything intro­
duced which would detract any inter­
est from it.”

And this year’s World Series riv­
als. Warren Giles, general manager 
of the Cincinnati Reds, said, "I 
want to think about it a while be­
fore I comment.”

Ed Barrow, president of the Yan­
kees, observed:

“I don’t want to comment. But 
this same proposal was made thirty 
or forty years ago by August Herr­
mann, president of the Reds, and 
laughed away.”

CANADIAN AIR 
CHIEF FAVORED 

SOLO FLIGHTS
Air Marshall William Avery 

Bishop Entered First Great 
War from R.M.C. and Came 
Out with Highest Military 
Honors.

19

Ottawa, Oct. 28.—(CPU William 
Avery Bishop, Canada’s air marshal 
and head of her military aviation, 
left Royal Military College when 
twenty years old to go overseas in 
1914 as it lieutenant in the Canadian 
Mounted Rifles.

Four years later when the First 
Great War ended, Bishop bad these 
achievements to his credit:

He had brought down 72 German 
airplanes on the western front and 
was tops among the Allied airmen. 
He had risen to the rank of lieuten 
ant-colonel, and won the Victoria 
Cross. He was officially credited 
with more than 170 air battles.

Lt.-Col. Bishop was the first man 
to receive the Victoria Cross, the 
Distinguished Service Order and the 
Military Cross, all in a single inves­
titure by the King. He is also Cheva­
lier of the French Legion of Honor, 
holds the Croix dc Guerre with two 
palms, the special medallion of the 
British Air Fleet Committee, gold 
medal of the Aero Club of France 
and the special war medal of the 
Aero Club of America.

Air Marshal Bishop is a firm be-; 
liever in the potency of aerial war­
fare and is on record with thi 
statement in a public address before 
the present war:

“1 believe tnat in the event of 
European trouble our most valuable! 
form of co-operation (with Great 
Britain) would be highly-trained 
air personnel.”

Today Bishop is busily engaged 
in the organization and training of 
that personnel and will play a large 
part in the establishment in Canada 
of training areas for airmen from 
other parts of the Empire.

Bi.-.nop was boni in Owen Sound, 
Ont., Feb. 4, 1894. At college when 
war broke, he lost no time in getting 
into the Canadian Expeditionary 
Force. In August, 1915, in France, 
he was transferred on his own re­
quest to the Royal Flying Corps,

On the western front he piled up 
a record unmatched by any flier of 
the allied forces and exceeded only 
by Germany’s Richtofen, but war 
writers agree that Bishop’s achieve­
ment was possibly the greater. He 

, engaged in more combats single- 
handed and brought down more 
enemy planes behind their own lines, 

j In one day Bishop brought down 
i five German planes. In another he 
! went up nine times after enemy 
planes and nine times engaged them, 

j His greatest successes were in soli­
tary flights where, as one writer 
says, “he took fearful chances.”

_ Narrowest escape Bishop had was

in one of his early flights. On March 
25, 1917, when the Germans were 
in a strategic retreat to the Hinden- 
burg Line, he glided back over the 
allied lines with a dead engine. 
Above him were two German plane.-, 
but he landed safely.

Bishop’s winning the Victoria 
Cross was an exploit of June 2, 1917. 
Before sunrise, Di hop, flying alone, 

I went over t he German lines to raid 
Ian airdrome. There was no sign of 
[life around that airdrome so he con­
tinued on his way till he found one. 
At the second, seven planes were 
being readied for the air.

Bishop swooped down, destroyed 
two of their planes. Two others took 

: after him. One of these he destroyed 
and damaged the other, before re­
turning to the allied lines.

In June, 1918, he was detached 
for service on the British Air Mini­
stry staff. In August he returned to 
the Canadian headquarters staff to 

'organize an air branch and was en- 
I gaged on this when the war ended.

Commercial air ventures in which 
he engaged in Canada after the war 

jwerc. disappointing. Bishop returned 
to England but later came back to 
Canada and on the. outbreak of the 

| present war was vice-president of a 
j large oil company.

The Canadian Government made 
him air vice-marshal in 1936. In 
August last he received the rank of 
marshal.

The air marshal’s publications in­
clude “Winged Warfare,” “Hunting 
the Huns in the Air” and “The Fly­
ing Squad.”

He married in 1917
