Juanousy oF TRADERS.—A very characteristic
circular from a large Dry Goods House at To-
ronto, has been put into our hands by & mem-
ber of a firm whom it reached in the course of
trade. It reads as follows:—

Dpar Sir,—Anticipating a greater demand
for goods during the approaching Fall than
there has been for some seasons past, we beg
toinform you that we are importing a larger
and more fully assorted stock that usual,

Knowing unfair inducements are being
offered to Western buyers to divert their trade
to Montreal, we solicit a call from ycu before
purchasing " elsewhere, being assured we can
offer you as good advantages (in stock and
prices) as any other house in the trade.

You will find it to advantage not to order or
purchage goods early. The Cotton and Woollen
Markets are reported by latest arrivals as hav-
ing a downward tendency, and we have no
doubt that goods bought late in the British
markets will be decidedly the cheapest.

Wa ara nrenared noy to show geyeral Lots of
you might entrust us with.

By beginning of September we hope to have
our Stock fully assortcd, and will then feel
obliged by your favouring us with a call, when
‘we hope to convince you that it will be to your
advantage to purchase Dry Goods in this mar-
ket.

Except the second paragraph in this circular
there ig nothing here to excite remark. Whether
goods will be dearer or cheaper is a matter cer-
tainly not within the scope of the professional
Jjudgement of a newspaper editor, and we sup-
pose is like events on all markets, subject to
a great many contingencies. The promise to
sell on the best possible terms, joined with ags-
surance of the capacity to do so, are the ordin-
ary stuff of such documents. Whether in the
wholesale or retail trades, every man sells
better, cheaper, with greater variety of cheice,
and in general conducts his affairs on a more
liberal principles than his neightour. We do
not unfrequently find even among the imacu-
late body to which ourselves belong—among
the black and white sheep, responsible and ir-
responsible, famous and obscure men, who
make up the composite body known ag the
“press,” thata certain amount of modest puf-
fery prevails, and that some journalists pretend
to have (urned the single spring of clear truth
by an underground pagsage into a well of which
they keep the key. But what is peculiar in
this circular is the singular inconsistency with
which the ordinary boast is counteracted by an
opposite statement. - The signers canand will
sell the best goods, trom the largest assort-
ments, at the lowest prices, and no doubt on
the longest terms that the credits of pur-

chagsers will warrant. But yet they
know that “inducements” — ‘“unfair in-
ducements” it is true—are being offered

to Western buyers, to divert the trade to Mon-
treal.” Falstaff modified his statement about
the number of the thieyes who attacked him by
alleging that they were in Buckram suits, and
80 Messrs. Bryce and McMurrich qualify their
statements as to the inducements to trade
which others offer, and they manifes tly do not,
by a word which seems to have in this place
very little more meaning than Buckram in the
Knights asseverations. The proposition seems
to be this:—We krow that others offer you
better terms than ourselyes, but the excess of
advantage is an unfair one ; deducting this un-
fairness—an indefinite ratio which may mean
5 per cent or 20 per cent,—deducting this un-
fairness, we say, come to us and we can do as
well as the Montrealers. It must, however,
occur to the country store-keeper, assailed by
this rhetoric, that after all, the inducement is
there, and that he  will, by buy-
ing in Montreal, save five, ten, twenty
or fifty per cent according to the quantity
which the qualifying adjective stands for. He
has, then, a direct pecuniary object in dealing
with the Montrealers, unless he is staggered
by the unfairness of their dealings. In order
to decide between the Toronto suggestion of
profit on one side and immorality on the other,
he will naturally ask whatis the purport of
the word ‘‘ unfair” in this connection. 'What
ig an unfair inducement by a seller to a buyer?
In what way, in short, does the injustice
operate ? Is it against the purchaser, or the
seller, or against other purchasers, whose cre-
dit does not enable them to buy as well; or,
lastly, is it against other buyers, who, from
inferiority in geographical position, or from a
system of business which requires solvent
buyers to pay for ingolvent, must have a larger
margin of profit on all the sales made?—
The well to do coantry dealer, whose case we
have been considering, revolving these casuis-
tical questions in his anxious bosom, may, we
think, wita all his desire to avoid iniquity,
come to this conclusion :—That the faireat bar-
gain for himself is that which, taking all ele-
ments into account, is the cheapest ; that there
is no rule of equity which requires him to pay
an adyanced price in order to handicap his own
strength with the weakness of a lame duck
who opposes him from the other side of the
way ; and that, in like manner, probity in no
way demands that wholesale houses, who have
selected the best point for distribution, and who
live by profits on saleg, and not by interest on
loans under the name of credits, should neu-

stripping other people in the race. Of course
DO one in this city can feel annoyed at sach a
circular. The complete frustration of all the
swelling hopes some time ago felt by the inha-
bitants of what were then flonrishing Western
villages, naturally creates a soreness which we
would rather allay than irritate. And if im-
porters who hail from those villages will only
be 50 kind as to frequently give our metropoli-
tan importers such capital notices of the supe-
rior though unfair advantages which buyers get
down here, it will save a great deal of the ex-
pense which must otherwise be undertaken by
our merchants to spread the truth among the
more benighted traders in the West, who might
otherwise continue to believe that Hamilton and
Toronto are the Emporiums of the World.

TaE GALwAY CONTRACT AND THE MONTREAL
CompANy.—The Liverpool Daily Post of the
18th inst., makes the tollowing announcement
of cosiderable importance if it turn out to be
well founded ; and we should suppose from the
character of the paper that it would not be
made without some basis :—

We are enabled to state positively that Gov-
ernment means to disallow in Zofo the proposed
transfer of the Galway contract to the Montreal
Company. How far a vote of the House of
Commons will permit this intention to be acted
upou remains to be seen ; but although it is
tolerably certain that nearly all the Irish mem-
bers who may find it convenient to be fin the
house when the division takes place, will op-
pose the proposition, as will also the bulk of
the Derbyites, it is hardly to be supposed that
the executive would venture on the proposed
apparently invidious course if they had not
felt certain of carrying it by a considerable
majority, which cannot be affected by the
Peers! ;

There is, no doubt, a great deal of local feel-
ing in the spirit which has dictated these re-
marks. Liverpool fears to lose a trade which
she gained in consequence of her geographical
advantages ; but some part of which must ac-
cording to our judgement, depart from her,
now that changes in the mode of transporta-
tion have made it important to fix the points
of departure between the two continents, at
those points from which the shortest ferry of
tbe Atlantic can take place. We hold™hat the
St. Lawrence must become the American port
at which passengers, letters, and all things in
the transport of which despateh is the first
requisite will arrive from Hurope, and from
which they will depart. For the same reasons
we hold the West coast of Ireland to be indi-
cated as the European point of arrival and
departure, for the same kind of freight, to and
from ' American. The proximity of Liverpool
to the manufacturing Districts of England,
will probably long give her her existing supre-
macy ; but there is a class of business per-
formed by Steamships that at once seeks the
speediest route, no matter at what expense.
‘Whether the subsidy given to the Lever line
will be continued to the Montreal line or not,
therefore, the Atlantic mail route at no distant
day will be from a port on the West coast of
Ireland to the St. Lawrence. It suffices to cast
our eyes on the following table, by a corres-
pondent of the Boston Post, who hag taken
much interest in postal matters, {o establish
this fact. 1Itis the averages of passages made
by various lines across the Atlantic :—

sherter passages have been made by vessels of
very inferior steam-power to that possessed by
the others, the question of route on this side of
the Atlantic ig decided for any one, who does
not think that, in the present day, men will
choose a slow passage when they can have a
fagt one. If the Liverpool interests are chiefly
concerned, however, in defeating temporarily a
project calculated to improve the prospects of
a rival port, the British Goverament and Par-
liament seem likely to consider 1t in a much

broader light. Inman’s line have offered to
give security that thoy will 4aln 4L, - 1

across the Atlantic from England and to Eng-
lund in steam vessels may be left to be self
supporting. The opposition to the Lever sub-
sidy, on all -other grounds, were petty and
narrow in comparison with that which arose
from the feeling that no subsidy was required—
that even the Cunard contract ought not to
have been renewed—and that to grant more
money in the same way would have been an
act of profligate extravagance. It will be felt
by many to be a very impotent conclusion of
the fight against the Galway subsidy if, instead
of the result being a saving to the Treasury, it
is only a transfer of the prize. Under these
circumstances, much as we Canadians have
had, and still have, to complain of in the con-
tinuance of an enormous grant to our commer-
cial rivals, it would not be surprising if Parlia-
ment should believe that they were well rid of
the whole thing by the failare of the IL.ever
Company, and should do what our Liverpool
contemporary says the Imperial Ministry has
resolved to do.

DirFERENT CUsTOMS IN DIFFERENT COUNTRIHS

He has produced
an amusing little book illustrated by facetious
initial letters and larger designs—not, however,
we must say, in the highest style of the modern
art of wood-engraving. The work is a pleasant
sketchy compilation, not purporting to convey
any profound scientific notions of the order
salmo, and not concealing—though we find
some critics think not sufficiently acknowledg-
ing—the author’s obligations to his forerunners
in the same line, Drs. Henry and Lanman.
There is something about flies ; something about
rivers, tents, equipages, &c., &c.; but on the
whole we are disposed to think the book will be
considered rather as a pleasant companion on a
ﬁshisg excursion during the intervals of legiti-
mate sport than as a mentor to instruct the pis-
catorial Telemachus in the way that he should

go.

Sir,—During my accustomed walk this day
on the wharf, my attention was arrested by
seeing a quantity of large sized earthen tubes,
iR 9. Qp thtee feet in length and depth,
dently composed of a material not intended to
be destroyed. In reply to my inquiries I find
“haca tubes are imported expressly for the
Harbour Commissioners, and intended to be
used in draining those commodious wharves
constructed by them at Hochelaga, under the
direction of their able and energetic engineer,
to whose skill and ability the public of Mon-
treal and the shipping interest especially, are
greatly indebted for that vast amount of im-
provement, accommodation and facilities afford-
ed to the increasing business of our port. To
this gentleman in conjunction with Mr. O, E.
Teasel of Grey Nun Street, (who represent the
manufacturers here), are we indebted for the
introduction of this new and important feature
of drainage, possessing as it does a vast supe-
riority not only over the old leaky wooden box
but by so far as the box is exceeded by the
brick drain, does this exceed the brick, and to
any intelligent and practical mind, must be
obvious the incealculable advantages and sani-
tary improvements to be obtained in a city by
the use of a drainage in which the escape of
those noxious gases and impurities is avoided.
The best of brick drains cannot for one moment
be compared to this. In its formation each
length of tube is provided with a socket joint
for the insertion of the one next succeeding,
which is filled or set with cement. Thug is
formed one continuous line of drain, perfectly
air and water tight ; affording resistance to a
pressure about equal to three hundred feet.
The ccmponent parts of these tubes are a mix-
ture of strong fine clay, iron stone, ores, silica,
&c., manufactured under & patent process, and
exposed to intense heat, rendering its surface
smooth, highly yitrified and utterly impervious
to the action of weather acids or other mat-
ters; and at the same time free from those
obstructions, the primary cause of failure in all
brick drains, and for the repair of which a
lieavy call is frequently made upon the tax-
paying community, Surely with such advan-
tages, which have been offered to our city
authorities at & cost of even less than scme of
our recently constructed works in drainage, it
behoves them to be open to the conviction, that
a more effectual, economical system is at their
hands than the one heretofore obstinately pur-
sued: If the suggestions, counsel and practical
experience of their appointed and efficient
officer is over ruled and nullified, I am at
& loss to know why the appointment was made.
Surely the day for such triflings should have
passed and given place to the study of the
1hterests of our cily, hailing with delight the
economical introduction of any new measure
that would tend to its sanitary advancement,

THE PRESS IN FRANCE.
(From the Times Correspondent.)

A curious pamphlet appeared a few days
back. It is entitled Histoire d’une demande en
Autorisation de Journal—simple question de
Propriété. The journal is the Courier de Paris
and the brochure relates the various trials it
had to pass through before its unfortunate pro-
prietor could induce the Minister to permit its
being taken off his hands. The dialogue between
M. Leymarie, the author of the pamphlet, and
the Minister first, and again between Count
&’Haussonville and M. dela Gueronniére, is a
specimen of the offhand Wway in which these
matters are managed in France.

M. Leymarie desired to become proprietor or
manager of the Courier de Paris, and he applied
to the Minister of the Interior for permission to
manage or edit the paper which he had just
purchased. Several days passed without an
answer, and M. Leymarie wrote to the Chef de
Division of the department. * The Chef de
Division,” says M. Leymarie,~—

‘ Whom I applied to to know the cause of the
delay, maintained an unquiet and disquieting
reserve. When the Courier du Dimanche was
in question the same individual was pleaged to
say that my character asa writer dispensed the
Administration from making any inquiry about
me. On the present oecasion hesitation and
fear were visible; how on earth had I come to be
proprietor of the Courier de Paris? on what
basis was it to be worked ? There were rumours
of a capital of 500,000f , and even of 1,000,000f,,
of the editorial department being confided to
the most notable writers belonging to the Op-
position. M. le Conseiller d’Etat, charged
with the direction of the press, wanted to be
enlightened. It would be well to submit to
him the deed of sale, I lost no time in hand-
ing the deed of sale to the Chefde Division.

Days passed away, and still no reply. M.
Leymarie wrote to M. de la Gueronniére, as
Councillor of State. M. Leymarie recounts
briefly his interview with M. de la Gueron-
niere.

‘¢ His Excellency [the Minister of the Inter-
ior] was rather anxious as to the attitude that
the Courier de Parts was about to assume.
On seeing connected with the journal several
persons considerable for their position, charac-
ter, taleut, and fortune, the Administration
asked itself if it were prudent to permit a pub-
lic organ to be in the hands of such adversar-
ies. Was not, in fact, Count d’Haussonville
one of the shareholders, and he had published
a letter to the Councils-General, and also to
the bdttonniers of the Advocates; both these
letters had been much spoken of, and the Ad-
ministration thought it right to look to the
matter. Finally, M. de la Gueronniére begged
of me to see the Minister himself. I left the
cabinet of M. le Conseiller d’Etat” (continues
M. Leymarie) “less reasgured than when I enter-
ed it. My uncertainty was put an end to, how-
ever, when a few days after I had the honour
to be received by the Minister of the Interior,
and from the very first words I knew what I
had to expect. ¢So itis an opposition paper
you want to establish,’ says M. Billault. ¢ No,
M. le Ministre; if by Opposition you mean a de-
termination to, I will not say systematically
detame, but even to criticize. Yes, if Opposi-
tron consists in examining with independence
the acts of the Goverument.’

‘¢ You want to make an Oppesition paper,’ re-
peated the Minister. ¢ Well, then, I will ex-
plain myself unmistakeably ;’ and in point of
fact, it was in & very unmistakeable manner
that M. Billault gave me his notions as to the
quantity of liberty he should leave to the press
in discussing the general interests of the coun-
try.

‘ The Minister admitted as legitimate my
pretension to exercise the right which belongs
10 every citizen to express through the channel
of the press his thoughts on public affairs ; but
he observed that, he, as Minister, had the right
to keep on the defensive ugainst an opposition
which might embarrass it.”

M. Leymsrie observed that ¢ The study of
social and political questions carried on with-
out party spirit, could by no means create any
danger to the State.” ‘No; not danger,” said
the Minister, *‘ but an embarragsment.” I[n my
opinion .an Opposition paper, patronised by men
ed and sanctioned by public tavorj'woslgdo
that very fact: acquire a disquieting influence.
The more & paper so conducted was constitu-
tional,—in a word the more moderate it was,
the greater would be the inconvenience.”

Such is the doctrine of the Minister of the
Interior. Never has the press of Fiance been
so characterised before ; never have the official
journalists been more cruelly described. It fol-
lows that the only press which the Minister
will authorise is one that will be conducted by
men without consideration; who possess no
talent or position ; and who are harmless be-
cause they are dependent. How complimen—
tary.

The sanctioning the appointment of a mana-
ger to the Courrier De Puaris was, it geems, too
important a measure to be adopted by the Minis-
ter on his own responsibility, and he said that
he should submit it to the Cabinet.

Two days afterwards the following was re-
ceived by M. Leymarie :—

¢ Parig, Dec. 28, 1859,

‘¢ Sir,)—In conformity with the first article of
the organic decree on the press of the 17th of
February, 1852, you addressed to me on the
14th inst. & demand to be authorised to act as
proprietor, manager, and editor of the Cour-
rier De Paris.

“I have the honor to inform you that this
demand cannot be granted.

‘' Receive; &c.,
“BILLAULT, Minister of the Interior.”

M. d’Haussonville having an interest in the
Courrier De Parts, had soon afterwards, in
company with M. Leymarie, an interview with
M. de la Gueronniere; and the conversation
is most amusing. M. de Haussonville referred
the Minister's letter to M. Deymari, refusing
him the authorisation.

“ This answer of the Minister,” observed M.
d’Hausonville,

‘‘Requires, I think, some explanation. It is,
indeed, very hard that the Minister should not
allow M. Leymarie himself to direct the paper
which he has paid for with his own money.—
What more is there? Has the Minister of the
Interior ment to deny M. Guerard [a previous
proprietor] the right of selling a newspaper in
which, as is well known, he loses yearly from
forty to fifty thousand francs? And (‘ioes.he
mean to prevent M. Leymarie from buy}ug it ?
Does the contract, good and valid as it was,
which passed between those two gentlemen on
the 14th of December  last, become, all of a
sudden, and in consequence of two or three lines
ending with the signature of M, Billaulta dead
letter. Iam inclined to think that there must
have been some mistake in the drawing up of the
letter which M. Leymarie received from the
Minister of the Interior, and the object of this
visit i8 to get from you as much intormation as
possible.”

Some farther remarks followed, in which M.
de la Gueronniére observed that, independent-
ly of moderation and legality, it was necessary
for the Goveroment to demand  certain indis-
pensable guarantees before allowing persons
whom the public would fesel pleasure in listen-
ing to to discuss the general interests of the
country.” M. d’Haussonville replied that he
could not divine what were the guarantees
meant.

M. de la Gueronniere said :—

“That before granting to influential persons’
the right to address th. public and criticize its
acts, the Administration required to be assured
beforehand that their criticisms were inspired
at least by sentiments of moderation and
friendship towards the Government.”

M. d’Haussonville said :(—

¢t g for moderation, you may count upon it;
unfortunately, M. le Conseiller d’ Etat, accord-
ing to what M. Billault said, it is precisely that
moderation which he is so much afraid of. As
“or friendship, there exist words which must be
mutually blotted out of our vocabulary. I
shall never use the word ‘enmity’ to express my
teelings with regard to the present Government;
but allow me, M.le Conseiller d’Etat, to remind
you that in 1852, I beheld many of my friends,
men of very moderate opinions, who had never
offered any seditious opposition, and who even
gupported the Government of the President of
the Republic, and among them my father-in-
law, M. de Broglie, I have seen them led from
the Mairie of the tenth arrondissement to the
Quai d’Orsay barracks by a troop of soldiers.
This, Sir, is a recollection which cannot leave
me. it willnever prevent me from judging of
all things and persons with calmness and tran-
quility, but I think it should prevent your
requiring of me that I should entertain for a
regime which began in this tashion any friendly
feelings. As to the respect due to authority,
submission to the laws, and the scrupulous
observance of the rules of frank discussion, they
are for me but old habits, May I reckon upon
your giving an account of this conversation to
the Minister of the Interior ?”

“Do not doubt of it.”

As may be supposed, the Minister of the In-
terior had no great wish to see M. d’Hausson-
ville.

A NEAPOLITAN PRISONER LATELY
RELEASED.

(From the Correspondence of the Times.)

I

have done the same, and the follow harrow-

ing history I have received from hown lips,

in the presence of Arenare, of aleapolitan

friend, and of a foreign consul :—

: “Ilanded in Genoa from Bostoiomewhere
in 1853, and, wishing to see the s¢h of Italy,

travelled til! I came near Viterbovhen I was
cautioned not to go to Rome; by I still per-
severed in my intention of doing swhen I was
arrested as not having a passporand carried
to the Eternal City, where I waslaced in the
Carcere Nuovo. Not satisfied yh the report
which I gave of myselt, I was toared for three
months as follows : my hands fd arms were
bound together, and then, by mes tied round
the upper part of my arms, ty were drawn
back ll my breast protrude@nd my bones
sounded ‘Orick ! crick! Th2 was another
species of torture practiced nn me, which
was this. At night, while slping, the door
was secretly opened, and bucks of water were
thrown over my body. Howl survived it I
cannot tell ; the keepers wer¢stonished, and
said they mnever had had sw an instance;
‘But you will never get ou alive, said the
Caporale Rosaloi. I repliedhat I never ex-
pected so to do, and prayedor the Angel of
Death to come. The worst tture of all, how-

ever, was the prison itself, foom into which
a few rays of light strugglefrom above, and
the stench of which—for itad been used by
the gaolers as a privy—wass bad as death.

For three months I suffer¢ thus, and then,
without any reason assigne was takea from
it and placed always alone n a room, called
the ¢ Salone dei Preti,’ a ls7> airy room, and
was well fed and well treaig for 21 months

more. I was the prisoner ( the Cardinal Se-
cretary Antonelli. About te middle of 1855,
again without any reason *ing giyen, I was
sent off to Naples ; was pled first in the Vi-
cari, and afterwards in S Francisco, in a
small close room, where Iad been detained
for 44 years. I was questned on several oc-
casions, and at last refugd o answer, saying
that my persecutors alreay knew what I had
to say ; that I was unjust’ and illegally con-
fined, and nothing should bmpel me to utter
another word. On anoter occasion I was
called before Bianchini, th director of police,
who interrogated me. I .ppealed against my
sufferings, and all the regy I received was,
¢ Va bene ! Va bene, from, Christian man to
one suffering as I was! have been asked to
send a supplica for my Jicration, but my inva-
riable answer was, ¢ I wi die first ; never will
I ask anything of this Government.” When
first I arrived here I had: little money, which
for a short time procure( me better food than
the prison fare, and therby degrees I sold my
clothes. Atlast I sold,at times, my black
bread to have a little sai to sprinkle over my
beans, and sometimes t( procure some incense
to relieve the horrid steich of my prison. As
for water for purposes)f cleanliness, it was
never supplied me, andall that I could do was
to dip one of my own rigs in a jug of drinking
water and wash some portions of my body.
During the day I couldrepose, bat at night I
was covered with blac) beetles, fleas, and lice,
and every conceivabl¢ species of vermin.—
I expected death, and desired and prayed
for it ag a relief, butitnever came. My clothes
were at last so reduced that I was all but naked
and o I have passed four summers and winters
pacing up and dowq my narrow chamber. ‘I
will show you my prison dress, said he, and
going out returned in a few minutes. It might
have stood as a model for Lazarus risen from
the tomb. The lower part of his body was
covered with a thin pair of brown drawers,
nothing more ; on his feet were a pair of shoes
with the soles and upper leathers all in holes.
He had no shirt, but over the upper part of his
body was thrown a rag, something like a
coarse kitchen towel, one corner of which he
had placed on his head, and as the long elfin
locks which had not been cut for many years
hung down far below his shoulders he appear-
ed more like a krute beast than a Christian
man. ‘See this rag,’ said he, ‘how I have
botched it! Thiswas my dress, and go clad 1
paced up and down my solitary den.) ‘When
I heard of his state,” said the benevolent Aren-
are—whose nameshould be known and honour-
ed—‘I sent him some clothes, otherwise he
could not have left his prison; and when he
entered my house [ thought I had never wit-
nessed such a sight. He was supported by
two persons, tor he could scarcely walk, and
stared about, exclaiming ‘Where am 1?' He
was evidently lost. He has somewhat recover-
ed in appeargice, but his eyes are still half-

in colours too deep what was happenir¥ery ‘formed part of a detachment which left this
day in this lovely country. ng th, the place last week for Ancona, refused at the lﬂst‘l

moment - to accompany their companions,
although their places on board the steamer had
been paid for. They, however, s_ubsequently
consented to go by the steamer which left two
days back, but at the last moment they again
refused to embark! The volunteers wh(_) left
two days back were 166 in number—6 of them
Irish.”

The Dover Chronlcle says:—Within these
last few weeks nearly 120 men have embql:ked
at Dover, en route to join General Lamoriciere’s
Papal army at Rome. On Wednesday last 40
men landed at our port, on their way home,
under the plea of “‘unfit.”

RELIGIOEIE CENSUS IN ENGLAND,

There is something said in a certain book of
those who compassed seaand land to make one
proselyte, only to make him worse than before.
A zeal of this kind seems to have infected all
sorts of Christians in our times, so great 18 the
anxiety to count up to a good figure, a}lq 80
much less the interest taken in the religious
quality of the individual Christian. Just now
the approaching Census is the battle-ground
between the Established Church and al_l otl}er
denominations. In the late Census it is quite
clear, from the vociferous protest ra}sed by all
Churchmen and the excessive satisfaction of
the Dissenters, that the latter had siolen a
march on the Chnrch of England, and by some
trick of practical arithmetic had swelled the
returns from their Meeting-houses at tl;e ex~
pense of the Church. The latter, which is
always a most faithful exponent of the English
character, and which does its spiritual business
much as the War-office did the Crimean war,
and much as we are doing the public
works of this metropolis, was caught
napping on that occasion, but has ever
since resolved to make up for the neglect.
The Returns have been pulled to pieces in a
thousand ways, and, if we have not ourselves
joined the sport, it is that, with all due respect
to the Registrar-General and his staff, we do
not attach the value some people do to rehglo_us
statistics. One result of the controversy is,
that in the Census Bill now before Parliament
it is proposed to provide against close-packed
chapels and deserted churches, monster revi-
vals, and rainy days, by puiting to every man
the question point blank, “Whatis your religi-
ous persuasion ?” So the question stands, aud
the effect of this vecy small formula on the
Dissenting body is as if they had been pricked
by Lthuriel’s spear. They are in utter dismay
at what we are bound to conclude will be the
detection of their real paucity. On the
contrary, Churchmen are preparing to sing
lo triumphe over the rout of their antagonists.
For our part, we can scarcely conceive the
mind of the man who could propose to put
such a question to everybody, when we think
who and what “everybody” is. Unless the an-
swers be almost universally true the return

we rs, in this metropolis at least, will be that
generally the religious profession is nil.

It is impossible to doubt that these zealots
are battling to swell up their respective num-
bers from those amphibious classes which have
really no profession atfall. The degree of suc-
cess in this questionable enterprise must de-
pend much on accident ; but, be it much or
little, it seems to us equally worthless, What
if it should appear on the face of the answers
to such a question that three fourths of the me.
tropolitan population were Church people ?—
The only moral would be that the Church had
neglected its duty, or that professed Church-
manship was just good for nothing, or that
these half-million Churchmen might be left to
take care of themselves. It certainly could be
no matter of boast to the Church that it allowed
1ts members to remain such as they certainly
are. The Church can win no glory from the
names of those who consider Churchmanship
a sufficient excuse for neglecting every re'i-
gions duty. and often every moral duty as well.
For the Church to insist on the proposed ques-
tion is to accept the position of a refuge for
the destitute, to be content with a mere mob,
and to depend on an army great only on
paper. We see no eonclusion of any practical
importance that the Church could engraft on
any return, were it of the most paradoxical
character. We all know there is work enough
to be done, and no specification of numbers
can add to this fact. If anybody wishes to be
an Apostle to the Gentiles, or, a8 we now call
it, a missionary to the heathen, he need not
wait to learn half a dozen languages, or spend
a fortune at a college, or purchase an outfit, or
cross one or two oceans, or run the risk of
being eaten by savages.

intended objects of the rrojected mission to
Gentral Africa.

AUSTRIA.

Count Rechberg has instructed Prince Met-
ternich to declare to M. Thouvenel, in the name
of the Austrian government, that Austria in
tends to maintain that Piedmont can show no
title to be admitted to the conference.

The draught of the Budget for the War De-
partment during the year 1861 contains the
following singular item :—‘‘Sum which will be
required for the maintenance of the troops of
the Duke of Modena, 1,019,092 florins.”

According to accounts from Trieste, the
Austrian government is andertaking gigantic
works, in order to render the famous quadrila-
teral perfectly impregnable. At Verona the
works are directed by fourteen engineer officers,
who have under their orders an entire regi-
ment of engineers. Six gunboats, excellently
made, are on the lake of Garda, while at Venice
measures are being taken for the detence of
Venetia.

Vienna, July 10.—The .inhabitants of the
Italian provinces which have been annexed to
Piedmont, on arriving at the Austrian frontiers
with Sardinian passports, have not, up to the
present time, been allowed to pass, ag the Aus-
trian Cabinet, in recognising Sardinian pass-
ports, would have acknowledged the legitimacy
of the annexation. With the view of re-estab-
lishing facility of communication between Cen-
tral Italy and Austria without compromising
any principle of rights, the Imperial Govern-
ment has adopted the following measures ;:—
Every native of the Italian provinces annexed
to Piedmont, provided with a regular passport
igsued by the former Government of these pro-
vinces, will receive at the Austrian fromtier,
against the deposit of that passport, a card of
circulation with which he will be freely admit-
ted to the whole empire.

Vienna, July 11.—The report that the Aus-
trian Government intends to contract a new
loan is without foundation. The official Fienna
Gaasette publishes a report, dated June 4, of
the National Debt Committee. The opinion of
the Minister of Finance is algo added: it ig
adverse to a forced conversion of a national
debt. The report states that the entire national
debt at the beginning of 1860 was 2,268,000,000
Austrian florins, the annual interest 991 mil-
lions. The committee propose a gradual con-
version into 5 per cent. securities, Austrian
currency, of sll bonds in Konventionsmunze,
not lottery shares. The redemption of the
national debt for the present to be limited to
those securities promised in the imperial regu-
lations of the respective loans, to be redeemed
by lottery or other kind of payment, The
further redemption of bondsin Austrian cur-
rency to be suspended until the surplus of the
public revenue offers sufficient means for their
partial redemption, The report and the minis-
ter's opinion have been submitted by the
Emperor to the Reichsrath,

Galignani’s Messenger says that the editors
of the Vienna journals were a few days ago
summoned before the Director of the Police,
who gave them the tollowing instructions :—
The journals must not discuss the question as to
the authority of the Council of the Empire, and
must not speak of a constitution. 2. In treating
of the attributes of the Provincial Assemblies
which are about to be created, they must notin
any way claim for those Assemblies legislative
functions—the government not intending to
allow the Provincial Diets to share in its legis-
lative power. 3. They must not in any way
place in question the absolute unity of the
empire, especially as regards the relations of
Hungary and the provinces formally annexed
to Hungary with the whole monarchy. Finally,
the Director announced that the Minister would
not allow the publication of articles drawn up
in & spirit favourable to the government, but
violating the preceding directions; and he
warned the editors that if they offended, they
would be prosecuted with all the rigour of the
law.

ViENNA, July 12.—General Skocsevich, Ban
(Governor General) of Croatia, has arrived
here in order to come to some understanding
with the central government in reference Lo the
demand of the inhabitants of Croatia to employ
their national language in the annals of the
country,

THE POPE'S IRISH BRIGADE,
A letter from Rome, of June 30, in the Paris
Union, says:—* Most of the Irish who have
come here to take service under the Pope are
fine men, and a certain number of them have
already been in the army. The passion of the
Irish for strong drink is unfortunately too well
known ; and three days ago it was the cause of
a painful accident. Some of the yolunteers,
when in a state of intoxication, attempted to
force open the door of a monastery, in order to
take vengeance on a monk of whom they fancied
they had reason te complain ; but a patrol
being sent against them, they were arrested.
General de Lamoriciére, who is determined that
strict discipline shall be maintained among the

just heard and seen, and before the incidents
fade from my mind I will repeat them in detail.
The public haye discredited some of statements
as exaggerated, and yet I have always persist-

On the other hand, why should Dissenters be
anxious to conceal the well-known fact that
the most neglected masses of our population
are nominally Church people ?

In the face ot the opposition that has beén
organized, and which showed itself last night
in the Commons, it is impossible that the ques-
tion can stand, and this metropolis is to be
spared the distressing scrutiny into its religious
profession or convictions. But cannot both
Church people and Dissenters find some wor-
thier occupation than to run up a beggarly ac-
count of empty souls against one another ? Ten
thousand men in buckram can do no good to
any church. But first and foremost it is evi-
dent that the great masses of our population
have to be made Christian at all in the most
general gense. They are in the condition of
“the sheep without a shepherd” that we read of,
who assembled everywhere in thousands, and
were taught in the most general way the na-
ture and spirit of the kingdom of Heaven. We
have only to look back to the last ten years to
see the utter worthlessness of the cleverest
controversial jockeyship. We forget the precise
proportion of Church people andDissenters esta-
lished by the late Census, if, indeed, we ever
thought it worth while to inquire, but it hag
not led to a single practical result. No doubt,
it has appeared in Episcopal charges and Non-
conformist magazines ; but, exceptin the torrid
zone of polemics, the whole question is utterly
unknown. On the contrary, had a tenth part
of the zeal lavished on this worthless contro-
versy been . employed in searching out ignor-
ance, misery, and recklessnesss, and addressing
to them the simplest truths and persuasions, at
all eventsa few souls could have been saved,
and there would be something to show for it.—
As these religious interrogatories of the ap-
proaching Census are to be either given up or
considerably modified, perhaps Church people
and Digsenters may now shake hands over
their ten year’s quarrel, and admit that a figure
in a sum i3 not quite so important as actually
raising the condition of the people in the scale
both of time and eternity. Even if they cannot
go quite hand in hand, there is work enough
lor both of them, and they need not interfere
one with another.

SomeTHING CURIOUS ABOUT L)1SPENSARINS AND
Hosprrans. —The foreigner who looks into the
advertising pages of the Z%mes cannot fail to
be struck with the apparently bankrupt condi-
tion of our London hospitals. Day by day a
column and & half of most urgent advertise—
ments assure the public that, unless immediate
aid ig given, half their wards must be shut up.
Can the force of andacious coolness further go?
But let us ask, in sober calmness, what is the
cause ' of the growth of ¢ charitable” bricks
and morter, and what is its tendency ? To read
the carefully worded advertisements, it would
appear that hospitals were erected solely on
behalf of guffering humanity, and that the more
we bnild the better for society. Any one who
knows anything of the working of our metro-
politan charitable institutions is fully aware
how far this is from the real—and, we must
add, in two many cases, the vulgar—truth.—
Most of our new hospitals are dedicated to the
treatment of special diseases; and it is further
observable that most of these have originated
in the energetic action of some individual.—
The germ of such buildings is the dispensary.
An energetic surgeon makes up his mind to
step to fame and fortune by means of bricks and
mortar. Bat, first of all, he must hit upon
some striking specialty—the ¢ Dispensary for
the Treatment of Inverted Eyelashes,” for in-
stance. A quiet house is taken in a side street,
patrons and patronessess are canvassed for,
and in an incredibly short space of time a good-
ly sprinkling of the aristocracy have been
found to pledge themselyes to serve suffering
humanity and M.——, in the matter of invert-
ed eyelaghes. There is an annual list of sub-
scribers, and the accounts are of course audit-
ed ; but possibly a more searching inquiry than
dilettante  auditors are likely to give. would
prove that Mr.—, in his account with poor
humanity, hag much the best of it. ‘This goes
onfor & certain number of years, when it is
found that eyelashes are becoming inverted in
alarming numbers ; indeed, there are carefully
got up statistics to prove that every tenth per-
son is suffering from this terrible disease, the
study of which needs a larger sphere than the
dispensary, with its 20,000 [!] cases per annum,
can possibly afford—in short, the dispensary
bud must expand into a hospital. It may be
that inverted eyelashes can be treated in the
old established hospitals close at hand ; but
that fact seems never to have entered the
thoughts ot the gentlemen ard ladies who fol-
low the lead of the ambitions Mr.——, who is
determined that thers shall be & building de-
voted to nothing but misplaced eyelashes, and
perhaps—but thig is, of course, quite under the
rose—to himself, Such is the history of half
the special hospitals at present existing in the
metropolis. Founded in the grossest self-seek-
ing on the part of some individual, they are
matured only through a system of mendicancy
already strained to the uttermost, and which
sooner or later must give way.

Tre Beau Moxpe anp THE DEMI-MONDE.—
‘We accuse the fine young English gentlemen
of permitting, practising, and fostering a lax
system of demeanour in public which is capa-

ble of producing very serious results on gociety.

They are becoming much more emulous of
making the acquaintance and frequenting the
society, even in public, of certain persons—we
find them riding with them in the Parke, and
scarcely avoiding the recognition of their more
respectable friends—we see them descend from
their mother’s box at the Opera to exchange
persifiage with notorious individuals—we de-
tect them rising from their chair in Rotten-row,
by the side of Lais and Aspasia, to chat with
Lady Alice or Miss Fanny over the rail—in
short, avoiding no opportunity of admitting,
even in the presence of their nearest and dear-
est, an intimacy which at least should be con-
cealed, and priding themselves, as it were—
what a source of pride |—on that being the
style they prefer, the tone that has the surest
attraction for them. Can they possibly be
blind to the evil of all this—can they not per-
ceive that they must reflect back upon the so-
ciety which they re-enter the tone which they
acquire from such impure sources ; and would
they really wish their sisters and cousins to
adopt such a hue? We fear such & hue is already
not slow of adoption, We continually hear the
remark that “none but the fast girls get on” and
we know that nothing is more common now
than for the ‘“fast girls” to be perfectly conver-
sant with the persons, names, nicknames—
even the personal habits and pursuits of their
rivals. The only remedy for all this, we be-
lieve, rests with the heads of society them-
gelves. We appeal to the grandes dames of
England to sedulously set their faces against
that which assuredly is a foul stain on our
gocial system. They have the power, for
fashion has weapons of surer avail than elc-
quence or even satire, Were half a dozen
leading ladies to decline the acquaintance of,
or refuse their hospitality to, those sinning in
the manner we have been endeavouring to re-
probate, at the same time openly avowing the
reasons for their conduct—were young ladies
to consider, and show that they consider it
pollution to be included in the attentions
vouchsafed to those whom they unfortunately
cannot misunderstand, we should very soon find
& more manly decency of demeanour, a purer
tone of sentiment, characterizing the lives of
the rising generation. They would no longer
openly court their mistresses in the presence of
their sisters—no longer expose their impudent
folly to the gaze of their mothers, or those who
may one day be the mothers of their children.
Such things were not done even under the dis-
solute sway of the Regent; they certainly
should not be done in the respectable reign of
Victoria.—Morning Post.
