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Searching for the perfect fit
Stechl-Côté leaves 

homeland for ‘some­
thing different’

Irma Stechl-Côté knew she didn’t 
quite fit in, saying she never felt 
comfortable living in a traditional, 
old town in Bavaria, Germany. So, at the 

tender age of 18 she packed her bags, 
left her two parents, younger sister and 
baby brother behind, and boarded a 
boat to Canada in search of something 
different.

Almost 50 years later, Stechl-Côté, 
who now resides in Knowlton, says that 
with five decades of marriage, raising 
children and painting now behind her, 
she has finally found her place in this 
world.

Stechl-Côté sailed in on the freighter 
Beaverbrae in February 1953. On the 
way, the ship hit a storm so bad that it 
flooded Holland was flooded. Young 
Stechl-Côté became quite seasick, but 
thought all the while it was an ordi­
nary voyage because she had nothing to 
compare it to.

Upon arriving in Canada, she took 
on a brief stint as a maid in Montreal so 
she could learn to cook and run a 
household. Later, she became a photog­
rapher, also working for Bell.

Stechl-Côté met her husband, Roger, 
by chance when he was working in the 
bus company office. After dating for a 
short time, the two married and have 
been together for almost 50 years since.

Stechl-Côté first came to the Eastern 
Townships when a friend, Mrs. Gutge- 
sell, who lived on Conference, invited 
her to visit in Knowlton. After a short 
stay in the picturesque village, Côté 
and her husband became enamored 
with the area as it reminded her of her 
European home. They soon purchased 
a property with an old house on Moun-

50 Victoria St., Knowlton
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tain Road in South Bolton, visiting dur­
ing summers and holidays for many 
years. They built a new log home in 
1972, the same year they finally got 
electricity to the property. Three years 
later, the couple moved to the Town­
ships permanently — and they’ve never 
looked back.

Before the AutoRoute was built, 
Stechl-Côté remembers taking the old 
road through St. Grégoire, Ste. Marie 
and Farnham to get home - a trip that 
often took more than four hours to 
complete. But as she looks back, she 
says it still felt longer, with three small 
children, two still in diapers on board.

After settling down in her South 
Bolton home, Stechl-Côté started breed­
ing chickens — the Araucana, which lay 
colored eggs — around 1980, building a 
barn and even trying to raise sheep 
soon afterwards. But after several failed 
attempts, and a whole lot of invested 
time, Stechl-Côté abandoned the pro­
ject, turning back to her first love — art.

After starting a stained glass studio, 
Stechl-Côté became a member of the 
Tour des Arts, a group she is still active 
with today. She has had her work fea­
tured in homes across Canada and the 
U.S.

Stechl-Côté is also a talented quilter 
who makes wall quilts, some of which 
have won awards and been showcased 
in a book about Canadian quilters.

In addition to her love for art, Stechl- 
Côté is a devoted gardener, saying she 
loves just walking around in her garden 
and admiring what is happening. This 
has become all the more important for 
her since she broke her leg badly 15 
years ago.

Stechl-Côté says she still enjoys eat­
ing wild mushrooms and hunting in 
the woods for edible specimens. She 
gathers leaves for her “tea de maison”.

her small hometown in Germany, and 
consequently, everything that she 
knew behind, Stechl-Côté says she still 
wouldn’t change anything.
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Accident a grim reminder of forestry dangers
It can get a little tough finding things to 

write about cars every week, so this 
week I’m going to stray a bit, taking a 
look at chainsaw safety. Actually chain­

saws have two things in common with 
cars: They’ve got motors, and they’re very 
dangerous.

As we were grimly reminded this week, 
it’s not just operating a chainsaw that is 
dangerous. The entire environment of cut­
ting trees is tricky, where forces of gravity, 
location and weather can all contribute to 
disaster. On Monday, Frelighsburg’s Vin­
cent Leduc was being careful, only to have 
an unexpected gust of wind bring a 60-foot 
pine tree down on him. He was pro­
nounced dead on arrival at the BMP.

In our region, there are a lot of folks 
who make their living swinging a chain­
saw. Then there are others who cut their 
own firewood, either in their own woodlot 
or by buying loads of logs and cutting 
them up. Then there are those who only 
use a saw to remove the occasional branch 
or problem tree.

No matter which category you fall into, 
your saw and the tree you’re attacking 
don’t care. If a mistake is made they’ll go 
after an amateur or a professional, and 
they usually aren’t very forgiving.

Before firing up the saw you’ll want to 
be equipped with safety glasses, hearing 
protection, gloves, good footwear and a 
hard hat. They sell safety pants as well, 
which are a great idea of you can afford 
them. A slip with a saw often gets your feet 
and legs in trouble.

The first step in chainsaw safety is fol­
lowing the manufacturer’s operating in­
structions. These usually include some 
safety tips as well. Also, be sure you’re 
using the right saw for the job. You should­
n’t be cutting big trees with a small saw, or 
small trees with a big saw.

Never Go Alone

Even the most careful saw op­
erators can run into trouble. So 
never go into the woods alone.
When things go wrong you’ll 
want help, and fast.

When you’re getting ready to 
cut, make sure your work area is 
clear, with good footing. You 
want to have good balance while keeping 
both hands on the saw. Make sure that 
other person is out of your way and well 
out of the path of anything being cut 
down. Never cut above chest level, because 
you won’t be properly balanced.

If you’re cutting down a tree, try to 
plan where you want it to fall. With that 
in mind plan for an escape route or two, so 
you can get out of harm’s way. Plan also 
for what you’ll do if it doesn’t fall where it 
was supposed to.

Kickback

One of the chief dangers of chainsaws 
is kickback. That’s when the teeth on the 
end or upper part of the bar catch, cata­
pulting the saw towards your face. Chain 
brakes, sprocket tip bars and low-kickback 
chains have helped make it a less deadly 
problem, but it is still a very real and ever­
present danger.

The chain on a saw is designed to bite 
into the wood, so it isn’t necessary to bear 
down on it. Chainsaws are designed to be 
run at full speed, so use them that way.

The chain should be kept sharp, other­
wise you’ll be wasting your time. On some 
models running a dull chain can even 
bum out the motor. Chains must also be 
kept at the proper tension, allowing them 
to cut effectively and not jump out of 
place, flying who knows where.

As I mentioned earlier, even the weath­

er can play a role. Watch for the wind, 
planning for its effect on your work. Dress 

for the occasion: Cold hands 
can reduce your control, mak­
ing kickbacks and other prob­
lems harder to handle.

You’ll also want to take regu­
lar breaks. Not because you’re 
lazy, but because fatigue can be 

a killer. A moment of inattention, hands 
numbed by vibration, a sudden distraction 
can all complicate things in a heartbeat. If 
you aren’t used to long days in the woods, 
plan to cut for only a few hours at a stretch.

I could go on about the types of cuts 
to make to ensure how the tree falls, or 
where and where not to cut a tree safe­
ly. But the fact of the matter is if you’ve 
never cut down a tree before, I don’t 
want you reading this and then run­
ning out and trying it on your own. 
You’re better off finding someone with 
experience and learning from their ex­
ample. Hopefully, a combination of 
knowing the safety practices and learn­
ing from an experienced and reliable 
wood cutter will help to make your life 
a little safer.

Counting 
cars at com­
munity cen­
tre

Dear Editor:
TBL communi­

ty services has 
some serious ques­
tions that need 
answering. Where 
did they get their 
figures to justify 
such an elaborate 
expansion? I sent 
a registered letter 
to community ser­
vices in Knowlton 
on Jan.15 asking 
for the monthly

reports for the last three years hoping to 
have the figures for the February munic­
ipal meeting. I have still not received any 
response. There is growing concern over 
the need for a $1.5 million community 
centre to be run and maintained at the 
taxpayers expense. With a 36 per cent 
tax increase this year and an announce­
ment by the mayor at the budget pre­
sentation that we can expect a 
significant increase in the following 
year due to equipment replacement and 
long overdue maintenance on munici­
pal buildings, many residents think it is 
time to take a serious look at whether or 
not we should be expanding or cutting 
back. I would like to have a look at the 
figures and see how they came to their 
40,000 people a year using the centre. In 
the meeting held at the Lakeview by res­
idents opposed to the Victoria Street lo­
cation, Mr. Kininmonth stated that 
40,000 visitors a year only represent 4.4 
cars an hour. This means that in an 
eight-hour-day at the present location 
the centre only receives 35.2 cars. Hardly 
a legitimate excuse for a $1.5 million ex­
pansion. The Foster member of TBLCS 
just stepped down for personal reasons 
and the Loisier Foster is waiting for com­
munity services to ask for a replace­
ment.

Foster is the largest sector in the TBL 
district and should be represented by 
someone that has the interests of Foster 
at heart. Is it time for new blood at com­
munity services? It is due time to take an 
overall look at how things are done in 
the Town of Brome Lake.

Recreation and culture in TBL takes 
over $480,000 a year from our towns op­
erating budget. The present need for ex­
pansion is based on figures that have 
never been disclosed to the public. For 
three years now I have been observing 
the occupancy of the community ser­
vices in Knowlton. The only time I have 
witnessed the parking being inadequate 
was in the event of a town meeting or 
municipal gathering. The CLSC was in­
cluded in the TBLCS statistics. In my 
opinion this is misleading because the 
majority of use is for blood tests that 
take place before 9 a.m. If the CLSC 
moves, this will eliminate these figures. 
It is time we get together as a communi­
ty and take a serious look at our town’s 
state of affairs.

To save any extra effort, I changed the 
set-up, securing the mailbox to one end 
of an eight-foot plank which I could ex­
tend towards the road or retract to­
wards the lake, as the thickness of the 
snowbank required.

The plank was also secured to an up­
right wooden post by a single spike, 
thus should it be smacked by the blade 
of the plow, it would simply swing side­
ways, going with the flow. At least, that 
was the theory, and it worked — some of 
the time.

Twice, sticking out a tad too far, the 
box was struck hard enough to be dis­
lodged from the plank and sent bounc­
ing 20 or 30 feet out onto the ice. Albeit 
somewhat the worse for wear, it 
nonetheless remains quite functional. 
And this sort of thing doesn’t happen 
much any more. I wised up and put the 
post right next to a Hydro pole. While 
our plowboys pretty well have individ­
ual residents at their mercy, they’re not 
likely to take on Hydro-Quebec.

Last year was such a struggle with 
country mailboxes that an enterprising 
outfit from Fulford left flyers in our 
boxes last fall, advertising a rural mail­
box installation service in full compli­
ance with Canada Post specifications. 
The design involved a regulation box 
suspended from a long metal arm at­
tached to a sturdy metal post well back 
from the edge of the road. The arm 
swivels either way, at the owner’s plea­
sure or when acted upon by an external 
force.

Many were no doubt sorely tempted 
by the offer, but while it was frequently 
in my thoughts, I never did get around 
to calling for a price. Happily, it’s been 
mostly a cakewalk so far, as March 
happens by. Don’t put those shovels 
away yet, though; we know full well 
what the third month can bring.

Also, it’s not a good idea to under­
estimate even simple, routine matters. 
Recently, I swung by the chicken coop 
to check on the egg situation, while 
en route to fetch the mail (Production 
has fallen off, what with less daylight 
and an aging flock, and has become 
stretched out over the whole morn­
ing). I found two warm eggs, put them 
in opposite pockets of my work jacket, 
and proceeded down to the road. Half 
way there, 1 saw that some slush and 
muck had piled up in front of the 
mailbox: I stopped to grab a shovel, 
figuring to do some cleaning at the 
same time.

Colourful, opinionated hockey ana­
lyst Don Cherry, no fan of European 
players, once said that a certain 
Swedish defenceman was so reluctant 
to mix things up physically, he could 
go into the corners with six eggs in his 
pocket and emerge with none of them 
broken. Maybe, but as a result of a 
very messy experience, I wouldn’t rec­
ommend anyone try it while shoveling 
out the mailbox.
