S foon as laws can be paffed in Great Britain for fecaring to the fubje@s of
his Moft Chriftian ‘Majefty the reciprovil advantages of this treaty, the
advantages hereby granted to his Britannick Majefty’s fubje@s fhall take

m. ¥ y - : A
P The fame with refpe&t to Ireland. _
Ships of his Britannick Majefty arriving in the dominions of France from
Great-Britain or Ireland, or any other foreign port, not to pay freight or any fimilar duty.
French thips are alfo to be exempted, in the Britith dominions, from the duty of five fhil-
lings, or any other charge of the fame kind.

Privateers, not fubjeéts to either nation, or unfriendly to either, are not to arm their
fhips in the ports ¥f cither kingdom, or difpofe of any property they had made prize of ; nior
" to purchafe more provifions than may be neceffary for their voyage to the neareft ports in
the country they belong to.

Should any difpute arife between the commander of a fhip 2nd his crew, in any port l?f
either power, no more fhall be required by the magiftrate, of the party accufed, than his
giving to the accufer a declaration (the magiftrate witnefling the fame) binding him to

anfwer that matter before a proper magiftrate in his own country; and this being done, it
will be unlawful for the feamen to defert, or by any other means to impede the commander
in the profecution of his vogage. _ _ )

Merchants may tranfa bufinefs, or correfpond by letters, in what language they pleafe.
In cafe of difpute, a merchant fhall be obliged to bring all his books into court, but to
expofe only fuch parts as may be neceffary to determine the matter in queftion; norcan the
faid books be taken from the hands of the owners, but in cafes of bankruptcy. Britith
fubje@ are not obliged to ufe ftamped paper, except for their ddy-books, which as evi-
dence in cafe of a law fuit, all perfons trading in France are to obferve, and which is to
be attefted or indorfed, gratis, by the judge. _ .

All merchants, commanders of fhips, and othér Britith fubjeéts, within the European
dominions of his Moft Chriftian Majefty, may manage their own affairs themfelves, or by
whom they think proper to appoint, and not be obliged td employ an interpreter or broker.
Matfters of fhips, at Bourdeaux, or any other port, may load or unload their veffels them-

felves, or employ whoever they pleafe for that purpofe; and mot be obliged to employ
perfons appointed by public authority for the tranfaltion of that bufihefs. Nor fhall they
be obliged to unload into other veffels, or take them into their own, or wait for theirbeing
loaded a greater length of time than titey may think proper. French fubjeéts, in the
Britith European dominions, to enjoy, of courfe, the fame reciprocal advantages.

Ships of either party, being laden, forced by ftrefs of weather into the ports of the other,
. or otherwife coming to land, fhall not be obliged to unlade their cargoes, or pay any duty,
unlefs they do fo voluntarily. They may, however, (having previoufly obtained permiffion
from the proper officer) difpofe of fuch part of their cargoes as may be neceffary to defray
the ctpences of vi€ualling or refitting; and pot pay duty for more than fuch part as fhall

- ractaally be difpofed of. ; , .

‘I'he thips of cither power fhall be permitted to fail to and from the ports and places of
thofe who may be at war with the other party, without any moleftation, or any diftin&ion
being made who are proprietors of the merchandizes therein contained, whether fuch fhips
are bound to or from the ports of fuch enemy, and whether the faid fhips are bound from
one port of the faid enemy to another. Every article found on board fhips belonging to the
tubje@s of the refpe@ive powers are to be confidered as free, though all or part of the lading
fhall belong to the enemies of the contrafling parties, (contraband goods excepted) and even

“be intended for the fuccour of their enemies. Perfonis on board free fhips, though ene-
mies to both or either party, to enjoy the fame liberty, unlefs they are foldiers. -

All merchandizes, not contraband, to enjoy the fame liberty of.commerce and navigation.

All implements of war, of what kind foever they may be, are to be confidered as con-
