Completely renovated building now houses modern business premises
The records at the Registry Office furnish us with a little bit of the history of 

the Hanrahan Building and the lot on which it is situated. On the 6th of Septem­
ber, 1909 one James Beech sold the property to a well known local personality, 
Edward C. Lawn who in turn resold the building to Norman McCuaig on the 27th 
of November, 1911. Norman McCuaig then sold the place to William J. Lough 
on the 5th of May, 1913 and Mr.Lough owned it from that time until the 6th of 
May 1914, whep he sold it to James W. Hennessy. Mr. Hennessy occupied the 
place until it was sold to George A. Smith during the same year. On the 11th of 
July 1923, the property was again transferred by George A. Smith to Aldophe 
Rougier who then transferred it to John Hanrahan who built the present building 
in 1928. At that time the building contained a barber shop and a pool room oper­
ated by Albert Richard and dry goods store operated by John Hanrahan and a gar 
age operated by Edgar Landen and George Landen for several years. From that 
time on also the place was occupied by Leo Lemaire and his wife who had a 
barber shop and hairdressing salon. John Martineau also had a hardware store 
in the building and the hardware business was subsequently sold to Antoine Ar- 
bic who presently operates the 5c to $1.00 Store in Campbell's Bay. In 1950 the 
building was sold to John W. Derouin and Wilson Vibert who resold it in 1951 
to Dr. John A. Bradshaw who was the family doctor of numerous Campbell's Bay 
and district residents until he moved to England in 1962.

The building has now been completely renovated and its present appear­
ance contrasts with the old building.

An important transaction took place in the Village of Campbell's Bay on the 
1st of November, 1964, when the building known as the Hanrahan Block was 
transferred by Dr. John A. Bradshaw to three young business men of Campbell's 
Bay, Raymond Shea, Jean-Guy Lariviere and Edgar L. Allard.

At the time of the purchase these three were already in business in the 
building, Raymond Shea operating the restaurant known as the Campbell's Bay 
Grill, Jean-Guy Lariviere local manager of the L & M Electronics Store and Edgar 

L. Allard practising law.

The Hanrahan Building was built in 1928 with exterior walls of solid brick 
and all the ifloors of concrete cement and completely fire proof. The present Han­
rahan Building was built in 1928 for John Hanrahan by the firm of Michael
Sulphur. The original Hanrahan Block had burnt down in 1928 at a great loss to 
the owner. At that time the building contained several businesses such as a gar­
age, barber shop, a hairdresser shop and a 5c to $1.00 Store and living accomod­
ations for two households. The present building contains an excellent restaurant, 
a furniture centre specializing In electronics such as stereos and televisions, to 
gefher with household appliances and modern home furnishings, a law office, 
and the second floor contains three large apartments which are all occupied. The 
building itself is situated on the Main Street of the Village of Campbell's Bay and 
adjacent to the Bank of Nova Scotia and the Ottawa House Hotel.

a farm business that is sure to 
grow in the years ahead. Urban 
population is growing; leisure 
time and paid vacations are in­
creasing;. roads are improving; 
public campsites are limited.

An interesting little pamphlet 
I picked up the other day in 
Vermont gives several examples 
of what has been done by land­
owners south of the border to 
develop profitable recreation pro­
jects on their farms. In Pennsy­
lvania, twenty -t wo commercial 
shooting preserves had an aver- j 
age net yearly income of $7,600. 
This was the annua! return to the 
operator for his labour, manage­
ment and capital after all costs 
of operation were paid.

In Alabama, the average value 
of fish harvested from farm pon­
ds was estimated at $75. per acre 
per year with the usual charge 
being $1.00 per day for the pri­
vilege of fishing.

The average vacation farm 
in the North Atlantic region 
took in $3,000. extra income 
per year for summer tourist 
accommodations. With some, 

the gross was over $ 10,000. The 
average was eleven guests, two 
or three families at a time for 
a period of three months.
