There were 50 cases of chicken

pox; one of Erysipelas; German

Measles, 5; Infantile Paralysis,

1; Measles, 173; Mumps, 19;

Scarlet Fever. 39; Streptococcic

Throat, 2; Tuberculosis, 17 and

Whooping Cough, 486.

Certificates Issued

In conformity with the Pro-
vincial By-Law, 349 certificates

were issued to school children

permitting them to return to

school following recovery from

communicable diseases.

During the year the Public
Health nurse made 456 home

visits in the supervision of com-

municable diseases.

Forty-five patients were ad-

mitted to the Alexandra Hospital

from Westmount during the year.

Disinfection was carried out

in fifty homes where communi-

cable diseases had occurred and

where disinfection was mecessary.

No Diphtheria
There were no cases of »diph-

theria during the year. In the

month of November the Public
Health Nurse visited 100 children

of familles in the low-income

group to ascertain if they had

been immunized against diph-

theria.
