smashed Hitler's mechanized armies and his

aviation to such an extent that an invasion of |

the British Isles is now extremely unlikely, but |
they have held the Huns at bay and fully oc-

cupied long enough to enable us to at least lay |
the foundations for a long war. The entrance |

of the United States into this most vast and |
terrible of all wars cements the Anglo-Saxon
nations in bonds of sympathy and singleness
of purpose to an extent which would have |
been undreamed of a few short years ago '

The new year begins with a conference at
Washington which will go down into history
as one of the most momentous of all time—
a British Premier in the capital of the United
States for the first time is joined by the Prime
Minister of the senior Dominion of the British |
Commonwealth—the “linch-pin'’ of the Eng-
lish-speaking world—to map out a grand
strategy to match that upon which the Axis
has obviously been operating since the war be-
gan. Grand strategy being largely political, it
is possible that Messrs. Roosevelt, Churchill,
and King are laying the basis of a permanent
Anglo-Saxon union which will be the balance-
wheel of the future world. We can be thankful
indeed that at this most critical period in the
world’s history the United States is led by a
man in whom British peoples have a friend of
long standing; that Britain has at the head of
its affairs the son of an American woman; and
that the hand that directs Canadian politics
belongs to a man whose life-long ambition has
been to see prejudice, suspicion, and misun-
derstanding cleared away from British-Am-
erican relations. Indeed, the day miaht not be
far distant when Anglo-Saxon peoples will be
singing a common national anthem, like that
