iety in the Furopean capitals such ns
always accompruies any diplomatie
difficulty in that quarter of Europe ;
but, ax M. Iswolsky, the Russian
Foreign Minister, said in an inte
at Cowes last Tuesday, if there is any
awkward development in the situation
Europe will see that no mischievous
effects result therefrom, there is no

idea that hostilities will result, and
every beliaf that a satisfactory vettle-
ment will be arsived at.
From the latest reports it appears

that Turkey has not presented any-
thiag in the form of aa ultimatum to
Greece, tut bas confined hersell to
verbal protests, while the four pro-
testing powcis are making energetic
representations buih to  Constanti-
nople and Athens to vecure an amica-
ble agreement of the dispute. The
four powers infist that under no cir-
cumstances shall the Greek flag be
hoisted over any public building in
Crete, and the foreign consuls at
Canes have been instructed to im
this fact upon the Cretan authorities,
Conatantinople, Aug. The steps

the Porte has taken at Athens con-
cerning, Crete have been confined ex-
c,usively to verbal representations
couched in the friendliest language
consistent with firmness. Greece al-
ready Had informed the Forte that
Greek officers in\Crete had been struck
off the Greek army list since 1906,
and that the whole question was in
the hands of the four protecting pow-
ers. She said ale that she expécted
them to make a formal reply in thin
sense. and reiterating assurances of
Greek neutralty. Prom the Turkish
standpoint such a reply will be un-
satisfactory,
The * Ambassadors of the four pro-

tect:ng powere—Great Britain, Russia.
France and Italy—held a conference to
dav at Therapia, the summer colony
of {he Ambassadors on the west coast

MINUTES AND SECONDS.

At least twenty-five centuries before
Christ the Babylonians used a sexa-

gesimal system of motation, consisting

of sari and somsi, of which we have

ute, or 3,600 seconde—that is, a saros
of womi—to the hour. That we count
12 fnches to the foot, 24 hours ta the
dav, 360 degrees of longitude around
the equator, 90 of latitude
from the equator to the poles aml 60
miles to a degree may also be traced
to the same duodecimal Dabylonian
svstem of numeration, which original-
ly reckoned 60 shekels to the mina,
and 60 minns to the Palent. All these
numbers are factors or multiples of
saros, or 60. Our measures of time,
money. of linear and angular space
are all derived from the Greeks, who
obtained them from the Babylonians,
probably through the Phosnicians.
