TuE MAvoraLTY.—We are glad to find that
Mr. Benjamin Holmes has consented to become
a candidate for the Mayoralty, at the requisition
of the respectable Committee which has been
tor some time occupied in bringing out a suit-
able person to oppose the present incumbent.
We trust that the fact that Mr. Holmes has been
asked to accept the moral responsibility of a
contest, will of itself be sufficient to induce a
very active and energetic development of the
whole electoral strength of those who desire to
gee the city no longer misreprssented by the pre-
gent Chief Magistrate. It cannot be doubted,
after the manifestation of Mr. Rodierfs strength
in some quarters, that a very hearty and unani-
mous effort must be made to elect a successor ;
and if any gentleman of\character and standing
ig willing to allow the use of his name, and to
make personal exertions for what we must re
gard as a public object, ia the face of these cir-
cumstances, those who invite him to do so ought
to neglect nothing that can be done to accom-
plish this object. We do not know that there
were in the present case any ambitions thwart-
ed by the choice of Mr. Holmes ; for though se-
veral other gentlemen were spoken of, there
seemed to be rather a disposition to flinch from
than to court an arduous contest. The fact,
therefore, that the present nomination has re-
sulted from the labors of the General Commit-
tee is. a sufficient reason to.produce a united
action on the part of all who do not choose to
gsee the 'civic 'chair longer filled by a
gentleman, who is so commonly regarded
ag perfectly incompetent. But Mr. Holmes
has many more claims on the public favor. One

of our-oldest citizens, he has been also one of

the most popular, and has shown himself ready
and willing to devote himself laboriously and
gratuitously to the public service, whenever he
enjoyed leigure from more pressing claims. Few
of our fellow-citizens, especially those who re-
gide in the East end of the city, will forget the
anxious, prolonged, and wholly unremunerated
services which Mr, Holmes rendered after the

great fire of 1852, as Chairman of the Relief

Committee. During many consecutive months,
Mr. Holmes’ daily atiention was given to this
duty, which it is hardly too much to say was
carried out by him with a zeal and thoroughness
of purpose as great as that which has marked
the important and well-paid offices of other

kinds, which he hag held hefore and since that

period.

InsPECTOR OF THE GRAND TRUNK RAILWAY
Bripges.—This office, which involves the super-
intendance of about eight miles of Iron Bridges,
tubular and girder, besides others of wood and
gtone,and which is of so much importance to the
working of theroad, has been, we are informed,
conferred upon Mr. Lancelot Kirkup, who in-
spected the building of the Victoria Bridge, and
who is well qualified, by his practical talent, to
discharge the duties pertaining toit. Mr. Kir-
kup was trained in the Works of thelate Robert
Stephenson, in whose employment he spent
twenty-five years. He was, there, fully initiated
in the theory and practice of his profession ; and
80 great was the esteem in which he was held
that he was engaged in some of the largest
works carried through by the Firm of the emin-
ent Engineer. He took an active part in the
construction ofthe Egyptian, and the Continen-
tal brldges in Europe; and the Davenport
Works, erected for the British Government,
were completed under his saperintendence. The
fact, that when Mr. K. went into Mr. Stephen-
son’s employment, there were only fifty men in
the establiskment, and that when he left, he had
the oversight and control of two thousand,
shows the immense and rapid increase of en-
gineering. Mr. K.came to this country about
two years ago, having been sent by Mr, Stéphen-
son to superintend the construction of the Vie-~
toria Bridge, under the chief resident Engineer,

THE AMERICAN “Sick MAN.”—In commenting
upon “that portion of President Buchanan’s re-
cent message to Congress, in which he desecrib-
ed the political anarchy, and consequent social
misery, now prevailing in Mexico, and prescrib-
ed the armed interference of the United States

opinion, non-intervention of foreign state~-phy-
gicians was the only treatment applicable to the
disease. Whatever we may think of feline na-
ture—and the Kilkenny story is somewhat apo-
cryphal,—we have great faith in human nature.
We have little doubt that, even among the
Mexicans, if left to fight out their own battles,
the right will ultimately prevail. Never, as
we reminded our readers, has a case occurred
in the history of the world, to which O’Connell’s
celebrated dicium—* He, who would be free,
himself must strike the blow,’—so clearly ap-
plies as to the case of Mexico. It is proverbial-
ly imprudent and‘indiscreet for friends to in-
terfere in the domestic troubles of their neigh
bours ; and; as they are wont emphaticaily to
say, South of line 45° it is the same, ‘‘only
more 80,” between neighbouring nations. There
iz no foreign element in the causes of the civil
strife, the effects of which Mr. Buchanan so
feelingly laments over—the grounds of frouble
are all essentially domestic, the striving fac-
tions are all Mexican, and the best course the
United States and other foreign sufferers from
the existing civil war can pursue, either'in their
own interestsfor in that of the Mexicans, is, we
are satisfied, to let them have “a fair field and
no favor.,” Foreign interference would, inevit-
ably, weaken the more enlightened and liberal
party, by giving their opponents the préstige of
fighting in defence of their national . indepen-
dence. ¢‘To-day,” says the New York Zribune,
and we agree with our contemporary “Juarez
and his backers suffer in the public opinion of
Mexico as the Americanized or anti-National
party ; let them be backed by money from our
Federal Treasury—still more, by our arms—and
they are irretrievably ruined. =~ We may bear
them in triumph to the City of Mexico behind
our artillery, in the midst of our squares of in-
fantry ; but their ruin, with that of their cause,
is nevertheless cortain from the hour that our
flag waves over a Mexican field in their support.
Their’s will thenceforth be the party of the Fo-
reigner and the Heretic ; their cause, in the eyes
of the Mexican multitude, tle cause of irreligion
and National subjugation.

Enormous tumors are common in India,
and Dr. Esdaile cut them away by wholesale,
the patients knowing nothing about the matter,
till on awakening they saw their tumors lying
upon the floor. A mesmeric Committee was ap-
pointed to investigate his facts. He satisfied
them, and was placed at the head of a Mesmeric
Hospital in Calcutta. After his return from
India, he lived in privacy, ultimately in Syden-
ham.”

: MAY.
6.—FrEDERICK HENRY ALEXANDER vON HuUM-
BOLDT was born in Berlin on the 14th Sept.,
1769. His father held the office of Chamber-
lain to Frederick the Great. In his sixteenth |
year, Alexander entered the Uniyeesity of
Frankfort-on-the-Oder; remained for two years,
and was transferred to Gottingen. In the lat-
ter he made the acquaintance of the naturalists
Blumenbach and Forster, and was enabled to
cultivate his tastes for scientific swudy, and,
in company with Forster, made his first scien-
tific jouruey to the Rhine, through Holland,
and to England. His first literary production,
Mineralogical Observations on some Basaltic
Formations of the Rhine, was' the fruit of this
journey. Returning home, he was sent to Ham-
burg, studied book-keeping, afterwards remov-
ed to Freiburg, and became a student  in the
Mining Academy until 1792. 1In that year he
was appointed Superintendent of Mines in
Franconia, which he held for three years.—
In 1795 he resigned in order to devote himself
to scientific research. ' The first step was a
series of scientific explorations in different parts
of Europe. He made several visits to Switzer-
land and the mountains of Silesia, and agsum-
ed the burden of an official visit to Prussian
Poland. :

Serious preparations for the journey to
America were not possible until 1797. In that
year Humboldt supplied himself with ample
means for his new enterprise by the sale of his
large inheritance, and set out for a preliminary
journey to Italy. On reaching Vienna, how-
ever, further progress was found to be imprac-
ticable, in consequence of the war between
France and Austria, and Humboldt passed the
Winter in Salsburg. In the following Spring,
receiving intelliger.ce of the contemplated ex-
pedition eof Baudin for the exploration. of the
Southern Hemisphere, he hastened to Paris, but
was again fated to meet with' dizsappointment.
The expedition  was abandoned. During his
stay in Paris-he became acquainted with Bon-
pland, his future companion to South America.
They entered together on a career of prepara-
tory study, and Humboldt united with Gay-
Lussac in a series of experiments on the at-
mosphere. In the Fall of 1798, Humboldt,
accompanied by Bonpland, went to Marseilles
to join the scientific corps which accompanied
Napoleon. But the Swedish frigate in
which he had been offered a passage
was delayed, and could not sail until
the following Spring. They then went to
Madrid. This journey to Madrid proved a hit.
The Prime Minister, Urquizo, lent a willing ear
to the memorial presented by the disappointed
traveller, and obtained for Humboldt enlarged
privileges for a voyage to the New World and
the Phillipine Islands. Humboldt, accompani-
ed by Borpland, left Madrid in May, 1799, for
Corunna, . where the ‘‘Pizarro” lay to receive
him. The vessel touched at the Canaries, the
travellers ascended the Peak, narrowly escaped
capture by British vessels, and departed for Ha-
vana. A malignant fever, however, occasion-
ed a change in the destination. The vessel bore
away for Venezuela, and the travellers met a
favourable reception in that province. The ex-
ploration of the Qrinoco, was undertaken in
November following. Some months wsre passed
in observations upon the seacoast, but in Feb.,
1800, Humboldt, still accompanied by Bonpland,
struck into the interior, traversing vast plains
under a heat so intense that the journey was
made chiefly by night, and on the 4th of April,
entered the Orinoco. On the 10th of April the
travellers began -a canal exploration of that
river, and finally reached the tributary streams
of the Amazon. The liftle party started on its
return on the 10th of May, and arrived at An-
gostura on the 16th of the following June,
Thence they sailed for Havana, Tidings of
the departure of Bandin’s expedition fromFrance
reached Humboldt during his sojourn in Cuba,
and he determined to sail for Carthagena, cross
to the Pacific, and await the arrival of the ex-
pedition. This journey gave occasgion for the
famous  trayels among the Andes. Reaching
Carthagena Humboldt relinquished his purpose
of proceeding to Panama, and chose instead the
route to Guayaquil. = This change of direction
gave *him an opportunity to trace the map of
the Rio Magdaleva. On the 22nd of June, the
ascent. of Chimborazo was made. The next
step was the exploration of the Andes, under-
taken after the reception of further news from
the wunlucky expedition of Baudin, which did
not touch at Chili or Peru. ‘A visit'to'Mezico
followed, and its results are recorded in Hum-
boldt’s volume on New-Spain, In January
Humboldt and Bonpland turned their' faces
homeward, making a brief trip through the
United States.

An anticipated eruption of Vesuviug
led him to Naples, in company with Gay Lus-
sac, and -he was fortunate in being able to wit-
ness the grand outbreak of the 12th of August.
He then proceeded to Berlin, and did not return
to Paris until 1807, when he established himself
there to superintend the publication of his
works,

Humboldt’s journey through Russia, Siberia
and Tartary was his next great enterprise. It
was beguan in the year 1828. His companions
were Ehrenberg and Rose, The results were
extremely valuable. At his suggestion a regu-
lar system of meteorological observations was
established in Russia;; and during the  twelve
years which elapsed between 1831 and 1843,
Humboldt was regularly furnished with the
results of the system of observations which he
-had instituted. 3

In September, 1830, Humboldt was .sent to
Paris to acknowledge Louis Philipps.- He was
sent a second time in 1831, and :on his return
spent a few hours with Goethe.

Since 1842, Humboldt has . resided chiefly in
Berlin;  carrying on an enormous correspond-
ence down to the day of his death. His elabo-
rate work, entitled ‘‘Kosmos,” was interrupted
in 1828, but resumed in 1842, and. occupied
much of his time during his late, years. Five
volumes have - been published. His other
principal works were bis magnificent ¢ Collec-
tions”: the Personal Narrative, Views of
Nature, Views in the Cordilleras, New Spain,
Journey to the Ural, and Central Asia.

Dr. Dionysius LARDNER.—Dr. Lardner’s age
was 66. He was born in Dublin. Tt has been
asserted that he was christened Dennis. His
father desired him to become a lawyer, but,
after an experience of four years, he entered
Trinity College, and devoted himself to ma-
thematical studies.  He received sixteen prizes
for essays on physical science and mathematics.
For ten years he remained in the University of
Cambridge, and applied himself to the exposi-
tion of scientific problems. He published trea-
tises on geomstry, trigonometry, and the differ--
ential and integral calculus; afterwards a com-
mentary on the first six books of Euclid ; a trea-
tise on solid geometry, and another on the
steam-engine ; contributed articles to the Edin-
burgh Encyclopeedia and the Encyclopeedia
Metropolitana ; and wrote for the Library of
Useful Knowledge a series of articles on Natu-
ral Philosophy. In 1827, at the age of 34; he
wag elected Professor of Natural Philosophy
and. Astronomy in the London University,—
The establishment of the Cabinet Cyclopadia,
under his direction, brought him. promirently
before the English public. Among its re-
gular contributors were Sir John Herschel,
Sir © David ' Breweter, Scott, = Southey,
Mackintosh, and others. Dr. Lardner contri-
buted treatises on hydrostatics, pneumatics,

geometry, &c. - He also contributed papers to
the ‘“ Edinburgh Review,” and other periodicals.
From 1830 to 1840, bis gervices were in request
by the Railway Companies in the departments
of scientific survey.

In the Fall of 1840, .Dr. Lardner left England
for a visit to the United States, in company:
with Mrs. Heaviside with whom he had eloped
from her husband. There he occupied himself
in lecturing and was exceedingly popular,

Dr. Lardner returned to Europe in 1855, and §
gettled in Paris. In 1850, he published an ela-
borate work, entitled Railway Economy. In
1851, he contributed to the London Zimes a
series of valuable papers upon the Great Exhi-
bition. His next literary undertaking was a
seriés of elementary treaties entitled The Hand-
book of Natural Philosophy and Astronomy.
In 1853 he commenced  the Museum of Science
and Art. He afterwards completed a work on
Animal Physics, and contributed several origi-
nal:papers to the Transactions of the Royal As-
tronomical Society. At one period Dr.:
Lardner was the correspondent of the London
Daily News. 2

Dr. Lardner was- twice married. His
latest public appearance was coupled with the
recommendation of the use ot certain deadly
chemical compounds in warfare. Dr: Lardner
was for a long time the subject of ridicule, on:
account of his alleged assertion of the imprac-
ticability of ocean steam navigation. He, how-
ever, took occasion to deny the ‘truth of the
charge. - He held that steam communication
would prove unremunerative ; not that it was
actually impracticable.

GeNerAL THE DUEE Dm Prarsanom, Grand
Chancellor of the Liegion of Honor, His age was
84. He entered the French Army after the 13th
Brumaire, and rapidly advanced. As aide-de-
camp to Desaix he was named Colonel, at Mar-
engo ; General of brigade at Eylau, in 1807 ;
and General of division with the title of Count,
at the commencement of the campaign with’

MR. JouN WALkER,—The inventor of lucifer
matches,—died at Stockton, Eng., early in May,
at the age of 79 years. Mr.§Walker made the
discovery several years ago, and he realized a
handscome. income from the sale of matches in
boxes at 15/ 6d each.

PriNcIpAL Lzg, of Edinburgh. He was one of
ﬂ_le few survivors of the old race of Scotch. di-
vines ; was elected to the Principalship of the
University in 1840, and in 1844 was installed in
the chair of Divinity. His age was 80.

JOSEPH BARON VON JELLACHICE—Was born Oct.
16, 1801, in the fortress of Peterwardein. His
father was a Lieutenant Field-Marshal in the
Austrian service. At the age of nine, Jellachich
was presented to the Emperor Francis, who
placed him in the Military Academy. At the
age of eighteen, Jellachich entered the Austrian
. cavalry, with the rank of sub-lieutenant; in
1831 ‘marched to Italy, remained ‘there four
years, returnedjto Croatia, and was engaged in
the warfare on the Bosnian frontier ; in 1842,
was promoted to a colonelcy, and figured at the
battle of Pasvid. During this time he observed
the course of political movements, and seized
the occasion of the outbreak of 1848 to advance
his own interests. The Croats, cherishing the
idea of nationality, and consumed with jealousy
of the Magyar, listened to the appeals of Jel-
lachich in opposition to the Hungarian senti-
ment. Jellachichsucceeded in persuading them
to send an embassy to Vienna to declare their
readiness to defend the Empire, and to pray that
Jellachich might be appointed Ban. The prayer
was granted ; the Hungarians soon had reason
to experience the deadly animosity of Jellachich
and his Croats. Yet, the Hnngarian Ministers
invited the Ban to put himself in communication
with them. Jellachich replied by declaring
that the constitutional connection between Hun-
gary and Croatia had been totally changed, and
forbidding Croat magistrates from holding com-
munication with the Hungarian Government.
A mandate was issued ordering the Ban to re-
pair to Innspruck to answer for his conduct;
but the Ban was neither censured nor praised ;
be shrewdly contrived to gain the good will of
the House of Hapsburg by declaring his devotion
to its fortunes. The fate of Hungary was from
that time fixed., . The Ban soon appeared as the
leader of the'forces opposed to: the Hungarian
patriots. He was beaten at the battle of Va-
lencze, and forced to retreat. The defeated
troops fled in the direction of Vienna, and joined
the forces under Windischgratz. The allied
armies then re-entered Bungary, and began the
war, which ended with the intervention of the
Russians. - At the termination, however, the
Oroats made the discovery that their own liber-
ties had been bartered for the favor of the Aus-
trian Court, and. their reverence for the Ban
was turned to hate. At the conclusion of the war,
his first leisure moments appear to have been
deyoted to the muges ; for in 1850 he published
a volume of poetry, which the critics pronoun-
ced to be abounding in grace and sentiment.
When the Montenegrin war broke out-in 1853,
he was intrusted with the command of the Aus-
trian. Army upon the Danube; and held a high
military position in the movements resulting
from the Crimean war. Since the peace, how-
ever, he has fallen under the suspicion of the
Court of Vienna; and spent his closing days
under the weight of Imperial displeasure.
22.— KiN¢ or NapLes, FmrRpINAND II.,—
otherwise known as King Bomba. King Ferdi-
nand, the son of Francis I., and Isabella of
Spain, was born in Jan., 1810, and ascended the
throne of the Two Sicilies in November, 1830.
He found Lis Kingdom distracted with dissen-
sions, and essayed to bring order ont of confusion
by adopting measures of clemency, which gave
his subjects reason to hope for better times than
they afterwards experienced. He extended an
amnesty to political exiles, promised measures
of .economy, ordered the publication of docu-
ments calculated to throw light upon the finan-
ces, and told his people that their taxes should
be reduced. | The Bourbon, however, could not
keep fair promises, and new troubles came. The
people revolted, and from 1832 to 1848, the

army was constantly in service to keep the tur-
bulent in check. Of the 12th January, 1848,

the King’s birth day, a formidable revolt broke
out in Palermo, which was quelled after great
bloodshed, and ‘the King remainéd absolute.
Since the fall of Rome, the atrocities of the
Neapolitan Government have passed into a pro-
verb. Various attempts at interference, by other
Powers, with a view of meilorating the rigor,
of the King’s system—especially those of 1851,
when Lord Palmerston appealed to the Conti-
nental Powers, and of 1856, when England and
France united in an attempt to abate the uri-
versal proscription and exile—were made with-
out success. He is said to have earned the title
of “King of Bomba,” by his fancy for bombard-
ing the chief cities of his kingdom. The bom-
bardment of Messina, which lasted four days, is
the most remarkable of the kind.—Died, May 22.

Dugr oF Leeps.—When the telegram from
Halifax, announced that the Duke of Leeds was
dead, it added that * he was the husband of
Miss Caton, of Baltimore.” The deceased noble-
man did not marry Miss Caton, but Lady Her-
vey, the widow of Sir Felton Hervey, Bart., and
third daughter of Richard Caton, of Baltimore,
Md. The Duke of Leeds, besides marrying an
American womau, had large amounts invested
in American securities, and, when Marquis of
Carmarthen, was a considerable stockholider of
the Manhattan Banking Company. His titles,
besides Duke of Leeds and Marqais of Carmar-
then, were Harl Danby, Visconnt Latimer, Vis-
count Osborne, Baron Conyers, Baron Usborne,
and an English Baron. He had no children, and
ig succeeded by Lord Godolphin, his cousin. It
ig rather remarkable that the three sisters who
married the Duke of Leeds, the Marquis Welles-
ley, and Lord Stafiord, had no' offspring. The
elder, the Marchioness ot Wellesley, died a few
years since, and her two sisters, the Duehegs of
Leeds and the Baroness Stafford, are now dow-
agers. These ladies were all widows when they
married their noble husbands. Their niece, Miss
McTayish, married a brother of the Earl of
Carlisle: = :

Mgs. Tavror, widow of James Taylor, for
whom is claimed the original invention of
steamboats, died at an advanced age. She was
fond of relating her recollection of'the manners
of Ayrshire, in her early days. ' She met and
danced with Robert Burns, at & * tea-ball,” in
the old Lawnmarket. Her husband launched
the first-steamboat on Dalswinton Loch, in Oct.
1788 ; and the authority of Mr. Robert Cham-
bers and others, has been adduced in support of
Mr. Taylor’s claim to the original invention ;
priority has'been claimed for him' over Robert
Fulton by neatly nineteen years. :

Lorp Henry SeyMour--He filled a large space in
the eye ot Paris Society, and has been tne cyn-
osure of the French sporting world since the days
of Charles X. and the Duc d’Angounleme. The
immense revolution in taste andhabits he created
among the wealthier class of young Frenchmen
stamps him &g & social reformer. - The fancy for
.racing, steeple chasas, dogs, fox hunting, or as_
it is here called, * Le Sport,” is attributable to
this emigrant from England. . i

" The celebrated painter, Charles R. Leslie,
R. A., died in London, suddenly of disease of
the “heart, at the age of 65. -Mr. Leslie has
always been regarded as an American.. His pa-
rents were natives of Maryland, and on a visit
to London when their distinguished son' was
born, Oct.19, 1794. He was brought to Phila’phia
in his fifth year, and apprenticed to a bookseller ;
bnt, having given proofs of ability for drawing,
he was sent to Sully, the painter, for instruc-
tion, and in his sixteenth year to London, where
he becanie a pupil of Benjamin West. Be also had
the, benefit of instruction from Washington
Alston. His first oil painting, illustrating a
scene in Scott’s poem of ¢ Marmion,” was sent
to Philadelphia, and is now in the Pennsylvania
Academy of Fine Arts. He became distinguishe
ed in London ; his most celebrated painting being
‘“ May-Day in the Time of Queen' Elizabeth,”
* Anne Page and Master Slender,” “Sancho
Panza and the Duchess,” “Uncle Toby and the’
Widow Wadman,” &e., In 1821, Mr. Leslie was
elected Associate of the Royal Academy, and in
1826 an Academician. . Iu 1832 he accepted the
-postof Protessor of Drawing at the Military
Academy at West Point, but the Governmcnt
having refused to erect & suitable building for
his use, atter remaining five montbs. In the
present Exhibition of ‘the Royal Academy there
were - two works by him, ‘‘Hotspur and Lady
Percy,” and ¢ Jeannie Deans and Queen Caro-
line,” of which the Alhéneum said, only'the day
after” his ' death, but before the event had been
made public: “Itisa pity that.an artist who
has won such well-merited fame, should still be
80 greedy of praise as to fish for it with this
poor bait.” fag

Docror Baiey, the Editor of the MNa-
tional Era at Washington, died on board the
Arago on Sunday last at & little past 3 o'clock
in the afternoon. He came on board an invalid,
and was hoping that relief from toil and change
of scene would restore the vigor which the

‘labors of his - profession had impaired. Dr,

Bailey was a native of New-Jersey. He gra-
duated at the Medical College and removed to
Ohio,—but the profession. had little attraction
for him, and be never entered upon its active
duties. His taste led him to the study of social
science, and for the last few years he has held
a very important relation to. the political affairs
of the country. During the thirteen years of

a reputation for firm adherence to principle
combined with a prudent regard for practical
results, which had secured the confidence of the
wisest portion of the Anti-Slavery men. He
believed Slavery to be a moral wrong, a social
disease, and a political blunder ; but he never
ignored the practical difficulties with which the
question was surrounded. The fact that he
established a popular Anti-Slavery newspaper
At Washington,—to ‘those who appreciate the
influences that prevail there,—atfords conclu-
sive proof of the practical sagacity which pre-
sided over his performance of duty.—From
the Sou:hampton Correspondence of the N. ¥.

June.—Preressor OrnumsTep.—Professor Olm-
sted was born at East Hartford, ©Conngc-
ticut, June 18th, 1791. His father, a farmer,
died while his'son was but a year old. Like
all other boys at that time, he was allowed to
attend the village school only during winter.
When thirteen years old, he became a clerk in
a country store. -After a three years’ clerkship
he succeeded in persuading his guardianj to af-
ford him the means of obtaining a more liberal
education.. The winter succeeding the aban-
dpnment of his clerkship he spent in teaching &
village school. When 18 years of age, he en-
tered Yale College, where he graduated in 1813.
For two years following he had charge of a se-
lect school in New-London. In 1815 he was
elected tutor in Yale College, and for two
years he discharged the duties of that office.
In 1817 he was appointed Professor of Chemis-
try in the University of North Carolina, and to
prepare himself he availed himself of the in-
structions of Professor Silliman, Sen. Remov-
ing to North Carolina, he commenced a Geolo-
gical survey of the State—the first of the kind
in America. On the death ' of Professor
Dutton, in 1825, Prof. Q. was called to the
chair of Mathematics and Natural Philosophy
—since changed to that of Natural Philosophy
and Astronomy—in Yale College.

There is hardly a school or college which his
text books on Phislosophy and Astronomy have
not penetrated.

Professor Olmsted’s scientific papers are
scattered through the pages of Silliman’s
Journal for the last forty years. In 1835 he
announced his theory of the origin of shooting
stars, that they were cosmical bodies derived
from the planetary spaces. "

‘* Olmsted’s Stove,” a practical embodiment
of his ideas on the laws of heat, remains a
sufficient proof that his philogophy was not all
theory.

24.—GENERAL CrLEr—Was killed at - the
battle of Solferino. He had scarcely
reached: the age of 42. He was originally a
pupil at the Military School of Saint-Cyr, and
his ardent character made him request to be
attached to one of the permanent corps in the
army of Africa.
battalion of African Light Infantry, and he re-
turned to France in 1846, with the rank of
major. ~On the reorganization of the Zouaves,
he was appointed lieutenant-colonel in the
Second Regiment, and distingunished himself at
the siege of El Aghonat. He was made colonel
in 1853. At the battle of the Alma, it was he
who effected the famous ascent: of a precipice
by which the Russians were surprised on a side
where they considered themselves secure from
attack, He was a short time after promoted
to the rank of general of brigade. At the
Tchernaya his conduct was so distinguished
that he was particularly mentioned in the
general order.

Tar Rev. TempLE FRERE, canon at Westmin-
ster, died near Norfolk, England, recently, at
the age of 80. He was of an old Norfolk family,
many of whom have distinguished themselves
in politics, literature, and recently in Indian
affairs ; the late Right Hon. John Hookham
Frere, the colleagne of Canning in the .Anti-
Jacolin ; and Mr: H. B, E. Frere, O.B., Com-
missioner in Scinde, being nearly related to the
deceased canon.

JULY.

8th.—Tra Kint¢ oF SWEDEN AND NoRWAY.
—The event occurred on the 8th of July, after
an illness which had incapacitated the King
from taking any active part in Government
since Sept., 1857. King Oscar was the son of
Bernadotte, .whom he succeeded in 1844, Born
in Paris in 1799, he was placed at the age of
nine in the Imperial Lyceum ; but on the acces-
sion ot his father to the throne, his education
was confined to the requirements of his new
position, and in the year 1810, with hisfather,
he set out for Stockholm ; abjuring Catholicism
and embracing Lutheranism. In 1811, he en-
tered the Swedish Army.  In 1818, when his
father ascended the throne, he was appointed
to the Chancellorship of Upsal, and began an
active literary career. He was successively
named Grand Admiral of Sweden and Norway,
Lieutenant-General, and Commandant-General
of Artillery. In July,1818 he married Josephine-
Maximilienne-Eugenie, ~eldest daughter = of
Eugene Beauharnais, Duke of Leuchtenberg.—
In 1834, he was named Viceroy of Norway, and
in 1838 exercised the powers of the Regeney
during the illness of his tather. In March, 1844,
he ascended the throne, and became heir to a
personal fortune of 80,000000 francs, saved by
Bernadotte from & civil list of but 3,000,000 per
anonum.

In 1845, the year following his accession, he
presented to the Diet several reforms—a propo-
gition for the abolition of the right of primo-
geniture, and another for the revision of the
criminal code; and in the succeeding year,
named a Commission for & reyision of the Con-
stitution. His measures have redounded to
the welfare of his peopie. He is succeeded by
big ‘eldest son, Prince Charles, who was ap-
pointed Regent in 1857, when the King’s illness
became severe.

16.—TaE QuEeN or PorTUGAL. — The
young Queen of Portugal died July 16, having
just completed her 22d year. The Queen was
the danghter of Prince Hohenzollern-Sigmarin-
gen. But little more than a year since, the
papers published accounts of her marriage.
The ceremony was performed by proxy in
Berlin, April 29, 1858, and in person at Lisbon
on the 18th of May. Passing through Eng-
land, on her way to Portugal, the Princess be-
came the guest of Queen Victoria, and attracted
popular attention. She was brought up in a
little Suabian country town; but the royal
alliance was contracted at Berlin. The Queen’s
birthday fell on the 15th of July, and she died
on the 16th.

30. —Hoxn. RicmArRD RusH, — The. Hon:
Richard Rush, formerly Secretary of the Trea-
sury, and American Minister to England and
France, died at the age of 79. He was the
gsecond son of Dr. Benjamin Rush, one of the
siguners of the Declaration of Independence. His
maternal grandfather, Richard Stockton, was
another of the signers. lie was entered at
Princeton College, when but fourteen years of
age, and he graduated when but eighteen. He
was admitted to the barin 1800, when little
over twenty years of age, and during the suc-
ceeding seven years was a devoted student.
The first political meeting he attended was
in 1807, soon sfter the attack by the British .on
the Chesapeake. He was brought into: great
prominence by his defence of Col. Duane, edi-
tor of the JAurora, the Democratic. organ in

.| Philadelphia, against the charge of libel upon

Gov. McKean. From this time he was a lead-
ing spirit of the Democratic pargy. In January,
1811, Gov. Snyder appointed him Attorney-
General of Pennsylvania. He wrote a number
of articles against the recharter of the United
States Bank. 3

In November, 1811, Mr. MApizoN, then Presi-
dent, appointed him First Comptroller of the
Treasury. In June, 1812, war was declared
against Great Britain and Mr, Rush was selec-
ted to deliver a public oration on the Fourth of
July immediately following. The audience
consisted of the President, Heads of Depart-
ments, the members of Congress, Foreign
Ministers and a large concourse of citizens.

Throughout the war Mr. Rush continued to
write in defenee of the policy of Mr. Madison.

In Febuary of 1814, when but a little more
than 33 years of age he was offered the post
‘of Attorney General which he held until 1817.
Among his labours is the publication of a cod-
ification of the laws of the United States. In
October, 1817, he accepted the post of Envoy
Extraordinary to the Court of Great Britain.

He embarked in November, 1817. This posi-
tion " he held = eight years. In 1833
he published a book describing many

of the occurrences which transpired during this
peried, and in 1845 an enlarged edition of the
same work, e

He was a strenuous advocate of American
manufactures, and earnestly urged Congress to
provide for their protection. His connection
with the Adams Administration separted him
temporarily from that portion of the Democra-
tic Party which rallied around Gen. Jackson.
In September, 1833, Gen, Jackson’s famous
declaration of the causes of his removal of the
deposits from the United States Bank made its
The doctrines of that document
were warmly approved by Mr. Rush. = The old
hero gave him two strong proofs of his regard
—first, by appointing him with Gen. Howard, to
act as mediators between Ohio and Michigan;
in regard to their boundaries; and, second, by

.appointing him to visit: England to receive the

Smithsonian bequest of $500,000. The right of
our Government to this sum had become & sub-

ject of litigation in the Court of Chancery, but

Mr. Rush had the satisfaction of depositing it, |
in gold, at the United States Mint. :

. In March, 1847, he was appolnted, by Presi-

dent Polk, Minister to France, and was the first

foreign Minister to recognize the new Govern-

ment.

-Since hig return from the French mission, Mr.

Rush has lived in retirement.

11—TIsameer? KiNgpo BruUNEL.—Mr. Isam-
bert Kingdom Brunel was of French descent,
bis father renowned in the same science, being
a native of Rouen. Isambert, the son, was
born at Portsmouth, in 1806, where the elder
Brunel was employed in constructing the docks
of that geaport. While very young he was
sent to France and educated at Caen. On his
return to England he was engaged  to assist his

father in the construction of the Thames Tun-

nel. During the progress of this work he was
exposed to imminent danger from the erruption
of the water, especially in 1828, when, being
surprised by the current about six hundred feet

from the mouth of the tunnel, he was seized by

Western Railroad.  The famous Box Tunnel
was entirely his work. The longest suspenaion
bridge in England, that of Hungerford, over the
Thames, was designed by him. He assisted
Mr. Stephenson in raising tne Conway and Bri-
tannia tubular bridges: He was alsc engaged
in the construction of the Tuscan end of the
Sardinian Railway, and during the war with
Russia was employed to construct the hospital
of Renskioi, on the Dardanelles, intended to af-
ford accommodation to three thousand sick.
Most of the large docks of Great Britain were
either wholly constructed or completed by him.
He was also the constructor of the Great Wes-
tern steamship. That famous ship was then
considered 2 mounster, being 236 feet in length
by 35 feet 6 inches in breadth. Since her time
many have exceeded her in length, especially
the Persia, which is 390 feet long. The Great
Eastern is nearly three times her length, and
to this last crowning work Mr. Brunel’s fame is
also attached. He was not able to be on board
of her at the time of her liberation from the
Thames. Possibly he heard of the disastrous
explosion.
Mr. Brunel was a member of the Royal Socie-
ty. An associate of the Institution of Civil
Engineers, of the Society of Arts; and of the
Astronomical, Geological and Geographica-
Societies. He received from Louis Phillippe
the cross of the Legion of Honor.
28—DrarE or Lreiga HuNT.—The veter-
an poet died in London, August 28, in
his 75th year. He was born at Southgate,
Middlesex, Oct. 19, 1784. His father, a cler-
gyman, was a native of the West Indies, and
his mother by birth a Philadelphian, and a re-
lative of West, the painter. On the breaking
out of the Revolutionary War, being a Loyal-
ist, he quitted Philadelphia and went to Eng-
land, when he took *orders,” and became tu-
tor to a Mr. Leigh, who had had a seat at
South gate. Leigh Hunt received his educa-
tion at the Blue Coat School, where Coleridge
and Lamb were also educated, and slmost im-
mediately on leaving school commenced his ca-~
reer as a journalist. He was at first employed
in the office of his brother Stephen, an Attor-
ney, but on coming of age, joined his brother,
John,! who had established a Sunday paper
called the News, for wrich he wrote theatrical
criticisms, and, itis said, imparted a higher
tone to that kind of writing than it had before
been distinguished by. While at school he
contributed some poetical picces to a small ma-
gezine, which he published under the title of
Juvenilia. He received an appointment in the
War office, but relinquished it in 1808 to as-
sume the Editorship of the Examiner. But he
soon drew upon himself the persecution of the
Government. The editor of the Morning Chro-
nicle was prosecuted for copying an article
from the Examiner, and;in 1811, the Hunts
were prosecuted for an article for the article cn
military flogging. They were defended by
Brougham. and acquitted. The Morning Post
having spoken of the Prince Regent as an Ado-
nis,Hnnt copied the compliment and added only
the words ‘“of 50.” Never was so small a piece of
‘wit so severely punished. The two Hunts
were sentenced to pay a fine of £500, which
with the costs made£2,000,and to be imprisoned
two years. The British people were content to
see their countrymen sacrificed for a harmless
joke at the expense of the worthless monarch,
who now is abused without stint. The brothers
served out their term, were made famous by it,
and continued to publish the Examiner. But
Hunt lacked business tact, and he abandoned
the Examiner to the editorship of Fonblanque,
and went offto Italy to live with Lord Byron
and Shelley, and edit the Liberal. The liter-
ary enterprises which he prejected were innu-
merable. Among his more prominent works
are the ‘ Feast of the Poets,” a satirical poem
¢ Qaptain Sword and Captain Pen ;” ‘Stories
in Verse;” the “Legend of Florence ;” the *‘in-
dicator,” the “Companion ;” the ¢ Round Ta-
ble,” “The Seer ;” “Men, Women and Books ;'
« Stories from the Italian Poets;” “A Jar of
Honey from Mount Hybla;” a novel gntltled
Sir Ralph Esher ;7  The Descent of liberty,”
and a great aumber of translations from the
Italian. In 1847, Queen Victoria, perhaps as an
atonement for the persecutions he had endured
from her uncle, granted him a pension of £200
per annum: Since then he has p.roduced noth-
ing worth mentioning ; but on his son, assum-
ing the editorship of the Spectator, he contri-
buted an occasional essay to that periodical.
He was a Unitarian in his religious opinions,
and though little of a politician, his liberal-
ism, drew upon him the bitterness of the Tory
writers of the day, who ridiculed him ag a cock«
ney poet.

SEPTEMBER.

19th,— Sir James StepHEN — Sir James
Stephen, K.C.B., Essayist and Professor of Mo-
dern History in the University of Cambridge ,
was born about 1790, and was the son of the
Mr. Stepben who took so active a part in the
suppression of the slave-trade. Sir James was
educated at Cambridge, and was called to the
bar in 1811." During the existence of the Mel-
bourne Ministry he was appointed permanent
Under Secretary of State for the Colonial De-
partment, and held that position until 1848,
when he resigned. He was knighted, and
shortly afterwards was nominated a member of
the Board of Council for Trade and Foreign
Plantations. In 1849 he was appointed Regius
Professor of Mecdern History at Cambridge,
which post he held until his death, He hag
_been distingaished as a writer of great force on
historical topics, having published a series of
articles in the [Edinburgh Review, which at-
tracted almost universal attention. Among his
labors were two volumes of Lectures on the His-
tory of France.

The  Very Rev. Cmarigs Burner Onouew,
Dean of St. Asaph, died on the 4th of Septem-~
ber,” aged 66. The work by which he willbe
specially remembered, is that of the Diocesan
Church-building Society, which-may be fairly
attributed to his exertions, and has increased
the number of churches in the diocese by 25 per
cent.

Viscount St. VINCENT, one of the three senior
members of the House of Peers, expired on Sun-
day, Sept. 18.

OCTOBER.

12th.—Roperr StepHENSON died on the
12th instant, was the only son of George
Stephenson. He was born at Willington-quay
on Dec. 16,1802, and his father, feeling his own
want of education, determined that his son
should not suffer from the same cause. He,
therefore, sent him to a school at Long Benton,
and afterwards to the school of a Mr. Bruce, in
Newcastle. At the age of 15, was apprenticed
to learn the business of the colliery, and made
himself perfectly familiar with all the depart-
ments of under-ground work. Robert spent hig
evenings with his father in discussing the im-
provements which might be made in the loco-~
motive, the powers of which invention were at
that time far from being fully realised. Their
discussions undoubtedly were the means of de-
termining the father to give his son a still bet=
ter education. In 1820 he sent him to the Edin-
burgh University. In 1821, Robert returned,
bringing with him the prize for mathematics,
and in 1822 he was apprenticed to his father,
who had started his locomotive manufactory.
Hig health soon yielded to the arduous labors
he was obliged to perform, and Robert found
himself under the necessity of accepting a com-
mission to examine the gold and silver mines of
South America. Returning in 1827, he took
charge of the Newcastle factory, assistiag his
father in the arrangement of the Liverpool and
Manchester Rallway, In 1833, Mr. Stephenson
was engaged in the survey of the London and
Birmingham Railroad, which was opened on
the L5th Sept:, 1838. The difficulties which he
successfully contended with here did much to
enhance hig reputation. Father and son were
consulted as to the Belgian system of railways,
and obtained from King Leopold the .Oross of
the Legion of Honor in 1844. For similar ser-
vices in Norway, Robert Stephenson received
the Grand Cross of St. Olof. So also he assis-
the lines in Switzerland,
in Denmark, in Tuseany, in Canada, in
Egypt and in India. Mr., 8. 1is bet-
ter known by the magnificent bridges in the
construction of which he has been engaged.—
The high level bridge at Newcastle, the Victo-
toria Bridge at Berwick, the Conway and Brit-
annia bridges over the Menai Straits and the
Victoria bridge over the St. Lawrencs, will -
long stand as monuments of Robert Stephen-
son’s energy, enterprise and skill.

NOVEMBER

26th—Sm  James Macavnay. — The de-
ceased gentleman was the son of James' Mac-
aulay, Esq , M.D., who soon after the formation
of the government of this Province in 1792,
emigrated from England, and with his regi-
ment was quartered at Niagara. When the
seat of government was removed to Toronto,
Dr. Macaulay accompanied it. His second
son, James, was educated in Cornwall, by the
present Bishop of Toronto, and entered the
army as ensign in the 98th. When the war
broke out in 1812, wishing to fight for his
home, he joined the Glengary Fencibles, and
received a commission as lieutenant. At
Ogdensburg, Oswego, Lundy’s Lane, and at
the siege of Fort Hrie, he was distinguished for
his gallantry. Though he was in the midst of
‘the hottest fights, He escaped without injury.
‘When peace was concluded, the gallant corps
in which he had served wasdisbanded. Turn-
ing his attention to the law, the next few years
of his life were passed in the study of the pro-
fession, and in 1822 he was called to the bar.
Here  his abilities had full room for develop-
ment, and he was made, during the administra-
tion of Sir Peregrine Maitland, an executive
courncillor, an office which he held until ap-
pointed, in 1829, one of the judges of the Court
of Queen’s Bench. In 1849 the Court of Com-
mon Pleas was constituted. _Thilhélf_ he was
transferred, and as Chief Justice, continued on
the bench until 1856. As the consolidation of
the statutes was about being commenced, he
was appointed chairman of the Commission,
and abont twelve months ago, the arduous task
was completed. As & retired Judge, he received
a pension of $800 per annua, but refused com-
pensation for the valuable service just men-
tioned, More recently he accepted an appoint-
ment as tenth Judge of the Court ofE?r.or and
Appeal. Last year the honour of Knighthood
was conferred upon him by Her Majesty. 3
