After five years of experimental work, two West-
‘mount dottors of the McGill department of Experimental
Surgery have developed a method of inducing cancer in
the stomachs of rats, The Canadian Cancer Society
revealed today.

Dr. D. R. Webster, 565 Roslyn

avenue, surgeon-in-chief, Royal

Victoria Hospital, and professor

of surgery at McGill University,

and Dr. S, C. Skoryna, 4459 Sher-

brooke street west, project direc-
tor of McGills department of

experimental surgery, have per-

fected a technique which makes

possible new studies of stomach
cancer that is responsible for 25

per cent of all cancer deaths in

humans.

Research on the project was

financed by the Canadian
Cancer Society who are cur-

rently staging a campaign

velop in the stomach, as well as

factors that enhance stomach

cancers — such as types of

foods, drugs and other sub-
stances.

More important, the investi-

gators will be able to test sub-

stances that inhibit tumor

growth, and the effects of pre-

cancerous lesions -— .such as

stomach ulcers.

The effects of alcohol on the

development of stomach cancer

can also be studied Dr. Webster
suggests. All that have been
carried on so far .indicate that

alcohol is innocent of any in-

“We tried

feeding carcinogens (cancer-

causing substances) , injecting

them into the stomach walls,

painting them on the stomach,

injury and everything else un-
der the sun. Nothing worked.”

Two years azo the research

team began experimenting
with cotton threads soaked in

a powerful carcinogen called

Methylcholanthrene. These

were implanted in the wall of

the stomach and fixed there

with sutures. Gradually they

sank into the wall, After this

was repeated three times
with each rat eight percent of
them developed stomach can-

cer. -

Trans - Canada Air
Lines, with a gross re-
venue of more than
$100,000,000 in 1958,
is the world's eighth lar-
gest airline in terms of
passenger miles. TCA's
president is handsome,
soft - spoken Gordon
Roy McGregor, OBE,
DFC, a native Mont-
realer who lives in the
West End.

In the past 12 years,
since assuming the presi-
dency, Mr, McGregor,
famed commander of the
famed Canadian fighter
squadron 401 in World
War II, has guided the
company through finan-
cial straits to solid foot-
ing and pre-eminence in
civil aviation. Only three
other countries — United
States, France and the
United Kingdom — have
larger airlines than TCA,
which is more than twice
the size of any other Ca-
nadian airline.

“The growth of TCA has
been phenomenal,” said Mr.

McGregor during an inter-

view at his home. “In Au-
gust, 1958, we chalked up

our highest monthly reve-

nue ever at $12,400,000,

equalling the entire revenue

for 1946. In other words the

company’s revenue increased

12-fold in 12 years.”

Looking ahead
 

Mr. McGregor, brown-eyed

and  quiet-mannered, points
with pride to TCA's leader-

ship in the introduction of the

most up-to-date service air-

craft. “TCA ordered Vickers

turbine-powered Viscounts in

1952 and put the first 12 in
service in the spring of 1955,
becoming the first airline in
North America to operate a

scheduled service of turbine-

powered aircraft,” he said.

“The company ordered four

Douglas DC 8s to be powered

with Rolls Royce Conway,
full-jet, by-pass engines in the

spring of 1956. A{ the same

time we took an option on
two more DC 8s, an option

which has been translated to
a confirmed order. These six
will go into long-range ser-

vice with TCA in 1960.

“In the early fall of 1956
TCA ordered 20 Vickers Van-
guard turbine-propelled air-

craft to be powered by Rolls

Royce Tyne engines. These
will go into service in the

spring of 1961 at which time

TCA's fleet will be all four-

engined, all turbine-powered
and, it is believed, will be the

first airline in the world to
achieve this status.”

With the inauguration of
the Douglas DC 8s next

apring flying time to London

will be cut from 12 hours to

six hours and 10 minutes. Air-

craft accommodation will be

120 passengers compared to

the present number of 62.
(After the war TCA carried

on the transatlantic air ser-

vice initiated by the govern-
ment as an airmail service to
the troops and the Lancas-

trian ex-bombers transported

only 10 passengers).

for 1 in 3
“One out of every three males

on the North American conti-
nent is destined to contract

cancer of the lungs by 1985 if
the present rate of increase

continues,” said Dr. D. B.

Munroe « the Canadian Cancer
Society in an address to the

Westmount Rotary Club on
Wednesday.

Dr. Munroe stated that there

has been a real and alarming
increase in lung cancer during
the last 20 to 25 years.
“Earlier,”” he disclosed, ‘dis-

covery of cancer was a rarity.
Since 1920, there has been a 50
per cent increase in the disease
in England and Wales while the
U.S.A. has seen 2,500 deaths an-

nually as a result of cancer.

“Cancer is more common in

men than in women, proportion-

ed‘by 80 to 90 and 10 to 15 per
cent respectively. For every

male death in the U.S. one of

every 18 has been caused by

cancer; and canter of the lung
is the most common in the
male.”

He related that cancerous in-

cidents occur with an advance
in age and that environment is a,
determining factor of the di-
sease.

“The smog of the city,” he

said, “the atmospheric pollution
and the lack of sun in industrial

cities are more apt to cause
cancer than is a country envi-

ronment where these conditions
exist to a very small degree.”

About tobacco and lung

cancer Dr. Munroe said:

“Study and research groups

in the U.S. and Britain have

disclosed that tobacco is a
principal cause of the disease.

The British group stated that
the relationship of cancer and

tobacco is one of direct cause
and effect.

Outside of the Divine Names

and the self-disclosure of God,

one of the most important words

in the Bible is “therefore”. It is

~ the word which links together

the revelation of God and the
activity of man. Because God is

holy therefore His people must
be holy, Because God has created

man in His own likeness, there-

fore man must show forth that

likeness or else he denies his

own nature, “Therefore” is the

word which indicates that God
has a lawful claim upon His

creatures. He did not create

them and send them on their

way to work out their own sal-

vation. True, they must work

out their salvation but they must

remember at the same time that

it is God who is working in
them.

That word ‘‘therefore’” comes

out most strikingly in the
Epistle for Easter Day. It is a

very brief lection from St. Paul's’
‘letter to the Colossians. In the
beginning of the third chapter

he reminds his readers of what
they have received through the

Resurrection of Christ and

through their faith. They have

risen with Him. Then comes the

result: “Seek tlwse things which

are above, whe:»9 Christ sitteth

on the right hand of God . . .

for ye are dead, and your life is

hid with Christ in God. When
Christ, who is our life, shall ap-

pear, then shall ye also appear

with him in glory.” Then comes
that most impressive ‘there-

fore”. “Mortify therefore your

members which are upon the

earth.” Then follows a short list

of unpleasant bodily sins, and

the one simple spiritual sin of

“coveteousness, which is idol-
atry.”

I used to dislike this lection

very much because on Basler

Day I wanted to remember only

the triumph and the glory. But
I realize now that in spite of the

triumph of our Lord, and our

ghare in that triumph, we still

live on earth obsessed by all the

sins of human nature. Our Lord

does not free us from tempta-

tion but provides us with power

to overcome the temptation; that

is, to put to death our bodies in

regard to those sins. Perhaps

the most universal and the most

ingidious of them is coveteous-

ness; the desire for something to

which we are not entitled, the
