Bririsa Fivance.—~The general acceptance ot
Mr. Gladstone’s financial scheme by the people
of England is a remarkable fact, when we con.
sider that /it makes upon the income or every
man possessed of more than £150 a year an
increased levy of 4d in the £, or in all of 9d in
the £, which is very nearly 5 per cent, and that
this great addition to the public burdens is not
disguised in any of those way8s which are usual
to financiers dealing with Customs Duties. The
reason of this absence of complaint is un-
doubtedly to be found in the conviction that in-
creased expenditure is necessary to safety ; but
also in satisfaction, on the whole, with the equit-
able and' economical character of the tax. Iy
8eems now to be definitely settled that inEngland
the days of indirect taxation, with its extrava-
gance, delugions and restraints are numbered .
and, hereafter, whatever increase of taxes takes
place, will' be made in such g way as to make
the weight fall with some approximation to the
propo?tion of ' capacity of  the tax-payers to
bear it. Although ' the income and property
tax scales are not yet adjusted with o much
fairness as they may and ought to be, there is
still a very great approach to the true method.
The most earnest advocate for an ext
political power '‘must feel, now that
thier and ruling clasges are not imp
dens upon others which they do not share in
the full extent themselves. They must feel
that these classes are at least sincere in their
belief of the necessity of increased Govern-
mental outlay, since they assume their full quota
of the cost, leaving, in fact, a large part of the
population without any addition to former
imposts.

Prosperity of an unmistakeable kind
has followed as a consequence on the release of
industry from its shagckles, when, throwing aside
the pedantry prejudice and interested motives,
which had regarded property ‘and income
as objects tor taxation only in time of
war, Sir Robert ‘Peel wisely substituted
direct taxation for the numeroas ' Cug-
stom duties, espesially from those upon
breadstuffs, from which he relieved the tariff.
We have now before us the return of Britigh in-
comes, assessed for taxation for eight years, and
our readers will probably be astounded with
the fact they establish. In these eight yearg,

The Art Union of Glasgow presents to this
year’s subscribers an Engraving in Line by Mr.
Henry Lemon, from the “Punch” of T. Webster,
R.A. "Punch was the picture which secured
Mr. Webster his election into the Royal Aca-
demy some eighteen or nineteen years ago; and
itis one of his very best works of the time when
he delineated humour rather than sentiment.—
In it Webster has caught with admirable trath
the stir and bustle which the visit of the uni-
versal favourite creates among the juvenile
populatlon of a country village, though old as
well as young have come forth to enjoy the fun.
It appears to be the dinner hour, yet every-
thing is brought to a standstill. The postman
ig arrested on his delivery; the doctor’s hoy
forces his way into the midst of the crowd;
the baker stays with his baking on his head ;
the pot-boy sits down on his beer-tray ; even
the cherry-woman stops in the midst of tying
up a bunch ; and the butler is hesitating whe-
ther he shall go far lay aside his dignity as to
leave the squire’s gate for a front view of the
show. The only persons who do not stir are a
poor widow, who turns her baby as though the
mirth were an aggravation of her trouble ; the
schoolmaster, who will not lift eyes to any
such nonsense, and the unlucky little urchin,
decorated with a dunce’s cap, who dares. not
get down from the stool on which he is mount-
ed, to follow his schoolfellows, who have rush-
ed in & body to the door.

Mr. Lemon has made a good vigorous copy
of the original. The drawing throughout is care-
ful and correct ; the lights hrighr, clear, and
sharp, the shadows transparent. Mr. Lemon’s
line is neat and sufficiently firm; he has nicely
discriminated the various surfaces and texture
of flesh, drapery, building, and foliage ; and he
has successfully rendered the differences of ex-
pression in the several faces. It is the first
work, we believe, ‘which he has engraved on
so large a scale—the gize of the engraved part
of the plate being no less than 44 inches by 21
or slightly larger than Frith’s * Ramsgate
Sands,” engraved for the Art Union of London.
Altogether, the Council may be congratulated
on this Engraving. "It isa very capital work,
must abundantly satisfy the subscribers, and
will add to, the reputation of the Engraver.

We are in possession of half a score or more
of letters from as many different farmers in
the West, asking the opinion of the Press and
Tribune as to the prospective prices ot grain.
While we acknowledgs the compliment paid to
the commercial character of the paper by the
writers, we must leave their inquiries unanswer-
ed, except as we gay that prices will unavoid-
ably rule lIow. We advise no man to sell, no
man to hold on for a rise. The wisdom of
doing the one thing or the ather, each producer
must decide for himself. But we entreat all
who are harassed by debt to lose no time in
disposing of their crops whenever they can do
80 and secure for themselves the cost of pro-
duction and . a living profit on their invest:
ment. An easy conscience and exemption from
the visits of the constable or sheriff, are more
to be coveted than the tip-top figure which all
are anxious to obtain. = Beyond a general
answer like the above, we have nothing for
those who have. propounded their inquiries in
this  quarter; but our farmer friends will
suffer us to say this: The pretence that
prices are kept down by combinations of specu-
lators is the silliest twaddle in which sensible
men can indulge ; and the men who do not sell
when they might be paid a. profit for their
labor, alleging that the “combination” will be
broken and larger prices obtained, are deserv-
ing of no commisseration except that which is
always due to ignorance. The market rates of
the great staples are influenced by causes which
an army of speculators, though each were

mind and sell whenever, you please and at a
profit as large as ycu can getl—Chicago
Tribune.
