ARRIvAL OF THE ‘‘ ADELAIDE.’—The ““Ade-
laide” brings most important news, a summary
of which will be found under our telegraphic
heading.

PreasurRE TRAVEL To MoNTREAL.—The open-
ing of the fine weather season this year indi-
cates a marked tendency of travellers towards
the borders of the St. Lawrence, and especially
towards our own beautifully situated city.
Let any one look over the names of the visitors
at our hotels, which daily appear in our co-
lumns, and he will see striking proof of the ex-
tent of the celebrity which Montreal is acquir-
ing, as a place of agreeable resort. It is not
only the number of guests, but the variety of
their residences, which strikes the reader who
runs hig eye over the list, and which gives a cos-
mopolitan character to a place which, & few
years ago, was rarely visited, except by the
lumbermen from the interior, or a few British
manufacturers, having a settled Canadian con-
nection. The American pleasure travel, is not,
it is true, entirely a new feature. For ten or
fifleen years there has always been a summer-
time advent of our republican neighbours, bent
on inhaling cooler air than is to be found in
moresouthern latitudes. But the host of these
visitors is largely increased since the old Rasco’s
and Swords,with the two dingy hotels in St.Paul
Street, aided by Orrs, and one or two inferior
houses, provided all the accommodation which
wag demanded. That was but some thirteen
years ago, and now we have some four or five
first class Hotels, each much bigger than Ras-
co’s, and each finding its existing rooms insut-
ficient for its guests. The cry is sfill for more
Hotel enlargement, and soon we shall have be-
gides the additions to existing houses, the large
new one which Mr. Pingonneault is completing
for Mr. Compain, on the Place D’Armes. None
too soon, we believe, are these improvements
being effected. The arrivals from Cuba, South
America and Europe, which are already so mul-
tiplied, on one side by the extension of our
railway system, and on the other, by the
weekly line of steamers to Liverpool, and the
less frequent line to Glasgow are rapidly
growing more numerous,  [nstead of an
inaccessible city—wholly go in the winter, and
partially so in the summer—suchas we had a
few years ago, where people came if they must
and grumbled at the task, we have now a heau-
tiful summer residence accessible from all parts
of the world, and affording accommodation,
guch as a Sybarite might accept without repin-
ing. The opening of the Bridge will be the
gignal for additional crowds of visitors, Already
it is one of the sights which people think it
worth while to travel a few hundred or a fow
thousand miles tosee. Every one who comes
and goes tells his story and induces some fol-
lowers to tread in his steps ; but many, doubt-
Jess, reserve their visit till the completion of
the great engineering achievement of the t?ge.
Jeeping pace with the increase of attrac_:tmns
already alluded to, ig the improvement in the
places of public amusement. 1t is but a very
few years since the only room, exce.pt. %he
Theatre, fit for any public meeting or exhibition
was in the attic story of the Odd Fellows' Hal

Now there are the Mechanics’ Hall ; the beau-
tiful Rooms in the Bonaventure House; and
last, but not least, the large Hall just opened
by Mr. Nordheimer. There is, t0o, a constant
succession of fair musical talent during all the
summer; and, with the Theatre, which Mr.
Buckland exhibits a laudable desire to keep
quite up to the front rank of progress, afford
an occupation for the evenings, which without
such relaxations are apt to be tiresome for
those who sojourn only for a few days in any
strange place. On the whole, we are con-
vinced that our city has only just begun to
assume its true position, and that the number of
distinguished visitors from all parts of the
world will yearly increase.

Ter PRrOTECTIVE FEATURE IN OUR TARIFF.—
The Sheffield Independent, in its issue of the
11th ultimo, thus—justly and temperately, in
our opinion,—replies to the remarks of our city
contemporaries, on the recent proceedings of
the Sheffield Chamber of Commerce, in con-
nection with the increased duties upon the
manufactures of their city, imposed by the pre-
gent Canadian tariff. Our Sheffield contem-
porary says:i—

The interview which the Chamber of Com-
merce had with our borough members on the
30th of April, hag attracted some attention in
Canada. Three Montreal papers—the Gazelte,
the Commercial Advertiser, and the Herald—
comment upon our report, and two of them
quote it at considerable length. The Herald
frankly admits toat the recent changes in the
Canadian tariff “ are decidedly calculated to
impede and curtail the importation of British
manufactures,” and foresees that parliament
mugt seriously consider “the whole subject of
colonial tariffs, and how far the imposition of
colonial duties upon British manufactures is in
accordance with the principles which ought to
govern colonies in their trade with the parent
state,” The Gazette and JAdvertiser, which
appear both to be protectionist papers, set
themselves to misrepresent the views of our
manufacturers, tell them that they are not in-
jured by the Canadian tariff, but they have
furnished goods so worthless as to drive con-
sumers to other sourees of supply, inform us
that we have made a greivous blunder in the
adoption of free trade, that Canada cannot
raise her revenue without taxing British goods,
and that if we give Canada no favour in. our
markets, we can expect none in return.

If we were to reply to these articles in the
carping and accusatory spirit in which they
are written, the result would be rather to make
a quarrel than to promote a fair consideration
of the question, It is useless to rake up the er-
rors of past ’generations, and to throw in our
teeth the restrictions which our grandfathers
and great grandfathers tried to maintain upon
Irish and colonial trade. All those things are
bye-gones. We have  turned over a new leaf
and established the principles of free trade. We
do not ask our colonies to limit their commer-
cial relations and to trade only with us. The
world is fiee to them asto England, They
may buy and sell where they find it advanta-
geous to do so. We have discarded all the old
legislative artifices by which the course of trade
was to be directed, and leave it to take its na-
tural channels. This is not merely a British,
it is an Imperial policy. Ia unfettering our-
i elves, we have done the same thing for our
colonies. And here comes the Canadian ques-
tion,—What is the true interest of Canada ? It
is a great and thriving colony, which has reap-
ed largely the benefits of the change. We used
to give her protection on the one hand, and re-
striction on the other. We have now given to
her freedom, and the result has been & vast in-
creage of her trade and prosperity. But there
have sprung up a few people in eastern Cana-
da who fancy that they can profit themselves
by making an exception to this rule of freedom.
They are content to take its benefits, but they
want to treat themselves to a little bit of pro-
tection besides. The interests of all the con-
sumers of the colony, and especially those of
the western province, are unequivocally in fa-
vour of the Imperial policy. But these petty
schemers in the east have managed to override
a8 our home monopolists formerly did, the gene-
ral interest, and on pretence of revenue duties,
to put their hands into their neighbours’ pock-
ets, The Canadian protectionists say that un-
less we repent of our freetrade heresy, and offer
special advantages to them in our markets, we
shall have none in theirs, We agk for no special
advantages. But when we find a scheme seton
foot to adjust the colonial tariff by the rule of
laying heavy duties on imports which Canada
can produce, and light duties on those she can-
not produce, we are not to be deluded by the
pretence that this is a revenue tariff. The
Lower Canadians have recently encouraged ex-
travagant schemes, mainly for their own spe-
cial advantage, and they seek to raise the
money to meet their obligations in such a mode
as to be injurious to the Upper Province and

to the mother country. They may talk as they
will about developing the minecal resoureces of

oped {0 the UtMOSL By fAIF miGay] bBUT proves-
tive duties are the robbery of the many for the
benefit of the few. These protectionists appear
to take malicions pleasure in tauntfing the mo-
ther country. They cry up ‘“honest German”
manufacturers, and honest American, whose
wares they extol ; but they represent Knglish-
men ag ruining their trade by trying to cheat
their customers with spurious goods. This is
the unfair representation of men who aim to
prop up a sinister and unprincipled scheme by
any weapons that may come to their hands.—
As to the character of British manufacturers
and merchants, it may challenge competition
for integrity with that of any other people in
the world. Individoals may be found whose
conduct we cannot defend; but, as a class, no
men stand higher. Mistakes have been made
in all markets, sometimes by the distant manu-
facturers, sometimes by the local dealers; but
our manufacturers are quick to detect and to
correct their mistakes. It is true that we have
been less apt than the Americans to apply ma-
chinery to the processes of our manufacture.—
This arose from a state of things which is pas-
sing away, and we believe that ere long Eng-
lish manufacturers and workmen will be as
eager to apply machinery as the Americans,
from the peculiarity of their position, have long
been. We prefer, however, to state the posi-
tion of English and foreign manufacturers and
their relatiou to the Canadian market in the
words of an able correspondent who is well ac-
quainted with the facts of which he writes.—
He says—

¢ Tt is not fair to to say that Sheffield has

never suffered trom Canadian protective tar-
ifts, So long as there existed within a few
hundred miles of an extended frontier a set of
manufacturers supported, if not at first created,
by a natural and fiscal protection of from 65 to
75 per cent, (as was, and is the case with the
American manufactures,) Sheffield goods must
have been always at the same disadvantage as
regards America as they are now-—that is,
quality being equal, the American could get
his goods quicker and more cheaply to market,
and with immensely more perfect intormation
about the prices, wants, and tastes of his cus-
tomers. The Sheffield manufacturer does not
com plain that Canada has imposed the same
duties on his goods as on those of Germany
and America, but sees himself, and is trying to
make the government see, that every addition-
al farthing of duty levied on goods made in
and imported irom & distant locality, in-
creages the chance of the manufacturer near at
hand, even though he pay the same duty. The
Sheffield manufacturers admit that in times
past the foolish rules of the unions among the

workmen, the distance and bad credit of the
market to be supplied, the indirect manner in
which orders came to the town, and perhaps
the practical ignorance of the agents who sold
Sheffield goods abroad, did result in goods un-
suitable in quality and style being sent to the

American and Canadian markets; but to say
that the scythes, files, edge and joiners’ tools,

table and pocket cutlery, &c., of our respec-
table honses ever in the smallest degree turn
out ‘worthless’ is the statement of an ignorant

AN AMERIGAN VIEW oF EUROPEAN AFFAIRS.
The following letter will repay perusal.

fi To the Editor of the London Times.

Sir,—In the present complicated and excited
state of European affairs, he is a bold man who
will say that any widely prevailing national
sentiment is to be utterly disregarded. I
therefore make no apology for addressing you
on a subject which you may at first feel in~
clined to dismiss with incredulous contempt.
The belligerent enthusiasm of Western and
Central Germany has excited some little aston-
ishment and no little ridicule. ¢ What can
have happened to these men ? Are they ‘be-
mused in beer, or day-dreaming under the in-
fluence of their favourite narcotic ? Such are
the questions asked throughout Anglo-Saxon-
dom when the Suabians talk of attacking
France. And yet, perhaps, we may find that
if the Germans are crazy there is a certain me-
thod in their madness, and that, however
wrongly directed the ma_nifestation of their
feeling, there is something like good reason at
the bottom of it.

With all the acuteness of the English press
and the English public, it seems to me that
they have failed to congider the present crisis
in all its bearings.

The war has been regarded as one which
ought only to concern, and probably will on-
1y concern, the three Powers engaged in it, If
it can only be localized in Italy,—and the
French Emperor has given his word that it
will be—there is no danger to the outsiders.

1 believe, on the contrary, that if the war were
to be finished next week by the Austrians eva-
euating their Italian possessions, * quadrangle”
and all; nay, more, if the week after the French
army, not excepting the Roman garrison, should
begin to withdraw from Italy, even in this
extreme and altogether improbable case, the
future of Europe would have been enormously
affected, and not entirely for the better,

The present war must be considered, not as
an isolated fact, but as part ofa general system.
If so, the condition and prospects of the Italians,
however important to themselves, will be found
to constitute but a small fraction of the interests
involved. .

There can be no doubt that the Austrian Gov-
ernment, s compared with the French, presents
many unfavourable points of contrast. The
former is brutal and stupid, the latter, probably,
ag enlightened as a despotism can be. But, on
the other hand, her very stupidity and semi-
barbarism, being sources of weakness, render
Austria less dangerous to the general welfare.
This was clearly exemplified in the Russian
war. Austria’s sympathies were then plainly
with Russia, but her vulnerability in Italy and
elsewhere prevented her from attempting to
carry out those sympathies into action.

The French Government on the contrary,
is everywhere and every way vigorous. In the
first placeé it is a despotism founded on the over-
throw of free institutions. This, according to
the unanimously concurrent testimony of mo-
dern historians and philosophers, is temporarily
—that is to say, for a generation or two--the
most efficient of all governments. At its head
is one of the shrewdest and most daring men in
the world, wielding with absolute power the
united resources of a very brave and intelligent
people, whose character he perfectly under-
stands. And while this government has its
difficulties at home, these difficulties, most un-
fortunately for mankind, so far from obliging it
to keep at peace, absolutely encourage and sti-
mulate it to war.

Add to this that, as French politics are a blank,
and FrencH literature becoming every year less
influential, the army is the only field open for
ambition.

Finally, the French are about the vainest
people in the world, and being also the fondest
of war, it necessarily: follows that the most
grateful food to their vanity is military glory.
For “ glory” they will do anything and suffer
anything, Every spark of liberty may be trod-
den out, every branch of industry withered,
every family in mourning, so long as bulleting
come telling that 10,000 Frenchmen have
thrashed 20,000 Austrians, or Russians, or Prus-
siang, as the case may be. The Frenchman
flings up his hat, talks of * recommencing his-
tory” and * marching along the Sacred Way,”
and is eager to spend his last sou and shed the
last drop of blood.

Thus we see that whenever the French Go-
vernment is in trouble at home it is under fear-
ful temptation to make war abroad, as the most
convenient and certain solution of its domestic
difficulties. But this is not all, Nof only is
war convenient to keep the people in order, but
it is necessary to keep the army in order.

Forty-
five of our men were killed. Two of my cor-
porals and one of my sergeants were killed by
my side. The ball of one of the hussars tore
off my left epaulette ; I got off cheaply. The
enemy now came up in force, We fell back.
Ilost my battalion, and was ordered to stay
where I was. We were formed into columns.
Twelve cannon opened a terrible fire on our
right—a whole file of men at my right disap-
peared, shivered to atoms by the iron hail, This
did not last long. We opened on them with
three new rifled eannon, and they took to their
heels. “ Forward, march” was the order given
as a storm of grape poured on ug, blinding us
with dust and broken stones. On we went
with a will.

A DISASTER ON LAKE HURON,

EXTRAORDINARY ESCAPE FROM SHIPWRECK OF
SEVERAL MEMBERS OF THE CANADIAN
MINISTRY.

On Friday last a party of ladies and g entle-
men, the large majority of them residents of
Toronto, left this city on a projected excursion
to Sault Ste. Marie. The intentions of those
comprising the Company was to take the stea-
mer Ploughboy from Collingwood, and proceed
thence to their destination calling at any place
of interest on their route. But shortly before
the arrival of the vessel at Lonely Island, in
Georgian Bay, a part of the machinery, the
cross-heads, snapped in half, and it became ab-
golutely necessary, in consequence, for the
safety of the ship, to shut off the steam. The
Ploughboy being, like most or all of the stea-
mers on Lake Huron, unprovided with masts,
she was thus necessarily left to the mercy of the
winds and waves, which drifted her at their
pleasure. The danger of such a position being
apparent, some of the crew volunteered to pro-
ceed in an open boat to Owen Sound, a distance
of some geventy-five miles, to secure the aid of
the steamer Canadian, to tow the Ploughboy
into safe anchorage., But long before the as-
sistance thus sent for could be obtained,
the Ploughboy had been slowly but inevitably
and helplessly drifting to that dangerous por-
tion of the coast lying west of Chabot Point,
and in spite of every precaution, a little be-
fore the dawn of Sunday morniug, found the
unfortunate vessel within fifty yards of a pre-
cipitous rock-bound shore, with a heavy swell
of the sea setting in toward it, and a gale
blowing her directly upon the breakers. Im-
mediate death stared all the pagengers in the
face, it being too evident that if the vessel
struck—as seemed inevitable—in a few minutes
not a soul would be left to tell the tale. Hus-
bands and wives, brothers and sisters, and all
friends therefore took a last farewell, com-
mended themselves to Providence, and pre-
pared to meet their doom, when they were mi-
raculously saved when just in the very jaws of
death, At a distance of only forty-five yards
from land, on & lee shore, and in one hundred

Aboard Steamer Lady le Marchant,
SipNEY, CAPE BRETON,
June 25, 1858.
GeNTLEMEN,—Having just returned from the
Labrador Coast, [ am enabled to give you, for
the information of the Captains of Mail Stea:
mers and the maritime public generally, the
exact position of the Grange Rock, upon which
the Royal Mail Steamer North American struck
last autumn.
I have examined it carefully, and find it lies
14 miles S. W. by S. by compass from the Outer
Islet of Coacoacho, and has as little ag 16 feet
water upon it. Té6e shoal is half a mile long,
and very narrow, but there is deep water be-
tween it and the island.
1 found a shoal at S* W., § of a mile from
South-breaker, of Coacoacho, with 18 teet of
water. I also, determined the position of a small
but dangerous two feet rock, one mile anda
quarter from the shore, half way between Na-
tashquan Point and Keyashka, It lies E. by N.
from Natashquan Point 11 miles,
The variation of the compass at Coacoacho is
32° 30' West, and at Keynashka 31° West.
The whole of the coast is dangerous of ap-
proach, and the appearance of the land under
different states of the atmosphere is very decep-
tive as to istance.
Therefore, I would always recommend not ap-
proaching nearer than sufficient to make out
objects, and that at least in thick weather ves-
sels should maintain 50 fathoms water in run-
ning along the land between Keynashka aud
South Makers ledge, for outside of this depth
there are no dangers.

NEW YORK WOOL MARKET,

(From the New York Z.ibune of Thursday.)

Our market continues quiet, yet prices are
well suatained, to the great chagrin of a por-
tion of the trade who are straining every nerve
to depress the market, and quoting sales fully
5clower than any good selection can be ob-
tained in any wool growing districts ; but this
mode of transacting business will in due
course of time have a telling effect on those
who falsify facts. The clipping season is now
well nigh over,and the result is,that nearly one-
third of the crop in the Western States has been
bought chiefly on manufacturing account at
an advance of fully Ac per. 1b. on last years
prices. Dealers and speculators generally have
purchased lightly,and this is well for the manu-
facturers of goods—it would indeed be a bless-
ing to them often if there were no ‘“middle
men” to come between them and wool growers;
but the great want of credit on their part,
heretofore, has been so seriously felt that, with-
out the assistance of the ‘‘middle men,” it would
be difficult for them to keep their looms in ac- ¢
tive motion. But those who now run the ma-
jority of our mills were not the constructors of
them, and they probably bought many. of the m
under the auctioneer’s hammer, at 50c on the
dollar, or less; consequently they possess
greater means than their predecessors, and
therefore they or their agents now seek out
the wool growers, and are the principal pur-
chagers of the clip, at the highest prices, t00 ;
indeed, the majority of them are always will-
ing to pay the farmers at all times a proper re-
muneration for their wool. Let not our inter-
ior friends, therefore, be led astray by most of
the reports emanating from here. In Fleeces
there is nothing of moment transpiring, and the
few small sales making are mostly of inferior
description ,which are no real guide to the mar-
ket; the transactions include 80.000 lbs common
to fullblood fleece at 363 to 574c; 20,000 lbs
Canadian at 25 to 3)c; 200 bales California at
16 to 20e; 50 do at 20 to 25c¢ for fine; 25,090
1bs pulled at 30 to 48c; 80 bales Cape at 34c;
and 400 do do in Boston at 30¢, cash, time and
interest.. Before closing, however, it may not
be amiss to warn our farming friends against
exalted prices. It seems, according to our own
correspondence, that very many base their
prices on the extraordinary sales quoted in our
last weekly issue made at 70c in Washington
County, Pennsylvania. Buat they forget that
these Wools excel in quality anything proba-
bly grown this yearin the United States. Any-
thing over 55 to 60 is too high a price to be
paid in the country even for the finest picked
qualities ; and none, we believe, has paid such
high rates but a prominent Eastern wool manu- |
facturing concern and the Philadelphia dealers.
