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Mourning and shock in Franklin

Accidental death of 27-year-old employee

Tuesday, April 30, was “a day of
mourning and shock” for the
large family of workers at
Leahy Orchards. 27-year-old
Terence Wilson of Ormstown
died Monday night of injuries
he sustained on his shift
working in the apple receiving
section earlier that day at the
Franklin-based applesauce
manufacturing plant.

“Everybody here is still in shock,”
says Leahy Orchards President and
CEO Michael Leahy, of the devastating
accident. “Everybody got along with

him well and he was a good employee,”
added Mr. Leahy, noting Terence Wilson
had only started work at the plant on
April 11.

The incident, as is always the case in
workplace accidents of this nature, is
currently under investigation by both
the Stréte du Quebec and the Commis-
sion de la santé et de la sécurité du tra-
vail (CSST)

Production at the plant was reduced
throughout the week following the acci-
dent to allow employees extra time if
necessary to come to terms with the
incident. Professionals have also been
brought in to speak with employees

“Health and safety matters are
serious concerns for the company we
are always working to provide the
safest working conditions on our pre-

mises. We will continue to invest all our
efforts toward that objective”, says
Sales and Marketing Director Marc
Latreille.

“You read this stuff in the paper and
you feel terrible for everybody but
when it is your own place it is a diffe-
rent feeling for sure,” says Leahy, his
emotions clearly written across his face.

A press release issued Tuesday after-
noon reaffirms a commitment to the
225 workers making up the Leahy
Orchards family. “Employee health and
security is a priority for Leahy Orchards
- our employees’ well being is at the
forefront of our company values.”

Efforts have also been made to reach
out to Terence Wilson's family and
friends “Our sincere condolences go out
to family and friends.”

difficulty with this,” she added, her
enthusiasm toward the project matched
by her resolve to see more art in the
classroom.

“It's fabulous. I love these projects,”
said New Frontiers School Board Com-
missioner Barbara Ednie. “It is really
special to be able to work with a profes-
sional,” she noted of the students’ expe-
rience.

Of course, funding for such projects is
also important, and while Mrs. Ednie
does acknowledge that there have been
cuts, there is still a requirement for
schools all the way through secondary
education to offer credits in the arts.
“That's really positive because it gives
kids a chance to enjoy school and to
really shine,” she said.

Certainly, the grade four and five class
at Franklin Elementary will not soon for-
get the project, and the benefits of having
been exposed to another aspect of the
arts will more than likely be carried by
some throughout their education.

Even more important than the stu-
dents’enthusiasm for the project howe-
ver was the partnership that was struck
between the school and a local artist. It
is one thing to have an artist visit the
school and work with students in the

classroom, but the impact of going to a
professional studio must have been
thrilling for all involved.

Students need role models in the arts
as much as they do in every other field.
So often the arts, and espedially visual
arts, are disregarded as valid career
choices and it is imperative creative
minds are not stifled by this type of
mentality. Rather, schools should be
working to embrace the talents of their
students. In the Valley, we can proudly
say that our schools are already well on
the way down this path.

The innovative work done at Fran-
klin Elementary to encourage the arts
is yet another example of the little
school’s ability to go big. Let's hope it
can serve as inspiration, not only for
encouraging the arts but for encoura-
ging more partnerships between the
community and our schools.

May 11, 1893

Jean Béliveau jersey for a contract

Unknowingly, Jean Béliveau was
instrumental in allowing Gilles
Cloutier, a former political
organizer, to corrupt a mayor and
gain a large contract for the
Roche engineering firm. The 73-
year-old Cloutier made the claim
during his testimony before the
Charbonneau Commission on
Wednesday.

In 2005, Mr. Cloutier, who served as Vice
President of Business Development at the
Roche engineering firm, brought out the
heavy artillery to seduce Maurice Vaudrin,
then mayor of Saint-Stanislas-de-Kostka.

The construction of a water filtration
plant had attracted the attention of the
witness’s employer. His efforts were suc-
cessful. It was the former Montreal Cana-
diens star’s intervention that eventually
convinced the elected official, said Mr.
Cloutier. Well “prepared” ahead of time, Mr.
Béliveau gave a lovely gift to Mayor Vau-
drnin’s grandson during a game at the Bell
Centre, said Cloutier. It was one of his
signed Habs jerseys. “The grandson was
crying The grandfather cried. It was really

something,” reported Mr. Cloutier. “I 100
percent knew I had it (the contract).”

According to Cloutier, the following
week, the mayor was putting the wheels in
motion to give the contracts related to the
filtration plant to Roche. Mr: Cloutier then
said he then explained to mayor Vaudrin
(deceased in 2009) how to ensure that the
selection committee would choose his
firm. He even set the score he wanted.
“You will get the message through.” Clou-
tier remembers having told him.

But the shenanigans did not stop there.
Roche wanted the plans and specifications
to be carried out by Loiselle, a contractor
“friend”. The helping hand did not come
cheap however as the company had to
give $30,000 to Roche in return.

To accomplish the task, Mr. Cloutier and
a project manager at Roche spent hours
working to reduce the amount of Loisel-
le’s quote to ensure they had the lowest
bid. Of course, the savings were then pas-
sed on to the municipality in add-ons
once the contract was won.

The only problem was that a grant from
Quebec was delayed preventing the pro-
ject from starting up.

A quick call by Mr. Cloutier to Jean-
Marc-Fournier, then Minister of Munid-

MRC receives formal notice from

Huntingdon

The Haut Saint-Laurent has been
given notice by the City
Huntingdon not to award the
professional-services-contract
as Municipal Prosecutor to
Sylvie-Anne Godbout.

In a letter sent to the MRC on April
23rd, Me. Martin Couillard, counsel for
the municipality argued that the MRC
has “grossly neglected its legal obliga-
tions” in the process leading up to the
awarding of the contract.

Me. Couillard officially ordered the
MRC to cancel the contract of Me. God-
bout within seven days of receiving the
letter and also do its duty "under the law."
At the heart of the dispute is the payment
by the MRC of $50 000 U.S. dollars in the
form of professional fees to Me Godbout,
acting as Municipal Court Attorney for
the Haut-Saint-Laurent.

In his letter, Me. Coulllard states his
belief that "the contract has not been ten-
dered and was awarded over-the-coun-
ter. "He writes that "this approach com-
pletely contradicts the law and is illegal
because in fact, you have an obligation to
proceed with tendering and / or obtai-
ning bids. "

Reacting to the Town's notice, the
Director General and Secretary-treasu-
rer of the MRC, Frangois Landreville, said
it is simply unfounded. "This notice is
based on claims made by the Town. It is
the Town's opinion that is expressed, "he
said Monday morning in an interview.

Mr. Landreville also highlighted the
large number of formal notices sent by
Huntingdon to the MRC in the last few
weeks. "This is abusive,” he said.

The Huntingdon Town Council was
quick to alert the Department of Munici-
pal Affairs, Regions and Land Occupancy
(MAMROT) about the legality of the
hiring of Me. Godbout as Municipal
Court Attorney for the MRC. "Everything
happened without a call for tenders on
invitation, whereas the Municipal Code
requires at least two invitations and an
assessment board. I see that we are vio-
lating the law once again. The sad exam-
ple of the illegal Taxibus contract was no
better. We are stubbornly persisting in
illegal moanoevers despite reminders
from the Town's representatives,” wrote
Huntingdon Mayor, Stéphane Gendron,
in a Press Release dated April 26th.

Gendron also stated that the Town will
continue to denounce irregularities

whenever it witnesses them, and
demand investigations every time." We
call on Minister of Municipal Affairs to
order an investigation on the general
administration of the Haut Saint-Lau-
rent, its CEQ, Francois Landreville, and
laxity, or willful blindness of the elected
officials who sit on the Council of
Mayors, under the provisions to investi-
gate set out in Articles fifteen (15) and
sixteen (16) of the Act on the Ministry,"
he said.

The Town also lodged a complaint
with the representative of the MAMROT,
Sylvain Gaudreault, according to the
mayor.

A passion

Chantal Robichaud says of her
first experience with stained
glass: “l fell in love with it and
| haven’t stopped since.”

What started out as a hobby for her
has now become a job. She gradually
started taking on projects to do for
others and upon witnessing her keen
interest as well as the amount of
contracts she was piling up, her hus-
band suggested she open her own
shop. He ended up renovating a por-
tion of their house to create the shop,
L'Atelier Verre2go, which is located
near the intersection of Gale and the
Church Street in Ormstown. Chantal
expresses her uncertainty at the onset
of the venture saying that it was expen-
sive and she wasn't sure whether there
was the demand in the area. But once
the renovation got underway, there was
no looking back and the shop opened
for business this past October. With a
hint of surprise in her voice Chantal
recounts how people began trickling in
immediately after the sign went up and
the customer base has been growing
ever since. Currently, the shop is open
every Thursday, Friday and Saturday
While she continues with her other
jobs the rest of the time, Chantal even-
tually hopes to extend the business
hours to five days a week.

The shop provides a welcoming
place for stained glass enthusiasts of
all levels to gather and work on their
projects. Chantal offers classes in
making stained glass where she tea-
ches students what they need to know

while supplying them with all the tools
and materials they need. But she also is
flexible and for a small fee she welco-
mes people who just want to come in to
work on their own projects and use the
tools in the shop. She says that wor-
king on a project alone can get mono-
tonous so it's much more enjoyable to
work when surrounded by others who
are motivating you and encouraging
you. With her infectious enthusiasm
she exclaims “the more the merrier!”
And it really is, as she and her custo-
mers work steadily away at their pro-
jects while laughing and joking
around. Anyone who walks in the
door is instantly welcomed and inclu-
ded. She says of the experience: “It's
great, I get to meet all kinds of peo-
ple!”

In addition to offering classes and
making pieces to sell in the shop,
Chantal takes on contracts: The cus-
tomers describe what they want or
give her a photo which she works
from to create a pattern before begin-
ning the glasswork. She loves that it's
all “like one big puzzle.” One example
of this is a husky dog pattern lying on
the counter that she has developed
from carefully studying a photo of a
customer’s dog. She explains that it's
really nerve-wracking to do a piece
for someone else because everyone’'s
tastes are different and you want to get
the finished product to be to their
liking. She uses a brainstorming ses-
sion with them about their likes and
dislikes to help guide her artistic choi-
ces throughout the process.

With the speed and ease with which
she works, it would be understandable
to jump to the conclusion that the pro-
cess is an easy one but that’s certainly
not the case. L'Atelier Verre2go's Face-
book and Pinterest accounts display a
host of pictures of various projects that
Chantal and her students have com-
pleted. The challenging nature of the
work becomes apparent upon conside-
ration of the intricate details many of
them display. Though it can get stress-
ful and frustrating trying to cut the pie-
ces just right and get them shaped to fit
together the way you want them to,
Chantal finds the overall process to be
a relaxing one, saying of her work: “I
getlostinit!”

Though posters of pattern ideas
scatter the walls and books full of pat-
terns rest on the counters, inspiration
for a project can come from anywhere.
Chantal is currently has a project on
the go where she worked out a pattern
inspired by a picture from a calendar.
She is always mulling over what she’ll
do next: She says of her trips to the
warehouse to pick out new glass: “I'm
like a little kid in a candy store!” And
her face lights up as she pulls out diffe-
rent pieces of glass from her collection
and visualizes how she will make use
of them in upcoming projects. She also
lights up talking about all the ideas she
has for broadening the scope of what is
offered at the shop. One idea she is
mulling over for the summer is offering
a course for kids where they could do
simpler projects on a smaller scale.

Diamond Jubilee Medal
recipient speaks with Howick
Women'’s Institute

The Howick branch of the Women's Institute met on March
5, at La Residence in Ormstown. Members were pleased to
welcome Dorothy Welburn to the group. Another special guest
was Howick resident Suzelle Barrington, who received a
Queen Elizabeth II Diamond Jubilee Medal from Engineers
Canada on February 28 during a ceremony held at the Cana-
dian War Museum in Ottawa. A total of thirty-seven engineers
were recognized from across Canada with four being from
Quebec. Ms. Barrington spoke about her presentation and
how her work over the past fifteen years with Engineers
Canada had led to this award. She then brought those in
attendance up to date on projects on countering odors she
holds close to her heart. Or, in this case, one could say close to
the nose.

There are good smells and bad ones and in most cases she
deals with the unpleasant ones. In 1996, she and one of her
grad students, Denis Choiniere, developed an odour measu-
ring machine called an olfactometer. The olfactometer enables
humans to determine the intensity of an odour with minimum
bias, as the human nose is still the most sensitive instrument
to measure odours. An upgraded version of this olfactometer
was built in 2010, and this state of the art model is presently
being marketed in Europe. In parallel, she worked on introdu-
cing a simple and feasible system to convert manure pits into
anaerobic digesters to, among other benefits, reduce the smell
of manure especially when being spread on land. Because of a
lack of interest in Canada this system is now being developed
in France, where the control of greenhouse and ammonia
emissions is considered a priority This is especially because of
the high occupational density found in Europe.

Thirty-one years ago, a new administrative en-
tity to ensure the regional management of the
Chateauguay Valley was born. The Regional
County Municipality (MRC) of the Haut Saint-
Laurent was given regulatory powers over the ju-
risdiction by the Quebec government over the ter-
ritory included in the county.

The Haut Saint-Laurent MRC was incorporated
on December 9th, 1981, and officially formed on
January 1, 1982, along with 51 other new MRCs
across the province.

As with the other MRCs in Quebec, the Haut
Saint-Laurent was incorporated under the Act
respecting land use development and planning,
which was adopted in 1979 by the provincial go-
vernment. The new regional administrative struc-
tures replaced the county corporations whose
origin dates back to the creation of the first
Quebec municipal institutions in 1855. Each new

MRC was grouped under the same banner gover-
ned by the Cities and Towns Act and the
Municipal Code.

At its inception, the Haut Saint-Laurent inclu-
ded fifteen localities, including Huntingdon,
Saint-Malachie of Ormstown, Ormstown,
Hinchinbrooke, Godmanchester, Elgin, Dundee,
Saint-Anicet, Sainte-Barbe, Howick, Tres-Saint-
Sacrement, Saint-Jean-Chrysostome, Saint-
Chrysostome, Havelock and Franklin. Today, the
MRC is composed of thirteen municipalities as
Saint-Jean-Chrysostome merged with Saint-
Chrysostome and Saint-Malachie was amalgama-
ted with Ormstown in the year 2000.

Since its inception, the Haut Saint-Laurent has
been granted numerous responsibilities. At first,
it was expected to manage the land through the
creation and implementation of a development
plan to be reviewed after five years, to develop a
waste management plan, a fire safety cover plan
and a civil security strategy for police depart-
ments, to manage rivers on its territory and to

prepare evaluation roles for the local municipali-
les.

Inits 31 years of existance, the MRC has imple-
mented numerous initiatives including the esta-
blishment of a regional court, the creation of the
Drouler’s/Tsiionhiakwatha archeological site and
interpretation centre and the Aventuriers De
L'archeologie, the establishment of an invest-
ment fund and the local Alfred Langevin Cultural
Hall. In addition, it has adopted interim control
bylaws on the development of wind farms in the
region and regulations on odor management in
agricultural areas.

In 2000, the MRC acquired the Chateau buil-
ding in Huntingdon for its offices, selling the
County Building to the Town of Huntingdon in
the process. Built in 1859-1860, the County Buil-
ding long served as the main administrative offi-
ces for the county, first created in 1855. The
building included, in addition to administrative
offices, a meeting room.

King Street has been the property of the Town of
Huntingdon. In December, 2001, the municipa-
lity acquired the heritage building for its munici-
pal office, which it moved into in January of the
following year.

Throughout its history, a total of six prefects
have led the MRC. Réginald Burrows, the mayor
of Dundee, was the first to elected official to
hold this position, from 1982 to 1984. Hunting-
don Mayor Gérald Brisebois suceeded him in
the role from 1984 to 1990. Dundee Mayor
Paul-Maurice Patenaude followed at the helm
of the administrative body from 1990 to 2002,
becoming the most frequently elected mayor to
this post. Donald Frier, the Mayor of Hinchin-
brooke, then took over the reins, remaining in
the role until 2003. The first female to lead the
MRC, Ms. Jeannine Giroux-Lavallée, was entrus-
ted with the responsibility in 2003. She would
remain in the role for two years. Since 2005, the
MRC has been helmed by Saint-Anicet Mayor,
Alain Castagner.
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Drawing John Ryan a unique take on

Valley life to The Gleaner for 36 years

John Ryan"Cartoons are probably the most
creative things that 1 do,” says John Ryan, very
awdre this may seem a tad unbelievable coming
from one of the Valley's most recognized artists.
And while the final product each week may look
fairly simple, the process from mind to pen and
eventually page four of The Gleaner is anything
but.

As the cartoonist for the newspaper, Mr. Rya-
n's unique sense of humour has kept a tight fin-
ger on the pulse of the local community with
his weekly entries, which have now been in
print for over 36 years

Mr. Ryan’s career as a cartoonist started out
innocently enough. As a student studying fine
arts at Loyola College, now part of Concordia
University in Montreal, he was approached
about trying his hand at drawing cartoons. "It
worked out alright.” he says, suggesting he then
began to wonder whether The Gleaner would be
interested. After graduating with a BA in Fine
Arts from Concordia. he started drawing car-
toons as a side project in 1977

“That was the beginning,” he says. noting that
at the time he had no idea the gig would last so
long. “You never think. When you get to my age
and look back. everything is in big numbers.”
he says. "It does not seem like that long.” he
laughs. On average, he draws fifty cartoons per
vear, and is confident he has never repeated a
comic

His process starts with a sort of doodling
brainstorm. “I have always wanted to keep it
very simple. Little everyday things kind of ap-
peal to people and work well,” he says, noting
the first step is to settle on a subject. Occasio-
nally something will happen, he adds, sugges-
ting at times the process is easier than others.
He works it down until he finds a topic, jotting
ideas and drawing small thumbnails of every-

thing associated with the subject.

“Itis a process of elimination — and often so-
mething just falls into place,” he says, careful
however not to undermine the process. "It evol-
ves. And, you can do anything, but I always bring
in human nature,” he notes. “Itis fun, but you
are always worried about getting something that
is half decent out.”

One might imagine that the obvious source of
inspiration for cartoons would be real life expe-
riences, however these are rarely reproduced di-
rectly his work. Rather, his cartoons reflect
certain themes that correspond with his life at
the time. "As | have gone through life, 1 think
they naturally reflect that," he says, noting how
The Gleaner has been with him through his
marriage and family, suggesting the cartoon
subjects grew-up with his children until they left
home, in some cases married and had children
of their own.

“Grand kids are much different than your
own, but when you are starting out it’s all new
and you're struggling. Kids change so fast and
they grow up so fast. So, as a grandparent you
know it goes fast so you get to watch. In some
ways, it is probably one of the best parts of life
It is very enriching,” he says. a smile in his
voice. They are a great source as well

“A lot of the things I do in a cartoon are to re-
flect on what is important in life — the little re-
lationships. the nuances. I like to show the little
things that make up our memory bank.” he
says, happy to have been able to share so
much with readers over the years.

The cartoons themselves have not changed
in their style over the years, as Mr. Ryan still
hand draws each piece on paper with ink. He
has experimented with the thickness of his
pen; generally speaking the largest diffe-
rence in 36 years has been the technological
advances that have made delivery much ea-
sier. When he first started, he brought the
comics to the Gleaner in person. Then. at
some point in the late 1990s. he began to
scan the images onto a computer where he

would add some shading to the cartoons,
which are then emailed directly to the office

One subject he refrains from commenting
on is politics. After drawing a cartoon he consi-
dered to be mild on upcoming elections. the
comments suggested it did not sit well with
readers, and this was enough to permanenth
turn him from that path. He has never looked

back. preferring to find himself in the realm
of the humanity and the everyday. “That is
kind of my role,” he insists, suggesting that
while he does not often hear from readers
people do say the comic is one of the firsi
things they look at. “It’s nice that they touch
people.” he says. “If someone appreciates 11
that means a lot.”
