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More enthusiasm
for Staynor scheme

Whether or not the project is
practicable — we happen to
think it is — the youngsters of
the Staynor Park area Tuesday
night should have been given a
more outright positive re-
sponse by City Council.

Admittedly mayors and al-
dermen should not make snap
decisions, on any substantive
matter, specially where public
funds are involved.

But it is obvious, and they
knew it, that the gang of eager
boys and girls who with some
awe trooped into the council
chamber Tuesday night should
have received something more
for their initiative and enthu-
siasm than is accorded any
group coming in with a propo-
sition for the administration.

It is easy to second-guess
a public official, but it was no
afterthought when we reacted
with the kids and their spokes-
man, Architect Steve Mezes,
to Mayor McEntyre’s state-
ment which really promised
nothing except further talk.

What these young people
wanted was action.

They may still get it, but
unlikely “‘next week’’ as they
would have wished or with as
much freedom to proceed as
they would have hoped.

It is trite to say that so
much that is adverse is heard
about youth today that what
they do come up with that is
constructive and good should
be encouraged.

But it is true.

Maybe not all the 121 kids
‘?ose names were on that pe-
tition share the same enthu-
siasms.

Maybe, as more than one
cynic suggested to us next day,
‘“there are some trouble-
making parents behind this.”

Maybe, as has been pointed
out, other youngsters in the
past in the area have not
shown too much respect for
the facilities provided for
them.

These things don’t matter
so much as the initiative now
displayed, a keenness for
doing something worthwhile
for themselves.

Tuesday night, having as he
did commended them. we would
also have said, as he did, that
there are urban renewal plans
for the park.

But, with no ifs, ands or
buts we would have added:

“This is great! We shall do
everything possible to get this
going right away.”

It's not too late, still, to
make that clear.

Keep up the effort
for traffic safety

Just because Westmount en-
joys an enviable traffic fatali-
ty record is no reason not to
keep cracking on the subject.

In fact, in this mobile age
it is just as important that
Westmounters, wherever they
motor, also strive for a clean
record.

The bright news comes
from Ottawa from the Canada
Safety Council that last year
there was an absolute drop in
traffic fatalities in Canada,
even if injuries increased.
This could reflect use of seat
belts and other safety devices.

Quebec’s toll was up, and
since this is the province of
our greatest exposure, all the
more reason for continuing
caution, care and defensive
driving whenever we venture
forth.

Also, to keep in the back of
your mind when behind the
wheel that, while the Canadian
record has improved, it con-
tinues rather worse than that
of the United States in terms
of fatalities in relation to ve-
hicles registered. We are
equal with the United King-
dom, which considers its toll
appalling.

Perhaps another factor in
improving our record has been
the exercising of greater good
sense in dealing with injured
persons. The World Health
Organization has just released
a study indicating that head
and chest injuries predominate
in auto accidents. Therefore,
the emphasis is swinging from
bandaging and splinting to the
maintenance of breathing and
circulation. Intelligent first
aid knowledge belongs with

Sovereignty in the Arctic

little or no help in the matter of
water and ice. For instance, the
Geneva Convention on the Conti-
nental Shelf, while it sets out the
sovereign rights of coastal states
to natural resources to a depth

Does Canada’s sovereignty ex-
tend to the Arctic archipelago?

Any school child will answer,
almost automatically. ves it does.

Why?

Because his (or her) atlas iden-
tifies the Northern islands with
Canada.

But on Feb. 28, no less a fi-
gure than the former Leader of
the Opposition, John Diefenbaker,
asked that same question. It ap-
pears that he had seen — or heard
of at least — U.S. maps which, in
effect, disputed Canadian sover-
eignty in the Arctic archipelago.
In the eyes of any patriotic Ca-
nadian, this assertion imme-
diately conjured up horrifying
images of American intrusion on
Canadian soil.

What made the spectre more
real was the knowledge that an
American oil vessel, the ‘“‘Man-
hattan’’, was being prepared for
an east-west trial crossing of the
northwest passage in an effort to
assess the feasibility of trans-
porting oil by ship from Prudhoe
bay in Alaska to the eastern sea-
board.

The Prime Minister was quick
to assure the House that Canada
has ‘‘de facto” sovereignty over
our Northern islands, by virtue
of historical rights and effective
occupation of the islands by Ca-
nadian personnel. Furthermore,
our claim to this sovereignty has
never been disputed.

Waters

What is in dispute is Canada’s
sovereignty over the Arctic wa-
ters beyond the three-mile limit.
Certain members of the Opposi-
tion seemed unable to distinguish
between land and water, as they
continued to seek assurances from
the Government that Canada does
indeed exercise sovereignty over
the northern islands, long after
the Prime Minister had given
these very assurances.

International conferences af-
fecting territorial rights are of

driving skills for the modern
driver.

The **sector principle” to which
Mr. Diefenbaker alluded in the
House applies solely to territorial
claims, and cannot therefore be
construed — as Mr. Diefenbaker
attempted to do — as extending to
bodies of water.

As the Prime Minister pointed
out in his statement to the House
on this subject, there are con-
trary views on the waters between
our islands. The most forcible
statement from Canada's view-
point was that of Alvin Hamilton,
who said in 1958 that ‘‘the area
to the north of Canada, including
the islands and the waters be-
tween the islands, are looked upon
as our own, and there is no doubt
in the minds of this Government
that this is national terrain."”

Contrary

The contrary view held by some
countries is that Canada's sover-
eignty extends only to the terri-
torial sea around each island;
that is, three miles.

The much discussed voyage of
the ‘‘Manhattan”” may serve sev-
eral practical purposes, not least
of which is the hoped for develop-
ment of Arctic navigation. But it
will not serve to resolve the ques-
tion of sovereignty over Arctic
waters, and it will be as open at
the end of this potentially historic
voyage as at the beginning.

Anglican opposition to hasty
union with the United Church of

Canada is being expressed to all
delegates attending the 110th Dio-
cesan Synod of Montreal. opening
today.

The Council for The Faith,
Montreal branch, formed recently
in Westmount, an organization of
Anglican clergy and lay people
concerned with the direction of
current union negotiations,
the witness of Anglicanism to
evangelical truth and apostolic
order be lost or impaired,” is
circulating the following declara-
tion to those who will be attending
the Montreal meetings:

Question: I read a lot about
weather in your column and it
may not be in the area of home
repair but I have always been
intrigued by the term ‘‘tempera-
ture inversion.” Would you please
explain the termtome? g R

Answer: We have from time to
time been called heating special-
ists, engineers. plumbers, elec-
tricians. roofers, and painters
but this is the first time we have
been asked a question concern-
ing meteorology. However, we
hope the following explanation will
satisfy your inquiry.

In a normal atmosphere. the
temperature of the air falls as the
height above the earth increases.
When an inversion occurs. the
colder air is at ground level.
with rising temperatures accom-
panying a rise in altitude. The ef-
fect of the inversion is to dam-
pen or check normal thermal
movements of the air. thereby
promoting an increasing concen-
tration of smog or fumes in in-

dustrial areas. Moreover, the
normal temperature difference
hetween a stack effluent and the
upper air i1s decreased or wiped
out bv the inversion. and the af-
fluent tends to sink rather than
rise, thus aggravating the unheal
thy conditions

Question: I have picked up an
old table at a Salvation Army
sale. It is most interesting but
the legs are very wobbly. My
husband 15 a bowler. golfer, bil-
liard plaver. fisherman but a

carpenter he ain’t. How can these
wobbly legs be corrected?”
R. D.

Answer: [ think you will agree
with me when [ say I'd rather
have a wobbly table that I picked
up at the Salvation Army than
a wobbly husband. In order to
maintain peace in the family you
may correct the problem of your
table's wobbly legs by trying to
force new glue into the joints. If
this is not possible, cut a trian-
gle out of a piece of wood 1 inch
thick. Notch 90 degree corner to
fit around this leg. Place the block
tight against the inside surfaces
of leg and screw it to the frame.

Weredale is now a ‘‘parapu--
blic agency,” said Mr. Smith, and
this means that the home will be
more dependent than ever upon
the government for its financing.

Red Feather will still provide
financial support, in the form
of a fixed sum, and all the usual
counselling assistance.

Staff additions include a part-
time consulting psychiatrist, Dr.
Daniel Silver; a full-time child
care worker and, effective July 1,
a Master of Social Work, Philip
Borrow.

Dr. Peter Benjamin was appoint-
ed honorary consulting physician.

258 boys

There were 258 different boys
under the care of Weredale House
in the past year, reported George
Brugman, the executive director.

58,846 days-of-care in the year.

Out of 97 boys leaving, 66 went
back to parents or relatives, 28
went to other agencies, and three
are boarding.

Currently, Weredale boys are
getting help with their schooling
from 23 volunteer tutors, said
Mr. Brugman, but Weredale is still
looking for help from a retired
teacher or counsellor who could
give special attention to school-
boys who are having difficulties.

Under a “lunch program’ drawn
up by members of the Westmount
Park Home and School Association,
Weredale boys are being invited
to the homes of school classmates
for lunch.
