Thero are few persons who have not had
oceasicn to express sentiments of the pro-
foundest disgust at the unexpected cost of
medical attendance; there are atill fewer,
probably, ‘who have reflected that the existing

is of remuneration for professionel services
in an absurd in itaelf un it in unfair to both pa.
tient and physician. Whether, sain England,
a fce is paid down at each visit, or, as iu
America, the doctor sends in a trudesmanlike
hill, the expense is proportioned, not to the
benefit received, but to the mumber of visita
made: «0 that whilst it is the patient's desire
to get well quickly, it is to the doctor's in.
terest to keep him ill as long aa posible, To
the credit of the medical profession, let us
sffirm our belief that the instances are very
rare in which even thr poorest doctor inswayed
by such base motive ; bat the temptation and
the opportunity are self-evident. Setting
these aside, mereover, the present aystem of
payment offers a premium to incompetence, in-
asmuch aa the greater the skill of the physi.
cisn—1i. ¢., the fewer visits he makes to acoom-
plish æ cure--the smaller his recompense:
whilst the bungler who spins out his attend.
ance with 8 mistaken diagrnonis and inefiss-
cious treatmentis all the richer for his ignor-
ance. Again, it is not culy possible, but it
frequently happens, that in æ single visit a
doctor may save A life which would certainly
hiave been lost without his aid; whilst in an.
other case of tedious but not dangerous ail.
ment he may have to make & score of routine
visits, not one of which taxes his highest skill
or professional resources. Fro. the patient's
point of view, the former of these services ia
vestly more valuable than the latter; but in.
rauruble custom decrees directly otherwise.
Trecirely bow a juster plan of remunoration
ia to be framed, is matter for much delibera-
tion and discussion. Perhaps the Mongolian
method of paying the doctor while oun is well
util stopping hin nalary during illness would
he practically most adrantageous to the pati.
ent. Butit is evident that profensionul akill
trougkt 10 bear upon the saving of life and
therelief of suffering ought not to bo estima.

DOMESTIC.

DIFFERENT WAYS TO DRAIN A
FARM.

Much discussion has been develo)
the best methods of draininland. Syme dig
ditches nod fill them withthe surplus stones
found lying shout the furm, either loosely over
the fells or in usoloas fens that obstract the
free use vf the mower and the plough. Others
buy tiles and lay them with great care on the
bottom of narrow ditches, being careful to
cover the juints to prevent sand aud loose dirt
from wesliing in, and filling up the water
course. Others etill, wishing to avoid so much
labor in digging ditches, simply plough the
land in ridges, leaving open ditches between,
through which a portion of the anrplus water
will lowly settle away. All these mothrda
are commendable, snd will generally pay the
whole cost of tho work in u few years. Bat
there areother methodsof draining farm lands,
which do not pay the owners very goad iuter-
eet on the investments made, and yet some of
these methods appear to be quite popular with
a rlung of farmers much tos numerous.
We have in mind a neighbor who inherited

8 lerge and valustle farm, including an ox-
ti nrive tract of beavy timber land. The close.
ed land really neodod druining, and the younz
msn han been engayed upon it ever vince it
care intokis possession, hut instoad of digging
ditches bo ependa all his leisure hours at the
villugo store, digging into the busineas affairs
of his mors industrious neighbor. When the
tax collector gives him a all, ha sells off a few
tons of hay instead of feeding it out, aed nm
makes a beginning toward draining his lanl,
Having acquired a taste for alooholio drinks,
he orcardonally makatrip to the liquor store,
and at the aame time that he drains hiscap he
continues the drains already began at his farm
st home. This kind of drainage has already
removed à large portien of the enrplaa capital
loft him by his ancestors.
Not far away is snther farm which needs

draining. A fine, long and broad swale ex.
tenda the whole length of the farm, and would
if thoroughly drained and renovated, prodase
as much good hay s« is now cut from the
whole farm. Bul instead of draining snd
cultivating this smootli, rich meadow,the man.
ure from the atablos i+ all carted and spread
over seep hillsides, whore much of itis drain-
ed off into the stream below. The uplands aze
rough and rocky, and much of the work of
tilling and harvesting mnat be dono by hand

na to

 

labor, instead of by inachinery, uiring à
considerable outlay for hired help. The rocks

the hills soarc ao hard and so Plenty, au
steep and ro rough,that the owner frequently

pretty thoroughly discouraged, and to
cheer up hia failing spirits, be resorts to the
charms of the pipe, and spends hours, and
days nud weeks, and aven years, in draining
from this source consulation for his troubles,
and although hemay never have footed up the
result of his «iforts in this direction,it is por-
fectly evident that he has out à very long sud
a very wide drain into his estato.
Another young man left with a farm that

needed draining, snd having little taste for
working cold, wet land, has for several yosars
pat spent a large portion of his time swapping
orses, and endeavored in this way to realize

enough to drain his farm. We fear he will
find it all drained before he is aware ofit.
Another has not quite anough surplus capl-

tal to drain hin fara all at once, aud not lik-
ing to do anything by halves, has let his farm
to another, while4 ja ohasing fortune in ths
shape of a ‘patent right," from which he
Lopes to realize enough to enable him to
drain hia farm very thorougbly, and judging
hy the result of nine-tentha of such cases, he
will probably be sucosssful.
We have several other furms in mind whioh

are also being drained in various ways, besides
with either stonce or tiles. Some have dura-
ble springs a few rods below the barn, where
the cattle are allowed to go every day to drink,
causing the waste and lose of a considerable
amount of excellent fertilizing material in the
course of the year. A few farmers drain their
farms by running in debt for costly carriagos
snd harness, or building and f1rnishing hones
in w style beyond their noods, or their ability

 

to pay for; and a great number bay a little
morelan , when they altondy have mors than
they can cultivate well. All thew different

bode of drafntou f@rm- sppesr to be quite
Jopulas with too many of sur well-meaning
armers.—N. E. Former.

Far loss
profitable would it be in the cases of those
seubuard viticn where the cost of getting rid
of the matter is thie least, and that of using it
upon the land would be the greatest. Basitary
enthusiasts must iuveut some other moans of
disposing of this refuse, now that the vaunted
Faylish system bas failed to be practicable,
for the serious question, what shall be dane
with the waste of our towns and cities, is as
far from solution as ever. A motion was
recently made in the English Parliament for
returns showing the cost, and profit and loss,
in the treatment of sewage by allthe differsnt
methods now practiced in England, which
will doubtless contain valuuble information.

 

   

Maxena Snison.ns DUuanLE.— From many
experiments tried for the purpose of rendering
shingle roofs durable, we have found two
modes result in emiuent sucosss, uamely. nonk-
ing in lime-waxh and applying petruloum.
Twelve years ago, having verasion to crect a
brick building 54 by «0 feet, we bad all the
shingles (which were sawed pine) well ruskod
in lime-wash before application. The lime
used was fresh or caustic, and was made into
a rather thin mixture, ao thatthe liquid might
penctrate the pores of the wood. This was
done two or three days beforshand, eo as to
become dry. The carpentors complained of
the caustic nature of the lime, but on this
caustic character the suconss of the rx periment
depended. We have just examined this roof
in the presence of two builders, who pron uace
the shingles “as wood ax new.” They were
perfectly sound #31d quite hard, and Le only
sppearance of age was the wearing of the
upper surfice to au amount about equal to
the thickness of paper. The experiment was
thoroughly surcesaful. Another roof, on an
adjoining building, put on a year later with.
out the Lime, was partly covered with mes
end most of the shingles were rotten. In ap.
plying lime for this purpose,it is very cswn.
tin! that it be fresh aud caustic, and that the
shingles be well sosked in & thin wash that
shall penetrate the pores. in performing the
work, à few abingles were taken at a time
the hand, and dipped into a tub of the was>
snd then placed to dry. The other mode of
preacrving shingles is the application of crude
petroleum. This costs a littlo more than lime,
Lut may be applied more easily, by using a
coarme brush after the shingles sre laid, the
penetrating character of the vil causing it to
pasa thirvugh the shingles, and to run an jush
upward through tho pores. Beveral roofs to
which it was applied eight years ago appest
to bein perfect condition. From the axperi-
rente made we hardly know to which of these
two applications to give the preference, but
are inclined to recommend the potroleum most
strongly. The experiment with lime shows

Warumxa Honexs Arte Mæars.—A fall
drink of water, immediately after being fod,
ehould never be allowed to horses. When
‘water is drunk by them, the bulk of it goes
directly to the large intestines, and a little of
it is retained in the stomach. In passing
through the stomach, however, the water car.
rien conniderabls quantities of the contents to
where it lodges in the intestines. If, then,
the food of the stomach is washed out, before
it is digested, no nourishment will be derived
from the feed. In Edinburgh some old horses
were fed with split peas,and then given water
immediately before being killed. It was
found that the water had carried the poss
from fifty to sixty feet into the intestines,
where no disgestion took place at all. Mr.
Camsie is quite norrect in the views set forth
regarding the injurious ¢ffects of lurge qusn-
titles of water swallowed immediately after
eating. A small quantity of fluid awallowed
along with, or immediately efter dry food,
beneficially softens it, and assists in its division
and digestion. An inordinate supply of water,
or of watery fluid on the other hand, proves
injurious. It dilutes unduly the digestive
secretions ; it mechanically carries onward the
impertectly digested food, and thus interferes
with the proper functions of the canal, and
excites indigeetion and diarrhora. These unto-
wards effects are enpecially apt to ocour where
horses freely fod and too liberally watered are
shortly put to tolerably qnick work. Thora
ia no more infallible method of producing
colic, diarrhoea, and inflammation ofthe bow-
els. The boree is not peculiar ln this respect ;
doge, and even their masters, slmilariy suffer
from copiona draughts of water immediately
after esting much colid food.—N. F. Herald.

little water.
Another basket cau be planted in the neutre,

with one of the vancties of Bagonie that re-
mains in fower cight months out of the twelve,
such us Legonia alba, commonly called Was
Ueranium. And to trail abouthe edges of it,
or to be trained upon the cords which suspend
it, the varieputed Visou, or Periwinkle, wil
muke a fue show.
For graceful foliage, howerer, there is rel.

ly uothing better than the Trailing Moner-
worl {Lysimarhi mwmmularia), whose dark,
trim, glossy leaves, with plenty of gollen-
vollow Sewers ab blusesming time, are so well
kuown to thousands of uur rasders who tuke &
great interest in adorning their rooms in sum-
mer und winter with the green things of the
earth. This plant will bear any amount of
neglect, in ‘ectiy bardy, und in well worthy
of a place in every window.

Lobelins, in atheir varictice, are alvaye
desirable for decursting baskets, aud, in fact,
fur all in-door ornamentation. TLey do not
derire butlittle sunshine and are well adapted
for windows which have a northeasterly ex.
posure. They require a deal of moist.
ure, however; and when thie is supplied they
will flower in profusion all the winter.
The crab.claw Onctus (Foiphpilen trunca-

tum) always blooms in grester beauty whon
suspended in a window, sud for autumn flow-
ering there is no more vrusmental plaut fora
basket. ; Knexoall limb

leaves, which have been very thoroughly
ironed cv pressed. Then take the long gar-
lends of preesed Jimling Ferns, with the
seed-vere Is attached, and twist thom weound
the cords which suspend the bueket und lat
them hang gracefully from ite sides.
