General Sir Horace Smith-Dorrien, Who Passed Away This 
Morning Without Regaining Consciousness After an 
Automobile Accident, Was Credited With Having 
Saved War for Allies by Disobeying Orders—Com­
manded Second Army of British Expeditionary Force in 
1914-15, and in 1910 Was A.D.C. to King George.

CHIPPENHAM. Eng., Aug.*----------------------------------------
12.—General Sir Horace 
Smith-Dorrien, seventy- 

two years of age, one of Britain’s 
most famous soldiers, died this 
morning without gaining consci­
ousness after an automobile ac­
cident yesterday, in which he 
received severe head injuries.

General Smith-Dorrien com­
manded the second army of the 
Britsh Expeditionary Force in 
1914-15, and in 1910 was 
A.D.C. to King George. He was 
retired in 1923.

“Smith-Dorrien saved the war for 
the entente by disobeying orders.”
This was the verdict of the formid­
able German Commander, Field- 
Marshal Von Kluck, on the action 
of a General who opposed him in 
the early days of the war.

On the death of Sir James Grier- 
som, in August, 1914, General Sir 
Horace Smith-Dorrien was appointed 
comander of the Second Army 
Corps, which received the brunt of 
the German attack on Mons. The

NASSAU, Bahamas, Aug. 12. — 
The dec-iaion .of the Canadian 
Government to admit free of 

duty West Indian fruits arid veget­
ables, the principle product of ttesc 
islands, is >jn. .th* opinion ’of Hon. 
Charles Dundas, O.B.E., Colonial 
Secretary, “precisely the form of 
aid most reeded for development of 
our trade.”

Discussing with the Canadian 
Press the trade mission to Canada 
of Major Hugh Beli, commercial 
representative of the Bahamas, who 
is at present in the Dominion, Hon. 
Mr. Dundas said: “For the Bahamas 
this generous gesture is momentous. 
Here owing to tariff obstacles and 
lack of shipping facilities, agricul­
tural production has so declined 
within, the last decade that our 
export has become negligible. It is 
true that for the same reason we 
are at the moment unable to reap 
the full benefits of the Canadian 
preferences now granted to us, but 
these latest concessions inspire new 
hopes and the ambition to avail our­
selves of the opportunity to revive 
our industries. Henceforth it will 
be our aim to produce such commo­
dities as can be placed in the Cana­
dian market. We know that we can 
do so and we know that Canada is 
willing to take our products.’’

Within the last five years, Hon. 
Mr. Dundas said, imports from 
Canada have increased tenfold and 
the Bahamas want their exports to 
keep pace. It was not too much to 
say that the Bahamas’ future pro­
sperity depended on their ability to 
develop this trade, and all energies, 
he said, would be devoted to the 
achievement of that aim. It was for 
this reason that in course of his 
Canadian visit. Major Bell wou’d 
investigate into the prospects of 
exportation of Bahamas produce to 
Canaria, and the Colonial Secretary 
said he sincerely trusted he would 
return with encouraging reports.

“Thus it is safe to say that 
despite our momentary inability to 
take immediate advantage of the 
concessions Canada has granted us”, 
the Colonial Secretary said, “those 
concessions are certainly not of less, 
but rather of more, consequence to 
the Bahamas than to some of the 
other West Indian colonies, for 
their effect is vitalizing and crea­
tive.

“Viewing the matter in a broader 
aspect, it is not too much to say 
that a fundamental policy has been 
established for the British countries 
of the western hemisphere which 
carried us a long way forward to 
that ideal of Empire unity, the 
achievement of which is engaging 
the attention of all thinking men in 
the Empire. The example and lead 
so given by Canada will be follow­
ed by other units of the Empire if 
its success is proven and we do not 
doubt that it will prove itself. There­
with an immense service has been 
rendered to the whole Empire and 
it will therefore be for us to work 
earnestly, faithfully and fruitfully 
to furnish this proof and to show 
an astonished world that the Brit­
ish Empire, that most complex and 
far flung of all federations, has no 
rival for solidity and mutual 
benefit".

Hon. Mr. Dundas was administra­
tor of the Bahamas. He is the fifth 
son of the Earl of Melville, and is a 
brother of Richard S. Dundas, 
assistant commissioner for Saskat­
chewan of the Canadian Grain 
Board,

Montreal last evening:

“On our return to St. Hubert the 
passengers were unanimous in stat­
ing that this flight with Wing-Com­
mander Colmore, Major Scott and 
Squadron Leader Booth has been 
one of the most interesting and 
pleasant experiences which could 
have been imagined. Leaving the 
tower at St. Hubert Sunday night 
we watched with interest the ship 
being manoeuvred to avoid two 
heavy squalls, and while to right 
and left the weather was obviously 
quite severe, yet in the path we fol­
lowed the airship moved serenely 
along without any apparent motion. 
We crossed over Oka and the Lake 
of Two Mountains and watched a 
gorgeous sunset as we sped in a 
direct air line for Ottawa. It was 
dark when we arrived and the city 
was spread at our feet, the lights 
making a gorgeous jewelled pat­
tern. Parliament Hill, the Chateau, 
the bridges and driveways all stood 
out in clear relief. After circling 
the city and paying our respects at 
or rather over Rideau Hall, we pass­
ed on over Lake Deschene and Con­
naught Ranges. By this time most 
of us were ready for bed and turned 
in, to be awakened after a comfort­
able night’s sleep with no motion 
appreciable, to see Tqronto in the 
hour just before dawn.

LONDON, Aug. 12.—Is there a 
royal and governmental boycott on 
the greatest living British authors 
and artists?

And of so, why?
These are two questions Britons 

have been quietly asking themselves 
ever since honors, conferred every 
year on the king’s birthday, were 
recently announced. The discussion 
has especially come up because the 
Opder of Merit was conferred upon 
three men — Samuel Alexander, 
Montague Rhodes James and George 
Macauley Trevelyan, only the lat­
ter of whom can be said to be known 
to the mass of the people. So far as 
the general public is concerned, the 
Order of Merit is becoming as cele­
brated for its omissions as for its 
inclusions. The men included are all 
admittedly eminent in their lines, 
but most of them are specialists 
whose work means little to the man 
in the street. The men omitted are 
known not only to everybody in 
England, but most of them are world 
famous as well.

» * *

Sovereign Grants Honors
The order was founded June 26th, 

1902, by the late King Edward VII. 
He desired to have something that 
would be very exclusive and unique 
and that could be conferred for dis­
tinguished services in all callings- 
It would include both military men 
and civilians It would be limited to 
a total of 24 and so would be more 
coveted and more rare than Knight­
hoods, baronetcies and peerages. 
And it would be a gift peculiarly 
within the province of the sovereign, 
whereas other _ decorations and 
honors are mostly recommended by 
the Premier of the day.

At present, two mer. represent 
the armed forces of the nation, 
Lords Jellicoe and Beatty, both of 
whom were fighting Admirals dur­
ing the W orld War. Three other 
men, who were named, have since 
died—Admiral Seymour, and Lords 
Haig and French who led the Bri­
tish armies in France and Flanders. 
There is much quiet comment that 
men who led soldiers and sailors to 
battle, wounds and'death have thus 
had honors heaped upon them, 
whereas one of the greatest soldiers 
of peace the world has never known 
has been fobbed off with a knight­
hood and is today poor and ailing— 
Sir Ronald Ross. It was Boss who

R. Harold Mowat and Duncan

! WILLIAMSTOWN, Mass., Aug., 
■12.—By their policies relating to 

I loans and armaments, furnished by 
j the stronger powers to the weak­
er ones, the nations of western civ­
ilization are today preparing for a 
big war between 1935 and 1940, 
according to a statement made at 
the Institute of Politics yesterday 
by C. Delisle Burns, professor of 
citizenship at the University of 
Glasgow, and an adviser to cite 
British Labor party.

Professor Burns drew an analogy 
between the situation in Europe in 
1909, when the nations were divid­
ed into two hostile camps by a com­
petition as to which ones were to 
furnish finances and armaments to 
those requiring such assistance, and 
the situation today. Similar allianc­
es are being made at the present 
time, asserted Dr. Burns. Just as in 
the last war France financed Ser­
bia in armaments and Germany fi­
nanced Bulgaria, so Italy was fin­
ancing Rumania and was interested 
in an understanding with Hungary 
and with Germany. The situation of 
1930 was, therefore, in the opinion 
of Dr. Burns, like that of 1909, 
with the nations only from five to 
ten years away from war.

“Under this crust of preparation 
for war the states are growing 
stronger, however, ;n co-operation.” 
he continued. “The tendency to­
wards peace is becoming stronger, 
but we have only a five-year 
breathing space. We have today the 
League of Nations and the strong­
er spirit of peace in universities 
and other such institutions. To be 
of real value their work must te 
done within the next five years. If 
you make policies now that get you 
into trouble in 1935, no' League of 
Nations will get you. out of it then. 
We are drifting towards a situation 
from which no such machinery will 
be able to extricate us.

“If European nations bad taken 
action in 199 to stop the drift to 
war, there would have been no war 
in 1914. If we want to stop the 
war of 1935, we must stop it in 
1930. Logically speaking, we must 
either abolish western civilization 
or war, because they cannot be har­
monized. The nations in western 
civilization are today planning for 
a big war between 19d5 and 1940. 
All governments are planning for 
this: it is not inevitable, but at 
least they açe planning for it. 
France says that she can come out 
of it because by 1935 her fortifi­
cations will be complete.

“Although none really wants war, 
not even Mussolini, we are all drift­
ing toward it. By preparing for war 
it is our experience that we drift 
into it. States are also becoming 
more efficient for destruction in pol-

VERSAILLES TREATY SAID 
TO BE SOURCE OF WORRY

BERLIN, Aug. 12.—Joseph Wirth, 
Minister of the Interior, in an ad­
dress in the Reichstag marking the 
eleventh annual celebration of Con­
stitution Day, declared that Ger­
many had "been made safe lor de­
mocracy,” although the consequences 
of the Versailles Treaty in many 
respects remained a thorn in the 
country's flesh.

Economic distress Is acute, the 
federal minister declared, but the 
republic still stands firm in spite of 
sharp political divergence within, 
duo to the excessive individualism 
peculiar to the German character, 

Germany, under republican rule, 
he asserted, may boast of being “the 
freest country in the world,”

Referring to the tendency toward 
a dictatorship, which, he said, was 
especially prevalent among the 
youth of the fatherland, Dr. Wirth 
warned the rising generation that 
radicalism never had achieved per­
manent good.
