Britain’s Dollar Deficit 
To Be Aired At Conference

London, July 11. — (CP) — 
Britain's “heavy” dollar deficit 
with Canada is likely to be one of 
the principal topics discussed when 
Commonwealth finance ministers 
meet again in London, it was sug­
gested today.

Although no date has been set, 
a Commonwealth finance confer­
ence is expected to be held here 
in the fall.

Commenting on the conference, 
the Daily Telegraph says today 
that Britain in recent months has 
made some progress in bridging 
(he dollar gap with the United 
States, but that the balance with 
Canada has proved “peculiarly 
intractable.”

“Substantial reductions in im­
ports, especially wheat, are hard 
to obtain, and an expansion in 
exports is proving equally slow,” 
'he Daily Telegraph says in a 
financial-page story.

The current issue of Lloyd's 
Bank Review, a journal devoted 
to financial affairs, also expresses 
concern at Britain's slice of the 
Canadian import market. The ar­
ticle. by Prof. Ely Devons of

analyzes

years and says: “The fall in the 
share of Canadian imports sup­
plied by the United Kingdom is 
particularly serious! because Can­
ada is one of the most rapidly-ex­
panding markets of the world.”

The proportion of total Cana­
dian imports supplied by Britain 
in 1951. says the article, was 
only 10.3 per cent compared with 
an average of 18.3 per cent in 
1937-39. And while Britain’s share 
of the Canadian market was 
dwindling there was a correspond­
ing increase in the U.S. share.

At another poirit, Professor Dev­
ons singles out Canada as the 
most striking example of countries 
which now take fewer United 
Kingdom cotton goods.

“Before the war the U. K. sup­
plied over one-half of Canada's im­
ports of cotton piece goods and 
the U. S. less than one-third. 

1948 the U.S. had supplied 
three-quarters of a much-increas­
ed Canadian import trade, while 
imports from the U. K. now are 
(1951) only six per cent of the 
total.”

Faces Test

Washington, July 11.—‘(/Pj—The 
western powers have submitted to 
Russia a big-four meeting proposal 
which United States officials be­
lieve will test the sincerity of Mos­
cow’s demands for a unified Ger­
many,

The proposal, delivered yester­
day, calls for a meeting limited to 
(he specific purpose of erecting an 
impartial commission to determine 
whether free elections can be held 
throughout divided Germany.

Death Of 160 
Red Soldiers 
Is Reported

Berlin, July 11—(Reuters) 
The west German news agency 
1). P. A. reported today that 
3 Russian general and more 
than 160 soldiers were killed 
in a rail crash just beyond the 
Oder river tn Polish-occupied 
territory last Wednesday.

The agency quoted eyewit­
nesses for the report.

The agency said the train, 
carrying Soviet occupation 
forces in Germany on leave to 
Russia, was derailed at high 
speed and trashed down a 
steep embankment into a lake.

The scene of the crash was 
said to have been between 
Reppcn and Bottschow, just 
east of the ,()der-Neisse line 
near Frankfurt on Oder.

D.P.A. said unanimous re­
ports of the disaster came 
from independent eyewitness­
es interviewed in Berlin,

They said local authorities 
imposed a news blackout on 
the crash. The locomotive en­
gineer and other train crew 
members, as well as Polish 
rail men responsible for that 
part of the track, had been ar­
rested on suspicion of sabo­
tage.

Glace Bay, N.S., July 11—®- 
A seventh miner died last night 
as government and company offi­
cials began an investigation into 
the second worst disaster to hit 
this coal-mining town in 49 years.

Even as Herbert Desmond, 49, 
lay dying in hospital here, two 
other Nova Scotia miners were 
killed in common accidents that 
make mining man's most hazar­
dous occupation.

Desmond was the only man who 
could have told exactly what hap­
pened Wednesday when his six 
companions were instantly killed 
in an explosion in No. 20 colliery 
here.

Deadly "file damp," the min­
er's greatest fear, is believed to 
have blasted the chambers some 
Ihree miles under the Atlantic,

Company and union officials de­
clined to say what caused the ex­
plosion but rescue workers indi­
cated that a defective lamp car­
ried by one of the victims ignited 
an accumulation of the gas.

Miners said the company plan­
ned to close down the section 
when the miners’ annual 12-day 
vacation begins Aug. 4. This was 
not confirmed.

Number 20 was closed 14 years 
ago for a 13-month safety pro­
gram.

Donald MacLellan, 50-year-old 
shotfirer, brought Desmond to 
safely shortly after the blast. He 
was working nearby and groped 
his way into the explosion area 
with a moistened doth over his 
face.

Several times the searing gas 
forced him back before he located 
the moaning man in the flickering 
light of burning pit props. Des­
mond was removed to hospital 
where he died of third-degree 
burns and shock.

The other victims were overran 
Charles (Massey) Harris, 47; shot- 
firer William (Billy) Blake, 60; 
John Gould, 30; Pat Gabriel, 27; 
Buddy Bonar, 23, and Herb’s bro­
ther, Bill, 45.

The mine, employing some 1,200 
men, was idle yesterday and will 
probably remain so until Monday.

A formal inquiry into the acci. 
dent will officially begin in a few 
days.

Here is a reconstruction of 
events leading up to the explo­
sion, as seen by rescue workers; 
sholfircr Blake, suspecting gas in 
the area, sent for overman Har­
ris to investigate. Harris carried 
a “glanny” or safety lamp whose 
light, automatically goes out when 
gas is present. It. was found near 
the scene of I he explosion, “blast­
ed to smithereens.” They added 
that, as Harris lifted his lamp to 
the coal face to investigate the 
accumulation of gas the explosion 
occurred. Harris’ body was nut 
seriously shattered.

There will be a funeral instead 
of a wedding at. the Blake home 
tomorrow. His daughter Elsie ar­
rived from Toronto shortly before 
the tragedy. He was to have given 
her in marriage.

POLICE REPORT 
The -following report covering 

the month of June proves beyond 
all doubt that Police Chief Ger­
ard Groleau and his staff are 
keeping a W'atehful eye on law­
breakers in Coaticook.

Achievements Of U. N. In Sherbrooke 
County Outlined By Hon. J. S. Bourque

Rain which started just as their; 
favorite began to speak failed to 
dampen the enthusiasm of the: 
large crowd which gathered in 
Dufresne Park last evening to 
hear Hon. Johnny Bourque, Na­
tional Union candidate in Sher­
brooke County, appeal for elec­
tion for the sixth time to the Que­
bec Legislature.

Orner Cote, Provincial Secretary1 
and M.L.A. for St. James Division 
of Montreal.

Despite the threatening skies it 
was early apparent that the meet­
ing would be entirely successful 
from the attendance point of view 
at least. Long before the platform 
guests arrived, the benches distri­
buted through the park were fil­
led and hundreds were standing 
in front of the band stand which 
served as a stage.

The arrival of Mr. Bourque and 
his party was greeted with pro­
longed cheers by the gathering, 
who made it apparent that the 
members of this gathering at least 
would support the man who has 
represented Sherbrooke county in 
the Legislature since 1935.

After a brief round of prelim­
inary speakers, Mr. Bourque arose 
to present his case. Almost at this 
moment the light drizzle started 
and the Minister suggested that 
perhaps the audience wished him 
to end his remarks and postpone 
the meeting until a more auspi­
cious time.

This idea did not meet with 
popular approval and the crowd 
was loud in its demands that he 
talk and they promised to hear 
him out. And, significantly, they 
kept their word. Although the 
light drizzle continued for most 
of the evening, less than a hund­
red of the assembly—a hardly 
noticeable figure—felt compelled 
to see refuge from the elements.

Mr. Bourque ivas introduced by 
Antonio Pinard, who lauded the

Bourque respeated his denial of 
Opposition charges that the bur­
saries offered by the Government 
to worthy students were given 
only to friends of the National i 
Union. He read a letter from the 
son of one of the chief Liberal 
organizers in the Eastern Town- : 
ships thanking the Minister for a| 
bursary received recently.

The general policies of the ad­
ministration were outlined by the 
Minister, who pointed to the long 
list of accomplishments for Sher­
brooke county. These included the 
establishment of the county health 
unit, the erection of the Noe Pon­
ton agricultural college of which 
the Provincial Government met 
the entire cost, the operation of 
the technical and the arts and 
crafts schools, both government 
undertakings, assistance given the 
new Superior School, other schools 
in the county, aid to hospitals, to 
the fight against tuberculosis, help 
for the farmer through farm 
loans, rural electrification and 
land drainage.

He pointed to the remarkable 
improvement in the roads through­
out the district' as a result of the 
work of his government and the 
new bridges erected in the out­
side areas.

On the completion of his re­
marks, he was given a lengthy 
ovation and promised that he 
would meet his admirers again 
before the elections.

Hon. Orner Cote was in top 
form, adopting a lighter vein to 
put over his arguments in favor 
of the National Union Govern­
ment.

“The Liberals are saying the 
National Union is panicky. We 
are, but not in the way they 
mean. We are panicky when we 
think what could happen to the 
progress achieved by the Province 
if they were to get into power,” 
he declared in his opening re­
marks.

The Liberals had done nothing 
in their forty years of office to 
train the youth of Quebec to fill 
the important positions opening 
in the industries of the Province. 
They had been content to train 
them for the menial positions and 
let the outsiders take the plums.

This process had been reversed 
under the National Union, who 
had instituted an intensified pro­
gram of technical and trade school 
construction so that today, most 
positions were being filled by 
young men from this province.

After praising Mr. Bourque as 
an honest, sincere, dignified and 
loyal representative for Sher­
brooke County, he turned his 
guns on Liberal Leader Georges 
Emile Lapalme.

Mr. Lapalme, he said, in his 
efforts to gain support where he 
could, has espoused the cause of 
the Communist party and had 
named Jean-Louis Gagnon, form­
er director of. publicity of the 
Communist party in Quebec, as 
chief publicist for the Liberal ma­
chine.

“Mr. Lapalme,” he continued, 
“may not be a Communist, but he 
is not adverse to linking himself 
with the Communists.”

As a Member of Parliament, 
Mr. Lapalme had been notorious 
for his absence from the House 
when crucial votes were taken. 
His speeches were infrequent and 
always backfired. Once he had 
condemned the effect of his taxes 
on the tobacco grow-ers of the Jol- 
iette district and had made such 
a fine impression on his Liberal 
chiefs that two days later they 
boosted the tax on leaf tobacco 
from 14 cents to 28 cents a pound.

Mayor J. A. Mongrain could not 
be considered a serious political 
figure and his sole purpose in 
entering the fight was to embar­
rass the Prime Minister in satis­
faction of a personal grudge.

Dr. Rene Robillard acted as 
master of ceremonies with Ar­
mand Fisette filling the post of 
chairman.

North Hatley Park 
To Be Reserved 
For Residents

Municipal authorities at North 
Hatley announced today that in 
view of the congestion created by 
hundreds of visitors in the park 
surrounding the bandstand it 
would be necessary to admit only 
residents of the community in fu­
ture.

Mayor Clifford J. Reed stated 
that the park is maintained by a 
trust fund generously donated by a 
former resident and the agreement 
stipulates that the park should be 
reserved for the residents of the 
village. Part of the land is still pri­
vate property and although the 
owner wishes that it remain as 
part of the park, the town is un­
able to provide facilities for so 
many people who visit the park, 
particularly on week-ends.

Therefore, parking must be cur­
tailed and attendance limited to 
residents of the village who will 
be admitted by ticket. Residents 
may secure tickets from the secre­
tary-treasurer or the town con­
stable.

The mayor expressed the hope 
that out-of-town people would un­
derstand the problem and realize 
that in view of the small area of 
the park and lack of parking space, 
as well as the fact that there are 
no bath house facilities, that there 
is no alternative but to close the 
park to non-residents.

He plead­
ed guilty to obtaining $25 from 
Gerard Couchesne, $15 from Leo 
BrousseaU and $15 from Jean Char- 
tier, all of Sherbrooke, by the false 
cheque method.

Judge Marier will render judg­
ment on the 18th of this month.

Q. C R. Action 
Is Taken In 
Deliberation

Judge Joseph Marier took under 
deliberation yesterday an action 
taken by the Quebec Central Rail­
way Company against Antonio 
Belisle, of Weedon, who is charged 
w-ith transporting passengers on 
the Q.C.R. line without a permit.

Belisle, represented by lawyer 
Carrière Fortin maintained that he 
drove in his taxi a group of girls 
to Sherbrooke from Weedon for a 
lump sum of $8. This is permis­
sible according to law.

The company, represented by 
lawyer W. H. Lynch, maintained 
that the passengers paid individu­
ally which is against the law.

The passengers testified and 
said they paid individually because 
they did not have change to pay 
the girl who organized the trip. 
The $8 fare they said was split six 
ways and each girl paid $1.35 but 
they maintained that one girl made 
the arrangements and that they 
would have paid her if they had 
the change.

The case is under deliberation.

A Lennoxville audience which 
made up in enthusiasm for what it 
lacked in size, heard Jacques La- 
gasse. Liberal candidate in the 
forthcoming elections, and a num­
ber of other speakers denounce 
Premier Duplessis as a “Duce”, a 
dictator whose government mem­
bers are not allowed an opinion 
of their own.

Leonidas Bachand acted as chair­
man for last night’s meetipg which: 
was held in the parish hall of St. 
Antoine’s Church.

Appealing to the young people 
to give their support to Lapalme’s 
program of social justice, Mr. La- 
gasse denounced the Duplessis re­
gime which decrees that “only 
those who belong to the National 
Union party have a right to live 
in the province of Quebec.”

He also attacked Mr. Bourque’s 
administration, referring to his 
lack of action during the strikes 
at Asbestos, at Thetford Mines, 
and more recently at, Rubin’s plant 
in Sherbrooke. He mentioned Rene 
Roch, one of the Syndicate heads 
sentenced during the Asbestos 
strike, and pointed out that this 
man, instead of purging his sent­
ence in Sherbrooke, had been 
made a political prisoner and re­
moved to Montreal for his jail 
term, upon orders from the Pre­
mier, and Mr. Bourque (lid noth­
ing to prevent this miscarriage of 
justice. He did nothing because 
the Ministers are not allowed any 
opinion which does not coincide 
with the Chief’s.

"True it is Important to have 
schools, roads, hospitals and so 
on,” said Mr. Lagasse, “but it also 
of prime importance to have legis­
lation for all classes of society 
laws to protect the laborer, laws 
which will prevent strikes, per- 
mament tribunals of justice which 
will act in all fairness towards the 
laboring class.”

The speaker referred to an ar­
ticle in yesterday's La Tribune 
concerning a declaration by Sena­
tor Nicol relating to taxation be­
tween the Provincial and Federal 
governments and said that this ar­
ticle is a confirmation of the stand 
which the Liberal parly has taken 
from the beginning of the cam­
paign, that any Liberal has the 
right to express his opinion with­
out having first of all to obtain 
the sanction of his leader.

Sherbrooke, with its strategic 
location, is important to the pro­
vince, he added, and has an essen­
tial role to play in the future of 
Quebec, therefore its people 
should see that the truly democra­
tic government, the Lapalme pro­
gram of social justice is victorious 
on July 16.

Pierre Beaudry, local lawyer, 
went a step further and called 
Johnny Bourque “a liar.” He also 
claimed that the Minister had not 
refuted any of the statements in 
the pamphlet circulated recently 
by the Liberal party, and that if 
he were attacked it was not an 
individual but as a public man. 
He maintained that it was a very 
feeble attempt on Bourque’s part 
to use the name of three deceased 
people in his defense.

Ashton Tobin, Q.C., maintained 
that there is a tie-up between the 
Duplessis government, qnd certain

; ferring specifically to the incident,
; at (he Cole de Liesse gambling 
; house a short time ago.

Somewhat jealous of the success 
of the organization, another group 
of gamblers staged a holdup there

j six thousand dollars. Strangely 
enough, said Mr. Tobin, nothing 

'appeared in the newspapers about 
this incident.

Rather miffed, the same group 
; attempted a second holdup and 
this time the operators of the Cote 
de Liesse house were ready with 
guns, blackjacks, and a detachment 
of Provincial Police. “II seems 
very odd,” said the speaker, “that 
the Provincial Police, under the 
direction of Hilaire Beauregard, 
supposed to maintain law and or­
der in the Montreal district, were 
protecting one group of bandits 
against another. They obviously 
knew of the gambling establish­
ment and were there to protect its 
operators.

Finally after the papers aired 
the matter and the clergy inter­
vened. Duplessis was pushed 
against the wall and had to do 
something about it. So, said Mr. 
Tobin, he sent a busfull of Pro­
vincial Police from Quebec lo raid 
(he establishment. Why should it 
be. necessary to send Quebec po­
lice to a district under the super­
vision of the Montreal detach­
ment?

Does not, Mr. Duplessis trust Mr. 
Beauregard? And if he does not, 
whv doesn’t he get rid of him?

Mr. Tobin also mentioned the 
numerous promises made by the 
National Union lerder, which pro­
mises he seems to have conveni­
ently forgotten. What about the 
statement that there would be no 
contracts awarded without tender? 
What about the promised investi­
gation of public bodies, of the 
Liquor Commission, the proposed 
abolition of the sales tax?

Speaking for fathers of families, 
Mr. Tobin advocated the. return 
of- free schooling and free books, 
promising that George Lapalme 
will make this part of his program 
after Wednesday’s election.

Mr. Bachand also spoke briefly, 
upholding Mr. Tobin’s attack on 
the provincial police and quoting 
an article from the Montreal Star, 
June 7, 1952, deploring the pro­
moting of lawlessness, when Ou- 
tremont residents having licence 
numbers of car owners had at­
tempted in vain to obtain names 
and addresses of these owners.

“We are not. receiving the pro­
tection we should,” Mr. Bachand 
continued, ”we no longer see the 
police on the route as we used to, 
they seem to remain in headquart­
ers where I hope they are comfort­
able.”

“We are living in a period of 
of anarchy. If we cannot find the 
police where we need them, just 
where are we going?”

Miss Isabelle Payette, vice-presi­
dent of the Women’s Liberal Fed­
eration of the Province, made an 
appeal to the ladies.

She pointed out the importance 
oi the women’s influence in the 
politics of today and said that a 
vote against Duplessis is a vote in 
their personal interest.

The family moved to Coaticook 
in 1886, where he took his prim 
ary education at flic Porcheron 
School, later attending the St. 
Hyacinthe Seminary.

He entered his father’s firm 
when he was 21, and in 1908 be­
came the business director.

He was a warden of St. John the 
Evangelist Parish, and a member 
and twice president of St. John the 
Baptist Society of Coaticook. He 
was a member and past president 
of the Coaticook Chamber of Com­
merce and was a Knight of Colum­
bus.

His business connections were 
numerous. He was president of 
the firm of Bachand and Dionne, 
president of Plateau Camirand Ltd. 
and a director of the Alexandre 
Club Inc., and Epiciers Modernes 
Ltd.

In 1896 he married Anna Trem­
blay, daughter of Dr. Evariste 
Tremblay, of Windsor Mills. One 
daughter, Jeanne, was born of this 
marriage, who later became Hie 
wife of Dr. A. N. Dupuis, of Coati­
cook.

Surviving the deceased are his 
wife, Mrs. D. S. Bachand, of Coati­

Further Reduction In n .
At Paton Manufactuing Co. Forecast

Montreal, July 11. The Can­
adian wool Textile industry is still 
experiencing a severe business de­
pression and cannot hope for bet­
ter conditions in the immediate 
future, F. Ryland Daniels, presi­
dent of Paton Manufacturing 
Company, Limited, said at the an­
nual meeting of the company here 
yesterday.

While some sections of the tex 
tile industry are beginning to 
note a levelling off in the down­
ward trend of business, producers 
of woollen fabrics have not yet 
leached this position, he said. 
"This company, and others, may 
he forced to reduce employment 
still further before the turning 
point is reached.”

Between April 1, 1951 and April 
1, 1952 employment in the Cana­
dian wool textile industry had 
dropped nineteen percent, with 
most of the remaining employees 
on part time, Mr. Daniels said. 
His own company was presently 
operating at 40 per cent of early 
1952 employment and might pos­
sibly be down to 20 per cent be- 
for the end of this summer.

Mr. Daniels pointed out the. 
country’s woollen mills had for the 
past 15 months been beset by the 
same problems as the rest of the 
primary textile industry.

“However, there are also dif­
ficulties peculiar to this indus­
try that continue to have a depres­
sing influence on business.”

The woollen industry was feel­
ing more than other sections of the 
industry the heavy pressure of 
imports, Mr. Daniels noted. As 87 
per cent of woollen and worsted 
cloths imported into Canada dur­
ing 1951 came from the United 
Kingdom it was from there that 
the domestic industry found its 
most difficult competition, he 
said.

Tariffs on woollens coining into 
this country are among the world’s 
lowest and are hopelessly inade 
quale in the face of present in­
ternational conditions.

“Some years ago this country 
placed a maximum duly on Hie 
value of woollen fabrics imported 
from Britain to accommodate some 
expensive specialities, but through 
increased costs this maximum has 
brought about an effective duty of 
about 13 ])er cent on almost all 
British cloths, of the kind we 
manufacture, while there is a 21-

per cent duty on similar fabrics 
entering Britain.

Jurymen Find 
Aleck Deal 
Not Drowning

A Coroner’s jury yesterday es 
lahlished that Sven Alheck, 49. 
died of a heart attack, at the in­
quest held in the local Provincial 
Police Station.

Lucien Graillon, R.R. No. one 
Sherbrooke, testified that, he found 
Alheck in the Magog River after 
9.30 Tuesday night and that the 
body was floating. Graillon went 
out in a speedboat on the dark 
waters when he learned a swim­
mer was in trouble. He and Fran­
cois Latulippe, in a rowboat, took 
the body to shore.

Dr. Michael Stepan, resident 
doctor at St. Vincent de Paul 
Hospital, told of examining Al- 
beck shortly after. He attributed 
death to natural causes, brought 
about by overexertion. lie found 
no water in the man’s lungs.

Others who testified at the in­
quest were: Mr. Latulippe, Josiah 
Jordan, accountant at Ascot. Met­
als Corporation, where Alheck was 
employed, who identified the 
body; and Roland Marcotte, whose 
homo on R.R. one, Alheck was 
visiting the night of his death.

The body was recovered about. 
50 fed from shore, in water said 
to he over 18 feet deep. Albeck 
swam across and back to shore, a 
distance of some 400 feet before 
he was stricken.

The fatality occurred on the 
south side of the Magog River 
near Rock Forest.

SEARCH FOR MORE KNOW­

LEDGE OF HORMONES IS 
LIVELY FIELD 

By Edwin P. Jordan, M. D.
Patients frequently misunder­

stand what the doctor tells them 
and perhaps that is the reason for 
the following question from a cor­
respondent: “Can you explain why 
a physician would say, ‘A hormone 
injection would cure this infec­
tion, but I hate to give it’?’’

No, I cannot explain this state­
ment unless it refers to cortisone 
or ACTH, which are sometimes 
used to combat certain kinds of 
infections.

However, the question does 
raise the. subject of hormones, 
what they are and what they can 
do.

First, what is a hormone? It is 
a chemical substance which is 
produced in some organ or gland 
inside the body. Hormones are 
emptied directly into the blood 
stream and carried to other parts 
of the body, where they produce 
definite effects.

Some of the better known 
glands which produce hoi’mones 
are the thyroid, the pancreas and 
adrenal glands in the abdomen, 
the pituitary in the head, and the 
sex glands. The exact chemical 
nature of the hormones secreted 
by several of these glands is 
known and several can be prepar­
ed by chemical means.

The hormone of the thyroid has 
been available in crude form as 
thyroid extract for many years, 
Although the pure chemical has 
also been discovered, the crude 
extract is still generally used. The 
principal hormone of the pancreas 
is called insulin. When the secre­
tion of this hormone is absent or 
insufficient, a person has diabetes.

There are several sex hormones. 
The ovaries produce internal se­
cretions which are necessary for 
the proper functioning of the fe­
male sex organs. Several of them, 
including some which can be made 
chemicaly, are used in human be­
ings. They must be given with 
care. Not so much is known of 
the action of the male sex hor­
mone.
Hormones Combat Disease

The adrenal gland which lies 
next lo the kidneys contains sev­
eral hormones. The hormone ob­
tained from the adrenal cortex is 
of value in Addison’s disease, 
which results from insufficient 
secretion of this part of the gland.

Another hormone from the ad­
renal medulla is called epineph­
rine or adrenalin. This is useful 
to shrink the mucous membranes 
in colds and sinus trouble and to 
contract blood vessels and to slow 
up bleeding. Cortisone (now pre­
pared chemically) is another.

Research on hormones is, in 
fact, one of the most lively fields 
of medicine today.

The Finns have entered 60 in 
track and field. Among them is 
Soino Nikkinen, 29-year-old rail­
road switchman who has the best 
recent mark anywhere in the 
world for the javelin. Last year 
he threw the spear 75.92 metres 
(249 feet 1 inch) which compares 
well with the world mark of 78.7 
metres (258 feet 2% inches) set 
in 1938 by another Finn with a 
similiar name—Yrjo Nikkanen,

Surprisingly, many Finns put 
their hopes in the javelin on the 
strong shoulders of Toivo Hyytia- 
inen, 27-year-old farmer, whose 
best mark is 74.55 metres (244 feet 
71 inches). They feel that while 
Nikkanen has the best technique, 
Hyytiainen is the better competi 
tor.

Three marathon runners, head­
ed by Viekko Karvonen, 26, a 
postman, may be swept along by 
Finnish traditition to upset the 
world distance runners.

Karvonen has a best time of 
two hours 28:07.4, well under the 
Olympic mark of 2:29:19.2 set by 
Japan's Kitei Son in 1936. But 
clockings in these races have little 
meaning in forecasts. Immediate 
factors such as weather and blist­
ered feet carry more weight than 
past performances. Running with 
Karvonen will be Erkki Puolakka, 
27, a foreman, and Mikko Heite- 
nan,’ 31, a munitions worker.

The Finns were pleasantly sur­
prised when an unheard-of shop 
loreman, Urho Julin, 24, won 
their 3,000 metre steeplechase 
trials in 9:00.6 to bring him into 
the select group given a chance 
in this event. However, the Rus­
sian Vladimir Kazantsev has been 
clocked in under 8:50 and the 
German Helmut Gude as well as 
the Swede Curt Soederberg axe 
flirting with 8:50.

Yet, running in their own Olym­
pic Stadium the Finns may rise 
to the occasion.
