First Sod Turned For New
Roman Catholic School in
Pleasing Ceremony

Large Number Attend Ceremony — School
Expected Ready By October 1st

An impressive ceremony on Tues-
day morning marked the beginning
of work on the new Roman Cath-
olic school at Huntingdon, which
is expected to be ready for occu-
pancy by this fall. Father A. Pi-
geon, using a golden spade, had
the honor of turning the first piece
of sod.' Attending the ceremony
were the members of the Roman
Catholic School Board and their
wives; representatives of the De-
partment of Education; members of
the organizing committee: Dr. and
Mrs. J. E. Caza, Mrs. M. O'Connor,
Mr. Roger Fortier and Mr. J. H.
Demers; many other dignitaries of
the town and district and the pu-
pils of St. Joseph's School and Con-

vent.
At 9 a.m. Father Pigeon conduct-

ed a spétial mass after which the
gathering moved outdoors to the
site of the new school, directly
across from the Roman Catholic
Church. After a short religious
ceremony, the chairman of the
board, Mayor Leo Cappiello, pre-
sented an address of welcome.
Mr, Cappiello stated that it was

a privilege for him to welcome the
persons present to the ceremony
for the turning of the sod. This
should be a happy day for all of us
because this new school will repre-
sent much better educational faci-
lities for the children of Hunting-
don and District.
“I wish to take this opportunity

to thank all those who have assist-
ed in any way to make this day
possible. Although our Member,
Mr. Rennie, was unable to attend
this ceremony, on behalf of the
school board I wish to especially
thank him for his efforts in obtain-
ing from the Hon. Mr. Cote, the
Provincial Secretary, an additional
grant of $73,755, bringing the total
received to $173,755.”
Mr. Cappiello gave an account of

the various expenses involved in

constructing the school, concluding,
“In my opinion the cost of construc-
tion will not exceed $300,000.

“The general contractors come
here well recommended and are
quite qualified to fulfill all their
commitments. We have been as-
sured that, subject to decent weath-
er conditions, the class rooms at
least will be ready for occupancy on
or before October 1st, 1950.

“I have enjoyed working hand
in hand with your school commis-
sioners since last July; each ques-
tion was dealt with separately and
no hasty decisions were made. Al-
though we have a heavy programme
of construction ahead of us, I can
assure you that we, your school
board, will perform our duties as
in the past. When I refer to the
school board, I also include our
secretary-treasurer, Mr. Bonneville,
whose experience has been of great
assistance to us.”
Dr. J. E. Caza then spoke in

French. He expressed the apprecia-
tion of the members of the organiz-
ing committee and stated that it
was a great pleasure to work with
the members of the school board
in this worthy undertaking. Dr.
Caza paid tribute, among others,
to Father Pigeon and Mayor Cap-
piello for their untiring efforts and
said that he hoped the children
would have their new school by
September.
Other addresses were given by

Father Pigeon, Mrs. M. O'Connor,
Mr. Marien the district school su-
perintendent, and Mr. F. Clouthier,
the district school inspector.
The turning of the sod was car-

ried out with a glistening gilded
shovel. Father Pigeon was the first
to handle the instrument followed
by Mrs. O'Connor, Dr. J. E, Caza,
Mayor Cappiello, Messrs. Leo Du-
heme, Alex Bergevin, S. Flynn, Al-
bert Saumier, Father Quenneville and others.

Cost-of-Living Index
Yet Reported

- OTTAWA . (CP) — Yet another
attempt to broaden the grounds for
divorce tn Canada has proved un-
successful.

Just before the House of Com-
mons adjourned for its ster re-
cess, David Croll (L-Toronto Bpad-
ina) proposed setting up a special
committee of the House to consider
enlarging grounds for divorce.
The proposal met with even more

concentrated resistance than in
1938 when this question was last
debated in Parliament. Then a bill
to broaden divorce grounds passed
the senate and gained some sup-
port in the Commons, but finally
the Commons shelved It by a vote
of 102 to 53.

On this new try by Mr. Croll
there wasn't even a vote, and of
the six M.P’s who spoke on the
resolution only one backed up the
Toronto member.
In consequence Mr. Croll with-

drew his resolution. He said he
wanted to test the opinion of the
House and had found it negative.
Ironclad Laws

Earlier, he pleaded for wldening
nf the grounds of divorce to in-
clude desertion of more than three
years, gross cruelty, incurable ment-
al disease after five years and legal
presumption of death,
He said Canada's present laws no

longer adequately reflected the pub-
lic need or the public mind.
“Our divorce laws are among

the most restricted in the western
world. It is high time we fumigat-
ed the divorce courts of this coun-
try and do away with perjury, col-
lusion, connivance and fraud. In
my view the present law is unreal.”
Mr. Croll emphasized that he was

not trying to increase the rate of di-
vorce. He was trying to put di-
vorce on “an honest basis.” Mar-
riages did fail and divorce was an
admission of that fact. Divorce
was not the cause of failure.
He said that the present string-

ency of the law made divorce “an
unpleasant, hole-in-the-corner busi-
ness, with hotel bedroom scenes
and the paid evidence of detectives.”
Immediate opposition to Mr.

Croll's argument came from three
Roman Catholic M.P.s. Only G. 8S.
White (PC - Hastings-Peterborough)
supported his resolution as ‘“rea-
sonable and sensible.”
The question is not expected to

be raised again this session.
Dearer to Live
Something Canadians have known

from pressure on their pocket books
for some time — that the cost of
living is higher than it has ever
been — has been made official
in Ottawa. The Bureau of Statistics report
an unparalleled increase in rents,
which combined with a sharp in-
crease in food prices. pushed up
February living costs by 2.1 points
to an all-time high.
Cold, hard figures backed up the

housewife's lament. The cost-of-
living index touched 163.7 points,
compared with 1616 in January
and the previous high of 1628 in
July, 1849. The index was calcu-
lated on the basis that 1935-39
costs equal 100,
But rents made the biggest jump.

The index rose 7.7 points from the
previous peak of 1250 in January
to 132.7 in February.
Food prices — biggest single fac-

tor in the barometer's movements
— climbed 2.7 points from 201.3 to
204.0, 5.2 points below the previous
peak of 2092 in July, 1940.

Valleyfield - Beauharnois
Chemical Institute of
Canada Meeting
VALLEYFJELD — The regular

monthly meeting of the Valleyfield-
Beauharnois Section of the Chemi-
cal Institute of Canada was held
in Beauharnois on Monday, April

| 3rd. The guest speaker was Mr. H.
G. Letch, Head Brewer of National
|Breweries Limited, Montreal.
| The meeting was preceded by a
tour of the Beauharnois Light, Heat
and Power Company's plant. "The
members were shown all the phases
and equipment in generating 800,000
horse-power from the 75 foot head
of water above the power house, It
vas explained tnat the new con-
struction now under way would
double the plant's output.
Mr. Letch's topic was “The Art of

Brewing”. He gave a brief outline
of the history of beer-making, re-
marking that there is some evidence
that the art was known before the
recorded history of mankind. In
early days, when “home-brew” was
the principal beverage, it was a
woman's job to make the beer.
The first brewery in Canada was

built by Intendant Talon, on the
site of the present Boswell's Brew-
ery in Quebec City.
Mr. Letch stressed the fact that

there are no chemicals used in beer-
making, but that beer is a purely
natural product of barley, hops,
water and yeast.
Mr. Letch described how barley

is malted with extreme care, dried,
weighed and mixea with water to
form the wort. This wort is then
boiled with hops, which give the
beer its flavour, the hops strained
off, and yeast added. The wort is
allowed to ferment, and the gas
given off in fermenting is saved for
later use in the process.

After fermentation, the beer is
stored for about three months in or-
der to mature. It is then filtered, the
gas added, and the beer is bottled.
The bottles are pasteurized, packed
in cartons and shipped.
Mr. Letch concluded his address

by showing a film which described
the operations of the National
Breweries Limited.

to protect the skin from cold air.
It is recommended to wear loose
underclothing with open meshes.
The warm air trapped in the mesh-
es of the garment will protect the
body from the cold. Out-of-doors.
thicker outer garments are needed
to prevent the wind from driving
out this warm air. Clothing damp-
ened with rain or perspiration chills
the body quickly because heat is
lost in evaporating the moisture
from the clothes. It is therefore
important to change these clothes
promptly.

Cool Clothing
In hot weather or hot rooms you

should wear only light clothing —
taking care, of course, to protect
yourself from sudden changes.

The welcome influx of British

visitors to America and American
visitors to Britain, which air travel
is now facilitating, has no doubt
ceme just in time. Pleasant contact
with British friends who have ar-
rived on this side convinces me that
cnly such rapid exchange and con-
tact can save the people of the two
countries from soon speaking two
different languages. And what good
would it do for words to come from
the same root if they meant totally
different things?

Once I entertained the deluded
notion that I spoke English. Now
I know that I speak the American
language, many words of which are
confusing to my British friends
whose essentially English terms are
lUkewise strange to me.

My elevator is a lift, my
eggbeater a whisk, my refrigera-
tor a “frig”, and my hardware
dealer is an “ironmonger”.

The other dsy one of the Eng-
lish ladles was shopping for suspen-
ders. T looked at her in some sur-
prise—as perhaps the salesgirls did
also—and explained that she was
probably looking for what we called
garters or supporters.

“Oh, no.” she replied. “I do not
mean garters. Those are round and
one rolls one's stockings down over
them. I mean suspenders to hold
the stockings up.”

I explained in my
best American. “are what men
wear over their shoulders to hold
up thelr trousers.”

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«f* Editorial Notes...
Do Not Destroy Road Signs

OADS in the spring are not all that they

should be and show signs of the pun-
ishment that is inflicted upon them by the

rigors of winter. As the snow gradually dis-
appears and the flood waters recede, huge

cracks and holes are to be seen on the high-

ways. Driving a car over the roads is not
always that smooth rhythm that is enjoyed

when roads are in good repair — a deep de-
pression here and a serles of holes there,
keeps the driver's attention continually focus-
sed ahead for what may be to come.

Yes, we curse the road maintenance dept.,

the government, the member, and anyone else
in any way connected with the situation. We
forget to think of the weather that these
roads have gone through, we forget that time

between winter and when repairs are made

must elapse. The roads must be dry before

repairs can be made or the repair materials
will not annex to the original surfacing to

make a good job.
The road dept. does try to call attention

10 the dangers of bad roads by erecting signs

of various kinds tended to warn motorists

and others of the bad portions of road. Red
Flags are placed at points where a particularly
bad hole or break is located and these are

intended to warn motorists to drive with

caution. Unfortunately there are some people

who take a delight in damaging these signs

or removing them altogether. It may be the

work of mischievous children or it may be

that some older persons are responsible, but

several of such signs have been removed or

damaged in the past week. It is obvious
that with such signs not In evidence that

motorists are frequently given a severe jolting,

or even end up in the ditch and a bad

accident. It is then that the road main-

tenance dept. comes in for a criticism. Why

wasn’t something done about it. the roads are

a disgrace and menace to all who travel upon

them, and so forth.

We have not come to the defence of the

road dept., in that all roads in bad shape

are due to rigors of winter weather. but we

do feel that right is right. If the dept. has

taken the trouble to have men out on the

roads seeking out the danger spots and then
marking them as such, then the least that

people can do is to leave dhe signs alone.

This much of the road dept's. attempt to

warn all possible will then be seen. No

doubt as quickly as the weather allows, the

bad places on the roads will be put into re-

pair and made safe for travel. Judging from

the number of bad places on the roads this

spring, the men of the maintenance dept.

will be kept quite busy for some weeks to

come. Meanwhile motorists be patient, winter

has not yet disappeared around the corner.

Who Invented Margarine Anyway?

ITH the pros and cons of margarine be-

ing argued in almost every newspaper

and public forum, it is strange that the man

who indirectly gave rise to all this con-

troversy has emerged relatively unscarred by

the angry attacks of the dairymen. No

mention has been made of the man who

invented the product known as oleomargarine:
few in Huntingdon county and elsewhere even

know his name.
A Frenchmen, R. Mege-Mouries first made

margarine in an abortive attempt to produce

a cheaper form of butter. Stimulated by a

prize offered by the French Navy for some-

thing cheaper and longer lasting than buiter,

Mege-Mouries went to work. The French

chemist believed that butter was little more

than converted cow fat and reasoned that

if he could somehow digest that substance

artificially, if he could reproduce the reactions

taking place within the cow's organisms, he

would have a means of making butter. Mege-

Mouries heated fat to blood temperature

added liberal quantities of sheep's stomach,

cow's udder and milk. The result looked to
him very much like butter but even though

the French Chemist was awarded the prize,
tin 1870) further research revealed that the

resulting concoction was still far short of the

mark.

Scientists in the United States and Hol-

land then took up the struggle, found that

it was only necessary to mix fat with slightly-

soured, skimmed milk. It was found that

the fat when seperated and worked, took on

a buttery taste which could be made even

more convincing with a little colouring and

a dash of salt. Today, the principal ingre-

dients used in the manufacture of oleomar-

garine are oleo stearin, oleo oil, oleo stock,

(all from beef fat), peanut oil, coconut oll,
cottonseed oil, palm oil, neutral lard, milk

butter and salt. The product can hardly be

distinguished from butter and more than one

authority has stated that it has more nutritive

value than the real thing.

Safety Precautions Pay Off

N Thursday, the annual Safety Conference

will be held in Huntingdon under the

auspices of the Quebec Association for the

Prevention of Industrial Accidents and Mr.

Georges St. Martin will be in charge of the

arrangements.

We feel that these annual get-togethers

have had an effect on the lessening of the

number of industrial and other accidents in

this district and that those in charge of

groups of workers are more safety conscious.

Accidents can easily happen when a person
gets over confident with machinery and the

skilled person is more liable than the un-
skilled. The reason for this no doubt, is

that the skilled person forgets the dangers

attached to the machine in the confidence

gained. Even minor accidents should be

checkedupon as to cause and constant warn-

ings by foremen and forewomen to the
workers about the prevention of accidents

should be for ever given. Floors about

machinery and belts should be kept clean of
oll and litter in order to minimize the danger

of a fall against, or into the machinery.
Brightly painted interiors of buildings and

the outstanding coloring of various objects

within the bullding have been found to be

beneficial in the prevention of accidents.

It is said that more accidents occur in

the home than anywhere else and this is

due to the fact that less precautions are
taken there. Even those who practice safety

measures at their place of work, ignore the

hazards in the home, Articles left on stairs

have been the cause of many a bad fall,

standing on unsafe ladders and tables, etc.

to reach into cupboards and high places have

resulted in bad accidents. Highly polished

floors with loose rugs are another source of

danger to the unsuspecting.
Traffic accidents have been and are the

cause of many injuries and sometimes death.

The driver of the automobile is particularly

called upon to exercise care particularly near

schools and where small children may be

playing in the streets. People have a habit

of darting out from behind parked cars and

care should be taken when driving in such

areas. The driver should always remain

alert when at the wheel, in this way many

an accident can be prevented.

The farm can also be included in the

safety conscious program and there is plenty

of scope to take precautions against possible

accidents. It is the little things which count

in all accident prevention, if a person be-

comes conscious of even the smallest possible

danger, the big ones will also be taken care

of. Keeping machinery in good repair will

bring out the possibility of probable accidents

as well as avoid the danger of accidents.

Tractors are most useful when handled with

care, but can be a source of danger when

not properly looked after. Guard against all

accidents and become safety conscious for

ARE PROFITS

AN EVIL THING?

“This generation can be distin-

guished from its grandfathers be-
cause it has come to believe that
profits are an evil thing,” said Mr.
Roland Bird. deputy editor of The
Economist ‘London’, in a recent
lecture delivered to the Liverpool
Economic and Statistical Society.
He said there was more misunder-
standing and deliberate distortion
about profits than about any other
economic question. There was a
growing school that would end or
severely control profits, and Mr.
Bird thought this was “the mark
of a static and declining economy.
content with the present stage of
development and not even prepared
to do enough to maintain it, be-
cause it insisted on consuming its
capital.”

This is a good and clear diagnosis
of the rapid consumption that has
set in in British economy in the
last five years under Socialist plan-
ning. One need not be a trained
economist to grasp the plain truth
that no business can be carried on
without profits, and that the con-
sumption of capital ends in bank-
ruptey. Yet Socialists would have
us believe that profits are not only
unnecessary. but are the cause of
all economic and social ills. John
Strachey. in his book, “Theory and
Practice of Socialism,” begins by
condemning the profit motive,
“Capitalism,” he says, “uses profit-
ably as the criterion, or test, of
whether or not any given thing
should be produced, and, if so, how
much of it should be produced.”
When Mr. Strachey was Minister

of Food, he had an opportunity of
putting his no-profit theory to a
practical test. He promoted a
scheme for the production of
groundnuts (peanuts; in the Kenya
colony. It was financed by the
Labor Government and was to be
an example of public enterprise.
Tens of millions of pounds were
expended on the project, but it
proved a white elephant which
rapidly consumed all the capital in-
vested in it, with little prospect of
producing sufficient peanuts to pay

TT

into such a mess that Mr. Strachey
went to the colony to see for him-
self what was the matter. Since
then there has been no report on
the condition of the project, and
now Mr. Strachey has been ap-
pointed war munister and 1s re-
lieved of any further worry about
producing peanuts on a profitless
basis.

If Mr. Strachey had used pro-
fitability as the test of whether or
not peanuts should be produced in
Kenya he would have saved the
British taxpayers a lot of money
and himself a lot of grief, His ex-
perience as a promoter must have
taught him that even a public en-
terprise must yield a profit on the
money invested or
go bankrupt.

In his lecture Mr. Roland Bird
said the key to the economic prob-
lem in Britain was the ability of
industry, not only to maintain, but
to expand its fixed and floating
capital. He defined profits as “the
sum remaining from trading opera-
tions after meeting all current
charges, and after making full pro-
vision for the replacement of
capital, at current cost.” Out of
this sum. he said, industry paid a
competitive return on its capital.
And set aside new savings for cap-
ital extensions. Because of govern-
ment restrictions on profits he said
industry had not been able to
maintain its capital intact. much
less to put aside savings for ex-
tensions.
Mr. Bird said it was almost un-

believable that ideas on profits had
become so mixed up in the minds
of union workers. “But after the
recent basis of claim put forward
by the engineers for an extra £1 a
week, on the ground that ‘profits’
were equal to £3 and £4 a week
a worker, one is ready to believe
almost anything.” And he con-
cluded: “Until we get rid of the
idea that profits are an expression
of private rapacity, and substitute
for it the idea of industry renewing
itself and paying a fair return on
risk capital, prejudice will have a

“The rivers are stocked with fish,
notably the salmon, a gamey fish
offering a challenge to the true fish-
erman.

‘Corner Brook has fine streets, a
hospital, modern schools, play-
grounds for children, good golf
course, community center. modern
dwellings, beautiful churches, radio
station, swimming pool, ship termi- |
nals, a newspaper that has been in
existence for 50 years, “The West- |
ern Star”, modegn stores, and serv-
ice organizations? not to mention the
wholesale houses that supply the
area with lumber. furniture, meat |
products, etc, Much of this business
is, of course, directly traceable to
good working conditions maintained
at the paper mill, The paper busi-
ness activates much of Newfound-
land as timber is cut at great dis-
tances and moved by ship or rail-
road. At Corner Brook alone 1200
cords of pulpwood are needed each
day and to keep this supply ready
100 woods camps are maintained
with 6,000 loggers at work when the
season is at its peak. More and
more of this work is done by me-
chanical means and huge trucks
capable of carrying 20 cords of
wood in a single load are used to
transport logs to railroad or ship.
Despite the vast amount of timber
being cut, the forests are being al-
lowed to reforest naturally, by cut-
ting only the large trees while the
smaller ones continue to grow and
the cut areas reseed themselves.
To supply power for the mills,

coal is brought by ship and much |
power is produced by harnessing the,
streams of Newfoundland. At Cor-!
ner Brook, power is brought in on
transmission lines from the power|
house 32 miles away. This power
plant is capable of producing 150,000 |
horse power. Thus great operations
can be seen to be at work to pro-.
duce the 350,000 tons of newsprint!
which can be shipped out to cities
all over the world.
One very interesting feature of

the interest in their employees |
shown by the Bowater's Co. is the |
mode! farm where food for use by
employees is the main objective
though farming as an educational
experiment is also an object. A herd
of 100 Ayrshires is the goal of Little
Rapids Farm. Latest type of milk-'
ing apparatus provides for milking. |
pasteurizing, and bottling the milk,|
with not a single contact with hu.

This story as told by Mr. Shaffrey

shows that in Corner Brook, located
on the Humber River in south-west-
ern Newfoundland, is the germ of al
movement that can bring high
standards of living and much pros- |
perity to Newfoundland.
