On the other hand, thers s
no foundation for sensational reports of
extensive reductions in prices of billets,
which are in greater demand than sup-
ply.

The City Attorneys ‘_'_Are
Not of One Opinion
on the Subject.”

TWO REPORTS PRESENTED

Council Will Now Be Obliged to De-

cide if it Will Pay the
Troeps or Not

The city’s lawyers are not of one opin-
ion with respect to the liability of the city
for the pay of the militia for their ser
vices during the recent strike on the
wharf.

This fact was made cdear at the meet-
ing of the City Council yesterday after-
noon. The city fathers will themselves
ncrw ha\e to decide whether they will pay

-CHIEF POINT OF DIFFERENCE.

“It is immaterial,” declares City Attor-
ney An*hamhau]t and M. Roy, consulting
attorney, "in order to reach a conclusion
on the quez.lmn of hability of the city to
consider whether the riot and violation of
the peace have originated on the wharves
or not,-and whether they have extended
to Commissioners street, or to some other
place within the limits of the municipality,
since it is declared, in the requisition, that
the militia is <alled out to suppress and
prevent an anticipated not disturb-
ance of the peace in the city of Montreal.

“It has been contended the wharves be-
ing the property of the Harbour Commis-
ioners, they were not to be considered as
Prmmg part of the city. This pretenson
need not be considered, since the only
point upon which rests the solution of the
question, submitted to me, is whether the
wharves form part of the city and are
within the limitas.

“The charter, in section 6, provides that
the rll}an,\lonLreal shall have jurisdiction
for municipal and police purposes over the
whole extent of its terrtory. The juris
diction for municipal and p-t:vl:-:e:l{l
shall extend to the centre of the River St.
Lawrence, apposite the city.

POLICE AND ROBBERS
