Quebec asking a recon­
sideration of this regulation 
In view of the fact that 
tourism is such an Im­
portant Industry. Council 
also felt that roads to 
logging operations should 
also be considered as 
necessary and that where 
a municipality decided 
that a road Is essential It 
should have the approval 
of the ftovlnoe for winter 
maintenance.

A further motion was 
seconded and approved to 
request earlier sanding and 
salting of roads so that 
they would be usable by 
the citizens on their way 
to work before nine o'clock 
In the morning Instead of 
merely being taken care 
of later In the day,. This 
resolution Is to go to Mr 
Gauthier at Aylmer and 
also to the Minister at 
Quebec.

Only roads to permanent 
dwellings will be main­
tained dv 
through Provincial grants 
during winter according to 
present regulations.

The only exception to 
this rule Is where cattle 
are on a range and must 
be fed during the winter 
by use of a road which 
otherwise 
by or kad to a permanent 
dwelling.

This situation has left 
many peopk with winter­
ized cottages and other 
resorts without roads during 
winter. This also means 
that roads to ski lodges 
may not be Included for 
Provincial grants to 
winter maintenance.

Roy Hérault, representing

Following is a series of 
some of the important 
questions that face Cana­
dians now.

Any time an Individual 

buys capital property and 
then sells it ter a profit, 
constitues a Capital Gain.

IS THE TAX ON A CAPITAL 
GAIN THE SAME FOR 
EVERYONE?

Capital Gains are taxed 
under a special method laid 
out by the Federal Govern­
ment.
Fifty percent of the Gain is 

added on to taxable Income. 
In effect this means the 
additional tax on a $2,000 
profit to an individual earn­
ing $25,000 per year would 
be approximately $500. To 
an Individual earning 
$10, 000 per year, the add­
itional tax would be $250.

The small Investor does 
not have to pay as large a 
tax as the high-Income 
large Investor because In 
reality the Capital Gains 
tax is only another form of 
Income tax. This applies to 
both Individuals and corp­
orations.

IS EVERYTHING I OWN 
SUBJECT TO CA PITA L 
GAIN TAX?

No. Any article that Is 
sold for under $1, 00.0 that Is 
considered personnel pro­
perty is not, under the act, 
subject to Capital Gains tax. 
The most Important fact Is 
that your principle residence 
is not at any time subject 
to a tax on any profit you 
might make on selling.

HOW DOES CAPITAL GAINS 
AFFECT ME AS A MIDDLE
INCOME EARNER?

As a middle income earner, 
you most probably own a 
home, cottage, securities,

additional per­
sonal Items such as stamp 
collections, work of art, 
jewellery, etc. If you own 
all cr any of these Items, you 
will be subject to Capital 
Gains tax If any of these ; 
items are sold at a profit.
As mentioned In Question & 
everything is taxable, other 
than your principle home 
and personal property sold 
for under $1,000.

Regular track Inspection 
Is an important part of the 
railway's maintenance pro­
gram. All tracks are care­
fully inspected at regular 
intervals-- main line tracks 
from one to five times each 
week, depending on speed of 
trains and density of traffic 
on the respective territories 
to ensure they are safe.

Patrolmen are assigned to 
sections with special pro­
blems, such as rockfalls, 
sometimes on a round-the- 
clock basis. Other such 
areas may have rock and 
slide detector fencing.

The use of better and 
stronger track components 

also increased the life 
of rail lines, resulting In 
kss maintenance work.

Welded rail, for example, 
was introduced In 1958, and 
Is now used on about 1,000 
miles of main line CP Rail 
track. With the rails welded 
into lengths of up to 1,440 
feet, the number of joints 
are substantially reduced, 
lessening wear and tear which 
results from train wheels 
bouncing across the gap 
between rail ends. The 
characteristic clickety __ 
may be disappearing from 
the railway scene, out so is 
the rail damage that accom­
panies the sound.

CP Rail Is continually 
Involved In research to find 
new maintenance aids and 
procedures. In conjunction 
with the National Research 
Council, the railway's 
engineering department 
developed a kerosene-fired 
heater to keep power track 
switches operational through 

Canadian winter. It's 
now widely used by other 
railroads across the contin­
ent. The NRC and the 
railway also collaborated to 
develop a rail heater used 
In the laying of continuous 
welded ralL
