He was educated at Bish-
op’'s College School, Lennoxville,
and commenced his business car-
eer in the lumber industry in Que-
bec City and then turned to fire
insurance with the Guardian As-
surance Co. of London in 1890. He
became inspector and loss adjust-
er and later was named Agency
superintendent. In 1902 he formed
his own firm of general insurance
brokers and in 1919 it became &
limited corporation under its pre-
sent names of Pemberton Smith
and Co. Limited, of which he was
president, holding that position
until his death, with his son,
George Pemberton Smith, as vice-
president and manager.

Mr. Jodoin stressed the import-
ance of Unions because in a demo-
cratic country they work for the
welfare of the working people and
people in general. He described
the set-up of the labor movement
in Canada and also the organiza-
tions of the Quebec Unions and
their affiliation on the Internation-
al Level. Not so long ago each
union considered other unions as
enemies but the trend nowadays is
for mutual cooperation for the
overall good.

Some of the important Social
legislation that labor has influenc-
ed into law, Mr. Jodoin pointed
out is — old age pensions, work-
mans compensation, baby bonus,
holidays with pay, eight hour days,
five day week, public ownership of
broadcasting and unemployment
insurance. The benefits of labor
organizations were also pointed
out as being of value for leisure
time, educational and social pur-
suits.

I lived twenty-one years in the West, knew that country from
Winnipeg to Victoria, Part of that time was spent in British Columbia
the land of the mighty Fraser, the Kooténay country with its “Douks”
in gay and fesive dishabille. They didn’'t do it when I was there,
Then there was the Okanagan with its apples and its Englishmen
and the open country around Kamloops. If 1 ever get sick I am
going back to Kamloops knowing full well, if I do, I will speedily

return to my normal health.

Once I spent a week in Prince Rupert and, believe it or not,
during all that time it never rained. Somebody must have done

something about it or possibly

Prince Rupert never was as wet
as jealous neighbors thought it
was, Why all this about the moun-
tains and nothing about the open
plains? There is a reason. I can
break off when I write about
British Columbia and its moui-
tains but if I started telling about
the glories of the plains I might
go on and on, I might never stop.
* % *

Sixteen years ago I was back
in Ottawa with the fire of the
West in my mind, I wanted to go
back to the Prairies. It hasn't
happened.” I have bheen there on
trips but not to remain. I want
to go back again but here I am
talking about myself when I want
to tell you of a lovely old elm
which during all these sixteen
years lived and grew on a vacant
lot just south of our apartment.

It was a big tree when I came
to Ottawa, 75 feet high at least
when I first saw it. The diameter
would be about two feet and a
half. It wasn't like our old elms
in Huron County. There the
trunks were bare and clean sun-
ning up to a wide spread crown
but this elm had branched out

about fifteen feet from the base;
developed enormous branches, at
least for an elm, they ran paral-
lel to the main stem, so the crown
was a crown of a different type.
One day, it was, as I recall it, the
2nd of February, 10 years ago,
more or less, there came a heavy
fog one night. I expected a change
of scene in the morning so I
rose early. I was not disappointed.

The sun came up, the trees were
decked in diamonds. Before that
day I could always match the
people of the East when they
told stories about the beauty of
the country, I countered with
stories of the beauty of the West.
For that one day I doubted, if
ever in the West, T had seen a
more beautiful spectacle. I took
some snapshots of it and sent
them to some friends in the South,
some went to Ashville, North Car-
olina. They exhausted the diction-
ary in their expressions of delight
but added sadly it couldn't pos-
sibly happen in Ashville. They
were right. Not all the refrigera-
tors in the world could produce,
in Ashville, a picture such as I
saw on Metcalfe street on that

From that day I became very
close'y attached to that tree, It
had a haughty grandeur about it
and yet an infinite capacity for
making friends. From time to
time a crow or two would alight
on its topmost branches and give
out a raucous note knowing full
well that it was out of sight from
those walking on the street below.
Robins sometimes haunted its
lower levels. At the foot of the
tree was a patch of sand and
there, on almost every summer
evening a group of Sparrows took
their daily sand bath. What a
glorious time they had.

Then came tragedy. We didn't[

face the issue at once but daily
it was growing more obvious. The
elm tree was a trespasser. It had
over-reached its boundaries. it
was partly on the sidewalk. Met-
calfe street, between Lisgar street
on the north and the Museum on
the south, had to be repaved. The
sidewalks were torn up and our
tree encroached upon the side-
walk., It was rumored that it
would have to be cut down. Then
too this fine old tree, great as it
wasg, had made a mistake, Its
roots had penetrated under the
sidewalk. There was a suggestion
that the roots might be cut away
and a wall built to keep them
from travelling in the wrong
direction but alas on second
thought we realized that this
would ruin the tree. The growth
of a tree depends upon its capa-
city to absorb nutriment from the

We went away for our summer
holidays. We returned in three

weeks. Our tree had disappeared,
there i3 not a trace of it left. It
is like that in life. A great man
occupies a prominent place in the
life of a nation. He passes from
the scene, the silence deepens, at
least for a day.

It was like that with
this tree. Sometimes when near-
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ing the apartment I look up ex-
pecting to see the old familiar
face and figure of the elm tree,
not even the shadow remains, I
shall never forget it. I still think
of it as it was in all those years.
I am grateful that it wag with us
s0 long. Good night!

From a usually reliable source, it is learned
that the first subway to be built, will run
east along St. Catherine street, with the
starting point being in the neighbourhood of
St. Denis and St. Catherine street intersec-

In the meantime A. V. Cleaver, chairman
of the British Inter-Planetary Society, has
announced that the first rocket flight to

nues, Monday night.

Dr. Laubach devised a system
whereby illiterates in any lan-
guage might quickly -be taught
to read, and the system has been
applied, under his personal direc-
tion, in more than 200 languages,
with — it is estimated — more
than 50 million pupils, mostly
adults, learning to read for the
first time.

Missionary techniques have been
altered because of that, and one
of the new political factors now
at work in the world is traceable
back to this new litemcy among
illiterates.:

Dr. Laubach comes to West-
mount Park-Emmanuel under the
auspices of the General Ministerial
Association of Montreal. No tie-
kets are necessary and there will
be no admission charge. The gen-
eral publie is invited.

Dr. Campbell will preach at both
gservices on Sunday. In the morning
his subject will be, “The Word We
Wait For,” and in the evening,
continuing the Bible request series,
he will speak on “God's Promises."”

After the evening service, a fel-
lowship gathering of young adults
— the 20-30 group — will be held
in Webster Hall. Visitors are
welcome.

in those days we had a little more
time to spend in the family circle.
We instruct. our children in social
behaviour and manners, we curh
their more violent tendencies and
we attempt to make them realize
their responsibility to each other
even as little children. Then we
send them to school for their more
formal education.

But, Mrs. Fairclough stressed,
it is still up to the parents and
even the relatives and the friends
of these young people to instill in
their minds a love for their coun-
try, an admiration for the tradi-
tions of this land, to value the
heritage which has been preserved
for them, a respect for the institu-
tions of free government, and a
love of God which has been, and is,
the basis of free government and
respect for individual rights which
have been preserved for us across
the centuries.

The headlines in our newspapers
and the utterances of radio com-
mentators would indicate that fear
of science has taken the place of
fear of God in many hearts today,
the speaker noted.

We must do three things, she ad-
vised. First of all we have to re-
assess ourselves and our import-
ance or lack of it in this universe.
There can only be one answer to
the question of whether we will
place our trust in science or
whether we will place it in God.
Second, we must protect that
which we have. We must protect
our free institutions and our re-
ligious liberty against the on-
slaughts of those who would talke
from us all that is precious in our
lives. We must resist their ef-
forts in the same manner that our
forefathers fought to secure for
us the freedoms which we enjoy.

In these anxious days, the
speaker concluded, when wars and
rumours of wars colour our every-
day existence, when we anxiously
watch the deliberations of the na-
tions in conference at Lake Suc-
cess and Flushing Meadow, when
every word is weighed for its ac-
tual and its potential significance,
ours is the task of free people
everywhere, to keep our faith
bright and shining and to protect
our heritable against all aggress-
or’s.

Detroit has a new “White Way.”
A half-mile segment of Wyo-
1ing Avenue, & principal north-
south artery has been equipped
with the nation's first fluorescent
street-lighting system, a total of
24 fixtures.

Instead of the conventional
globes, the new illumination uses
giant, eight-foot tubular fixtures
ieveloped by General Electric en-
gineers. They are mounted back to
back in specially designed reflec-
tors that direct the light from the
lamps through clear plastic win-
dows.

The effect, according to Louis
J. 8. Schrenk, superintendent of
the Detroit Lighting Commission,
