Antique Treasures appraised

Old guns, inherited or passed down the fam-
ily line were brought in on the shoulder of vis-
itors to the Battle of the Chateauguay National
Historic Site on Sunday, May 20, along with a
diversity of treasured heirlooms for appraisal,
as part of the commemorative celebrations for
the 200th anniversary of the War of 1812-14.
The Antique Treasures event, similar to the PBS
and CBC Antiques Roadshow series, was part
of a program of events prepared through the
collaborative efforts of the Chateauguay Valley
Historical Society, Parks Canada and the Haut-
Saint-Laurent MRC, to highlight the signifi-
cance of the Battle of the Chateauguay to this
region and Canadian history in general.

“Because the War of 1812-14 is such a big
event, the MRC, through the Cultural
Committee, the Historical Society and Parks
Canada have combined to plan several activi-
ties,” said Gerry Leroux, the President of the
Chateauguay Valley Historical Society. The
plans will span the next two years, and are
expected to culminate with a live reenact-
ment of the battle at the Ormstown
Fairgrounds, which was
the actual campsite for
the American side,
next October. The
partnership has been
working extremely well
and to the benefit of all
three organizations.

“It is always a surprise,” said Mr. Baker.

“I did see lots of good mili-
tary stuff coming in,” he said.

The afternoon was meant to rekindle
people’s interest in the War of 1812-14 and
to encourage residents to become more
aware of the fact that a very significant bat-
tle and moment in Canadian history took
place in what has become our backyard.
“Each generation will have to learn about
the War, because at 20-years-old | was not
interested but now forty years later | am,”
said Connie McClintock, a past-president of
the Historical Society. “Young school kids
may hear a bit about it and come here
(Allan’s Corners) to see, but will they real-
ize that it has been through their land, their
property, that these thousands of people
actually walked,” she asked, while looking
over a table of old weapons. “It gives you a
funny feeling that 200 years ago there were
people using these,” she added, referring to
the bayonets and other pieces that would
have been used by the young men in battle.

“Anybody who lives in the area should

know about it and you would be surprised
at the numbers who don't,” said Mr. Leroux,
referring to the region’s history and the role
our ancestors played in the War of 1812-14,

Grove Hall a valued piece of Huntingdon history

In 1912, the original St. Andrew'’s
Presbyterian Church, built in 1861 on
Chateauguay Street, stood vacant, and
was the ideal location for a much need-
ed warehouse after Frederick Briathwaite
opened Braithwaite Bros. hardware store
with his brother Albert on the South
side of Chateauguay Street.

On December 18, 1942, a fire broke
out at Braithwaites Bros. storefront that
destroyed the interior of the building
including the 2 apartments above where
Alberta Braithwaite, Frederick’s daugh-
ter, was living. Within a year she met
Douglas Stephen and in 1943 they were
married. Mr. Stephen had moved to
Huntingdon from Montreal during the
time of the Second World War, and upon
marrying into the Braithwaite family, Mr.
Braithwaite approached him with a
proposition that if he and Alberta
remained in Huntingdon. he would
repair the damage done to the building.
“I said | would stay and | am glad that |
did because | got it all fixed up and built
the way | liked it,” says Mr. Stephen.

In the early fifties, he turned his
attention to the old stone church, which
was to become known as Grove Hall.
Nothing had been done to the interior

since the building was purchased in the
early 1900s, which included eight tall
gothic windows with deep casings. He
set about replacing the plaster ceiling
and scraping the paint from the floors as
well as the numerous panel doors.

On a Friday in May, 1955, an art
exhibit and concert was the first of
many events to be held at Grove Hall,
which would go on to include weddings,
auctions, afternoon teas, antique shows
and a very lavish Royal Doulton show
featuring around $100,000 in figurines.

Then, in 1991 Mark Fraser and Mark
Bye of Rockburn brought the
Renaissance Project into existence and
the repertoire of events continued to
grow to include classical music perform-
ances, French and English theatre,
dance, children's theatre and art
exhibits. Once this came to an end how-
ever, the old church was seldom used for
more than storage.

History is repeating itself now as
Grove Hall will be put to good use once
more as a grassroots performing - arts
centre to be used by the community for
the community. “I think | am going to
get on well with them.,” says Mr.

Valley economics
are smart economics

A collective sigh of relief was breathed by anyone with ties to the history of
Huntingdon or the significance of the Braithwaite-Stephen property upon learning
that neither the Town nor a developer with concrete ties to Montreal would be taking
over the complex. Rather a local couple, with a broad arts network extending across
the region and beyond mixed with a deep understanding of the local community and
its needs in terms of an outlet for the arts will be taking over the lifetime’'s work of
Douglas Stephen in caring for the iconic property.

Without a doubt, a performing arts centre for the community will be welcomed and
the timing could not be better as all the ingredients are there just waiting to be com-
bined, including an excess of talent, lack of venues and a prime economic backdrop in
Huntingdon just waiting for a subtle gentrifying push. The Performing Arts
Department at CVR, for example, is graduating students that no matter their person-
al talent or drive have been awakened to the potentiality of the arts. So many of them
go on to do other things and in the process may lose this connection as for so many
the arts are less a career than a love.

A community arts centre that is intrinsically local, accepting and accessible will
allow individuals to reconnect with the arts in a less formal, yet open and affirming
way. Of course, the same goes for anyone interested in rekindling a relationship with
the arts. And in many ways, this sense of experimentation and freedom is the point
of a grassroots movement to at once unite and then fan the already smoking arts com-
munity in the area.

As Mark Bye suggests, a solid understanding of ‘Valley Economics’ at the grass-
roots as community driven is a surefire way to succeed in an economically deprived
region trying to re-solidify its foundation in a transitioning global economy. In fact, as
recipes for success go, it may the only way forward. And as history will tell, it is the
artists who tend to move first, take risks and lay the groundwork for the rest of us to

follow.

MRC losing track

The prefects and staff from the three
regional municipalities took part.

Finally all interested parties were invit-
ed to a meeting. The critical announce-
ment that day was the revelation that the
“guaranteed” tipping charge had risen to
something of the order of $135 per tonne.
At that point support for the proposal
dropped like autumn leaves on a frosty
morning.

The lesson | learned then, Bob, was that
when an outfit gets big, those in charge of
the finances don't look after the nickels the
way we used to, down on the farm.

Parc Safari is celebrating its 40th sea-
son with the announcement of several
new arrivals to the park family, the most
recent including a pair of African porcu-
pines as well as a trio of artic wolves and
five elands. And, with baby zebras and
macaques on the way, the year is already
shaping up to be productive, and well
worth celebrating.

By the end of spring, there will have
been between 50 and 60 births at the zoo,
adding to the over 550 animals of over 75
different species that currently make their
home in the Park, which opened its doors
to the public on July 15, 1972.

In its forty-year history, there have
been several highlights, some low points,
and a few downright scary moments such
as the time in 1973 when a dozen tigers

escaped their enclosure. At the time, the
big cats, hyenas and bears roamed free in
the Safari Adventure. Shortly after this
occurrence however, all carnivores were
fenced in. The enclosures changed drasti-
cally again in 2004 with the creation of a
glass Lion Tunnel running through the
lions' space. The network of tunnels was
continued in 2005 to include the Tiger
Haven, which resulted in Parc Safari win-
ning the highest recognition from its peers
in the tourism industry.

In the last ten years, over $17 million
has been invested in the Park. All of the
zoological facilities were modernized and
in 2011, at least seven projects were in
development including the phenomenal
Afrika Terrace overlooking the African
Plain, the Five Continent Animal Farm and
the Dolphin Lagoon. Projects earmarked
for 2012 include the construction of a new
Zoological building and plans for a new

This
nurse, through his/her broadened func-
tions, assumes a significant portion of
the assessment of the client’s needs and
state of health. He or she can also offer
teaching and follow-up for their most
important needs.

While waiting for permanent medical
care management, this Transition Clinic
temporarily facilities access to quality
medical services for clients with impor-
tant medical needs who have no family
physician. All requests are coordinated
through the PECCO access point of the
Haut-Saint-Laurent HSSC; therefore
Haut-Saint-Laurent residents wishing to
