—A despatch from Quebec says :—
Customs duties at the rate of about $7,000
per day have been paid into the Custom
House for a week past.
— Advices from London, Eng., say:—
The bondhelders and stockholders of the
A. & G, W. Railway, to-day, approved of
the proposed lease to the Erie.
—The Customs receipts of Hamilton for
the month of February, amount to $167,-
037.03, being an increase of $107,198.05
over the corresponding month of last
ear.

—A despatch from New York says:—
In consequence of the decline of 43 cents
per ton in coal at the recent sale, nearly all
the Coal Companies announce a redwuction
of from ¢, /@ 10¢. per ton.

—Mr. A, M. Perkins was to-day appoint-
ed assignee' to the estate of Francoeur &
Giroux, retail dry goods dealers, The lia-
bilities are $32,697, and the assets $16,000,
The insolvents made no offer.

—The creditors of McKinnon Bros.& Co.
met this afternoon in Mr. McCuaig’s office,
Ottawa. The direct and indirect claims
amount to $92,802.66; the indirect lia-
bilities of the insolvents are $4,308.63,
while the privileged claims amount to
$1,012.21, >

—The following shows the visible sup-
ply of wheat and corn on February 22nd.,
-compared with the previous week and with
a corresponding period in 1878:—

—The ereditors of H. Stalker, dry goods
merchant, met to-day in Ottawa, when Mr,
P. Larnonth was appointed Assignee, and
Messrs. Robertson and E. Seytold, Inspec-
tors of the estate. The difference be-
tween the asssets and the liabilities was
$5,000. An offer of 20c. on the dollar was
made, and is now under consideration.
~—The Customs receipts at St. John,
N. B.,, in February, amounted to
$109,599.37, compared with $45,982.96
in  the same month last year,
showing an increase of receipts this year
amounting to $63,616.41. This is due. of
course, to the taking out of bond of large
quantities of goods in anticipation of the
advance of duties.

—A Halifax, N. 8., despateh informs
,us that the receipts at the Halifax Custom
House during the month ending to-day
amount to $163,819, an inerease, com-
pared with the same month of last year, of
$125,642, The Inland Revenue receipts
for the past month are $17,714, showing
an increase of $7,469 over February of
last year. The_ deposits in the Govern-
ment Savings Bank in February were
$62,903 ; withdrawals, $51,825.
—Advices from Paris, France, say that
M. Say has explained to the Budget Com-
mittee that the conversion of 5 per cent
Rentes would be unpopular at home and
impossible abroad, as the holders of & per
cent Rentes mignt refuse to exchange for
the new bonds, and the Governthent would
then be compelled to borrow gold from the
Bank of France to redeem the 5 per cents.
This would exhaust the Bank’s stock of
gold, and compel it to resort toa forced
currency,

—Aj Washington despatch says:—The
excess of Exports over Imports for January
is $25,876,864 against $33,539,829 for
January of last year, The excessof im-
ports of coin and bullion for January is
$671,898 against §1,962,790 for January
last year. Excess of imports of coin and
bullion for the twelve months ended Jan.
31st, is $3,203,435 ; for the month ending
to-day, the receiptsof the Internal Revenue
amounted to $6,732,028; from Customs,
$10,312,957 ; for the same month last year
the receipts of Internal Revenue were $7,

BREADSITUFFS AND THE
TARIFF,

IMPORTANT MEETING OF THE
CORN EXCHANGE ASSO-
CIATION.

The action taken this afternoon at a
special meeting of the Corn Exchange As-
sociation is of the highest importance, as
tending to show the opinion of the great
majority of those interested iu the trade, on
the subjeet of the imposition of a duty on
grain and flour coming into Canada from
the United States.

Lord, to the eflect,
That in the opinion of this Association a
duty of 50c. per barrel on Flour, 7c. per
buskel on Wheat, and 5e. per bushel on
Corn, woald greatly benefit the trade of
this country generally.

A vote on the amendment to the amend-
ment being taken, it was defeated by 32 to
10. It was then moved by Mr. Beddall,

That this meeting hears with consid-
erable alarm, a report that it is the inten~
tion of the Government to put a protective
duty on Breadstuffs, and sincerely hopes
thet in adjusting the new tariff they will
consider the great hardship that would be
inflicted on this Dominion, and earnestly
hopas that all Grain and Flour from the
United States be admitted free as here-
tofore.

Upon this Mr. Cruikshanks withdrew his
amendment, and seconded Mr. Beddall’s
resolution, which thus became the amends
ment to the original motion, A division
being taken, Mr. Beddall’s motion was car-
ried by so large a majority that it was not
considered necessary to make a count,
more than three fourths of those present
supporting it, and the original motion was
declared lost on the same division.

WHEAT PROSPEGTS:

The special correspondent of the Com.-
mercial Bulletin writing from Chicago re-
ports as follows :—

SPRING WHEAT,

From the present time until harvest,
we cannot expect any material increase of
receipts. Should the weather continue
fayorable and the farmers be able to sow
early in March, and our reports indicate
an increased acreage sown, we may see some
fluctuations. But there is rverything to
indicate that by the opening of navigation
spring wheat will sell here for §1,

WINTER WHEAT.

We have been again in Southern Illinois
among the winter wheat fields. They have
been covered all winter with a splendid
blanket of snow, and are now in as good
condition as could be asked for in the last
week in February. The trials are yet to
come for this crop. We have had unusual
opportunities of conversing with intelligent
farmers, and while they all agree that the
crop of winter wheat was not up to an
average when the first snow fell, they are
of opinion that the crop will enter the
spring in far better condition than they ex-
pected. So far as the stock of winter
wheat is concerned, we think it sold even
closer down than the spring wheat. Even
in some localities millers find some trouble
to keep running.

THE GENERAL OUTLOOK.

Among all our farmers there seems to be
a strong conviction that this is going to be
one of the * fat years.” The conditions are
all go far favorable, an immense area was
fall-plowed in every State in the North-
west ; the great absence of an undue fall of
rain;a fine winter; the snow again is all
gone and absorbed into the earth. In
Ilinois an almost incredible amount of
damage has been done both with tile and
open ditches,

The closing crop year may be summed
upabout as follows: The facts now clear-
ly show that the wheat crops were ver
largely over-estimated ; that the great bul
of wheat was sold during the harvest
months, when our receipts of grain ran up
as high as 1,600 carsin a sing%e day.

At harvest the farmers had an idea that
wheat would rnle very low. Had it not
been for the partial failure of spring wheat
in Towa, Wisconsin, Nebraska and Minne-
sota, we no doubt would have seen lower
prices than have ruled for a long time.
The farmers then rushed their wheat into
warket as fast as carg could be procured.
Then the fact became apparent that the
crop of ‘wheat would not come up to esti-
mates. Hence we have seen a gradual
falling off of receipts and no disposition to
sell except as daily wants have required.
Weexpeet this spring to see the average
sown fully as large, if not larger, than the
spring of 1878. Kven in the face of low
prices, the farmer has encouragement to
renew his efforts to produce fi that the
world seems ready and waiting to consume.

REPORT.

The Report of the Postmaster-General

It states that the number of post-
offices in operation on the 1st of January,
1879, was 5,378, being an incresse of 217
upon the return of last year. There has
been an increass in the mail service, accoms-
panied on the opening of new railway lines
by the substitution of railway transport for
inferior modes of conveyance, and an in-
crease also in the number of letters, news-
papers, and other articles transmitted by
ost. At the meeting of the International
oatal Congreas, which, under the pro-
visions of the Postal Treaty of Berne,
concluded in October, 1874, took place at
Paris in May, 1878, Canada was admitted
to it as @ member of the Ganeral Postal
Union from 1st July,1878,and in conse-
quence the rate of letter postage between
Canada and all Burope became ope uniform
charge of 5 cents per half ounce. News-
papers and other printed matter, and sam-
ples and patterns of merchandise, also be-
came gubject to uniform postage rates and
regulations for all destinations in Eurore.
The Postal Congress of Paris concluded a
convention to which Canada became a
party and which takes elfect from the lst
April, 1879, superseding and amending the
existing international postal regulations.
The admission of Canads, to the General
Postal Union with a voice in the future
settlement of the conditions of postalinter-
course between the nations of the civilized
world is certainly an important instance in
the postal affairs of the Dominion. By
the terms of the postal agreement made
with the German Post-offiee in 1877,
based upon the Postal Union regulations,
the agreement expired when Canada enter-
ed the Union. 'The existing postal
arrangements between the United States
and Canada were by mutual agrecment
allowed to remain unditturbed by the
entry of Canada into the Union under a
provision of the General Postal Union
Treaty applicable to such a ocase, duch
existing arvangements being of a character
more liberal and advantageous to the
special nature of the postal relations be-
tween Canada and the United States than
the ordmary regulations of thesaid Treaty.
The improvement in the postal business
of the country, as shown by the returns of
this year, appears to be sufficient to justify
a revision of the compensation from com-
missions and allowances granted to conntry
post-offices, which, as stated in last year's
report, could not be undertaken with any
advantage 10 postmasters generally whilst
the postal business remainted stagnant.
A general revision is now in progress,
intended to take affect from the 1st of
July, 1878, which will be based upon the
accounts, returns, and estimates of the
actual pmount of the correspondence of
that year. The free delivery table gives
the following information : —Halifax— Let-
ters, ete., delivered, 11,385; carriers, em-
ployed, 10.

The re-
port further states that the gross postal
revenue for the year ended 30th Jane, 1878,
was $1,620,022.21, being a considerable in-
crease on 1877. As, however, this revenue
is chiefly derived from the sale of postage
stampe within the period included in the
nccounts, the amount of such sales can
only be accepted as an approximate indi-
cation of the actual extent of correspond-
dence within the same year, and corres-
pending prepayment of postage. The sals
tage stamps was probably larger
than the real consumption of the year for
postal purposes, and this excess may he ex-
pected to influence unfavourably the de-
mand for stamps in the following year.
The appropriation for the year was more
than sufficient to cover the disbursements,
and & balanco of $44,861.48 remained un-
expended when the accounts of June, 1878,
were closed. T'here was an increase on the
total expenditure of $34,746.60. The num-
ber of registered letters was 1,980,000, and
of this large number only 65 were the sub-
jecte of enquiry, and in only four cases was
the failure of delivery vot traced to a
source ; 630,847 lettors, circulars, ete., were
received at the Dead Letter Office duriag
the year, including 104,340 letters
which originated in Canada and
were returned from the United States
and Great Britain and other coun.
tries. In like manner 57,478 dead let-
ters which had originated in the United
States, ete,, were returned unopened by
the Canada Dead Lotter Ufiice to the coun-
tries of origin. The number of registered
letters sent in as dead letters was 6,767,
and other letters containing value but not
registered by the senders 4,088; 174,223 of
the letters were returned to writers in
Canada, of which 83,840 were taken up by
the persons addressed ; 12,636 lettors were
sent to the Dead Tetter Office for want of
any intelligible address. There was an in-
crease in the money order business of $463,-
085, and savings bank transactions of $163,-
846. At the close of the year 769 mone,
order offices were in operation, 444 of ivhici
were in Ontario. oney orders to the
amount of $328,264 were issued, of which
132,340 were for Ontario.

RUSSIAN PRECAUTIONS AT

the definitive treaty between Turkey and
Russia has arrived. It was signed on
the 8th inst., accompanied by a protocol
and note. The protoeal sets forth that
although the stipulations of the Treaty
of Berlin are recognized in the new
treaty, the form is to be interpreted by
the latter; the claims of Russian sub-
jects for damages during the war will
e settled by a Russian commission, at
which the Sultan shall be represented;
Roumania, Servia and Montenegro are
left free to make any arrangements they
please with the Porte respecting indem-
nity ; amnesty shall not prevent Turkey
or Russia from taking precautionary
measures against dangerous persons.

THE MAYORALTY.

MEETING IN FAVQUR OF MR.
SEVERE RIVARD.

A large and influential mecting of
mercbazigt: and others doing business in
the West and Centre W was held

esterday afternoon, at 4 p.m,, in the
iloohanics‘ Hall. The meeting com-
menoed in the LoniiBoom, but, owing
to the numbers which attended, was
soon compelled to withdraw to thelarge
hall of the building,

On motion of Ald. Holland, Ald. Nel-
son was called to the chair.

Ald. NELSON;in opening the meeting,
explained that, whileno lar organi-
zation bad been made in order to secure
the election to Mr. Rivard, the meeting
had been called for the purgpose of mak-
ing the preliminary arrangements for
the morrow. It had been felt, and still
is felt, so faras he kuew, that the Eng-
lish-speaking residents were entitled w
the choice of Mayor, but they had waiv-
ed their right in favour of a French-
speaking citizen. The choice had fallen
upon Ald. Riva.d, a genideman of a
good deal of ability, and very courteous

and amiable, He uﬁed all present to
work hard in e interests of
the city to secure the election
of Mr. Rivard. The present Mayor

had been continually telling the public
how economical he was (laughter, and a
voice, by paying his lawyer’s bills and
orrizge hire),and|they knew that he had
very little to do with the finances of the
city. He presides at the meetings in a
way peculiar to himself, but bas done
scarcely anything in the interests of
the finances of the city. (Hear, hear.)
He had said a goed deal, to be sure, but
saying was not doing. (Hear, hear)
He had told the public through the
Press that o million dollars had been
spent and that he did not know where
it was gone, This wasrathera humilia.
ting statement for a financier to make.
(Laughter.) Speaking of economy, Ald.
Nelson shewed that the amount borrow-
ed by the city, including the consolidat-
ed debt, is eleven million dollars, and
that, had the ameunt bcen borrowed for
which power was granted by the Legis-
lature, it woul!ld have amounted to
over fourtecen millioa dollars. They
would remember that, jm 1875, the
city spent over $109,000. In that
year the date of the expiration
of the financial year was changed so
that only eleven months revenue was
credited, and that, in consrquence of
this change, there was a deficit of $109 -
920, nearly $110,000; but in 1876 the
surplus of receipts over disbursements
was $26,232, leaving a deficit of $83,888,
In 1867 the receipls over disbursements
were 965,341, which, taken from the
$83,888, left a deficit of enly $18,347.
The past year (1878) the increased
revenue over the expenditure was $55,-
428, leaving at the vresent time a ba-
lance to the good or to write off against
something else of $37,081. 1In the com.
mencement of 1876 we were all toid that
there was going to be a big deficit, and
that everything must be ecut down as
elose as possible, The speakerdidnot luok
80 blue over the matter, and stated that,
if the Council considered things as they
should do, they would be able to meet
thie urdinary wants of the city out of
the revenue. His view of the matter
bad proved the correct one, and each
succeeding year, despite the blue ont-
look presented, there had beea asurplas.
Things still looked blue enough ahead,
but with the aid of our Conservative
friends and . this National Policy
(laughter), which they had promised to

ive us, we shall be better off by and by

e hoped. The total amount borrowed
by the city was $11,331,786, and there
had been paid into the sinking fund
towards that amount, $559,810. The
actual collections of the past year
amounted to $1,551,490, and the
expenditure of the year, $1,496,061.
It wounld thus be seen that Montreal was
no mean city, and that the revenue col-
lected was pretty near that of the Pro-
vince of Quebec. (Applause). There
was work to be done, but the votes could
be sedured if each and every one having
the interest of the ecity at beart wonld
but do what they coula to secure the
election of Ald. Rivard, whose pleasant
voice and honest countenance they would
presently have the pleasure of seeing
and heaving.

Mr. Geo. HorNe said the remarks
they had heard from Ald. Nelson
shewed that he was a good financier, and
was entitled to the thanks of the eciti-
zens. He would like to ask Ald. Nelson
in what way Mayor Beandry had as-
sisted in attaining the very satisfactory
figures placed before them.

Ald. NrrsoN.—1 think you have
laced me in a very awkward poesition,
erhaps Ald, Childs, or some other

gentleman, would reply, as I would have
some diffienlty in so doing.

Ex-Ald. STEPHENS rose amid ap-
planse. He said the fact was the Mayor
has just as much to do with the econo-
my of the city as the man in the moon.
The Chairman of Committees and mem-
bers of Council are the men who econp-
mize. The Mayor is to a certain extent
the fignre-head. He can cause some
trouble on certain occasions, but he has
a very limited power. The whole ex-
penditure of the city is carried on by
the representatives of Committees
through the Council, and, if we have a
satisfactory state of things existing, it
is due to the men who have been put
into the Council. 8o far as the Mayor,
personally, was concerned, he, the
speaker, believed he had done more
harm than good. (Hear, hear) Mr.
Stephens referred to the Health Depart-
ment—one of the most important, in
his opinion, of the civic machinery. He
knew that the Mayor has thrown every
difficulty in the way of that Department.
He had pooli-poohed, and sworn at it,
and that was all he had done about it.
(Applause.) It was o department that
should be placed on a firm and efficient
basis commensurate with its importance
to the city. He wounld rather lose all
the money he had than his life, and he
held that the first duty of a Mayor was
to look after the health of the citizens.
He was convinced that the Mayor was
not gifted with that spirit of economy
that be desired the people to eredit him
with. He ghould allow the citizens to
praise him rather than go around blow-
1eg his own trumpet.

Ald. NeLson explained that every
Civic Committee, with the exception of
the Road Uommittee, which had over—
drawn its appropriation $81.63, had re-
turned something back into the treasary,
and that this was one way in which the
surplus had been arrived at.

Mr. Horye thanked Ald. Stephens
for his explanation, and said he believed
that nineteen-twentieths of the citizens
believed that the gratifyicg state of
affairs arrived at was prinoipally owing
to Ald. Nelson and the members of the
Finance Committee.

Ald. OHILDS, in response to the gene-
ral wish of the meeting, though suffer-
ing from a bad cold, delivered a short
address. He said that, several yearsago,
the city did launch out into extrava-
gance, The last year of Dr. Hingston’s
Mayoralty economy was the order of
the day, so that, when Mr. Beaudry en-
tered upon office, economy was practised.
Tor some reason or other, soon after he
entered office, Mr. Beaudry did all in his
power to disbund the Health Committee,
and so successful was he that, in place
of bhavmg an efficient Committee, every
obstruction was put in its way, and this
treatment, coupled with about half the
revenue of the previous year, the re-
quired sanitary improvements could not
be carried out. It was found out that,
while the Mayor wuss making strong
assertions against the usefulness of
the deparument, he mever took the
trouble to enter the Health Office and
make any examination or enquiry. With
regard to the Mayor’s economy, he had
a word to say. When the members of
the Qorporation suggested that the
Mayor's salary be cut down as well as
that of all the officials, the Mayor op-
posed it. He had also sent in a Notary’s
account for $26, which be had in-
curred more for electioneering purposes
than any other, and which the Finance
Uommittee threw oub, as also an
account for carriage hire at the
arrival of the Marquis of Lorne, the
Committes being of opinion that, as
they individually provided their own
carvioges, the Mayor should do the
same, (Applause.) He had made
charges against the City Treasurer and
Auditor, and the Firance Committee,
but, the speaker would ask, “ Had be
ever opened or examined the books of
the department P’ He had not, and yet
be made these broad sweeping asser-
tions, that the fands were squandered.
Of course, ull this was done simply with
a view of creating a cheap populsrity
outside. He felt that the city needs a
more gentlemanly, and more genial

He was
sure of the vote in the eastern section of
the ¢ity., The Chairman announced the
chairman of the committees of Ald.
Rivard in the several wards to be—St.
Antoine, Ald. Hood ; St. Lawrence, Ald.

LEGAL INTELLIGENGE.

SUPERIOR COURT.

Friday, February 28.

On the opening of the Court this morn-
ing in the First Division, Chief Justice
Moss, of the Court of Appeals of Ontario,
tapk o seat on the Bench besides Mr,
Justice Johnson and remained in Court
while the latter and Mr, Justice Mackay
delivered their judgments,

Hon. Justice Jonssox stated that in con-
sequence of the almost continuous absence
for some time past of Judge Papineau, who
had been one of the” Judges sitting in Re-
view in & number of cases, but who had
been called away to preside over the Court
in another district, there would be no judg-
ments in Review to-day.

The following judgments were then ren-
dered :—

Jonxsox, J,

Erymire Dexers ys, Isate Turerox, and
Tae Sr. Gisrien Morvan Buipimxe So-
c1erY, and Plaintiff contesting.—The plain-
tifl contests several items, one of which is
for several years wages. The Building
Society had not registered its hypothec
until after the seizure, and the pretension
of the plaintiff'is that she should have been
collocated betore the seizure, Contesta
tion dismissed.

Lours O. Tuaver vs. D. A, Axsewy, and
SamverL Moss et al, Opposants, and Plain-
tiff contesting.—The point at issue in this
case is of very great importance. The
plaintiff seized under judgment a proper-
ty which the opposants claim as belonging
to them, that is, to the firm of Moss & Co.
The facts are these: Moss & Co. became
proprietors, in 1873, of one half of
a piece of land by deed of sale from defen-
dant; in 1874, they acquired the other half
also by deed of sale from the defendant,
Ansell. Before the deed of sale was con-
sented to, search was made in the Regis-
trar’s office to ascertain if there was any
incumbrance against this property and
nothing could be found against it. Some-
time afterwards the property was seized,
and the opposants, for the first time, be-
came aware of this claim and of the fact
that the plaintiff had obtained judgment,
Jjust two days before the deed of sale. The
Elnintiﬂ', in_his contestation, admits the

rst deed, but disputes the second, and
claims the right to sell the property at-
tached. The defendant Ansclf claims that
the plaintiff' had no rights against the pro-
perty,and that this acion therefore can have
no eflect against Moss & Co., the opposants.
No renewsl of registration took pluce and
the books of the Registry Office, therefore,
would not show that the claim existed.
Article 2,074 of the Civil Code says : the
alienation of an immovable by the holder,
against whom the hypothecary action is
brought, 18 of no eflect against the credi-
tor bringing such action, unless the pur-
chager deposits the amount of the debt.
The law is express in the Code. The
statute of 1859, 22 Vict., ch. 51, amending
the article, says that every sale and aliena-
tion whatsoever, after proceedings have
been commenced for tBe recovery of a
debt, is null and void against such party
who has commenced proceedings, and he
may proceed to sell, provided that the pro-
prietor may prevent such sale by deposit-
ing the amount of the debt, with interest
and costs. There is nothing in this
that annuls the sale, it merely says that
such sale does not affect the éreditor—
the creditor whose hypothec is duly re-
gistered. The purchaser has a title that
he can defend by putting the money in
Court. We find in Article 2,173 that, ¢ if
such renewal be not effected, the real rights
preserved by the first registration have no
effect against other creditors and subse-
quent purchasers whose claims have been
regularl{‘ registered.” Article 2,172 re-
quires the renewal of registration, and
Article 2,173 declares that if such renewal
is not effected the real rights preserved by
the first registration have no effect against
other creditors and subsequent purchasers.
Article 2,074 says the purchaser cannot
defend his title against the mortgage
creditor, except by putting the money
in Court. Are we to have two

systems of preserving such rights, or|%

can a hypothecary creditor wait for years,
and then register? If he can do this,
what becomes of our registration system P
Is a man to advance money upon a pro-

erty which is declared free of incum~

rances, and then find that a rear right
exists P But, if the right has been lost,
then it does not exist, If the plaintiff had
no hypothecary rights against opposants,
his action could have no effect against
them. The right must be subordinated to
Article 2,172, The opposition is therefore
dismised as respects one half of the pro-
perty ; and as regards the other half the
oppesition is maintained, and the contesta-
tion dismissed with costs.

Mackay, J.

Ep. Favreux, Iunsolvent, and Jonx
Fisuer, Petitioner; and BravsorLem, As-
signee, and BravsoLrin, Respondent.—
This is a case upon which His Honor was
prepared to give judgment on the last occa-
sion of sitting here, but which he had been
asked to keep back until he had looked u
the case of I-:Feuderson vs. Trembly, whic
it was said decided this point. This case
of Henderson vs. Tremblay arose in 1874
and was judged under the old law, and did
not come under the insolvent law. The
unpaid vendor formerly could revendicate
his goods, if they remained undistributed.
The case of Henderson ws. Tremblay
originated in 1874 ; our present bankzupey
law took effect in September 1875, so the
case did not come under the insolvenc
law. The case of Hachette had been cited,
but in that case the bankrupt never came
into possession of the goods at all ; they
were placed in a Customs Warehouse and
were held for non-payment of duties, and
Goodorham took back his whiskey from
the warehouse. Though the liquor had
been sold to Hatehette, it had never
been taken out of the warehouse. The
case of Fauteux was very different. Four
days after he bought the cloth from Fisher,
this writ of attachment was issued against
him. Fauteux wiching to have justice
done to Fisher, said that he ought never
to have taken this cloth from Fisher secing
that he wasinsolvent at the tinie; he de-
clares that he felt in his conscience that he
should never have taken possession of these
goods at all. Now, the qnestion is, what
are the rights of the unpaid vendor, under
the law as it now stands in Canada? His

Honour held that the TInsolvency
Law had settled that wmatter by,
its clanse 82, In the dividend

sheet due regard must be had to the claims
of every creditor. In the Province
of Quebec the rights of the unpaid
vendor to revendicate cease with the insol-
vency. Now, it 18 extraordinary that, un-
der the Act of 1869, this right existed
while & clause to the contrary was inserted
in the Act of 1875. The clause of 1869
was disturbed. It seemed to His Honour
that the position of the petitioner was weak.
There has been no such case as thisof
Fisher’s. There has been a number of
cases in which the contrary has been held.
In England, before the principle was well
gettled, it was supposed that the unpaid
vendor might rescind a sale in case of
bankruptcy after delivery of tne goeds;
but the contrary principle is now well es-
tablished in that country, and it is also the
law in Canada. As the insolvent in this
case got possession of the goods, and as
they were not returned before the writ of
attachment was issued against him, the
petition of the vendor must be rejected with

Hon. Mr. BOWELL moved that the
House approve of the contract for printing
the debates of Parliament, which had
been laid on the table of the House. He
gaid the documents had a few days pre-
vionsly been laid on the table of the
House. Last Session, a sum of §15,000
had been placed in the estimates for this
service, and the amount was ratified by
the House, looking upon the principle that
we should have an eflicient report of the
debates as having been established, and
believieg it to be the expressed will of
Pariinmens that the Hansard should be
carried on, the Government had entered
into contract for the service, subject, of
coursa, to the will of the House. He read
the returns of the tenders already pub-
lished, and claimed that the tender of M.
Richardson was the lowest for the whole
work by $1,573. By taking the separate
tenders, it was true & small saving might
have heen effected, but he would appeal to
the experience of the hon. member of
Middlesex to prove that it was much bate
ter that there should be but one person to
be contractor for the whole work. To
avoid difficulties, it had been thought best
to give the contract to Mr, Rickardson,
exacting proper sceurity for the due per—
formance of the work.

My, ROSS (Middlesex) thought it was
due to the House that it should have been
consulted before this contract was entered
ints. It was a question of the domestic
economy of the House with which Parlia-
ment only was cempetent to detail. He
reminded the House that, though an
item had been placed in the estimates of
last year, the House had absolutely re-
fased to expend a dollar in the reporting
of debates for this year. He regarded the
action of the Government as an encroach-
ment upoa the rights of the House and
looked upon the reporters upon the fioor of
the House as strangers. He maintained
that, by not sccepting the lowest tenders,
the Government had sacrificed some $1,400.
Ho did not objest to Mr. Richardson as
being incompetent, but he saw no satis-
factory reason for not having accepted the
lower tender of Mr. Bradley. He had
some doubt of the expediency of reporting
the debates at all, having seen reason to
change bis views since the subject first
came under his consideration,

Hon, Mr. HOLTON claimed that the
vote of the House of last session declared
the expediency of discontinuing the official
reporting of the debatee. The item in
the estimates had been passed, but the
House had subsequently, by a majority of
18, rejected the report authorizing the
continuance of the reports, leaving it op-
tional with the new House to deal with
the matter if they chose, He thought the
question ehould bave bsen left fer the
present House to deal with before any con-
tract was entered into for the reperting of
the debater.

Sir JOHN MACDONALD said there was
no doabt whatever that the matter was
fully under the control of the House, and
if the members thought fitto disapprove
of the reporting of the debates all they
had todo was to say so. For his part be
believed that it was not only in the
interests of the country but in the interests
of the Gevernment and of the Opposition
that provision should be mude for an
official record of the debntes, and that, in
view of the experience of the paer, such
reports should not be left to partisannews-
papers. He believed that though tae
Huansard was published by private enter-
prise in England, yet, ina short time,
steps would be taken there to have them
prioted at the public expense. He con-
tended that the contract befors the Honse
was merely a personal contraet. It was
not & contract at all until it received the
sanction of the House, owing to the diffi-
culty of organising a stafl and of making
necessary arrangements for the reporting
of the debates from the first day of the
meeting of Parlinment. It had been
deemed advieable to mike the necessary
arrangements in advance, otherwise half
the session would have been consumed
before any reports would have been avail-
able,

Hon. Mr. MACKENZIE said the hon.
gentleman had not atall answered the point
raised by the hon. member for Chatean-
gusy. The matter should have been left
entirely for the House to deal with, and no
action been taken until a vote of Parliment
had been taken. The action of the House
last eession should have been regarded as
binding till this Touse had pronounced

pon it.

“Sir JOHN MACDONALD thought tha
vote of a emall number—some 85 members
—of a moribund Parliament oould not he
held to bind this House.

Hon. Mr, HOLTON admitted that the
vote of the last House did not bind this
House, but it should have bound the Gov-
ernment until this House had the oppor-
tunity of taking the initiative., Asa mazt-
ter of fact, the Government had assumed;
while a mere executive, and before they
were actually members of the House, to
enter into contract on behalf of the douse.
He bhad, no doub$, a msjority of the House
would sanetion the contract, but he thought
the Government, at the time it took acrion,
was not even in a pasition to enter into
even a conditional contact properly.

Hon. Mr, MILLS suid the hon. gentle-
man cpposite seemed to have changed
their opinion of the amount of respect due
to a moribund Parlinment since the date
of Confederation. He complained that the
giving of the reportstocertain newepapers
was calcalated to give them positively
& partizan character. He thought such
reports should be furnished indiscrimi-
nately to all news apers or not at all. He
considered that employees of the House
had no right to sell the fruit of their
labours to the newspapers.

Hon. Mr. ANGLIN thought the mattter
ought to have been immediately taken up
on the opening of Parliament ; yet, though
a contract had apparently been entered
into which required the sanction of Parlia-
ment, a fortnight kad been allowed to
elapse without the matter baving hbeen
brought before the motice of the House.
Ho thought the course of the Government
exhibited a want of proper respect for Par-
liament which had been kept in default of
information, while the hon. Minister of
Customs had been absent, attending to
other dutivs, apparently of more eonse~
quence to the Government than the busi-
ness of Parliament.

Hon, Dr. TUPPER claimed that there
had been no want of respect shown either
to the presemt or late Parliament. He
claimed that the late Parlisment,'by mak-
ing provision for reporting the debates, had
fully committed the Government to the
earrying on of the arrangement., No act
of the late Government had besn more ful-
ly spproved in Parliament or in the coun-
try than the institution of the Hansard.
The persen to whom the contract had been
given was the same gentleman who haa
been placed in ctarge of the work by the
late Government.

Hon. Mr. HUNTINGTON said he was
one of those who changed his opinion with
regard to the desirability of having an
official report of the debates. He had
come to the conglusion that the publica-
tien of the speeches might well te dis-
pensed with. He thought they were of
very little consequence, either to the
House or the country. They might be of
some value as & record in future years, but
he did nct believe that every member who
chose had the right to make three or four
hours’ epeeches for the sake of baviog
them reported in the Hansard, nor did he
think posterity would feel compelled to
read them. He was of opinion that the
Hansard had proved itself to be a nuisance,
imposing upon the paticnce of the Honse
lengthy, tedious, and expensive speeches,
to which the House was compelled to
laboriously listen while the public busi-
ness was unnecesssrily delayed. Nobody
pretended that the Hansard question was,
on its merits, a party effair, but it should
kave been brought down to chousxdered
and decided upon by a Committee before
any contract wae entered into. It was
nonsense to think that the question could
now be corsidered on its merits, as the

Gevernment had, by their action, in which,

4 STIRANGE CRIMINAL'S END,

LoxpoN, Feb. 26.—Charlea Peace, burg-
lar and murderer, recently convicted of the
wurder of Dyson, a civil engineer, on Nov.
29, 1876, was hanged at Leeds yesterday.
Peace was as romantic a character as has
ever been embalmed in the police annals.
He had natural gifts of immense advantage
in his profession, and to thete he added
numerous accomplishments which he could
employ to divert attention from hia true
work. Born in Sheffield, Peace grew up a
workingman, but he abandoned the shop
to become first a fiddler in the mwusie halls
and then a thief. He went through an
apprenticaship and was several times im-
g:'isoned after his marriage. Settling with

iz wife and children in another town he
put bis children to Sunday school, fiddhng
religious tunes, blew hymns on the bar.
monica, carved wooden figures of saints
and angels, and discussed thaology with
the clergyman. But in the evening he
would drive out, and the next morning the
country gide would be startled with the re-
port of a house broken open.

The man was a natural actor, and could
agsume all sorts of disguises at a moment’s
notice. He had the power of altering the
shape of his body und his facial expression,
and he oovld at will thrugt out his lower
jaw and force the blood into hisface 2o that
he resembled a mulatto. At times he wasa
round shounldered, sickly-looking man, with
flaccid muscles, and at other times was
straight and alert, fleet as a deer, his arms,
body, and legs as elastic and hard as steel.

Awmong other gifts Peace included that
of influencing women. He had at one time
balf a dozen devoted to his interests, and
dumb in regard to his unlawful operations,
and this notwithstanding that he was
wholly unattractive in figure or face, nnd
surly in temper. It was through his de-
votion to the sex that the murder of Dyson
came about.

Dyson had married an American woman,
attractive, and living with her husband at
Darnall, in 1876, Peace, who was there
carrying on his burglarious business in the
religicus manner mentined. Neither she
nor her hueband were partial to him, but
she was influenced sufficiently to allow ber-
golf to be in his society, attended fairs with
him, and once the two were taken togather
in a photograph, where the burglar ap—
pears in a suit of almest clerical cut, lean-
ing familiary upon the back of his com-
panion’s chair,

At last Dyson forbade him his house.
Peace, thereupon, nithough he did mnot
enter the house again, loitered about at all
sorts of times in wait to intercept the
weman. Once he caught her, and threaten.
ed to shoot her and her husband. A com-
plaint was lodged, but he wae not to be
tound. Shortly afterward, fesring further
annoyance, Dyson and his wife removed to
Bannercroes, but on the day they entered
their new house Mrs. Dyson met Pence ead
be again threatened her, saying that he
would apnoy herseif snd her husband
wherever they went. Aund for a month
after Mrs. Dyson saw Peace occasionally,
who threatened whenever he met her.

On the 29th of October Mrs. Dyson, in
the evening, went into the back yard. She
carried a lanterm,and was about tore enter
whenshe was startled by Peaoe who, from
the darkness, cried * Stop, or I fire.”
Sereaming, she dropped the lantern, and
darted through the door of s littla out
house. Dyson, heard the screnms of his
wife, and came running out, Hearing him,
the woman venture:lh to lolgkt%nt, wl:en'nl;e
saw Peace walking throug e gate into
the street, and hes husband following. She
started to go after, when Peace wheeled
about and fired twice. The first shot ludg-
ed in an adjacent wzll, but the second
struck Dyson full in the forehead, and he
fell dead, Peace hesitated, as if about to
fire again, but voices were heard, and the
burglar leaped the wall and disappeared.

A roward of £100 was offered for his
arrest, but without result.

Two years later the police were made
alert by a series of burglaries at Black-

heath, and Bnally the was made of
the man who committed them. The officer
the thief at his work and atteok-
ed him. The thief discharged five
shots at the officer before the latter could
grapple with bim, and followed these by &
sivage stab but theofficer, although severes
ly wounded, beld on and the man was oag-
tured. Ward was the name he gave. He
was 5 feet 4 inches in height, slight but
wix, with hair cropped and s face stained
with tobacco juice. The police did not
know him then, but afterward information
came in this way:
After Peace ecaled the wali of Dyson’s
garden, he made his way to Hull. The
Eoliee heard of him, through his wife ia
ull and through his brother in Sheilield,
but could not find him. He was, however,
in Hull for two months after the wurder.
There he removed to Nottinghaw. He
met there a woman named Thompson,
whom he made hiy mistress. With her he
lived by her name. He laft Nottingbam
after a large lace robbery, and, taking Mrs.
Thompson, settled in Hull, where he lived
for two months. Robbery followed robbery,
but Mra. Thompson knew not ttat her
paramonr was concerned in them, London
came next, and suburb after suburb was
“done,” and all the while Mrs, Thompson
did not kuow either the occupation or name
of her eompanion.,
But one day she looked over his effects
and came across a card bearing the name
* Peace,” made notorious by the murder,
ana when Peace came home she told him
of her suspicions. He acknowledged him~
self, and from that time watched her like
alynx, and she never dared to inform.
But when she heard of the capture of a
burglar, she went to see who the burglar
was, and told the police that it was Peace
whom they had in durance.
On the 17th of last month, Peace was
placed before the bar charged with the
murder of Dyson. Mrs. Dyson, meantime,
had been brought over from Clsveland, and
appeared as & witness at Sheffield. On
Jan, 22, Peace was transferred from prizon
to the morning express train thither. He
pretended to be ill, and the two wardens
removed the irons from his lege. Ho was
allowed to get ont at station after station.
Once he kept the train waiting, and when
upbraided for slowness he replied, “T don’t
want to go on.” After that the wardens
wouldn’t let Peace go out again, but, allow-
ed bim to continue without ircne.

Within .thirteen miles of Shefield the
train ran through a lonely wooded section,
covered thick with enow. All about were
oumberlees stone pits, and in these or
among the woods a fugitive would have
good opportunity of losing himself. Paace
had considered this, for all at once, start-
ing to his feet, with a single bound he
sprang through the window in the side of
the compartment which he had asked to
bave lowered, The window was scarcely
more than a foot square, but the man went
with the quickness and accuracy of a pistol
shot, heng first, while the train was going
at the rate of fifty miles. Oane of the war—~
ders, as the body of the burglar flashed by,
made a grab after him., The hand of the
:u-der fell on Peace’s boot, and he held

ast.

The other warder attempted to give the
signal to stop, but could not effect his ob-
jeet, Fortunately, some passengers in the
next compartment were succeasful in giv—-
ing the signal to the driver, who straight.
away slackened up. Meantime Peace had
struck the warder who held him repeatedly
with the heavy irone in which the wrists
were confined. But the warder, though
bleeding, did not relinguish his grusp.
Peace fell back, and working the foot that
that was held, succeeded in drawing it from
the boot, and fell as the train rolled on,
and only the boot was left in the hands of
the distracted warder.

The train ran a mila after the signal.
Hends were out of every window, and all
saw the burglar. As eoon as the nain
stopped men ran back along the track.
Peace was lying unconscious. His head
was cut and bleeding. Had he mads his
leap eclear, he would have landed in the
snow unharmed.

Peace’s final trial was at Leeds. Before
he left Sheffield he was visited by a num-
ber of persons, among others, Robinson,
the officer who had captured him. He was
chatty and cheerful. A large crowd was at
the station waiting to see him off. Asthe
train started & man cried : ** He's a plucky
fellow; give him three cheers.” * Give
him a rope,” retorted anothar, and that
sentiment was applauded. It was no dif-
ficult matter to convict the prisoner. His
exacution followed closeupon the sentence.
He died in the odour of sanctity, forgiving
all his epemies. Some days before his
execution he confessed that he was the
murderer of a Manchester policeman at
Whalleyrauge, in 1876, for which erime a
man named Habron was sentenced to death,
The sentence, however, was comwmuted,
and he is now undergoing imprizonment
for life. Penace said he was surprised by
the officers while attempting a burglary,
and fired in self-defence. He was in court
when Habron was sentenced to death.

The Manchester newspapers find dis-
crepancies between the statements of Peace
and the circumstancea of the Whalley-
range murder. Itis believed that Peace
sought to prolong bis life, pending an in.
vestigation of his statement. But Peace
persisted to the last moment. The Home
Office kas begun an inguiry inte the case
of Habron.
