ed of the historical fact that Seigniors were lim-
ited, if not by express enactment, certainly by
the constant surveillance and arbitrary power
of the Crown, as to the rates of rente they
could demand ; but admitting this in the fullest
extent, it would be, we think, easy to show,
that by no sound theory of equity, can any cen-

| sitaire be proved to have more than a shadowy

claim to be released from his bargain  at
other people’s expense. However, we have
no disposition to fine draw an argument,
of this kind ; but we shall always protest against
the idea that men who have purchased lands, ful-
ly aware of the reate with which they are charged ;
paying less money on account of that rent than
they would otherwise have paid ; are now to be
relieved of the rent by the public—in other words
to have part of their purchase money restored to
them by the Government, out of the taxes of the
landless, and of those who hold their land by a
different tenure. With regard to first concession-
aires, we are not disposed to make fine distine-
tions, though we believe, that strictly speaking
they have no right to reduction. But with re-
gard to purchasers measuring the price according
to the value of the land, and the burdens upon
it, what possible concern can they have in the
limit, real or supposed, of the legal rent? If the
rent were less, their purchase money woald have
been more, a8 it is more, their purchase money
wag less. We wish to put this matter in the
clearest light, and shall therefore illustrate it in
a manner that will admit of no cavil. Jean and
Pierre are two farmers, who buy each a farm of
one hundred acres, which would be of precisely
the same value if they were both situated within
townships, instead of within Seigniories. This
value would be exactly £500 ; but Jean's purchase
is an ancient concession, and the rent is accord-
ingly but, say, one penny per arpent. Pierre’s
on the contrary is a newly conced}@i property,
and the rent is eight pence per arpent. Jean's
annual rent being 8s 4d, represents a capital of

Seigniorial Tenure ; the proposition this time com=
ing from the Permanent Committee appointed by
the Convention of Delegates for the District of
Montreal. It may not be without utility to add
to that publication some account of the chief
differences between this project and that of Mr.
Attorney General Drummond, brought before
Parliament last session. The greatest divergence
in principle between the two measures is in the
dispogition of the water-powers and the wild
lands still unconceded in Seigniories, Mr. Drum-
mond committed an illogical blunder, as it al-
-yays appears to ug, in declaring the water-
powers the property of the censitaire before
whose land they may be found; it being quite
evident that either the State had conferred them
on the Seignior; or still held them itself; or,in
the event of a certain theory, that these proper-
ties balonged to the Seignior as high justicier
only, being adopted as true, had given them
conditionally to the Seigniors, and assumed them
when the possibility of the conditions being ful-
filled ceased for ever. That they could belong
10 the censilaire, who never contemplated their
acquisition, and who paid no more for this valua-
ble property than his neighbours for lands with-
out it, seemed to us out of the question. The
project now to be considered, is free at least from
this absurdity of picking out a single man from
geveral hundreds, and’ bestowing upon him, as
amere appendage to his property,something many
times the value of the property which alone he
intended to acquire. It may notu have hit upon
the strictly equitable, or, we should rather say,
legal disposition, since in this cage equity isnot 1o
be separated from the rules which men have undex
stood, and to which they have trusted in acquir-
ing their property ; but it at least distributes the
property between the parties whoalone can have
any claim, that is to say, between the Seignior
and the public, If the water-powers have been
rendered available for industrial purposes, the
Seignior is to keep them. If not, they are to be
sold for the advantage of tLe redemption fund.
The riparian proprietor, however, should have a
pre-emption claim. With regard to the uncon-
ceded lands, we think the proposition now pub-
lished is also a great improvement on Mr. Drum-
mond’s bill. The Attorney General would have
left these in the hands of the Seigniors, and
forced the concession of them by the latter to
Tom, Dick or Harry, who mightfirst ask for them
. at four sous per arpent of rent, subject also to the
lods et rentes " or mutation fines, and this with-
out any gecurity that the said Tom, Dick or
Harry would fulfil their terms of this very easy

Itis true that this deprives the public hereafter
of the right to obtain lands ata low rate of rent,
which has often been represented as a great ad-
vantage ; but upon consideration it may well be
doubted whether there is any very good reason
why the Crown should demand the full value for
wild lands in one section of the country, while
it compels them to be granted in another for less
than their value, especially as it may turn ont, in
case the public assumes the partof indemnifying
the Seigniors for what they lose by the arbitrary
limitation of the rate of rent, that the colonizer
of the township, who buys his land at full price,
must be taxed to relieve the censifaire, who takes
hig farm on easier terms. Whatever may have
been the original intention of the obligation on
the Se_‘;§nior to concede, that obligation can now
only re. o\ye itgelf into an interest enjoyed by
the whole. public in land which the Seignior
holds, in wi:»qt, for want of a better name, we will
call trust. But it is obvious that only a very
small part of the public, and a part marked out
by mere accident of locality and ocenpation,
can enjoy this interest by forcing the Seignior to
concede at rates lower than the real value. In-
deed, it isalmost certain that such a scheme
with whatever cauntion it was gunarded, woul
give rise to large land speculations on the part of
individuals, either with the concurrence of the
Seigniors, and for their profit, or without their
congent. The sale of the lands, and the division of
their price between the public and the Seignior,
gets rid of the tenure so far as these new lands
are concerned, and at once gettles the rights of
both claimants ; but so, that, instead of a portion
of the public, the whole public enjoys its share.—
It may be that the division is notin equitable
shares ; but the principle is better than that of
the law suit breeding arrangements, proposed
last session, and the proportions of the partition
we take to be matter of detail, capable of future
adjustment. The great merit of this part of the
plan ig, that it completely cuts up the tenure root
and branch for the future. Mr. Drummond also
proposed to give the Seigniors compensation for
the banality; this plan proposes to give no such
compensation, and ag the water powers are to be
left to the Seignior, we think rightly so. During
the discussion last fall, we more than once point-
ed out this as the best arrangement of the two
subjects together—the allowing of the Seigniors
to retain the water, and the abolition, without
compensation, of the banality. Infact, while it
ig desirable on general principles to get rid of
the banality, as the censitaire, after the abolition
of the monopoly, would still liave to get his corn
ground, and to pay for it, as at present, to saddle
him with the indemnity to the Seignior for the
logs of the grinding monopoly, would be equiva-
lent to making him pay twice for grinding. On
the other hand, in praciice, the Seigniors rarely
enforce their banal rights in any other way than
by preventing the construction of mills in posi-
tions to compete swith their own ; so that, giving
them the retention of the water powers, you give
them the practical enjoyment of the advantages
they now possess, until they choose to dispose of
them, ¥
Coming now to the question of cens ef rentes,
we are sorry to find the same stumbling block in
this which has marked all attempts for the change
of the tenure—the determination to see a certain
fixed rent as a part of the law, and to make it a
part of the law if it is not so at present. Here
the present project is thoroughly illogical; for
in one of its clauses it proposes that a suit shall
be instituted to ascertain whether rates of rente
in excess of four sous per arpent are legal or not,
and one would suppose that if the result of that
puit were to declare them legal, that would end
the matter. Not at all. Whatever the result of
the suit they are to be reduced to four sous, the
only difference is that in case the decision i3 fa-
vorable to the Seignior, somebody else, than the
censitaires—that is to say the public at large is to
pay the censitaire’s debt. Why should this be so.
‘Why should a censifaire not pay the full value of
his land, as well as a settler in a township un-
less really the law gives him the right to get it
at less than the real value? If the alleged ex-
cessive rates are legal, where is the wrong to be
redressed at the expense of people, who must
have sufferred a somewhat worse wrong, if it be
a wrong to pay the market value of land, instead
of something much below the market value?
‘We never could see much justice in the outery
for the reduction of the rentes. We are convinc-

about £7 108, he thererefore, instead of paying
£500 down, pays £492 10s. Pierre’s rent is £3
6s 8d, which represents ‘a capital of about £556
108, he, therefore, pays instead of £492 10s, like
his neighbor, only pays £444 163, How isione
of these men worse off than the other? Yet it
ig proposed to tax Jean, who has paid justas
much for his land as Pierre, in order, without
rhyme or reason, to reduce Pierre's rent by £2
103 per annum ; in other words, to make him a
present of about £42, for which he has done no-
thing, and suffered nothing. Why should not al
our cilizens, liviug in houses built on land purchas)
ed @ constitut in the suburbs of Montreal and Que-
bece,come beforeParliament and ask for relief'in the
same way? This desire to reduce the fixed rentes,
without any regard to law or equity, we have al-
ways protested against, aud shall continue to do
s0 whenever the subject comes up. The commu-
tation of the lods et venltes is substantially the
same a8 in Mr. Drummond’s plan, with different
means of valuation. With regard to some other
features of the plan, they appear favorably,
though we are unable to notice them all in de-
tail. The great advance of all that i3 made,
though we have mentioned it for convenience
last, is the adoption of the principle of ‘compul-
sory and immediate commutation, but with
payments of the commutation price distributed
over several years. The issuing of debenturesat
once, on the credit of this fund, for the payment
of the Seigniors; the committal of the question
of the right to demard rents to the Courts, as
regards the interest of the Seignior, instead of
attempting to cut the knot by act of Parliament,
are also good ; but the collection of the commu-
tation money by the Government would create a
terribie power of corruption, and ought to be
otherwise contrived. Only think of whole coun-
ties, in which each voter would owe a few shil-
lings or a feéw pounds per annum, which could
be remitted or enforced at the pleasure of the
agent of the Government |

In conclusion, it is pleasing to see that the
public opinion on this subject is rapidly becom-
iug more mature and enlightened. If the ques-
tion of the rentes were once thoroughly under-
stood, as a simple arithmetical problem, thero
would be little to stand in the way of a satisfac-
tory adjustment. The true obstacle is the belief
that some circumstances give the right to a large
portion of the community to have their debts
paid by the rest. We are far from thinking this
opinion is a fraudulent one; bat, while it i3 en-
tertained in perfect good fiith, it is no less an
obstacle to the remodelling of the tenure.

Duzx..or man. Granp Jury.—In reply to Sir
HEdward Coke, Judge Black gtone, Ohief Justice
Campbell, and our very hunable selves, the Pilot,
on Tuesday last, publishes J udge Perrin’s charge
to the Grand Jury, 85 the . Qfish fhe riotess, at
what is called the six-mil 2-bridge affair, at the
last Olare election, were indicted. We believe
it was very generally held, both in England and
Ireland, that Judge Perrin imisdirected the Grand
Jury, as to the extent of their powers, on the oc-~
casion referred to, inasmuc h as he made them the
judges of, whether the hornicide committed was
justifiable, excusable, or palliated by circumstan-
ces, in direct opposition to a fundamental prin-
ciple of the English law, which holds every ho-
micide to have been committed “ of malice
aforethought,” until a Judge and Petty Jury have
decided that it was not so, At all events, our
quotations from Blackstone and Chief Justice
Oampbell’s late charge, in the case of the Las-
cars, must satisfy ourreaders that Judge Perrin’s
law i3 not Blackstoune's law, nor Chief Justice
Campbell’s law. The Grand Jury, we need
gcarcely repeat, is, strictly, a secret tribanal,
from which the public is rigidly excluded ; and it
is contrary to every principle of either law or
justice that any man should be fried, and
either condernned or acquitted, before such a
court. Judge Perrin’s charge ought fo have bicen
to the Petty Jury.

MoxtrEAL. A8 A Seaporr.—The prospeets of
our city as & seaport are now more brilliant than
they have been at any previous period. Last
year,no Atlantic steamer had everreached us.—
This year, we have had four visits from vessels of
this class-—a matter of sufficient significance in
itgelf'; but of much more, when it is considered
that the experiment of 1853 is to be followed in
1854 by the establishment of three different steam
companies, with several vessels of from 1-
500 to 2,500 tons burden each, guaranteed to
make the voyage to Quebec in ten days from the
British port. Messrs, McKean, McLarty & Oo.
have four steamers building, in addition to the
“ Oleopatra ”, making five in all; Messrs, Edmon-
stone, Allan & Co. are the managers, and chiel
partners, we believe, in an association, which-has
now two vessels on the stocks, which the build-
ers are bound to deliver by the 1st June; and
the company of which Mr. Shaw is the manager,
are also building two similar vessels. We shall
thus have a sufficient steam fleet for a* weekly
line throughout next summer and fall. In the
winter, Messrs. McKean, McLarty & Co’s. vessels
will go to Portland; the winter destination of
the others is, we believe, not determined. These
vessels will all be of the very best construction,
after the most approved models of serew propel-
lers, and, judging from the experieace of the Cu-
nard screw propellers Alps and Andes, there is
every reason to believe that they will make time
little, if at all inferior to the paddle steamers,
whether Cunard or Collins. We are, at all events,
under the impression, that they will accomplish
the voyage to Quebec as speedily as the present
steamers do to New York.

Tae CoMMERCE OF THE CouNTRY AND THE BOARD
oF Wonrks.—We hear from Quebec that the
* Doris” has already arrived at that port with
the buoys which indicate the proper channel for
vessels below Quebec. Sixty vessels have yet to
go to sea; but such is the unbusinesslike haste
of the Board of Works, that all the seamarks are
already removed. Surely, a steamer might be
employed speedy enough to go down as late as
the last ship, and return in safety with the buoys.
It is only another proof that Government is al-
ways feeble compared with individual enter-
prize.

The enlargement of the New York Battery is
fast progressing. When completed it will con-
tain an area of twenty-four acres, double its pre-
sent dimensions. The Journsl of Commerce,
says, the labors of the Uontractors are at present
directed almost exclusively to dumping of coal
ashes, and street rubbish, on the acquired space,
in doing which, from 400 to 500 men are employ-
ed, together with a vast number of carts, &e¢. A
project is now before the Common Council for
widening Battery Place from Broadway to West
street.

Firewoop—GraND TRUNE RAmway.—We haye
much pleasure in directing attention to Mr.
Bidder’s advertisement of the rates at which the
Grand Trunk Line now offers to convey fire-
wood to Longueuil, from Sherbrooke and inter-
mediate points. It will be seen that they afford
a handsome margin of profit upon the present
high price of fuel in our Wood Yards—say, from
six to seven dollars a cord, according to quality.

Tare Hox. anp “Nororious” Marcomst CAnE-
roN.—The readers of the Herald well know our
opinion of this most successful of stump-orators,
most ignorant of political chmlatans, and most
unserupulous of demagogues. His position as &
public man, is, indeed, a lamentable evidence of
the want of intelligence in Upper Canada,scarce-
1y equalled by that of the illustrious Monsienr
Marchildon among ourselves; but this would be
no excuse for our refusing him justice, when his
private character is falsely and slanderously as-
gailed. We have pleazure, therefore, in publish-
ing the following letter :—

To the Editor of the Quebec Morning Chronicle.

Sir,—Observing in your paper of the 10th inst.,

copy of an article from the Hamilton Spectator

charging me with speculations in the public pro-

perty, I have to say that my wont is not to notice

any calumny of a general nature, but to trust to

a character so perfectly notorious as mine is to

defend itself ; I have, however, often asserted

that if charged with any specific act, I would

deny or explain it.

Now the charge in this instance is specific, and

is as follows :—

“ We learn on the authority referred to, that
theé recent jeurney of the Hon. Malcolm Cameron,

Her Majesty's Postmaster General in Canada, to
the Western section of the Province, was not con-
nected with the discharge of the onerous duties of
his office, as might haye been supposed. On the
contrary, the Honorable gentleman’s commission
led him to the office of the Crown Lands Agent;
for the County of Hssex,in which was situate a
large and valuable tract of Clergy Reservelands.

These lands bad been valued a number of years
ago, and had since, owing to the general im-
provement of the country, more than doubled in
value the amount then set npon them. Mr. Ca-
meron having formerly qualified himself for the
office of Commissioner of Crown Lands, for which
be ‘go hopelessly sighed, and having still as a
Minister access to the Records of that office, had
become aware of this fact. Availing himself of
this knowledge (such is the only inference to be
drawn, if the facts be correctly stated,) he offered
to purchase af the valuation so made the entire
tract, or tracts of Reserves in the County. The
agents,however, having doubted whether a recent
Act of the Legislature, passed to prevent ‘Specu-
lators from faking up tracts of Crown Lands to
the injury of the Province, and which limited the
number of acres which one person counld purchase,
did not apply to the case of Clergy Reserves, re-
fused to make so large a sale without instructions
from the seat of Government. Meantime, so the
report goes, Mr. Cameron’s name was set down
for every Clergy lot in the County, and persons
wishing to purchase were refused. The Agentat
length received a letter instructing him that the
Act passed to prevent speculations in Orown
Landg did nov apply to the Reserves, and the
whole of them were bargained to Mr. Cameron,
by paying only one-tenth of the purchase mouey
down, leaving the balance to be paid in ten an-
nual instalments I”

In answer to which I now declare, that when in
Upper Canada last, I proceeded no further west
than Hamilton, that I never was in the office of
the present Crown Land agent in Essex, that I
neversought to buy any land, nor even sought to
have my nwme put down for any in that or any
other County since | have been a member of the
Government, and I now further take tLis occa-
sion to state, relative to this and many other land
and timber slanders, that at no period during my
membership of the Government have I ever
bought one foot, portion or parcel of public land,
cither directly or indirectly ; nor moreover have
[ obtained by gift or agreement and interest, di-
recty or indirect, in any public property, nor have
1 ever sought for or petitioned for any ; again,
that I have never sought for & limit to cut timber
on the lands of the Crown at any time since I
have beenin Parliament, now seventeen years,
preferring always to deal with individuals, that I
might have it my power at any time to make this
present statement; and I am thus ready at all
times to answer a specitic charge against any
actof life, private or public, “and to show my
hands clean.”

Orrawa Rarmways.—An article in the Montreal
Herald of the 17th instant endeavors to show
that the projected Montreal and Bytown Railway
route is the shortest and best for the people of
Bytown to reach the United States markets. The
distance from Bytown to Prescott by Railway is
called 56 miles, and the St. Lawrence ferry to the
Qgdensburgh depot 3 miles,—while the actual
length of rail is 5314 miles, and of ferry less than
one mile. The distance via the Montreal route is
proportionally shortened from the truth,—and so
a convenient conclusion is arrived at. The peo-
ple of Bytown have certainly received anything
but assistance from Montreal in building their
Railway, and for the interest now taken in it we
have reason to feel grateful.  But the people of
Bytown and the Ottawa country generally are
not ignorant of the geography of the country,
and have shown good evidence that they have a
well established opinion as to which is their best
route to the Southern markets. A railway from
Montreal to Bytown we hope to see, but such a
road is not of sufficient importance to Bytown or
the Ottawa Country to cause them to take any
stock in it, or burden themselves with any obli-
gations to hasten its construction. Such & road
is emphatically a Montreal road, and had not
Bytown secured the Railway to Prescott, a pro-
posal for & road from Montreal to Bytown would
now be treated in the same manner as it was

Glwntorced upon the public by the enterprise
and spirit of our own people, and has not been
brought about by Montreal influence or favour ;
and at this moment a more fair and friendly
apirit on the part of Montreal to this section of
country, and the railway in which it is most in-
terested, would be more beneficial on all sides,
and greatly more conduce to promote the per-
manent interests of the country.— Oftawa Citizen.

Our worthy contemporary appears to be a little
out of sorts.

CORRESPONDENCE.

To the Editor of the MoNTREAL HERALD.

Siz :—My attention has been directed to a let-
ter addressed to you from Adam Henry Meyers,
Bsq, dated Trenton, 3rd instant, in which this
gentleman brings a series of charges against the
Hustings Chronicle, that are not true, in reference
to the report of the trial of Charles Marsh. Mr.
Meyers states in his letter, that this report has
the “impress of falsehood upon its face.” This
asgertion he makes without attempting to sustain
it with proof, for the very best of reasons, that he
is unable. As one of the publishers of the Hast-
ings Chronicle, I think I have just reason to com-
plain of the course pursued by Mr, Meyers, in
addressing his letter of grievance to you instead
of sending it to the Chronicle, as you will, T
think, agree with me in saying that if Mr. Meyers
felt aggrieved, orinany way dissatisfied at the
report in question, he should have addressed his
letter to the Chronicle. By this course, he would
have had the advantage of defending himself
through the same channel that the so-called fulse
report was circulated, while the publishers of the
Chronicle would have had an opportunity of re-
pelling the charges brought against them in this
letter; but Mr. Meyers, no doubt, being fully
aware, at the time he penned his letter, that it
contained charges both against the publishers of
the Chronicle and one of the counsel for the
prisover, that were false, and being no doubt
anxious to court a little sympathy, he addresses
his letter, where he is scarcely known, as it was
thereby likely to Euss muster as genuine, and by
this means palm himself off on the public as a
martyr to the “ many enemies” which he so feel-
ingly alludes to in his letter. As to the number
of “enemies” Mr, Meyers may have in the county
of Hastings, T am upable to say, as I am not suf-
ficiently acquainted with his position in society
in this respect, and therefore unable to judge;
but if he ranks me as one, I am at a loss to know
why he does so, as I have never exchanged words
with him,

1 would not have troubled you with this letter,
were the publishers of the Chronicle aloue charge-
able with drawing up this report; but they are
not. Mr. Meyers has the assurance to state in
his letter that the report in question was got up
by one of the counsels for Marsh, meaning, I sup-
pose, John O'Hare, Hsq., when such is not the
case. The report was taken by myself, ag seve-
ral persons can testify, and therefore the pub-
lishers of the Hastings Chronicle are alone re-
sponsible for it. I consider it but due to Mr.
O'Hare to make this statement. It is not true
that Mr. O’Hare has any interest or is in any way
connected with the Hastings Chronicle, so that
the charge Mr. Meyers brings against this gen-
tleman, of having an “ulterior purpose” in draw-
ing up this report, fulls to the grouud.

Mr. Meyers takes upon himself to state that
the report in question is * both false and malici-
ous, and intended €o to be.” In reply to this
charge, T have only to say, that it is untrue, for,
to the best of my knowledge, my report was as
correct as could be given in a condensed form;
and I indignantly repel the charge of having wil-
fully given a false report of this trial, knowing it
to be such, and challenge Mr. Meyers to sustain
this charge, or acknowledge that it is untrue, I
am firmly of the opinion that the report in ques-
tion, as to facts, is correct, but I fear that the
truth in this trial is very unpalatable to Mr.
Meyers. If Mr. Meyers will show wherein my
report is not trae, [ will most cheerfully make
the correction, but I shall require further proof
than his own bave assertions, a3 my desire was
and still is that nothing but the truth should go
before the public. Hud this report been got up
as stated by Mr. Meyers, for the purpose of in-
juring him in the estimation of the public, I
would have added the speech of Mr, Eccles, one
of the counsels for Marsh, in which Mr. Meyers
wag made to appear in a very unenviable light
before a crowded Court; and several attempts
were made by the audience to applaud the speech,
but they were very properly checked by the
Judge.

Ing conclusion, I beg to assure Mr. Meyers that
I shall never be deterred by his threats from pre-
senting a true and unyarnished report to the
public of any trial in a court of justice, when
the life of a fellow-being is at stake. It may be,
that Mr. Meyers will drag my partner and my-
self into a court of law to answer for the correct~
ness of this report, but we should like to see the
Jury that would give a verdict in his favor, If
they did, we may bid farewell for the future to
justice being done to nnfortunate men like Marsh
who shall fall into the hands of such a man as
Mr. Meyers; while the boasted liberty of the press
would only prove a delusion.

RAmroAn 10 Lage Svperior.—The subject of
a Railroad to Lake Superior, we see is earnestly
being canvassed. The proposed route to which
we allude is for the extension of the Canada
road [which has already been finished to Lake
Huron.] Thence along the coast to this place.
Thence in a direct line to Marquette, at which
place diverging from a straight line by following
the lake shore for a few miles, from which point

New Course oF FaeicaTiNG TRADE FiRoM THE
Wgest.—The steamer 8. Lawrence, of the Port-
land line, on Saturday, landed at her wharf in
Boston, 300 barrels of flour, the first of a consign-
ment of 25,000 barrels, to a dealer in this city.—
The flour came from Lake Michigan to Montreal,
without breaking bulk—was there rolled into
the freight cars, and taken to Portland, where it
was immediately passed on the deck of the
steamer, and was landed at Central wharf, in
clean an beautiful order. While breadstuffs re-
main at their present high fignre, all will rejoice
at finding new means of transportation from the
Lakes to the seaboard.—Boston Cour.

BosToN Coxcorp AND MoNTREAL RatLway.—We
learn from a passage in the Jowrnal that the
stockholders of this company held a special
meeting at Plymouth, on Thursday last. The
President informed the shareholders that the
road was completed and in excellent condition,
very little construction work remaining to be
done ; that it was fully equipped as to motive
power, and had a large number of cars on hand.
The floating debt was stated to e a little over
$300,000— to meet which the company held ab-
out $315,000 of unsold First Mortage Bonds, and
$66,000 of preferred stock. In view of the ne-
cegsity of funding the floating debt, and the bad
condition of the money market, the directors
proposed that the stockholders should take these
unsold securities themselves. The proposal was
responded to with great unanimity, and the di-
rectors were instructed to offer the same to the
stockholders on such terms as they may think
just, and such assurances were given as to leave
but little doubt of their being taken. If so, we
shall see the result, of nearly 100 miles of rail-
road being completed for less than the estimates,
and without sacrifices, by a band-<of spirited
country stockholders, notwithstanding the un-
propitious state of the times for Railways during
the last seven years. The income for six months
was stated to exceed $110,000, estimated to
leave, after paying running expenses, about $65,-
000. Six months interest on the debt and divid-

ing a gurplug of about $18,600,

Progress of the Ware
(From the London Globey Oct. 31.)

The first note of war which fell so ominously
on the ears of Burope has been as rapidly ex-
changed for a note of peace. The last three
days have brought reports from the Danube an-
nouncing  successively an engagement and an
armistice—the  commenecement of hostilities ”,
and the conclusion of a truce. We are still
without any detailed particulars of either of
these occurrences, but we believe that the more
agreeable intelligence will also be found the more
substantial, and that the movementsin the direc-
tion of peace have been more important than
those in the direction of war. )
Of the reported collision between the Turkish
and Russian forces we observe, first, that it is re-
ferred to the 23d instant ; and, next, thatit is at-
tributed to an initiative taken by the Russisus.—
The first of these assertions is alone sufficient to
prove that the affair, whatever may have been its
original character, was certainly no x:e_gplnr or
deliberate ¢ commencement of hostilities,” in
pursuance of Omar Pasha’s preliminary summons,
inasmuch as the term of inaction fixed by that
summons would not expire till the 24th. The
second circumstanceis almost equally conclusive
against the importance of the affray, for, as the
Russian Commander had avowed his inteutions
of remaining strictly on the defensive, and had
even declared, as it is said, that the Emperor,
his master, did not consider himself at war with
the Sultan, it isscarcely credible that he could
have undertaken any operations designedly cal-
culated to bring on general hostilities. We sus-
pect it will be found, therefore, that the affair in
question resulted merely from an isolated move-
ment on the part of the Russians between some
two points on their own side of the Danube,
which brought them into unexpected collision
with the Ottoman outposts. An attempt of the
Turks to cross the river on the 25th would have
constituted a highly probable report, but an at-
tempt of the Russians to do the same thing on
the 23d seems scarcely credible.

The prospects of peace are considerably more
intelligible. Our second edition of Saturday con-
tained a telegraphic announcement from Vienna
to the effect that “an armistice had been conclud-
ed between the Turkish and Russian armies.”—
We have good reason for believing that this ar-
mistice is not simply & suspension of hoatilities,
but an extension of time advisedly granted by the
Ottoman Government for the purposes of more
effectual negotiation at the instance of Earopean
representatives. This intelligence is under date,
from Vienna, of October the 28th. On what day
the resolution was taken at Constantinople, we
are not informed, but two conclusions appear
plain—f£irst, that the mediating Powers still dis-
cerned practicable openings for negotiation ; and,
gecondly, that the Turkish Government was wil-
ling both to fall into these views and to venture
upon such adhesion to a pacific policy, notwith-
standing the enthusiasm of its subjects. These
facts contain substantial ground for encourage-
ment, since it is mnot likely that those charged
with the duties of mediation could have demand-
ed or obtained this special extension of the pre-
liminary armistice, unless on good warrant, and
with reasonable prospects of success. 3

We are still in some doubt as to the exact im-
port of the reported collision on the 23d, and as
to theeffect which it may produce upon the gen-
eral position of affairs ; butitis extremely impro-
bable that it was an intentional commencement
of Liostilities, and, if it is not followed by any po-
litical exasperation, we trust that the armistice
since announced may prove the precursor of a
more permanent adjustment. Many delusions
for which room, perhaps, before existed must now
have been dispelled. The manifesto of French
policy in the Moniteur—a manifesto of which the
good effects have become more and more percep-
tible since the moment of its first appearance—
furnishes conclusive evidence both of the firmness
of the French Government and of its entire con-
currence in the views entertained by our own.—
If any hopes had been conceived of disunion or
variance between the Great Powers of the West,
such expectations must now have vanished, for
it hus been placed beyond a doubt that Great
Britain and France are thoroughly determined to
maintain the policy they have adopted in the
true interests of Hurope. The resolutions, in
short, of all the Great Cabinets, have been now
matured and declared, and these resolutious are
all opposed more or less actively to the proceed-
ings of the Czar,

{t must, too,-we think, be clear to every one
that the actual prosecution of hostilities, though
possibly assuaging to the fanatical ardour of the
Asiatie Turks, cannot be expected to conduce to
any of the objects desired by Europe. If the
Turks should obtain advantages over the Rus-
sians, it is by no means unlikely that the pas-
sions of the former may in their furn be uncon-

trollably roosed ; if the Russians should get the
better of the Turks, they may be lodging them-
selves in Turkey Proper instead of its dependent
Principalities. ~ If the European Powers should
be seriously embroiled, there is no predicting
what aspect the contest may presently assume ;
but in no case will any approximation be made
to the true end of the straggle—the eyacuation
of the Danubian Provinces and the withdrawal
of the Russian demands upon the Porte. The
utmost that can be hoped from such collisions
as recently seemed impending i, that they may
do no damage to the progress of negotiation.
No sane person can expect that the Czar will
make the concessions required of him in conse-
quence of anything that Omar Pasha may do to
Prince Gortschakoff. To suppose that Russia
can be expelled from the Principalities and con-

The former hypothesis is
scarcely tenable, tho latter presumes a general
war of indefinite duration, and the disappear-
ance of the Turkish question altogether.

Considering the slight differences to which
the dispute has now been reduced, it will reflect
the utmost discredit npon those concerned if the
interval now granted be not turned to good ef-
fect. Kvery Government in Hurope, including
those of the two belligerents, is indisposed to
war, and the majority have interests of the most
absorbing kind in the maintenance of peace.
Excepting the exasperated and unreasoning fan-
atics of Asia, and certain revolutionists nearer
home, there are absolutely no parties anywhere
desirous of hostilities., Under such circum-
stances, it might be thought that even a serious
difference would admit of adjustment, whereas
in the present instance the controversy has been
orought to a mere question of diplomatic form,
It is no longer so much even as a question of
words, for the Ozar has now assented to the
words suggested by his opponents. It i3 a point
of form exclusively, the Czar being anxious that
the proposed words should be appended by way
of explanition to those already put on record
and agreed to, whereas the mediating Powers
require, on behalf of Europe, that a new instru-
ment should be substituted for one already dis-
credited by a false interpretation. The triviality
of this remaining difference will, of course,
however, not affect the dispositions of the hosts
on the Danube. When armed troops are con-
fronted with each other, there is little thought
of the original gnarrel, and motives ot animosity
are supplied in sufficient force from the scene
and circumstances themselves. Bat with nego-
tiators the case is not so. Their proceedings are
intimately influenced by the nature of the dis-
pute, and if such a dispute as this cannot be ar-
ranged in a period granted for the purpose, and
under all the responsibilities of impending war,
we shall be compelled to conclude either that
the resources of diplomacy have been consider-
ably overrated, or that the professions of pacific
inclinations which we have recently heard were
never really sincere.

Edinburgh has been called the Athens of mo-
dern times. The natural beauty of its position,
the splendid structures which cluster round the
central portion of the city, the number of dis-
tingushed men who have won renown in every
department of science, art, and literature, com-
bine to render it not unworthy of such a title.—
But, on the other hand, nowhere is the contrast
more striking between external grandeur and
hideous misery. Genius and beauty are brought
into close proximity with the extreme of ignor-
ance and filth, It surely is to the discredit of
the northern metropolis that the intellectual
power, of which she is so justly proud, should
haye fuiled to raise the masses of the people,
from the degradation in which they are sunk.—
Science does but strengthen her claims upon the
gratitude of mankind when she seeks to lesgen
wretchedness and elevate the condition of hu-
manity. It is painful to learn that Edinbugh
has hitherto, achieved the most insignificant re-
sults in the direction of sanitary reform. The
cholera has made its appearance there, and finds
the prey made ready to its hand. We invite the
attention of our readers to a picturs furnished by
Dr. Gavin, “On the fourth floor of a ‘land,’ call-
ed James Court, in the Lawn-market, in a room
of a triangnlar shape, the two sides measaring
fifteen feet, there lived a man and wife and four
children, their ages 24, 28, 6, 4, 2} years and 12
months, They all sleptin one closet, 7 feet by
4}, on a bed which exactly fitted the closet, the
doorway being the only space for the admission
of air.” The father and mother and two of the
children were attacked with cholera. One of the
children 15 dead, and the father, mother, and
remaining child are still under treatment. All
this, of course might, easily have happened any-
where. It is neither worse nor better than many.
a scene in our own metropolis. But let us see
what measures were taken by the authorities.—
We are told that the room in which these deaths
occurred was found, on inspection, in the same
state as when left—the cholera stools were unre-
moved, and no ¢leansing measures whatever had
been executed, or were apparently confemplated,
The wretched people dared not remaove the re-
fuse, unless at thestated hours authorised by the
police; and itis further stated that no arrange-
ments of any kind had been made for the gratuit-
ous supply of medicine under such urgent and
necessitous circumstannces.

Another case, reported by Dr: Gavin, is no less
disgraceful, although the scene is laid in the
bouse of & person described ag a ‘¢ gentleman.”
The sanitary condition of this gentleman’s resi-
dence was worse than that of the family in the
Lawn-market. Whithin a few feet of one of the
bedrooms was an open priV{, receiving it3 con-
tents into & small cesspool of two feet square,
which overflowed out of the yard, and over the
pathway into an open gutter in the street—the
mass of refuse and pollution being finally dis-
charged into a sewer. Another of the rooms
wag g0 'damp that the paper had rotted off the
walls, and the house appears to have formed the
centre of a system of abominations.

We only hope that these facts have been care-
fully considered by the Edinburgh Presbytery.—
We trast that they will henceforth show their
earnestness by dealing actively with the evils
that surround them, rather than by an ostenta-
tious display of pievy, and an indolent submission
to misfortunes for which the remedies have been
