A NEEDED MOVE

The announcement of the Depariment of
- National Defence that skilled craflsmen now in|

the Canadian Active Service Forces will be given
temporary leave of absence for the purpose of
increasing production in industries held essential
to the national war effort is one that has long been
needed in this country, which is already facing an
acute shortage of skilled labor in many lines.

At the present stage of hostilities, the British
cause has greater need of the armamenl and equip-
ment that skilled men can turn out than it has of
any greater number of men in uniform. With the
war in Europe virtually static, the men which Great
Britain has under arms, together with those troops

already arrived from the Dominions and the Colon- I

ies, should prove ample lo protect the shores of
the British Isles. The intensily of the air raids on
the Island make the importation of armaments and
supplies vital however, and Canada is expected to
produce a substantial share of this demand.

This can only be accomplished by using every
skilled man to the utmost of his ability, and the
release of a substantial number of {rained workers
from the armed forces is a step in this direction.

The action somewhat belies the declaration
made a week ago by the Minister of National War
Services thal indusiry could and must get along
without those men called up for training. 1t indi-
cates either that the Minisler was talking with his
tongue in his cheek or that the Government has
changed its mind again on the needs of the Empire
and the Country. The move would pre-suppose a
change in the training plan whereby men in essen-
tial industries would be placed on the deferred list
to speed up the output of industry,

Certainly if men can be spared from the |
Canadian Active Service Force they can be spared
from the training plan.

Once this
is done it can fairly readily be stipu-
lated that the margin between the
wage granted and the wage asked
shall go into a fund to be impounded
until there is a settlement and then
accordingly distributed. This method
has worked in numbers of arbitra-
tions in America and is rather wide-
spread in Great Britain.

The demand for arbitration neces-
sarily presupposes the existence of
arbitrators sufficiently fair that
they will not authorize the exploita-
tion of labor for disproportionately
high profits on one hand nor on the
other the exaction of such high
wages as will remove any return on
investment and ultimately destroy
the jobs of the men concerned. Cer-
tainly there are men available —!
either negotiators or arbitrators—
who can draw a fair line between
these extremes, |

This leaves to one side a type of
