Governor of Missouri.
The intelligence received last night is more 

unfavorable again for the Northerners ; but no 
account vet received can be relied on.

A very important political arrest has been 
made at Washington. The prisoner is Mr. 
Faulkner, late minister from the United States 
to France. He is accused of treason, for having 
while ostensibly serving the Federal Govern­
ment abroad, employed himself in purchasing 
arms, and otherwise serving the Secessionists.

From the Gulf we have information by way 
of Secessionists newspapers that Admiral Milne 
is in those waters with thirty five men of war, 
which, the Southerners believe will be imme­
diately employed to break up the blockade.

Very foolish acts are being committed in some 
of the Northern States, especially in Maine by 
Union men, who have taken upon themselves to 
serve their country by destroying the presses of 
one or two straggling Secessionist newspapers. 
This is rather too cheap a form of patriotism in 
the actual circumstances of the times. It shows 
no great courage nor independence, and still 
less does it prove the goodness of a cause to pull 
down the office of a writer, who in the midst of 
a large majority, chooses to express an opinion 
of his own. Such active spirits would show 
more magnanimimity in serving against the 
rebels. But that business seems to have become 
lately less popular than it was a short time ago. 
A New York friend tells us that in that city re­
cruiting is dead. Last week only fifteen men 
enlisted in New York, and each cost the Govern­
ment fifteen dollars before he eat a meal.

In the meantime General Sprague of Rhode 
Island, who though at home a manufacturer ap­
peared at Bulls Run as a General, and by all ac­
counts a good one too, in his message to the 
Legislature of his State, pays a high tribute to 
the soldier-like qualities of the Southerners, 
whom he recently met in arms. He says ;—

Intelligence from the United States.—We 
were enabled yesterday to publish exclusively 
the details of the battle fought on the 10th 
near Springfield, in Illinois. It reached us by 
special despatch per the Vermont and Montreal 
line. The account is a Northern one, and per­
haps the Southern version of the affair may be 
more unfavorable to the Northern arms. The 
official report, however, which we now have, is 
very contrary to the rumours which had reached 
us by telegraph on Tuesday evening. Indeed, if 
General Siegel’s statement contain the truth, his 
advance seems to have accomplished a great part 
of what was intended, — the crippling of the 
Secessionists forces by the destruction of their 
tents and waggons. Previous reports from the 
army at Springfield, and from St. Louis, which 
is about a hundred miles from Springfield, had 
shown that General Lyons believed himself in 
danger of an attack from a superior force, and 
that he telegraphed to General Fremont for rein­
forcements, which the latter did not—probably 
because he could not—send. It was further said 
that Lyons, relying upon the superiority in the 
quality of his forces and ou his artillery, was de­
termined to give battle to the forces under Price 
and McCulloch. This intention he seems boldly 
to have carried but. He marched out of Spring- 
field, met McCulloch’s forces in the open iieldi 
used his artillery effectively for burning their 
tents and waggons, made a number of prisoners, 
and apparently captured the head-quarters of the 
enemy, as he is said to have their muster rolls. 
When lie fell, his second in command took charge 
and continued the success till he had obtained 
-possession of the enemy’s encampment, which he 
held during the night, or a part of the night ; 
and then retreated in good order, first to Spring- 
field and thence to Rolla, in order to prevent 
himself from being cut off by a junction of the 
troops whom he had engaged with other divisions 
advancing by other roads. With him he 
carried off all the specie which was lying 
at Springfield. It is certain that Lyons has lost 
his life in the engagement. It is not stated with 
so much confidence, but it is reported that the 
two rebel Generals have likewise been killed ; 
and so far as McCulloch is concerned, the state­
ment is confirmed by the farther assertion that 
his horse and sword are among the trophies in 
the possession of Siegel. The only prisoners 
spoken of are those taken by Siegel, so that this ac­
count makes him possess all the symbols of victory 
except the possession of the field. If it be true, how­
ever, that he lost a gun, we believe that technically, 
lie must be held to have lost the battle. But the 
account, which professes par excellence to be the 
official one speaks of no such disaster, and it 
would be quite inconsistent with the rest of the 
circumstances reported to General Fremont, 
unless it arose from some accident other than 
seizure by the enemy. Seigel’s account, so far as 
we have it, leads us to understand the affair in 
this way—that Lyons finding several corps of 
the enemy marching against him by different 
roads, believed that he could make a dash at one 
of these corps though stronger than his own, and 
after more or less crippling it, fall back on 
his reinforcements with sufficient rapidity to 
avoid interception ; and this, if the plan has been 
parried out, with success—-though with what

The Whole Story Told.—The London Specta­
tor has this paragraph under its heading of “News 
of the Week.”

“ The American Congress has voted the men 
and the money required by the President, and 
twenty per cent more, and the House of Represent 
tatives has affirmed by 92 to 55 that it is no part 
of tbe duty of officers to capture fugitive slaves.1

The Horse Railway.—We yesterday stated 
that negotiations were in progress for giving 
speedy effect to the charter granted last year for 
the construction of a horse railway. We now 
learn that a contract has been made with the 
same gentleman, who is at present engaged in 
building the horse railway at Toronto, and who 
is to take a large amount of the stock in pay­
ment for his services. A large portion of the 
remaining capital has been subscribed for, and 
the Directors believe that the road will be begun 
within a week or ten days from this date. The 
intention is, at present, to build only the first 
section of the road, which is to commence on St. 
Marys’ street, at the city limits, and to pass 
through Notre Dame street, by St. Joseph street, 
to Seigneurs street, which it may be well to 
mention is the street which runs from St. Joseph’s 
street into St. Antoine street, two turnings West­
ward of Richmond Square. The road will then 
turn round, and proceed along St. Antoine, and 
Craig streets to Papineau Square, where it will 
again join the first section. The cars, therefore, 
make the round, and if a passenger desires to go 
from a place on the Craig street line, to a place 
on the Notre Dame street line, he too must go the 
whole round, or cross from one line to the other. 
For instance, if one desires to go from Richmond 
Square to St. George’s Church, he must take the 
cars going Eastward, and either get out at the 
end of St. Antoine street, and cross to St. Joseph 
street on foot, or proceed in the cars round by 
way of the foot of the*current, and so on to the 
Westwardly track, which will at last bring him 
back again as far as the church. For the whole

cents. In this district the cars are to run every 
fifteen minutes. We do not know how soon ar­
rangements may be made for the construction of 
the second division ; but it is so plain that the 
complete system will give greater proportional 
profits than any single section, that we may ex­
pect the road once begun to he speedily pushed 
forward till the whole net work is finished.

time.

Public Education in England.—It appears 
that a considerable difference of opinion prevails 
in England in reference to the propriety of the 
present system of Government aid to education. 
The grants made by Parliament for that purpose 
have in about thirty years risen from £30,000 to 
nearly a million sterling ; the amounts so con­
tributed being distributed in proportion to the 
voluntary contributions made by those who seek 
for aid. A very large number of children are 
reported to be in attendance on the schools, and 
if the number so reported were to be looked 
upon as the true fruit of the tree, its excellence 
would be past dispute. The large proportion of 
one in every seven of the whole population, 
which is a proportion second only to that of 
Prussia, where school attendance is compulsory, 
and where the attendance is one in six, would 
seem to be an ample return for the great sums 
of money expended by the State. But the de­
gree of information afforded in the schools does 
not appear U equal the number of children nomi­
nally instructed. Before a Committee of the 
House of Commons, which sat very recently, the 
most lamentable evidence was given of the gross 
ignorance of the mass of the children instructed in 
public schools which receive subsidies from the 
Government. The consideration of this fact has 
given rise to the opinion in some quarters that too 
great pains is taken to raise too highly the stand­
ard of accomplishment required from the masters. 
It is thought that men who have acquired the 
knowledge now demanded from teachers of 
schools before they can obtain a certificate, will 
not without grudging consent to pass their time 
in teaching the mere rudiments of education to 
boorish and slow children, who will never have 
time to get beyond reading, writing, and a little 
arithmetic. Hence carelessness and discontent 
on the part of many teachers, and corresponding 
want of success on the part of the scholars. It 
is besides believed that the present system 
is too expensive, and the management by a 
central Board too cumbrous. It is especially re­
marked, also, that the Board of Education has 
very much obstructed the course of improvement 
in school books by becoming publishers them­
selves, and driving the ordinary booksellers out 
of the market. Of course there are other opinions 
on all these points, and some think that if the 
school system in England now is not all it should 
be, it requires only more money to make it so. 
We, however, without deciding between these 
different sets of views, merely reproduce them for 
the information of readers here, who may find 
among them some hints applicable to our own 
school system.

The Late U. S. Ambassador to France Ar­
rested.—Charles J. Faulkner, late United States 
Minister to France, says the New York Tribune 
of Tuesday, was yesterday arrested at Washing­
ton by the Provost Guard, acting under orders 
from the military authorities, through the War 
Department. It is not precisely known on what 
grounds the arrest was made, but it is rumoured 
that the ex-Minister lias received a commission 
in the Rebel army as a Brigadier-General. An 
examination was to be held at once. AVhatever 
may be tbe definitive allegations under the 
general charge of disloyalty, all will receive with 
satisfaction this evidence of a determination op 
the part of the Government not to allow treason 
to go unpunished or, at least unchallenged.

The Insect Plague.—During the last fortnight 
we have had rather unfavourable accounts, from 
various localities in Canada West, of sad destruc­
tion wrought in our grain fields, by the appear­
ance of a most voracious insect, known as the 
“Army Worm.” This insect has its vulgar appel­
lation from the multitudes in which it appears, 
and is the caterpillar, which, after passing 
through the chrysalis states, become a small 
brown moth, known among scientific naturalists 
as the Noctua Xylina. The female of this destruc­
tive insect lays 300 to 500 eggs at a time, and 
though the larva have, like all other insect larva, 
without doubt, many enemies, still if only half of 
them come to maturity, the mischief done by them 
can be readily imagined. In many parts of Upper 
Canada and the United States they have already 
done incredible and irreparable mischief, and we 
are sorry to say that they have made their ap­
pearance here, in our own immediate locality, and 
within the city limits.

If any of our readers are interested in noticing 
the proceedings of these terrible marauders, and 
will take the trouble to visit a field of oats, the 
property of Mr. N. Sparks, they -will find that 
the whole crop is destroyed ; every leaf being 
eaten away from the stalk, and the oats cut off 
and strewed upon the ground. The caterpillars 
have also attacked and devoured all the wild 
grasses growing along the fences, while, so far 
as we could see, all other weeds remained un­
touched, and in a small patch of turnips growing 
among the oats, we did not observe one turnip 
leaf injured. It is said the army worm does not 
attack the potatoe or the common red clover, and 
from what we noticed in Mr. Sparks’ field, we 
should be inclined to think that its ravages are 
grasses, whether natural or artificial.

This caterpillar is said to be, in Canada West, 
from H to 2 inches long, and in diameter about 
that of a small goose quill. Those which we 
noticed in Mr. Sparks’ oats are not so large—the 
longest we observed being not more than 1 j inch 
long. They are smooth skinned, a grey brown 
in color, with two bright stripes on each side, 
and very active in their movements. At nine 
o’clock, on Saturday morning, there were very 
few to be seen on the oats, but a very little search 
discovered them among the grass and weeds by 
the thousand. At twelve o’clock, the sun being 
up, and the day very hot, they had swarmed up 
the oat-stems in multitudes, while thousands of 
others were making their way across the road to 
another field. Nothing appears to stop them ex­
cept by water, as we noticed they avoided a 
muddy ditch ; but the thick dust of the road pre­
sented no obstacle, and they marched over pow­
dered quick-lime with the utmost indifference.

Where these destructive insects have appeared 
various means have been taken to get rid of 
them, but nothing seems effectual, except re­
morselessly cutting down and burning the crop 
of that field in which the caterpillars first appear. 
By this means the transformation into the moth 
is prevented, and there are no eggs left to be 
hatched for mischief next year. Were 
this a despotic country, the police 
would order the instant demolition of the crop 
of this field, and compel an attempt to stop the 
insect march to other fields. Here the matter is 
necessarily left to people's own common sense 
and regard to the welfare of others. In this 
particular case, the whole crop of the field to 
which we allude is destroyed, and the caterpil­
lars were on their march, in one direction, to a 
grass field, and in another to a potatoe field, 
which their instinct will lead them to cross, in 
order that they may get at another field of oats, 
in which, from their apparent rate of travelling, 
they will probably arrive about Wednesday 
next.

This is a very serious matter, and demands 
the instant attention of the Board of the Board 
of Agriculture.

We noticed the appearance of large flocks of 
strange birds ; three different varieties, as it 
seemed to us, who seemed to have arrived simul­
taneously with the caterpillars, and to be de­
vouring them in large numbers. One of the 
birds, about the size of the bob-o-link, is a 
beautiful specimen of the feathered wanderers 
of air. Some stupid blockhead was amusing 
himself by shooting these little creatures on Sa­
turday last. This wanton piece of mischief 
should be prevented, and it being a well-known 
fact that those species of birds which prey on 
caterpillars, will, each bird, destroy several hun­
dred of these insects in a day ; the birds should 
be protected to the utmost. Indeed the destruc­
tion of most varieties of small birds is a piece of 
wanton cruelty and mischief at all times, for 
they are the great enemies of the whole insect 
tribe.

On Saturday we captured about a dozen of 
these caterpillars, and have them now. Wild 
grass was first given them, the leaves of which 
they greedily devoured ; they were then given 
the leaves of barley, which they also instantly 
attacked—they would not touch any other plant 
put into the glass in which they are, which con­
firms our belief, expressed before, that the grasses 
alone are the object of their attack. The cater­
pillars have increased in size from Saturday 
afternoon to Monday morning, the time of our 
writing, about one-third ; this, however, is usual 
with all the caterpillars of the Lepidoptera.— 
Ottawa Citizen.

In tbe first days of 
the war, as in the first days of all wars, there 
was nothing but excitement and speculation, en­
thusiasm and apprehension. It is the usual, the 
necessary course—from popular enthusiasm to 
military discipline, from tbe more refined to the 
coarser material of armies, from gentlemen who 
serve gratuitously to well-paid farm labourers, 
mechanics, and navvies ; from Volunteers for 
three months to soldiers for five years—in short, 
from a Militia almost purely American to a 
standing army in which Irishmen and Germans 
are counted by thousands.

The North has now its army, and feels the 
greatness and responsibility which an army 
brings with it. The liberality of Congress has 
been as unprecedented as its unanimity. Indeed, 
so enormous have been the armaments and the 
supplies voted in a few days that one is almost 
disposed to fancy Congress has determined on a 
“ sensation" Budget, in order to strike terror into 
the Secessionists by a display of eodless dollars. 
The Northern legislators plainly feel that the 
whole power of their States must be used, and 
all their credit pledged, if the rebellion is to be 
crushed. The expenditure of a vast sum may be 
a good investment, while a smaller outlay will 
only bo money thrown away. Accordingly, 
millions of dollars are voted with an alacrity to 
to which even the British Parliament has hardly 
attained.

The forces under General Garnett 
and Colonel Pogram, too, were in what may be 
called the enemy’s country—the Unionist terri­
tory of Western Virginia; and it will, perhaps, 
be represented by the South that this retreat was 
only a masterly move out of a false position, and 
that the real battle has to be fought in Eastern 
Virginia, between the main armies of the two 
Confederations. Whether the advance be made 
from the Potomac, or the campaign begin from 
the direction of Fortress Monroe, it cannot be 
doubted that the fighting will be desperate on 
both sides. The Secessionist chiefs—mostly offi­
cers of the regular army—may be said to fight 
with halters round their necks, and all that their 
vigour, their ascendancy over the multitude, and 
their undoubted military skill can do ' will be 
done to carry on the war with success. The 
chief obstacle to efficiency on the Southern side 
seems to be the laxity of discipline, the men who 
have been reared in a slave country having a 
kind of incapacity for that ready and mechani­
cal obedience which is necessary to keep a regi­
ment from degenerating into a band of free com­
panions. On this Gipsey-like independence the 
Government at Washington relies much for the 
ruin of the Secessionist cause.

DR. RUSSELL’S CORRESPONDENCE.
(From the London Times, July 29,)

Washington, July 12.
I arrived in Washington the evening before the 

meeting of Congress. The citizens were prepar­
ing for their great jubilee, “the 4th of July.” But 
for the density of the crowd before Willard’s and 
the other hotels along the great avenue which 
runs from the State Department and the Ameri­
can Whitehall to the unfinished pile of the Capi­
tol, one familiar with Washington would not 
have perceived any indications that the most im­
portant Session of the United States’ Congress 
that ever took place was on the eve of being 
opened. He would, indeed, have seen many sol­
diers in the streets, many flags floating from the 
houses, Commissariat carts, and the various 
waggons of Volunteer regiments rattling over 
the stpn'es, and all the signs of war or of a great 
military demonstration ; but there were no pla­
cards on the walls—no parade of pamphlets and 
speeches, such as might have been seen in the 
earlier part of the contest while there was yet 
room for argument and men’s minds were vehi-
clés of, debate.__The.Tnllirvpnjei/»1 amino: -ajapuej
play ; the blast of trumpets, the roll of drums, 
the roar of distant guns, the tramp of men rever­
berated through the highways, and the New York 
regiments passed in review before the President 
and many of his Ministers in front of the White 
House, What a change since the heir of Eng­
land stood there by the side of one who may 
prove to be the last President of the United 
States—united, at least, as a voluntary entirety ! 
The feeble courtliness of Mr. Buchanan is re­
placed by the straightforward purpose and ener­
gy of Mr. Lincoln, on whose broad shoulders has 
fallen the grievous legacy of his predecessor’s 
vacillation and errors ; and the letters, despat­
ches, and messages which nurtured civil war are 
succeeded by speeches to armed legions who are 
about to end it by conquest or in defeat. It is 
probable the English public are already familiar 
with the lines of the sallow, long, and strongly 
marked face of the present President, 
which to me is indicative of shrewdness, 
honesty, and some love of humour ; the eyes are 
deeply set, dark, not very bright, but penetrating 
and kindly ; the tall lank body, set on long loose 
legs, with powerful arms swinging by his sides, 
is inclined with a slight stoop forwards, and in 
his movements, if there be not much grace, there 
is no lack of vigour. Beside him, towering over 
the crowd and topping even the President, stands 
General Scott, the veteran, but for whom it is not 
too much to say, in spite of heaven-born warriors 
and citizen soldiers in civil life, just as Cabinets 
exist in the Militia and Volunteer regiments, the 
President would probably not be . there at all. 
The bold leonine front of the man, the massive, 
head and broad forehead, the full fine eye, the 
mouth broad and distinctly cut, and the square 
resolute chin arrest attention and recall the types 
of some better known commanders ; but Ameri­
cans are justly proud of one who in a military 
career extending beyond half a century has been 
uniformly successful, and who has not been less 
fortunate in any diplomatic or political functions 
he has undertaken to discharge. The Virginians, 
who burnt the house in which he was born lest it 
should see the birth of another traitor, and who 
changed the name of a county in their State 
called after him to that of Davis, will not do him 
any harm with posterity. His look and manner 
indicate that his mind is still vigorous, though 
the snows of 76 winters have wreathed their 
honours round his brow ; but when the towerlike 
frame and great torso are set in motion there is 
a feebleness in gait and a want of power ip the 
limbs which show that age and wounds and hard 
labour have taken their hostages and securities, 
When one turns to the keen, clear face of Mr. 
Seward, strongly reminding us of Mr. Douglas

There has thus been many a Southern pro­
phecy falsified, and the 4th of July, 1861, has 
seen the opening of the 3Till Congress of the 
United States. At night I visited the camp of 
the 12th New York Regiment, commanded by 
Colonel Butterfield which is situated in one of 
the squares on the outskirts of the city. The huts 
and tents were gaily illuminated with lamps, and 
a crowd of well-dressed people, never tired of 
the novelty of actual military life, strolled about 
among the lines, and enjoyed the music of the 
regimental bands. There was no drunkenness, 
but a great deal of gaiety and finally a dance 
before visitors were compelled to withdraw. As 
an instance of the good conduct of the regiment, 
let me say that the colonel gave all the men 
leave, en masse, for the day up to 4 o’clock. At 
that hour every man had returned out of 900 
except two, who afterwards appeared much be­
mused with lager bier, And this is a large city, 
with many grog shops, and spirits very cheap, 
and dreadfully intoxicating. The sick list 
shows 30 invalids, mostly suffering from diarr­
hoea.

The following day (July’5)’I went to the 
Capitol to hear the President’s Message read, and 
through the courtesy of the Hon. Charles Sum­
ner, Chairman of the Committee on Foreign Re­
lations and Senator, and of the Hon. J. Wilson, 
Chairman of the Committee on Military Affairs 
and Senator, I was introduced on the floor of the 
Senate. The halls and passages in the vast 
building were tolerably well filled with people, 
but there was no crowd, no eagerness, no excite­
ment—scarcely even the noise of conversation. 
The heavy ill-ventilated chamber in which the 
Senate sits was by no means crowded, although 
free ingress was permitted till the Vice-President 
took the chair, and the sitting commenjed ; nor 
vyere the commodious—at least very spacious— 
galjeries opexi to the public at all thronged, even 
intheiadies’.seats, ‘ But ipny pitiseus, among 
them a number of private soldieps, seenjed to 
take pleasure iu sitting down In the chairs as­
signed to individual Senators, and just before the 
Senate procèedëd business, a fine snore, pro- 
peedin.g from a bearded and belted man in a 
scarlet shift, showed fet one of the Garibaldini, 
a corps of whom are quartered hare, hftd sought 
oblivion in the very centre of debate.

A more dreary proceeding than the reading of 
the Message cannot well be conceived. The 
clerk’s voice was slow and monotonous, the 
silence in the Senate was unbroken by a single 
note of approbation, but in the other house I hear 
there was more animation.

tions in the field as if they were elementary por­
tions of the arithmetic table. These are not the 
only difficulties with which the Cabinet has to 
eontend, for there have been views entertained 
on questions of foreign policy which would have 
ended in most serious complications had they 
not been fortunately overcome or abandoned. 
The danger from this source, or rather the cause 
of it, still exists.

July 1.
Last night an intoxicated warrior addressed 

me from beneath a tree, at the base of which he 
was recumbent, in an attitude of utter abandon, 
and demanded “baksheesh," for, quoth he, “I'm a 
Britches snbjix, and I wanna a drink.” I expos­
ed to him lucidly the iuconsecutiveness of his lo­
gical formula, but he had detected my nationali­
ty and insisted on his right to a subsidy. As I 
could run, albeit not like the swift Camilla, and 
he, I surmised, could not, I maintained my thesis. 
“Dy’e-liv’-iu-the-city ?’’ “No, I don’t,” was my 
reply. “Then I congratulate you. There’s no 
jistis for Britches subjix—not ta-drop to drink in
the whole----- place.” The soldier was mistaken,
but did not require any demonstration of the 
fact, and I mention the circumstance only for the 
purpose of pointing out the great increase of 
British subjects which has suddenly taken place 
here. The Legation is overwhelmed with them, 
and this war would give Queen Victoria or re­
store to her many thousands of devoted subjects 
if they were only encouraged in their affection­
ate efforts to return to the fold. There is also a 
large accession to the number of Canadians in 
the world. The Uuited States could, never­
theless, get up an army of a million of foreign 
subjects who are now naturalized here, and could 
fight its battles with enormous hosts of Germans, 
Irish, Italians, French, English, Scotch, Swedes, 
Norwegians, and Dutch. When I see some of the 
strong fellows who use our speech, and think of 
the difficulties of our recruiting in the Crimean 
war, I cannot but regret the causes, whatever 
they may be, which deprived the British Isles of 
such material.

July 8.
In the morning I received from General Scott 

a flattering passe-partout for the army, but, in 
addition, I was armed with a British passport 
and an ordinary pass from General Mansfield’s 
office. No unauthorized person is allowed to 
visit any of the military posts, but there is little 
real efficacy in any system of passes on a large 
scale. The visitors most formidable to camps 
are diseases, and although this army is not very 
sickly there are certain signs in some of the 
corps that care will be required to prevent the 
spread of epidemics and diarrhœa, scurvy, and 
ilnssiuii mi i-a'Vv ni vi urn, neuauci oy a * ciistiji. 
guished Unitarian minister, Dr. Bellows, wnusc 
qualifications for hunting bad smells are not ob­
vious, and provided with the services, as secre­
tary, of the indefatigable, earaest, zealous au­
thor of the works on Slavery which have attract­
ed attention in England, Mr. F. L. Olmsted. On 
it are medical men and chymists of reputation, 
and it is to be hoped their representations will 
be better attended to than those of Sir J. Mc­
Neil and Dr. Sutherland, though their mission is 
I fear not more popular among commanding offi­
cers. 'They complain of want of authority, but 
suggestions have been made to them, which will 
probably be embodied in a Bill. One of Grant’s 
cooking waggons would probably be an accepta­
ble present as a pattern, for there is more mis­
chief in bad cooking than in bad smells, and the 
food of the American soldier does not ■ appear 
calculated, to keep men healthy in camp. Ohol- 
let's preparations are about being introduced, 
and the vendors of preserved meats have a great 
career before them, nor are the holders of light 
wines likely to want a market. As a Confeder­
ate aide-de-camp said, “ In war times we expect 
nothing better than grape and canister.”
* * * * * * * * *

In the evening I was invited by Mr. Blair, fa­
ther of the Postmaster-General, to accompany 
him on a visit to Arlington Heights, which are 
the head-quarters of the Brigadier-General Mc­
Dowell. Mr. Blair is well known as one of the 
oldest and most prominent, able, and active. 
members of the Republican party, and he is also 
one who was persuaded long ago that the pre­
sent conflict was inevitable, and that it would 
come sooner or later in consequence of the hold 
which the 9 treason” of Secession had taken on 
the minds of the Southern people. }£e has lived 
to see his judgment verified, How short Ameri­
can history seems when we see Washington me­
naced with hostile armies drawn from the States 
of the Union, and speak to men who have seen 
in the flesh the man who gave his name to this 
capital !—■'

“ I’ve stood upon Achilles’ tomb 
“And heard Troy doubted.—.Time may 

doubt of Rome.”
To the Americans of the North it is little short 

of blasphemy to doubt of the Union, which is 
now dissolved by rebellion, and can only be ce­
mented again by blood. The motto of Belgium 
is “ L' Union fait la force the motto of the Re- 
United States ought to be “La Force fait 
l’Union.” Arlington Heights, tfas the property 
of Mr. Curtis, a son of Mrs. George Washington 
by her first husband, and it belongs, if not for­
feited or escheated by .treason to the sovereignty 
of the United States, to General Lee, who is now 
in the Confederate armies. * * * *

The approach to Arlington House bears marks 
of rough usage, and the mansion itself, a very 
ugly edifice, which looks as if the architect at 
first intended to build a Methodist meeting house, 
and had got as far as a Dorjy aortieo of stupen­
dous dimensions, when he r’4’ uddenly moved 
to continue his designs tofoun fanatic asylum 
of the side of Hanwell type, may not be the bet­
ter for the presence of the military. The rooms 
inside are lofty and comfortable enough. Some 
of the walls are decorated with remarkable works 
by Mr. Curtis, who evidently did not possess the 
advantages of a drawing master, and had a 
limited natural capacity for art ; but the true pa­
triot has a soul above colour or form, and as the 
works in question are intended to immortalize the 
overthrow of the British rule, and destroy a ty­
ranny “ almost as bad as that which the North 
exercises over the South” (according to the Con­
federate orators and writers), criticism may hold 
its tongue The spepe from the front of the bouse 
is charming, but good scenery is out of place—-.at 
least descriptions, or attempts to describe, are so 
iu civil war. As I walked round the house I 
came on a group of officers seated iu front of one 
of the tents, and reading the inevitable news­
paper. The friendly introduction took place, and 
one gentleman in uniform was presented as Col. 
Taylor—.a tall, robust man with a reddish barbe 
d’Jifrique, a mellow eye, and a warm complexion. 
As he stood up I was sorely perplexed by the but­
tons on his coat, There surely was the pelican, 
which is said to be the^Wpe of Louisiana, and is 
certainly her emblem; - But how came it there? 
Had the Colonel killed his enemy, and was he 
wearing his coat, or were pelicans more general. 
]y diffused on buttons than I had supposed ? 
“ Your camp is prettily situated, Col. Taylor.” 
“ My camp, Sir! I have nothing to say to it, Sir. 
I am in the army of the Confederate States.” The 
Colonel has just ridden in with a flag of truce 
from Richmond, and bears despatches from Mr. 
Davis to President Lincoln. -He tells me of 
friends and acquaintances at Manassas Junction 
and at Richmond, and after sonil conversation we 
separate. What these despatches are about no 
one can tell, but later in the eWring Col. Taylor 
is escorted to Gen. Scott’s quarters in Washing­
ton,. and he is sent back to camp late at night, 
wbènee ho ppopeefls, without any reply, it is said, 
back to Richmond.

The French in Rome—Quarrel between Ge­
neral Goyon and Mgr. de Merode.

Paris, Tuesday Evening, (July 30.)
The following njost astounding news appears 

in large type in the Fays A scene pf a 
grave character has lately passed at Rome, and 
one which shows bow greatly the sentiments of 
certain members of the Papal Government differ 
from those of the Holy Father, \yho never speaks 
of the Emperor without testifying the gratitude

He went to General de Goyon in a state of great 
irritation, and with threatening gestures spoke 
in a most insulting way of the- Emperor Napo­
leon. The General then ordered him to be 
silent, and told him that since he wore a priest’s 
dress he could not give him a couple of boxes on 
the ear ; but he desired him to consider himself 
as having received them morally, and he added 
that if he (Mgr. de Mèrode) would throw off his 
frock, he (the general) would take off his uni­
form and tvas ready to fight him. Mgr. de Mè­
rode took refuge in his ecclesiastical character. 
The general answered that in any case he main­
tained the moral chastisement, and he at once 
sent to fort Saint Ange for the Roman soldier, 
who was at length given up to him.”

I doubt whether the annals of diplomacy for 
many centuries can afford any parallel to the 
above story, which you may be quite sure is 
thoroughly official. It is essential to historical 
truth to observe that the above facts occurred at 
least a fortnight ago, and that in the interim the 
Fays and other semi-official journals in Paris 
have been swearing till they were black in the 
face that there was not a word of truth in the 
alleged differences between General de Goyon 
and Mgr. de Mèrode.

I am sorry to report as probably authentic 
news the statement in all the evening papers 
that General de Goyon Is not to be recalled from 
Rome. The rumour that ho was coming to 
Paris arose from the fact of his having gone to 
Civita Vecchia for sea bathing.

Nova Scotia Goldmines.—The Halifax Chron­
icle of Tuesday last, the 6th Inst., gives the par­
ticulars of gold discoveries at “ the Ovens,” near 
Lunenberg, N. S. Considerable excitement has 
been caused, aud difficulties had arisen among 
the adventurers who had gathered there. Some 
members of the Nova Scotia Government went 
down to restore order, but found the troubles as 
reported had been greatly magnified.

Regulations were prepared for the management 
of the “Diggings," and all parties are now work­
ing harmoniously at their new occupation. Our 
cotemporary says that W. Cunard, Esq., of Hali­
fax, among others, visited “ the Ovens” by the 
Nible, and returned with the party. The beach 
washings are jrielding very abundantly. One 
man, by the crudest machinery, washes an ounce 
of gold a day, out of the sand on the seaside.

Lots are laid off 33 x 30 feet. Mr. Cunard, we 
understand, took up 10 lots, mostly in the rear, 
paying at the rate of £5 for each as a yearly 
rental. He returned home with the party on 
Sunday evening, bringing some beautiful speci­
mens, about the size of what is commonly called 
duck shot—only flatted, and all kinds of shapes, 
more resembling slugs than shot. We saw a 
small phial of these, heavy as so much quick­
silver, iu Mr. Cunard’s possession, gathered by 
himself, though somewhat intermixed with dust 
and gravel.

Last evening Mr. Cunard left again with one 
of his own steamers fully equipped for operations. 
A house frame, 20 feet square, all fitted, had been 
prepared on Monday. A picked set of men, a 
dredging machine, and every imaginary appli­
ance, all on board, left yesterday, 5th, for the 
Washings, Mr. Cunard personally in charge.— 
About 150 men are busy at these diggings and 
200 lots have been already disposed of. From the 
lay of the land, it is supposed that these rich 
washings and deposits extend for fully a couple 
of miles along the coast. There seems to be no 
longer room for doubt of the value and richness 
of the gold deposits in Nova Scotia. The miners 
at Tangier, which is, perhaps, sixty or eighty 
miles from “ The Ovens,” are said to be doing 
well. This sudden expédition of Mr. Cunard, son 
of the enterprising Sir Samuel Cunard, and agent 
of the steam line at Halifax, gives a significancy 
to gold mining in Nova Scotia which will have its 
effect abroad.

Melancholy Casualty.—It is with feelings of 
heartfelt sorrow that we have to announce one 
of the most melancholy accidents that ever oc­
curred in Branford. Two daughters of A. L. 
Wilson,Esq,High Constable of the County,Fanny 
and Emma, aged thirteen and eleven years,were 
on a visit on Tuesday last with their mother, to 
Mrs. Skinner, residing near the Grand River, a 
short distance south of Branford. The two girls 
went down to the river to bathe, where the cur­
rent, though not deep, is very rapid. The elder, 
girl, as we are informed, crossed the stream, and 
called upon her younger sister to follow. In 
attempting to cross, the little girl fell. The elder 
sister rushed t* rescue her, when she too was 
borne down by the current, and both, sad to say 
were drowned. The bodies were both recovered 
the one on the afternoon when the sad occurrence 
took place, and the other the next morning. The 
unfortunate girls were intelligent beyond their 
age, exceedingly attractive and interesting,which 
must add to the severity of the parental bereav- 
ment. We have never known a sadder or more 
rec‘o7<rUU'n, a-cciderlt than this which we nowJlavtl-vr avfcY. TT .

ENGLISH MARKETS.

Per “Nova Scotian.”

The weather has been rather unsettled during 
the past week, but so far is not reported to have 
done any injury to the wheat crop. Should it 
continue it would protract the cutting, and thus 
make it later, and therefore much more critical.

The trade throughout the kingdom has ruled 
much firmer than for some time past, owing to 
some congjderable purchases on French account, 
as the reports of the harvest in the Southern 
parts of that country are bad.

At our Corn Market on Monday last, there was 
a good attendance of country millers, with a fair 
consumptive demand for Wheat, common kinds 
being sold at 2d advance on the forced sales of 
previous market. Better qualities without 
change. Flour in rather better demand for good 
qualities. Indian Corn—Sweet samples being 
scarce, was quoted 3 per qr. dearer.

At our Corn market yesterday there was a 
good attendance, and Wheat met a good con­
sumptive demand ; fine qualities made extreme 
rates, and inferior were fully 3d per cental 
dearer than on this day week. No change in 
Oats, Barley, Beans, and Pease. Indian Corn 
of sweet and sound quality was in good request 
at 6d. per qr. advance. Sack and Barrel Flour 
sold to a fair extent at steady prices.

The returns of value of grain importations for 
first half of this year is estimated at £21,000,000 
against £3,000,000 same time last year, or £9,- 
500,000 for the year.

GLASGOW MARKETS.

Glasgow, Wednesday, July 31.
Much rain has fallen during the last eight 

days, although there have also been intervals of 
fine weather.

Between the date of last report and yesterday, 
the Corn market shewed a little more disposition 
to rally. For American Wheat there was more 
sale. Chicago and Milwaukie, early in the week, 
went as low as 22s IS) 22s 3d for good ordinary 
runs. As the week advanced fewer sellers at 
these rates were to be found, and 22s 6d fib 23s 
became more regularly established for both of 
these descriptions, holders being conjirm^j
24s fib 25s, according to quality and condition. 
Barrel Flour was still irregular, partly on ac­
count of the variety of condition. Low sales of 
Extra State have been spoken of ; but 25s fib 25s 
9d has been about the currency for that descrip­
tion and for Canadian Superfine.

A good inquiry existed for Pease, chiefly on 
speculation, at 18s fib 18s 6d ; at the latter figufe 
some were sold to arrive from Montreal. Indian 
Corn was firm, at lis 3d for Yellow.

Canadian Oatmeal was in moderate request 
during the week.

To-day’s market was thinly attended, and was 
rather tame in its tone. American Wheat, leav­
ing out of account the .sales alluded to above, 
brings the extreme prices of last week. Barrel 
Flour is unchanged in value. A quantity of 
Canadian Superfine, partially sour and heated, 
was sold at auction, after Market, aud brought 
from 21s fib. 23s 9d. Pease are about 3d better.

SECOND REPORT.
Via Ifiontrcal Line.

Sr. Louis, August 13.
The following is an official report of the fight 

near Springfield on Saturday last, as furnished by 
one of General Lyon’s aide-de-camps to General 
Fremont :—

General Lyon, with three columns under him­
self, General Seigel, and Major Sturgis of the 
Cavalry, attacked the enemy at half-past six 
o’clock ou the morning of the 10th, nine miles 
south-east of Springfield.

The engagement was severe, our loss being 
about 800 killed and wounded.

Guards. The muster rolls reported to have been 
taken from the enemy gives his strength at 23,000, 
including regiments from Louisiana, Mississippi, 
Tennessee, with Texas Rangers and Cheroke 
half-breeds.

Their loss is reported heavy, including Gens. 
McCulloch and Price. This statement is cor­
roborated by prisoners.

Their tents and wagons were destroyed in the 
action. Gen. Seigel left only one gun on the 
field, and retreated to Springfield with a large 
number of prisoners. At 3 o’clock in the morn­
ing of the 11th he continued his retreat upon 
Rolla, bringing his baggage trains and $25,000 
in specie from the Springfield Banks.

The following are Official reports taken 
from a special messenger who brought despatches 
to General Fremont :—Early on Saturday morn­
ing, General Lyon marched out of Springfield to 
to give the enemy battle ; he came up to them on 
the Davis'Creek on Green’s Prairie, a few miles 
to the South West of Springfield, when he had 
taken a strong position on the rolling ground.

At twenty minutes past 6 in the morning Gen. 
Lyon fired the first gun, when the battle imme­
diately began.

A severe cannonading was kept up for 2 or 3 
hours, when the fire of Captain Rotten’s Artillery 
proving too severe for the enemy, they gradual- 
"Gen.'Lyon’s-'cavalry were posted on the 

enemy’s left flank, and Gen. Seigel’s artillery on 
the right, and they then began a terrific attack, 
and spread slaughter and dismay in the ranks of 
the rebels, pursuing them to their camp ; shells 
from Capt. Rotten’s artillery setting fire to their 
tents and baggage waggons, which were all de­
stroyed.

A Louisiana regiment and a Mississippi regi­
ment seemed to have suffered most in the fight, 
and tyere almost annihilated.

Some time in the afternoon as Gen. Lyon was 
leading on his column Ins horse was shot from 
under him. He immediately mounted another, 
aud as he turned round to his men, waving his 
hat in his hand and cheering them on to victory, 
he was struck in the small of the back by a ball 
and fell to the ground. The command then de­
volved on Gen. Seigel. The pursuit continued 
until night fall, when our little army rested for 
the night in the encampment of the enemy.

On Sunday morning Gen. Seigel, fearing that 
the enemy might recover and attempt to cut his 
command off from Springfield, he fell back upon 
that city, where the Home Guards were station­
ed. On reaching Springfield, fearing the great 
numbers of the enemy might induce them there 
to get between him and Rolla, Gen. Seigel con­
cluded to fall back on Rolla with his provision 
trains, and meet the reinforcements which were 
on their way to him.

At the latest moment of the departure of the 
messenger, the enemy had not been seen, and it 
is probable that Gen. Siegel has not been dis­
turbed in his march.

Ninety of the rebels have been captured, 
among whom was an officer of distinction, the 
messenger not remembering his name.

The sword and horse of Gen. McCulloch were 
among the trophies.

Reinforcements are on their way from Rolla, 
and Gen. Siegel and his army may be considered 
safe.

Rolla, Mo., 12th.
Our army marched out of Springfield on Fri­

day evening, only 5,500 strong, the Home 
Guards remaining in Springfield. At sun rise 
on Saturday morning drove in outposts of the 
enemy, and soon after an attack began. A 
general fight raged from sun rise until two p.m., 
The Colonel of one of the Kansas regiments hav­
ing become disabled, the Boys cried out, General 
ypq couw and leac( us on. He did so, and at ones 
putting himself in front, and while cheering the 
inen on a bullet entered the left breast, and he 
fell from his horse. He was asked if he was hurt 
and he relied no, not much, but in a few moments 
expired. Gen. Seigel had a severe struggle and 
lost 3 of his 4 guns, Ins artillery horses were 
shot in their harness and pieces disabled. He 
spiked the guns and disabled carriages before he 
jef(. About ten o’elopk the enemy seemed to be 
ip great disorder, and retreating and setting fire 
to then- train and.baggage waggons. Our forces 
were too much fatigued and cut up to pursue, 
So the battle may be considered a drawn one. 
The following is tv partial list of the killed and 
wounded on our side,

Sweeney wounded in the leg, Col. Mitchell of 
Kansas Volunteers wounded, Capt. Plummer of 
of the Regulars was wounded, Capt. Miller of 
Missouri 1st, was seriously wounded, Capt. Oav- 
ender was wounded in the shoulder, but rode 
back to the field, Capt. JlaFariane of the Kansas 
1st, was wounded and supposed mortally, G-en. 
Prfoe was pot killed. There were rumors on the 
tjeld that Benjamin McCulloch was killed, but 
the rebels denied it.

On Saturday night Dr. Bencher and others of 
our army went back with ambulances to the bat­
tle ground from Springfield to see about the kill­
ed and wounded. They found the enemy ou the 
ground, and were considerately treated with re­
spect,

Gen. Lyons’ body had been treated with great 
respect, and was brought back with some of the 
wounded to Springfield.

Major SturgesAook command on the field after 
the death of Gen. Lyons. Gen. Seigel took com­
mand after the battle.

Our loss is estimated at from 150 to 300 killed 
and several hundred wounded. The enemy’s 
loss is placed at 2000 killed and wounded. The 
enemy carried two flags—the Confederate and 
Stars and Stripes.

General Seigel marched back to Springfield in 
good order, after perfecting arrangements for 
gathering the baggage and blowing up what 
powder he could not carry, and destroying Othey 
property which he did not want to fall into the 
hands of the rebels, E[e (eft Springfield on Sun. 
day night, and encamped 30 miles this side of 
that place,' the enemy not pursuing him.

Gen. Lyop began the attack upon the receipt 
of intelligence that the enemy were expecting 
reinforcements from Gen. Harde and the column 
which was approaching from the southeast,

It was thought that General Seigel would fall 
hack no further than Lebanon, wbere reipforeft' 
ments would meet }iim.
