Carnation
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A REMARKABLE RECORD.

The murder record for the city of London for the
past year is one of the most interesting of recent crime
statistics, for it gives a remarkable insight into the
efficiency of the London police force. Not & murderer is
said to have escaped and though twenty-six people
committed one of the greatest of crimes, they could not
slip through the web laid by the enforcers of law, and
all faced courts of justice or evaded trial by resorting
to suicide. The Stratford Beacon gives some details of
crime in London, as follows:

“Either the London, England, police are a
competent body, or London criminals are
mostly amateurs. According to an annual re-
port just issued, twenty-six murders were com-
mitted in the London area last year. Thirteen
persons were convicted, of whom three were
foand insane and the other ten hanged. In the
other thirteen cases the murderers all anticipat-
ed the police by committing suicide. Not one

escaped. In the same period three hundred and
twenty-seven motor cars and cycles were stolen.
Of these three hundred and fourteen were re-
covered by the police and the thieves arrested 3
and convicted. !

“The British people are slow in some ways;
but they have acquired the secret of enforcing
the law. In this respect they have an enviable
reputation. There seems to be no better deter-
rent of crime for those who cannot be reached
by moral suasion than prompt and certain
justice.”

Mother of Lord Haldane Has Face That
Is “a Love-Letter to All
Mankind”

/T seems Incredible that in England to-day
there is alive a person who remembers the
passage of the first reform bill, the first bal-

loon ascent, the first railroad, the time when
bodles of executed criminals were hung on chains
on gibbets at crossroads, and ways when sedan
chairs took the place of cabs and taxis,

This woman i8 Mrs. Haldane, mother of Lord
Haldane, who, although in her ninety-ninth year,
is able to contrast
very strikingly pres-
mt-day England with
the country in the
later Georgian and
early Victorian eras.

She has visited

prisons where tread-
mills were the fav-
orite form of punish-
ment, and survived
attentions of doctors
when bleeding was
practically the only
form of surgery. She
followed the hounds
when gentlemen
wore corsets while
hunting.

Lord Haldane

Although she remembers perfectly the times
before the building of railroads in England,
Mrs. Haldane recently has had the wireless tele-
yhone apparatus installed in her home, and is &
keen listener-in on the latest scientific achieve-
ment,

“The educatfon of children in those days was
wery strict,” Mrs. Haldane recalls, “and children
Nere threatened with ‘Boney’—Napoleon Bona-

parte—if they misbehaved, as there was still a
sfrong feeling against the French, We children
used to be taken from our eribs at 7 in the morn-
ing by a nurse, who plunged us in a bath of cold
water,

So old, and yet so alert, is she that she still
writes daily to a lord chancellor of our own
time, her son, Viscount Haldane., Mrs. Haldane,
indeed, is so vigorous that she can read without
glasses hgr son's compactly-thought-out book on
Relativity, which she is seen holdiug in this
charming portrait.

Mrs. Haldane comes of two very clever fami-
lies, the Scotts and the Burdon-Sandersons, Her
granduncles, John and William Scott, were the
great lawyers who were raised to the peerage
a8 Lord Eldon and Lord Stowell,

Almost exactly sixty years ago Miss Mary
Elizabeth Burdon-Sanderson crossed the border
to marry as his second wife Robert Haldane of
Cloanden, near Gleneagles, which a sport-loving
people now associate with golf. She was left a
wliow in 1877, bringing up with the most sym-
pathetic care her brilliant fmily—the eldest, Lord
Haldane; the second, Mr. John Burdon Sander-
son Haldane, perhaps the greatest living author-
ity on colliery explosions and the physiology of
respiration; the third, Sir William Stowell Hal-
dane, the Edinburgh lawyer. Her daughter Eljz-
abeth, educated at home, {8 the distinguished
Hegelian, the blographer of Descartes and Fers
rier. The University of St. Andrews recognized
her scholarship by conferring on her its LL.D,,
and she was the first woman J.P. in Scotland.

Interested in everything going on round her,
not least in politics, both at home and abroad,
ghe still reads and writes French with the great-
est case. HMer character is go strong that some-
one once said she would have made a splendid
Judge. Indeed, people who come to her to be
nice to her, end by telling her all their troubles
and getting her advice. She is full of courage,
not only for herself but for others. 'That Is
why her room has been most fitly called the
Chamber of Peace. She bore the war, which
came home very poignantly to her clrele in more
ways than one, with a high heart, Of this beau-
tiful old lady, with white halr and wonderful
eyes, It has been finely said that “her face is a
thanksgiving for a former life and a loveletter
to all mankind.”

ally succeeded President Harding in the

supreme office of the United States, was
running for his second term ag governor of
Massachusetts, The campaign centred about
the great Boston police strike, With Bol-
gheviki activities everywhere, the guardians of
the peace were threatening to quit their posts.
A precedent might be established which would
destroy the civlization of America. Coolidge's
opponent had practically thrown the police
commissioner to the dogs, and promised to rein.
sfate the mutineers. In the face of organized
labor Coolidge had declared that policemen
who left their duties automatically resigned,

One day a labor deputation waited on him.
He listened {o them in silence. Then he
changed his position, and listened some muore.
‘When the source of oratory seemed to be run.
ning low, he said, quietly:

“Now, gentlemen, have you said all tha® you
have to say?”

The deputation, rather surprisingly, admitted
that it had.

“Very well! All T have to say is this: law
and order will be maintained in the common-
wealth of Massachusetts, Good day.”

Law and order was maintained, and Gove.
nor Coolidge triumphantly won the election.

That incident is typical of his whole career,
of which it was the turning point, The thing
itzelf counts with him, not the talk, and not
the accessories.

When lie left his boyhood’'s home at Ply-
mouth, Vi, and went to Amhberst College, he
intended, in his own words, *to exercize my head
rather than my legs.”

His room-mate at Amherst once remarked,
in an after-dinner speech: “Calvin Coolidge came
to Amherst in September, 1891, Walit a minute
—I can't prove it; the first sound I heard
from him was in the following May.”

Another former classmate made a bet that
he would engage the governor in five minutes'
conversatien. It ran something like this::

“QCal.,, I understand they're going to knock the
tar out of you this election.”

“Maybe."

“I hear that a spellbinder is up against you.”

You may shine
by contrast.”

Another time Mr. and Mrs. Coolidge were
invited to spend a few days with one of Mrs.
Conlidge's friends on Cape Cod. Mr. Coolidge
appeared at seven meals and made three re-

marks—one, “May I have some butter, please?™*
and two, “No, thank you's.”

Another instance of this “power of silence”
occurred upon a far more important occasion.
In 1905, he was practising law in the city of
Northampton, Mags, having retired from the
city solicitorship. Miss Grace Goodhue, teacher
of the school for the deaf and dumb in that city,
went to Burlington, Vt, to visit her parents.
Immediately after, Coolidge appeared on the
scene. He industriously said nothing until,
finally, Goodhue, pere, extracted the following:

“1 just came over to be married to Grace.”

“Have you spoken to her yet?”

“No, but I think I will in a couple of days.”

Coolidge had been going with his future wife
for almost a year when he broke into this su-
preme burst of communicativeness. He had
never once even hinted at sentimentality. Two
afternoons afterwards, according to Mrs. Coo-
lidge, he appeared at her house, and, without a
word of greeting, remarked: “We are going to
get married.” They were married that afteg-
noon, and they set about housekeeping in half
a small two-family house, which remained their
home during the governor’s terms of office.

This little home, and the simple, happy life
of the governor, his wife, and two sons, became
quite celebrated, after a time. One day a
friend, looking at the shabby exterior, asked him
why on earth he did not ask the landlord at
least to paint it.

“Might raise the rent on me,” said the frugal
Calvin.

The president’s coldness has been almost as
well advertised as his taciturnity, but personal
friends of his family say that when away from
Plymouth, Mr, Coolidge has never failed to write
to his father at least twice a week.

That he does not lack esthetic tastes, how-
ever, let Mrs. Coolidge testify. One day a pare
ticularly becoming dress of hers was much ad
mired,

“He chooses every dress I wear,” ghe sald
*“On his walks the governor sees something ‘in a
shop window that he likes; then, in the evening,
I am advised, ‘I saw something very fetching in
the line of a gown in such a shop, Guess you'd
better go and get it.’”

She added that they went hat-hynting to-
gether.,

The source of this sort of domestic happiness
is not hard to discover when we remember that
Coolidge carries with him everywhere a thin
gunmetal case, containing an old-fashioned
daguerreotype of his mother, taken when she
was a girl. He once said:

“There can be no proper observation of &
birthday that forgets the mother.”

Like many silent men, he is an adept at the
production of pithy epigrams.

“ Men do not make laws. They do but dis-
cover them."”

“The suspension of one man's dividends is
the suspension of another man's pay envelope.”

“The assertion of human rights is naught
but a call to human sacrifice.”

It i3 often said that the vice-presidency is a
convenient shelf for inconvenient politicians. As
with Roosevelt, that shelf has become, to Coo-
lidge, a spring-board to supreme power. This
much seems sure, that which he conceives to
be his duty he will do, without fear or favor,

“When Calvin was a boy on the farm,” says
his father, “if I was going away and there was
anything 1 wanted him to do, I would tell him,
but, when I came back, I never thought of going
to see if he had done it—I knew it was done.”
