liamentarian of thirty-one ses-

sions, R. 8. White, of 465 Roslyn
Avenue, celebrated his 88th birth-
day on Wednesday receiving

hundreds of congratulations from

friends in all walks of life
throughout Canada, wishing him
good health and @ happy birth-
day.

Mr. White, who is affectionate-

ly beloved by a large circie of
friends has a most remarkable

memory for events and dates and

holds forthright opinions on a

wide range of topics. He has
been a life long member of the

Conservative Party, which he

takes more-than-usual interest in

from day to day, and he can look
back on a life of service as a

journalist, civil servant and a

politician.

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CIRCUS COMING TO TOWN

THE CIRCUS will be coming to town again

soon—to perform in aid of the Shriners’
Hospital for Crippled Children. The circus
will raise money by entertaining thousands
of fortunate, healthy youngsters to pay for
medical care for other youngsters not so
fortunate—to restore deformed little bodies
to health.

Have you ever visited a home or a hospital
for crippled children? If not, you cannot begin
to realize the merciful work that is being
done or can be accomplished in such an
institution. Shriners’ Hospitals admit only the
children of parents who are too poor to pay
anything for the services they render. Most
Shriners are big men—big in spirit, in tole-
rance, in outlook—too big to bar any young-
ster because of race, colour, or religion. The

MAKING A 2-POUND SHELL

IN A SPEECH,and later in a booklet, Henry
4 G. Weaver of General Motors, explained
simply-and dramatically how much thinking,
planning, scheming, and time were required
to bring a two-pound shot into production.
This shot can penetrate-armeur plate and put
a tank out of commission. The construction
data, blueprints, factory lay-out and other
essential information made a book of 600
pages. This preliminarÿ ‘engineering work in-
volved 6,000 square feet of tracing paper and
over 50,000 square feet of blueprint paper
Machines, cutting tools, jigs and fixtures
had to be found or specially designed, Ohne
piece of equipment weighed 25 tons. Weaver's
observation was that mass production is pre-
ceded by tedious preliminary work. After
this work is done and the line starts moving,
the operation is relatively simple.

 

THE ITALIAN FLEET

AS Mr. Roosevelt really “as casual as he
seemed when, in answer to a press con-

ference query, he disclosed Russia's request
for one-third of the Italian fleet? Or was he
carrying through a high-pressure diplomatic
maneuver? In either case it is doubtful
whether all the repercussions had been fore-
seen.

If it was diplomacy, it could have been
another turn of the screw on Turkey. For it
suggested that Moscow—and Washington and
London—might soon be asking for passage
through the Dardanelles for Italian ships go-
ingto help the Russians in the Black Sea.

Or it might have been aimed at those
Americans who ask for American participa-
tion in the settlement of Russia’s borders,
reminding them that all Allied obligations to
Russia have not beenfulfilled.

Orit could have been an addendum on Mr.
Churchill's recent support of the Badoglio
regime, a warning that Washington was not
satisfied with the results of such support.
Marshall Badoglio’s reaction—a threat to
resign—will not trouble many people. Yet
Washington might well give some heed to
the feelings of Italians about their fleet, A
cavalier parceling out of the ships—even if
permitted by the armistice terms—will not
win friends for the Allies among the hardy
groups that are now carrying strikes to the children. He made “the least of these” the

most important. He charges us to pause in
point of revolt in northern Italy.—Christian
Science Monitor.

Of Australian Women in War
 

The stirring story of how Aus-

tralian women responded to their

conntry’s call when the Common-

wealth was under the dally

thyeat of invasion by the Japan-

ese and bombs were dropping on

Darwin while Australian fight-

ing forces were on active service
in the middle eagt, was iold by
Sir William Glasgow, K.C.B.,

D.5,0., Australian High Commis-

sioner for Canada when he was

tie guest speaker at the annual

Charter Day Luncheon of the

\Testmount Women's Club held

on Friday in the ballroom of the

Mount Royal Hotel.

1. was a grim situation that
faced the country, he said, and

all’ human and material re-

sources had to be mobilized im-

wediately. Nobody could have
rasponded more nobly than did

vi countrywomen. About 48,000
ot them now wear the uniforms
of the various services.

The Australian Nursing Ser-
vice, said Sir William, is similar
to our own in Canada; and the

women of the three armed ser-

vices perform duties along the

lines of those required in our

owCanadian Women's Divisions,

Then there is also the Australian

Army Women's Medical Service,

formed only recently and, num-
bering 5,000 members, which

supplies army hospitals with kit-

chen, clerical and non-skilled

nursing staffs.

Roughly about one in three of

all workers in the whole field of

munitions and war supply pro-

duction are women, the speaker

remarked, and of the 850,000
women in overalls, doing work
no less important. than that per-

formed by their sisters in uni-

form, very few had been in paid

employment before the outbreak

of the war,

The women in corduroys, other-

wise the Australian Women's
Tland Army have been largely re-

sponsible for the production of

food and raw materials not only

for Australia, but for Great Bri-

tain and the U.S. forces in the

south west Pacific. After being

trained and suitably equipped

these girls take up. dairying, mix-

ed farming, poultry raising, flax

and cotton cultivation. When they

first stepped in to fill the gaps

left by the young men who joined

up. they had to overcome a good
deal of prejudice, but today they

are doing a magnificent Job and

getting full credit for it. Many

of them who are making good in

this field were city-bred girls who
had’ no previous experience of the

country, but, he reported, they

drive trucks and tractors and tend

sheep and cattle in outlying dis-
tricts often with only dogs for

company. .
Notwithstanding the fine re-

cords of these groups, sald the

speaker, the highest praise must
still go to the women in aprons,
the housewives of Australia, who
are the backbone of the nation.

dances and week-ends in the

country which allow them to be-

come beiter acquainted with Can-

ada and her people.

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MOTHERS’ CLUB
INSTRUCTED IN
GARE OF PAINT

The Catholic Mothers’ Club of
Westmount held a meeting on

Tuesday afternoon in the Library

of the Boy's School on Clarke

Avenue, when Mr. John Davidson
addressed the members on the
care of paint inside and outside

the house. Referring to the

cleaning of paint indoors, Mr.

Davidson said that there were

a few really good industrial
cleaners, but that the surest way

to get the best results is for the

home cleaner to use two separate

pails and sponges or cloths, one

for the cleaning agent and one

for the rinsing. ‘‘The more you
rinse and the more you change the
water,” said Mr. Davidson, ‘‘the

better the results.” This injunc-
tion also applies to washing any

other paint work, but he warned
that care must be taken t to
use the cleaning fluid in too

strong a solution on flat painted

surfaces. “If you are washing

a wall in a bedroom,” he advised,
“it is a good idea to start from
the bottom and work towards the

top, as this prevents streaks re-

sulting from the water running

down on dry walls.”

For soiled marks on wallpaper

he recommended a rubber com-

pound on the market which cleans

smokey parts above radiators or

on outside walls. Stale breed

rubbed over the wallpaper also
gives good results. A stubborn
spot may be removed by rubbing
