Traffic Control

Notes..

— An Important

Matter

S KOMPIED, no doubt, by the recent
Pacudem at the Intersection of Prince
and Bouchette streets in town, the Town
Council has decided to erect two more stop
signs, making this intersection a four-way
stop.

We have three such hazardous inter-
sections in our town and all have a bear-
ing on each other which has been accen-
tuated because of Chateauguay Street
being one-way from Bouchette Street to
McCoy's corner. None of them are new
and a few years ago it was seriously consi-
dered having control lights erected at these
points. In fact, one was actually installed
on trial at the Prince and Bouchette inter-
section. It was found that the lights work-
ed most satisfactorily at this point, but at
the time the decision of the Council was
that the Town could not afford it.

We do not know if the cost is the
same now, or if it has increased as so many
other things have, but we do think the
Town is better able to afford such at this
time.

A light control system would work
much better than ordinary signs. In the
case of signs, it is up to the individual
drivers to decide when to move on. There
is often confusion as first one decides to
go and then another. In the case of the
light system, the light flashes its signal
and all move as it indicates, or stop as re-
quired. Stocp signs require watching by
police, for there are many drivers who just
simply ignere them.

This is particularly the case at the
intersection of Bouchette, Hunter and
Chateauguay Streets. The one way part of
Chateauguay Street requires that traffic
proceeds from west to east to McCoy’s
corner. If it is required to return to this
part of Chateauguay street, it is done by
turning at McCoy’s and onto Prince Street
to the Post Office and then south on
Bouchette. Traffic coming inte town from
the East, also that from across the bridge
from Henderson Street, and from Dal-
housie and wishing to get onto Chateau-
guay one-way must use the Prince Street
Route. It is thus that all three of these
intersections are used to a greater extent
than before the business section of Chat-
eauguay became one-way,

The Prince Street, Bouchette Street
route is two-way for traffic. It would
seem that a number of drivers have the
idea that this route is a sort of through-
way and although they make the stop at
the Post Office corner, they fail to do so at
Bouchette and Chateauguay. Confusion
often exists at this intersection as the
traffic is coming from Bouchette to pro-
ceed onto the one-way section of Chateau-
guay Street as well to proceed west around
by the Bank of Commerce. Traffic is also
turning off Chateauguay Street by the
Bank of Commerce to proceed north on
Bouchette Street and also onto Hunter.
Traffic from Hunter proceeds onte Chat-
eauguay Street in both directions and alsoe
turns to go onto Bouchette Street. It has
been suggested that traffic from Bouchette

Street and Hunter going inte the one-way
part Chateauguay Street should take the
left side of the Fountain and not proceed
to the farther side of it hefore turning
into that street. This would make for less
confusion for traffic coming from the west
and going east on Chateauguay and also
turning to proceed on Bouchette. More
centrol is needed at this point and lights
would no doubt do a satisfactory job.

The other confusing corner is McCoy's
and this is not new, it has been that way
for years. The situation here is a little
different. Chateauvguay street could be
said as having the right of way at all
times. It is here that the one-way part
ends, it is here also that all the traffic
wishing to proceed West must go by way
of Prince Street. This means that traffic
coming in from the East, from across the
bridge, from Dalhousie and going west,
must use Prince. There is a stop sign at
the Bridge, one at Prince and one at Dal-
housie which controls traffic from those
points. The traffic on Chateauguay Street
going east and that going back in a west-
erly direction has no control system; there-
fore the traffic from the bridge must turn
into the Chateauguay Street traffic to pro-
ceed east and cross this traffic to proceed
west. |t must also converge with the traf.
fic gcing west from Chateauguay Street
both from the west and the east, as well
as watch the traffic from Prince and
Dalhousie which will be going over the
bridge, and east on Chateauguay. There is
no control of this traffic. Lights installed
here would do a lot to contrel all this con-
version and have the traffic operating in
orderly fashion,

There are times during every day
when this is most confusing not only for
the drivers of cars, but for pedestrians too.
These times could be named for 12 and
1 O’clock (Noon) and 5 p.m. more espe-
cially, although there are other times too.
During school days, this is also a busy
cressing for school children and for school
buses. It is probable with the Regional
school next year, the problem may be even
greater,

We have no fault to find with the
portion of Chateauguay Street being one-
way, we are all for it, it does much to re-
lieve the congestion on that part. The
system does however impose other prob-
lems that require solution in order to
have the traffic running smoothly and with
less possibility of accidents, No doubt a
four-way stop at the Post Office will have
its effect, but such system will not avoid
the confusion of each driver making up his
mind when to move on. Lights would
settle this, only those could move on who
have the green light.

There are towns much smaller than
Huntingdon with light control of traffic
and with far less hazards than exist here,
It may not be possible to install a full sys-
tem of lights at one time, but perhaps it
could be done in stages.

We know the system works well, we
have tried it before, remember? Why not
give it some more thought at this time?.

The Church?

(by P, Winnie Rowles)

THIS title of a current book published

by a Chicago missionary society in
1966 raises many pertinent questions. “In
Europe,” it says, “the churches are oracti-
cally empty and in the United States there
is a gradual decline in membership... the
Church is dying because modern man is
either too apathetic or too self-sufficient
to involve himself in a life of the religious
establishment.”

The book goes on to analyse the
church itself and its own shortcomings.
“Who's killing the Church? Don’t blame
the world,” the book says, "because the
real crime against the church is being com-
mitted from within, The Church is being

killed by her own failure to take the
shape that the world needs. [f the Church
were being murdered by villains from the
outside, if it were facing persecution for
its witness in the world, there might be
hope. But the world doesn’t persecute a
Church that seems te stand for nothing.

What does that phrase mean, “A
church which stands for nething?” Surely
it means a church that keeps itself for
Sundays only and whose Christianity do_u
not get beyond its ewn walls, keeping
itself wrapped up in its own domestic
troubles and interdeneminational squabbles,
Religion cannet ba kept within the walls
of a building, it must be teken out and

“To-day’s clergyman,” the book con-
tinues, ‘“finds himself in an impossible
position. While fighting to maintain a
constructive ministry, he struggles like a
drowning man who knows the current is
too strong for him.” The book quotes
one minister as saying, “What | believe
about God, man and the world, has no
relevance to my congregation. They want
a religion that will make them comfortable,
that will reassure them that their way of
life is right and will confirm their easy
assumptions of superiority. The ministers
of most denominations | talk to all have
the same reactions,”

The verdict of who is killing the church
is that it is not murder, it “is more serious
than that: svicide, a slow death resulting
from what Arnold Toynbee has called a
“failure of nerve.”

This “failure of nerve,” is the inability
of many church people to get their reli-
gious feet wet. They refuse to put their
beliefs to the test. Unable to get their
religion out of its box and look critically
at it in case it falls apart, many so-called
Christians are clinging like mad to the
Faith of their Fathers in the face of this
changing and challenging woarld. They
withdraw from the church entirely and
withhold their support to “save’ the church
from modern infiltration, “If | can’t pitch
I won't play ball!” Truly “suicide” is the
correct word and it is going on right in
the face of the greatest reformation that
the church has ever had.

“Failure of nerve,” we are surrounded
by it! The man sitting just ahead of the
Christian Pavilion of EXPO had to look
away from the screen when the horror
picture of man’s inhumanity to man were

life, even

being shown. He simply could not face

it. But we have got to! And we have got
to upgragde our Christian living till we can
face the world and be proud to call our-
selves “Christian.”

“Who's Killing the Church” goes on
fo talk about to-day’s ferment. “Some
people within the church are feverishly
trying to maintain the status quo — the
emphasis on expensive buildings, on wishy-
washy moralizing that masquerades as
preaching, on studious efforts to involve
laymen in trivial tasks rather than honest
confrontation with the demands of the
Gospel.

But others are sensing a new spirit
in the wind, a spirit which is calling the
Church to lay down its life for the world.
The spirit has moved Christians into the
heart of the fight for justice in our so-
ciety; it has begun to replace inconse-
quential church work with a renewed
wrestling with the deep implications of
Christian faith. It blows through tradi-
tional parishes and gives birth to experi-
mental ministries ... There are some who
feel that this is the spirit of God and
that this spirit is calling for the death of
the Church as we know it. Who's killing
the Church? God Himself. The Church is
called to lose her life in order to find
new life,”

“Don’t rock the boat. Sit still and
the storm will go away.” This is what
some people seem to believe. But the

church’s eclipse in Europe should warn us.
There it failed to adapt to new conditions
and “christendom’” died with the old so-
cial system.

Whether the church as such dies, may,
or may not matter. Anyway the church is
not the walls but the people and not neces-
sarily the people within the walls. In this
Centennial year let us rise up together
as people and prevent the death of our
Christian community in Canada,
