PROHIBITION REFUSED.

VOTE DOES NOT WARRANT IN-
TRODUCTION OF PROHIBI-
TORY MEASURE,

The following letter has been received
by Mr. F. 8. Spence, secretary of the
Dominion Alliance, Toronto

Ottawa, March 4, 1599,

Dear Mr. Spence,—When the delega
tion of the Dominion Allisnce waited up-
on the government last fall to ask we asa
consequence of the plebiscite, the intro-
duction of prohibitory legisiation, they
bascd their demand vpon the fact that
on the total of the vote cast there was a
msjority in tavor of the principle of pro-
hibition. The exact figures of the votes
recorded were not st that time accurately
known, but the officisl tigures, which we
have now, show that on the question put
to the electors, 278 4587 voted yea, snd
264,071 voted nay. After the official
tigures had been made lnuhlu-. IL WaSs cou
tended by some of the opponents of pro-
hibition that the margin of differenee
between the masjority and minority was
so slight, thac it practically constituted
a tie and there was therefore no occasion
for the government to pronounce either
one way or the other. The government
does uot share tha view. We are of the
opinion that the fairest way of approach-
ing the question 18 by the cousideration
of the total vote cast in favor of prohi-
bition, leaving aside altogether the vote
recorded against it

In that view of the question, the record
shows that the electorate of Canada, to
which the questiom was submitted, com
priscd $1,2335,849 voters, an 1 of that num-
ber less thon swenty-three per cent, or a
trifle over one-fifth, affirmed their convie-
tion in the principle of prohibition,

If we remember that the object of the
plebiscite was to give an opportunity "o
those who have at heart the cause of
prohibition, who believed that the people
were with them and that if the question
were voted upon by itself, without any
other issue which m'ght detract from its
consideration, a maj rity of the electorate
would respond and thus show the Canadian
people were prepared and ready for its
adoption, it must be admitted that the
expectation was not justified by the event.
On the other hand, it was argued before
us by yourself and others, that as the
plebiscite campaign was oarried out by
the friends of prohibition, without any
expenditure of money and without the
usual excitement of political agitatiom, the
vote recorded in favor of 1t was compara-
tively a large one.  This statement I did
not then controvert, nor do 1 controvert
it here and now. I would siwply remark
that the honesty of the vote did not
suffer from the absence of those causes
of excitement, and that even if the to-
tality of the vote might have been some-
what increased by such cause, its moral
force would not have been made any
stronger. [ venture to submit for your
consideration, and the consideration of
the members of the Domiunion Alliance,
who belisve in prohibition as the most
efficient means of suppressing the evils of
intemperance, that no good purpose
would be served by forcing upon the peo-
ple » measure which is shown by the
vote tc have the support of less than
twenty-three per cent ‘of the electorate.
Neither would it serve any good purpose
to enter here into further controversy
on the many incidental points discussed
before us. My object is simply to convey
to you the cenclusiom that im our juig
ment. the expression of public opinion
recorded at the polls in favor of prohibi-
tion did not represent such a proportion
of the electorate as would justify the in-
troduction by the Governmene of a pro-
hibitory measure.

The militia orders issued to day contain
the following :— With reference to para-
graph 207, the Major General command
ing desires that the following paragraph
from Queen’s regulations, 1893, which is
binding to the troops of the Dominion, be
published for general information, as the
Queen's regulations may not be access-
ible to all concerned :

*413. Deliberations or discussions by
aflicers or soldiers with the object of con-
veying praise, censuie, Or any mark of
approbation towards their superiois or
any otheis in Her Majesty's service, are
prohibited. The pnblication of laudatory
orders on officers quitting a statien or re-
linquishing an appointment is forbidden.
Commanding officers are to refuse to
allow subscriptions for testimonials in any
shape to superiors on quitting the service
oron being removed from their corps.
Every officer will be held responsible
should he allow himself to be compliment-
ed by officers or soldiers, who are serving,
or have served, under his command by
means of presents or plate, swords, etc.,
or by any collective expressions of their
opinions.”

WILL PROVINCE

Word was received at the City Hall,
Montreal on Friday that an important ex-
cursion party of French and Belgian sav-
ants and capitalists intend coming to Can-
ada in August or September.
