State-of-the-art seniors’
residence coming to
Hemmingford

A brand-new seniors’ resi-
dence is set to be built in the Village of
Hemmingford in the coming year. The
residence, which will be built with
practicality and the comfort of resi-
dents firmly in mind, should be com-
pleted by September 2011 “if all goes
well,” said Georges Abiad, president of
Beskcorp, the company in charge of the
project.

Debbie Beattie, councilor for the
township of Hemmingford and member
of the committee which was formed to
make a seniors’ residence in the munic-
ipality a reality, says that “people have
been waiting for this for a long time.”
She says that it will go a long way
toward keeping families together and
“keeping people at home” in their com-
munity, rather than being forced to
move to a more populated area in order
to find the living environment they
need. Abiad noted that along with the
benefits to elderly residents and fami-

lies, the Pproject will create at least
twelve ditect jobs for nurses, orderlies

and kitchen staff.

Not only will the very existence of
the “Au Coeur de la Vie” residence
mean a positive change for seniors, the
standards to which it is being built and
planned are extremely high, surpassing
the minimum requirements set out for
this type of establishment. The number
of nurse’s aids on staff will be double
the government requirement, meaning
more personalised care for residents.
The interior design will be done by
architects and doctors together, with
the priorities for the resi-
dents being taken into
account. The building is
designed to allow as much
light as possible to enter,
with strategically placed

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skylights and windows. and th
ing itself is devoid of corridors
dead-ends, instead being built in a cir
cular shape, as for patients suf[enng,
from dementia, coming to a dead end
can be very distressing. The concrete
building will also offer the very latest in
temperature control to its residents,
with air conditioning in every room and
a geothermal heating system in place.

The 73 units of the new residence
will be divided into three sections for
three different types of clients:
autonomous, semi-autonomous and
those who are no longer autonomous.
One advantage to having all three types
under one roof is that if a resident goes
from being autonomous to semi-
autonomous, they needn’t make such a
large change as if they had to move to a
different facility. There will also be an
outdoor space for each group of resi-
dents, as well as balconies. The rooms
vary in size from 300 square feet to 600

.square feet, and those which will be

occupied by autonomous seniors
include space for full kitchen and laun-
dry facilities.

Abiad and Daniel Belair, vice-presi-
dent for development at Beskcorp,
explained that while the construction
of Au Coeur de la Vie in the way they
are doing it is costly, it is being done
that way so that it will be useful for
years to come. They added that it was
the first seniors’ residence in the area to
be built from the ground up for that
purpose and that it is being built to
“the best standard.”

A brand-new seniors’ residence
with 73 units is set to be built
in the coming

in Hemmingford
23 year. It will be centrally locat-
ed and will offer modern and

well-thought-out facilities to
older residents of the town and
the surrounding area. It is esti-
mated that the project will be
eompleted in September 2011,
and will look much like this
illustration provided by
the company taking on
the project, Beskeorp.
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Throughout the month of August,
ten students from the Universite de
Montreéal will be carrying out arche
ological digs at Site Droulers-
Tsiionhiakwatha in Saint Anicet.

The group began work on August

the soil for pieces of pottery and fish
and animal bones. On an average
day, the team turns up some 200
pottery fragments and approximate-
ly the same number of pieces of
bones. The work is not over once

they return to the house they have
rented in Saint-Anicet, however:
the students have approximately
three hours of follow-up work to do
in the evenings, such as cleaning,
identifying and classifying their
finds. which sometimes takes until
10 pm to finish.

Archeologist Claude Chapdelaine,
who is leading the group, says that
the students get a chance to do vir-
tually every task associated with
working on an archeological dig.
Some of them have worked on digs
previously, but it is the first time
any of them have worked on a pre-
historic Quebec site. The students
are mainly in their second or third
year at the
university,
and receive
six credits for
spending a
month on the
dig.

Edwards’ educational credentials
include a Bachelor and Masters of
Education from McGill University as well
as certificates in French Proficiency,
Teaching English as a Second Language,
French Immersion and Quebec Culture,
and Hotel and Restaurant
Administration.

When a Huntingdon resident col-
lapsed while walking near the water fil-
tration plant, one of his fellow citizens
leapt into action, performing CPR and
calling for medical help.

61-year-old Robert Hart, who is in
charge of the filtration plant, was exam-
ining one of the pumping stations on
Bouchette Street when he saw a man his
sixties collapse nearby. “I could see the
man in the background as if he was mov-
ing in slow motion and he finally fell on
the grass,” he said, adding that “he was
not moving anymore.”

When he went over to the man, he
saw that he was unconscious. “He was

not breathing. He was not reacting at
all.,” he said.

Not losing any time, Hart called 9-1-
I, handing the phone off to a woman
who had been working nearby so that he
could return to the man.

To try and save the man’s life, Hart
then began CPR, which he had learned as
a part of his job training, carrying on
until the first-respondents and ambu-
lance technicians arrived. “I did the
manoeuvres for a good ten minutes,” he
said, "while the woman was in contact
with 9-1-1

Once the ambulance was on the
scene, the man was transported to the
Barrie Memorial Hospital, where Hart

Although he played a part in saving
the man’s life, Hart wanted to raise his
hat to the first-respondents and ambu-
lance technicians who took over on the
scene. | want the population to be con-
scious of the quality of these people.

Thanks to them, the man
is still alive. They accomplished a “num-
ber one” job,” he said.

Since the day of the incident, the two
men have had no contact. Hart says he
would not be completely at ease with
seeing the man, who is now doing well.
“I would not feel able to face the idea of
standing in front of him. But for me, | did
what needed to be done to help him. |
am not a hero here,” he said.

On Wednesday, August 4, it was a full
house at the Tres-Saint-Sacrement town hall
as farmers gathered to learn about stress on
the farm and then relieve some of that stress
with two well-known stand-up comics.

The event was oganised by the
Chateauguay Valley English Syndicate UPA,
and began with a discussion of stress on the
farm. Linda Latreille and Melanie Richer from
the CLSC offered information about stress
and depression and tips for dealing with
them. Latreille began with a list of the factors
which can cause stress, such as “the weath-
er, the bank, machinery that breaks... hus-
bands and wives fighting, the generation
gap” and so forth. She went on to say that
while all different kinds of people have stress
in their lives, “when you are going through
an awful lot of stress, symptoms of depres-
sion will be the same in everyone.”

She went on to explain that many peo-
ple's depression begins with a yearly low
period from which the individual recovers
year after year, but that often one year, the
low spirits do not lift. The symptoms which
may develop include under-eating or over-
eating, sleeping too much or not enough,
agitation, trouble concentrating, general
unhappiness, self-esteem issues, lack of
energy and withdrawal from social happen-
ings, among other things. “Under that, there
is a lot of anxiety,” she said, explaining that
most depression is caused by anxiety.
Latreille and Richer were quick to note that
having one of these symptoms for a short
period does not automatically mean depres-
sion; it is when they are present for an
extended period of time.

The trigger for depression can be some-
what counter-intuitive, Latreille explained. It

is often when an individual is forced to stop
working for a period due to injury or illness
that something snaps.

One of the most important things which
can be done for someone who is being affect-
ed by their stress to the point of depression
is talk to them, Richer explained, to let them
know that you have noticed a change and are
concerned. “That is usually what people
want to hear,” she said. Latreille added that
talking to someone about the things which
are causing anxiety while before they build
up to a really severe problem is far better
than waiting. “Once [people] get to be very
stressed, it's hard to get back up.” she said.
Another thing which can help is a crisis line,
since “sometimes it is easier to call someone
you don’t know,” Richer noted.

If the depression gets to a point
where either the individual thinks
they might harm themselves or
those around them have that fear,
there are always hospitals and the
police, who will help to get help for
those in trouble. Sometimes, “you
have to protect them from them-
selves,” Latreille said.

“We're made of flesh and blood
and we have limits,” the pair said,
adding that depression can be a very
physical illness. They said that there
should be no shame in being affect-
ed by it and that it can be treated.

Once the serious and important
topic of stress had been tackled, the
evening carried on in a lighter vein,
with Montreal comedians Ali
Hassan and Joey Elias getting the
80-odd assembled laughing at their
terrific stories about airport security,
the food industry, travels through
rural Canada and the joys of emer-

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Parc Safari swindled
for nearly $1 million

The president of Parc Safari, Jean-Pierre Ranger, remains in shock after learning that
once of the former employees at the wildlife park in Hemmingford had stolen nearly
$1 million from the business to give to the Bethel Evangelical Church in Montreal,
. which was recently in the news for allegations of dishonoured debts to parishioners
and contractors.

“[Ruth Eugene] was our head of accounting and we could do nothing but put all
our confidence in her, up until something abnormal was discovered,” said Ranger.

According to the QM| newswire and Radio-Canada, Ruth Eugene, who was hired
in May 2006 as head of accounting for Parc Safari, is accused of embezzling $978 000
for the non-profit group Action Béthel Canada over three years.

“As far as we know, the theft began in 2006 and spread over two other years,”
Ranger said.

In a civil case brought by Parc Safari to the Laval courthouse, the woman will be
accused of using her administrative position to intentionally embezzle the money
from the company. According to the plaintiff, Eugéne forged the signatures of the
president and of Genevieve Brault, head of HR at the park, without their knowledge.
She is also said to have used false pretexts and produced false declarations in order
to carry out the fraudulent operation, making electronic transfers from Parc Safari's
bank account into that of the non-profit organisation and cashing cheques in her
name,

“She did things in that way so that she would leave no trace. The whole operation
was done practically without our knowledge,” said Ranger.

The case will be heard on December 15, 16 and |17 of this year,

Beattie says that it began some three years
ago when members of the United Church
in Hemmingford decided that there was a
great need for a residence.

The construction will be funded by the

He said that by working a month
straight instead, the students get a better
idea of what it is like to work on an actu-
al dig, and it is easier for everyone to focus
on the job at hand. The team leader also
noted that in a field dig such as this one,
he is looking for the students to develop a
good “quality of work™ rather than speed,
working consistently and thoroughly.

The amount and type of artifacts found
on the site mean that Droulers-
Tsiionhiakwatha is a “great site for their
training,” Chapdelaine said. They will also
have the opportunity to talk about the
work they are doing to people who come

to do the regular visits of the museum and _

recreated village a stone’s throw from the
dig. In keeping with the work which has
already been done on the site, with the
new artifacts found, the archeologists
“should be able to [further] reconstruct
the daily life” of the Iroquoians.

“30 days is not a lot” of time for the
dig, Chapdelaine said, but groups from the
university will be returning to the site
each summer for the next four years, car-
rying out the dig on approximately 300 to
400 more square feet.
