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The Line being down last night, we have 
no Parliamentary news from Toronto.

It will be seen that, as we were right in 
supposing, the Clergy Reserves question has 
become the turning point of Canadian po­
litics. The Anti-Clergy Reserves Society, 
indeed, has not at present met with much 
success ; for it has among its ranks too many 
slavish followers of the ministry, to act, as a 
Society, with any degree of independence- 
It will be remembered that at the beginning of 
the last week, a committee of this body wait­
ed upon the ministry and urged upon them 
the propriety of making the Clergy Reserves 
reform a Cabinet question. Upon this the 
officials threatened, if their friends pushed 
them too hard, to resign. The prospect of 
losing active and passive patronage—the pow­
er of recommending and of being recommend­
ed—seems to have been too much for these 
friends, and the majority of the ruling body of 
the Society, including, as it would appear, 
some dissenting ministers, who had previous­
ly been most active in agitating on the sub­
ject, agreed to surcease any inconvenient 
pressure upon the Cabinet. At a subsequent 
meeting—the same party being still in the 
majority—the minority—the staunch men— 
seceded, and of course virtually acknowled 
ed themselves defeated. But the strength of 
Upper Canadian parties must not be judged of 
from the cities, and it is probable this failure 
in Toronto may afford a very erroneous index 
of the state of feeling in the large agricultu­
ral counties. This point will probably be 
farther cleared up during the session, and 
still more effectually at the next election.

In the meantime, the people of Lower Ca­
nada, especially the British population of them, 
can scarcely take any further interest in the 
success of the agitation, than that which 
arises from the shifting of political parties, 
with whose respective preponderance their for- 
tunesaremoreorlessconnected. Wefancythat 
the admirers of the voluntary system among us 
(the British of Lower Canada) would be de­
cidedly in the majority if noses were count­
ed. But from the manner in which the ‘£ clear 
grits’’ in Upper Canada are taking up the sub­
ject, it is evident that we, in Canada East, 
can feel little concern in the subject as a 
matter of principle. In practice, we would 
probably lose our share of ecclesiastical 
endowments, because they hear the obnoxious 
name, without any equivalent advantage 
But, it appears to us, there is more than this 
to be considered. While the agitators in 
Upper Canada show that they would not 
sacrifice their political influence to carry out 
their own principle in Lower Canada, even 
if the British portion of the public here 
should desire, after full consideration, that it 
should be so carried out, the mere agitating 
of the question excites the fears and jealousies 
of another, and by far the largest portion of 
our Lower Canadian population. We have 
never shrunk from advocating what we 
thought justice, from the fear of opposition ; 
but we confess that we should hesitate to 
excite a flame at our thresholds on account of 
a question in which we have little or no 
practical concern. ’Taking into considera­
tion all the circumstances connected with our 
natural divisions in Lower Canada, we are 
inclined to think that for us the wisest and 
safest policy is that which will let tolerably 
well alone. As a part of some great political 
change, we might desire the support of 
religion to he made, hereafter,entirely volun­
tary. In our actual condition, it is, perhaps, 
best—we speak merely with regard to our 
feelings and interests as inhabitants o( Lower 
Canada—to remain as we are. If the two 
parts of the Province are to be regarded as 
having separate interests—and, perhaps, this 
is the necessary consequence of our posi­
tion—we must look to our own welfare, as 
other people do to theirs.

Steam Communication with Ireland. 
Ocean steam navigation is to be pushed, this 
year, to an unparalleled extent. On the At­
lantic, three new European lines have already 
started into existence, and several others are 
in contemplation. One of the most important 
of the latter is the line to connect New York 
with Galway, Ireland. We learn, in addition 
to the facts taken from the Galway Vindicator, 
of the 1st inst., that the steamship Viceroy, 
a steamer of great speed, will leave that port 
on the 5th of next month, for New York, to 
touch en route at Halifax. It is confidently 
expected that, with fair weather, the passage 
to the latter port will be made in seven days 
—and perhaps in less time. Twenty years 
ago, it was thought to be impossible to cross 
the Atlantic at all in a steam vessel. Ten 
years ago, a passage by steam in two weeks 
was considered excellent. Now ten, eleven, 
and twelve days is the time in which it is ac­
complished.

Queen’s Birthday.—This being the birth­
day of our gracious Sovereign, it will be kept 
as a close holiday at our banks and other pub­
lic institutions. We understand that His Ex­
cellency the Commander of the Forces will 
review the entire force in the garrison, on the 
Champ de Mars, at eleven in the forenoon.

Emtoration of New York.—The follow­
ing is from the N. T. Tribune of the 20th 
instant :—

During the week ending last night, there was 
a sudden and enormous increase in the arrivals of 
emigrants, almost, perhaps entirely, without pre. 
cedent. The sum total of passengers by sea, ar­
rived at this port the t3ih to the 19th instant, both 
inclusive, is seventeen thousand eight hundred 
and one, averaging 2,543 per day, or at the rate 
of 927,1)00 per year.

protmuial parliament.
(Reported for the Montreal Herald.)

HOUSE OF ASSEMBLY.
Tuesday May 21, 1850.

Mr. Notman gave notice oftwo bills, one for 
law reform and the reduction of law Ices ; the 
other for vesting the effects of inprovidont drunk­
ards, for the benefit of their families.

Mr. Laurin gave notice of a bill relative to 
small causes in Canada East.

Hon. J. H. Boulton moved for papers &.c.t re­
lative to the reservation of some bills of last ses­
sion, by the Imperial Government.

Mr. Baldwin opposed the motion : communi­
cations between the Imperial and Provincial Go­
vernments were confidential, and therefore unfit 
to be made public. The motion, too, involved 
the communication of the opinions of the law of­
ficers of the Crown. Ho read an extract from a 
debate in the House of Lords to show that the pro­
duction of such papers was improper.

Mr. Boulton thought this a question of the 
greatest importance. The inconvenience of call­
ing for the opinion of the Crown officers in this 
country, arose from the fact, that they were the 
head of the Cabinet. It was for that reason the 
hon member opposite attempted to throw the 
shield which belonged to the Attorney General 
over the Prime Minister. He would like to know 
whether information as to the advice of the Prime 
Minister in England on such a subject as this 
would be kept back from the House. But this 
question was of still greater consequence in con­
nection with our system of Responsible Govern. 
ment. If Her Majesty was to instruct the Gover­
nor General to refuse his assent to bills which had 
passed the two houses of Parliament, where was 
this boasted responsibility of our Government ?— 
But if ministers were to be really responsible, 
they ought to state the course they intended to 
adopt while measures were before the House.— 
It was an unconstitutional proceeding under Res­
ponsible Government, that any bill should be re- 
servod at all. It would be an improvement, if 
no bill could be stopped by the Imperial Execu* 
tive ; but only by the Imperial Parliament. At 
present the interference was that of the Executive 
in England who had no information equal to that 
upon which the Provincial Parliament acted ; and 
thus the system enabled Provincial ministers qui­
etly and privately to stop measures which they did 
not wish to have passed, without letting their rea. 
sons “become public. Such a power might be 
perverted to the most corrupt purposes. The 
Clergy Reserves reform was a case in point. He 
would move a series of resolutions, putting it to 
Parliament whether it should be allowed any min­
istry to advise the Governor General to reserve 
any bills, unless they stated in Parliament that it 
was their intention to do so ; so that the House 
might be in a condition to prevent theirgiving such 
advice if it thought proper.

Mr. Baldwin desired to distinguish between 
the advice given by gentlemen as law officers, and 
the advice given by them as ministers of the 
Crown. The latter class of advice he would be 
always prepared to justify, on any given measure, 
which might be made the subject of discussion.

Mr. Boulton said that his motion involved no 
advice, bin such as was given by hon gentlemen 
opposite in their capacity of ministers of the 
Crown.

On the division the numbers were Ayes 21 ; 
Nays 42.

Hon Mr. Cameron (Cornwall) bill to amend the 
Act 5, William 4lh, to prevent the unnecessary 
multiplication of law suits &c., C. W., was read 
a first time.

The bill of the same gentleman to amend the 
law of libel and slander was also read a first time. 
The bill was substantially identical with that tn« 
trodneed by the same gentleman on a previous 
occasion. The principal feature in the measure 
was to permit a party indicted tor slander or libel 
to justify, if the matter be true and if it be for the 
advantage of the public that it should be published. 
The bill would also limit the unrestricted power 
now possessed by the Courts of punishing such 
indictments by fine and imprisonment.

Mr. McLean moved for a Committee on the 
modo of publishing the Official Gazette, &.C., but 
withdrew it for the present.

A Bill to amend the act of last session for im­
proving the River du Chêne, was read a first 
time.

Sir A. McNab inquired of Ministers if they had 
any explanations to give on the subject of the late 
changes in the Administration. If not, it must 
be supposed that the explanation of the Examiner 
newspaper and the Ex Commissioner of Crown 
Lands, were the correct account of what took 
place.

Mr. Baldwin replied that the Crown gave no 
explanations, in cases of Ministerial ^changes, os 
it acted absolutely, and was not required to ren­
der account of its reasons. With regard to the 
explanations of Ministers themselves, personally, 
he would say that neither he or his present col»» 
leagues had any explanations to give, unless they 
were called for by explanations, which other 
gentlemen might think themselves called on to 
make.

Sir A. McNab then desired to know if the ex 
planat'ons given in the Globe newspaper were put 
forth with the sanction of the Government ?

Mr. Baldwin replied that he gave no explana­
tions through the newspapers, and he did not feel 
that he had any explanation to give in the House.

Sir A. McNab then moved the first reading of 
a bill for excluding persons from olfice, which 
they have been concerned in creating, or of which 
tlYey have aided to increase the emoluments. 
Carried ; to be read again on Wednesday.

A bill introduced by Mr. Smith (Durham,) to 
amend and simplify the practice of Law pro­
ceedings in Upper Canada, was read a first time. 
Under the bill, process need not be issued in full, 
except in case of replevin and arrest. The pro* 
cess in actions of dower would also be simplified, 
by the ejectment. The hon. member gave some 
oiher explanations, which, however, were in­
audible in the gallery. The reform contemplated 
appeared to be of a very sweeping character.

Mr. Badgley introduced some bills which have 
been already mentioned in our Telegraph Report.

Hon Mr. Boulton moved the first reading of u 
bill lo fix the time and place of the meeting of 
Parliament.

Mr. Baldwin staled that he would not oppose 
the bill in ihat stage ; but should hereafter do so, 
as a republican measure—a bit-by-bit attempt to 
subvert the institutions ofthe country.

Mr. Notman, with great warmth of manner pro. 
tested against the time of the country being taken 
up in the useless discussion, raised by the hon. 
member who had just introduced the bill, as it ap­
peared for no other purpose, than to embarrass 
the government. This was a bill of a most uncon­
stitutional character—a bill which it was well 
known, could never be permitted to puss. Why 
then not nject it at once.

Sir A. McNab hoped the subject would be dis­
cussed. The Governor General was advised at 
the close ofthe last session of Parliament to pro­
mise that there 'Should be a speedy session o( 
Parliament. That promise, from whatever onuses 
was not kept. The Parliament had not been 
summoned to meet till within three weeks of the 
time required by law. Ministers did not want the 
advice of Parliament ; but perhaps members of 
Parliament might differ on that point, and it was 
therefore well to consider the propriety of fixing 
the period for the Assembling ofthe House.

Col. Prince hoped that the question would be 
put so that it necessary it should go forth to the 
Country that for a second time a bill was put 
down without hearing. It would be most con­
venient to know the time when Parliament 
would meet ; and as to subverting the institutions 
of the Country, he would ask where that hon. 
gentleman who spoke of it was when rebels fired 
the City of Toronto at both ends, and walked 
about with bowie knives—when the institutions 
of the country were all but subverted ? The 
hon gentleman shrank into his house, out of 
danger.

After some words from Mr. Smith of Durham, 
Mr. II. Boulton replied:—He said this sub­

ject was a most important one, which had been 
sanctioned by the popular voice at public meet­
ings, even in the constituency ot Mr. Notman. 
As to Republican institutions, ho thought many 
American institutions much more adapted to our 
new country, than the institutions of Great Bri­
tain. Talk of the Royal Prerogative.—Who ex 
ercised the Royal Prerogative ? The hon. menu 
her opposite himself. It was a farce to talk of 
ihe prerogative of the Sovereign, who kuesv no­
thing about the acts done from one moment to 
another in her name. He wished a government 
of law ; not a government of discretion, degener­
ating Irom day to day, into a government of tyr­
anny. It would be of the greatest convenience 
for the people of Canada to know the time when 
their public business would be transacted.

Mr Richards thought the House assembled for 
practical purposes, and, for God’s sake, let practi­
cal measures be proceeded with. He advised thj 
Government to believe that the country would 
confide in them for these practical measures, 
caring very little for motions and opposition like 
that of gentlemen oppnsi 3.

Mr. Wm. Boulton thought this wa*s a practical 
measure, and that for this reason it ought to be 
curried. He was not afraid of the institutions of 
the United States. When gentlemen opposite 
wanted reform bills, they went to the Slate ol 
New York for them, as in the case of the A.-sess. 
rnent and Municipal Bills. Why should these 
gentlemen monopolize the examples ? The coun- 
try was more fit tor the institutions of the United 
Stages than for those of Great Britain—and as to 
Republicanism, he thought Great Britain herself 
•alher a republic than a monarchy. Here the 
people had as much power as in the United States, 
without the salutary checks which prevailed in 
the latter country. People had been put to great 
expense by not knowing the time for the meeting 
of Parliament, and from being led to advertise 
private bills many mouths before it was neces­
sary.

Mr. Papineau said that under pretence of

guarding the prerogative of the Crown, hon. gen» | 
tlemen opposite sought to set up rheir own des­
picable despotism. This opposition on their part 
was so much the more evidently a pretext, be­
cause these same gentlemen had heretofore on 
several occasions, flown in the face of the prero­
gative. What was a bill, but a petition — a peti­
tion to restrain, perhaps, this prerogative of the 
Crown, but still nothing but a request put to the 
Sovereign ? All offices were in the gift of the 
Crown, and yet the nomination to places was 
being constantly restrained and regulated. Hon. 
gentlemen were so afraid of slipping into their 
former republicanism, and love of elective insti­
tutions, that they felt bound to prevent the initia­
tion of measures which might lean ever so little 
that way, and they therefore stopped bills, even 
before their contents were understood. He 
would like to know, whether the gentleman who 
was so fond of precedents, could find any prece­
dent for the course ho was adopting. He parti'» 
cularly remarked that this method of stopping ex­
amination was adopted against one gentleman of 
the highest standing in the country—a gentleman 
who had had the confidence of the Crown, and 
who had a personal acquaintance with British 
statesmen, so that he was well able to give advice. 
And Ministers carried these high-handed proceed­
ings by the voices of gentlemen who voted from 
eye-sight, not understanding the debates ; but 
following their fugleman, lest they should betray 
the party, which they were constantly called up 
to support.

Dr Laterriere supported the motion as one 
calculated to secure a great convenience to the 
members of the House and to the country in 
general.

Mr DeWitt conceived it would bo greatly for 
the advantage of the entire country to have the 
time of the meeting of Parliament fixed. At 
present the law declared that there should be one 
session every year ; bui there was only, in fact, 
three sessions in four years. He did not 
cure about a measure being republican if it were 
good.

Mr Egan said that the present might be a 
good time lor professional men to assemble in 
Parliament ; bin it was a very bad time f*>r the 
representatives of the industrious classes, who 
could leave their business without loss only in 
the winter, and not during the short business 
season.

The vote being taken, the numbers were 
found to be—Ayes, 59 ; Nays, G : majority, 51.

The order of the day for the adjourned debate 
on the address in answer to the speech from the 
throne was then taken up.

Colonel Prince thereupon proceeded to move 
the amendments which we have already printed. 
He said the speech was long, and worth about 
the cost of the paper. The period of the assem* 
bling of ihe House was most inconvenient, espe­
cially to the agriculturists, the merchants, and 
other rerpeseniatives of the industrial classes. 
It was convenient only to the majority, consisting 
of attornies and barristers, because the courts 
were now over, and ihose gentlemen had their 
pockets full. This place (Toronto), too, was the 
most inconvenient and expensive tor the meeting 
of Parliament. The speech said that the events 
in Montreal had imposed upon the Governor 
General the necessity of calling Parliament here. 
He thought tfiat was somewhat inconsistent with 
the allegation* that it was in accordance with the 
address. But the address from that House on the 
same subject was also imposed on His Excellency. 
However, he would like to ask, who were the 
cause of these events ? The ministry who intro­
duced the obnoxious bill which led to them. 
But even after those events, it was disgraceful to 
the ministry to advise—it was disgraceful to the 
Head of the Government to retreat, because he 
conceived himself in danger. He (Colonel 
Prince) had seen the great Duke of Wellington 
pelted by brickbats ; but he also saw him decline 
assistance offered to protect him, ride boldly 
forth, and be cheered by the mob who had pelted 
him for his bravery. Was it forgotten that 
£100,000 had been voted at Kingston to erect 
Parliament buildings at Montreal? Why, he 
now asked, were not these buildings erected ? 
Because the money was reserved to pay rebels— 
because that act was contemplated from the com- 
mencement by the Hon. Attorney General East. 
The speech went on to speak ol the number of 
emigrants who would come to Canada in conse­
quence of the repeal of the navigation laws. 
They might, perhaps, come, but they would soon 
pass to a country where the institutions were 
freer than in Canada. They would not stop in a 
paltry Colony ruled by such gentlemen as those 
opposite, for in general tiiose emigrants sought 
the freedom of republican institutions as well as 
present improvement. The next paragraph related 
to Canadian securities being at par. He would 
like to know where that information was obtained 
from. He had heard a very different story ; and, 
if this were true, he should be glad to know why 
there was no money forthcoming for railways— 
how it was that it was impossible to borrow 
money to complete the Great Western Road. 
It was just twelve months since the reciprocity 
bill, which was the next point, was, as now, bo- 
fore the American Congress, and Congress laugh­
ed ii out, as they would laugh it out again. The 
Hon. Member for Lincoln men declared it must, 
and would be passed before the end of the ses­
sion ; but the session ended and it did not pass, 
nor did he (Colonel Prince) believe it would now. 
Public notoriety said that the Hon. Member for 
Kent and the Hon. Member for Lincoln had gone 
to Washington on this subject, and they, doubt­
less, had had many conversations with influential 
men. Why was there no reliable information 
from such gentlemen as these, or Irom Mr 
Tiffany, who, he understood, made up the tri­
angular commission ? He admitted, however, 
that this bill, if passed, would be a most valuable 
measure—relieving the country from much present 
distress. He only doubted that it would be ob­
tained. He touched slightly on the great expense 
ofthe increased representation threaiened by the 
speech, and coming to the clause relating to the 
Penitentiary he objected to the “ rat” which he 
smelt there. He thought the recommendation 
would lead to many berths being made ol Jailors 
and of visitors of Penitentiaries—berths which he 
should object to see established. He doubted 
too, the taste of the head of the government, by 
the remarks on this head holding out encourage­
ment io burglars, murderers, and thieves, by lead­
ing them to believe that they would not be sub­
jected to capital punishment whatever crimes they 
might commit. As to the industrial exhibition, 
he thought all Canada could send would be bea­
ver traps, snow shoe», Indian war clubs, toma­
hawks, wheat ticketed, at 3s. 6d. per bushel, and 
wool at 8d per lb. ; the last two articles as proofs 
of prosperity. In addition, perhaps, a brace of 
Attornies General—at what price he did not 
know. He had not read the new rules of the 
Court of Chancery ; but he understood from a 
very astute lawyer that the costs had been twice 
as great since the new rules, as they would have 
been before. However, dclenda est Carthago— 
the Chancery Court must be abolished His first 
amendment went to the destruction of it. In New 
York lull equitable powers were vested in the 
common law Courts and were exercised in a cheap 
and simple manner—in a manner therefore, di­
rectly the opposite of the Court of Chancery.

Alter a few words on the recommendation reL 
alive to an assessment bill, which he desired might 
be so contrived as to equalize assessments; and 
on the retrenchment of expenses, which he hoped 
to see extended to the salaries of ministers, and 
especially of the Governor General, the hon mem­
ber came to the paragraphs relating to the annex­
ationists dismissals. He declared tliat no mena­
ces—no show even of artillery, should prevent 
him, from acting freely as a citizen of the world, 
and a British subject. He contended that the 
gentlemen who signed the Annexation Address 
had a perfect right to do so, The manifest was 
but a petition, though not perhaps in the form of 
a petition ; and the fifth section of the bill of 
rights declared that every man should have the 
free right to petition without imprisonment or 
censure, He found no fault with those who re­
jected the prayer of that petition ; but from the 
days of James II. there had not been so outra­
geous a proceeding, as that by which ministers 
had declared, that men with a higher stake in the 
country, than they possessed themselves, should 
qoi dare to state their wants and desires, peace, 
ably and respectfully, till they the ministers had 
sanctioned the petitions. Then he should like to 
know what magnanimity had been displayed by 
the government, in the mode of dismissing men 
coming forward frankly and properly as ihe an­
nexationists and independents had done ? There 
recently died a man one of the most gallant de­
fenders perhaps of the rights of the people—one 
Daniel O’Connell. How far did not he go in ad­
vocating what he considered popular rights? He 
was even tried and condemned for sedition ; yet 
did England commit the meanness of taking the 
silk gown of that gentleman from his shoulders? 
No, she did not. So with magistrates. The mis 
serable tail of the party now in power were kept 
on the roll though the most wretched of ignora­
muses, while men of capacity and experience 
were discharged from the commission, because 
they had the manliness to express their frank and 
open opinion. Col. Prince went on to describe 
the manner in which he had been gazetted as 
discharged from the commission, alter he had re­
signed—a proceeding, which, he said showed no­
thing so strongly as private pique. He also allu­
ded to the case of Mr. Dixon, and characterized 
the conduct of government as “ villainous.” On 
the whole, the speech contained nothing that any 
body did not know ; nor anything any one desired 
to learn. It was a more piece of Dutch flum- 
rnery. From a ministr}7 who could concoct such 
a document no good could cor.ie. He charged 
them with being cruel, unjust, unconstitutional, 
and mean, and concluded by pulling the first of 
his amendments, that relative to the Couit of 
Chancery.

Mr. Cayley said no one could fail to remark 
the difference between the speech ol last year 
and that of this year—a difference, no doubt 
caused by the change of feeling in the country. 
This difference had not been caused by the sea- 
upns, for they had been abundant; nor the de-

the falling off in ihe revenue, for that revenue 
had increased. It arose irom a feeling of disap. 
pointment. Last year the speech promised a va­
riety of improvements—a railway from Halifax io 
Quebec ; a Colonial Post Office ; a Representa­
tion Bill ; a Common School Act; an University 
Bill; the creation of funds for the completion ol 
the canals; a measure lor reorganizing the Pro­
vincial debt ; a sinking fund ; a copyright act ; a 
municipal bill ; and—what was not mentioned in
ji_the rebellion loss act. He went over
these heads severally, showing how, in his opin- 
ion such of the schemes enumerated had turned 
out a partial or a complete failure ; and remark­
ing especially en passant, on the late changes in 
the canal tolls, announced with a great fleurish of 
trumpets ; but presently again changed to prevent 
the entire loss of the American trade. He also 
read a despatch from Lord John Russell, written 
in 1839, condemnatory ol the system of deben. 
lures, and he showed that the amount of these se­
curities issued at present, contrary to ministerial 
promises, was double the amount last year. But 
the ministry had certainly not been idle during 
the last twelve months. On the contrary, every 
Gazette had teemed with dismissals of militia offi­
cers and magistrates ; thus leading to the opinion 
in the United States and in England that the pro­
vince was on the eve of revolt. In allusion to 
the dismissal of Mr. Dixon, he read a commmu- 
nication from the Secretary of Lord Metcalfe, de­
claring that in such cases the party accused would 
in every instance be furnished with the accusa­
tion against him, and the names of the party. 
After taking occasion from the ministerial charges 
to pay a tribute of respect to the late Mr. Justice 
Sherwood, the hon member went on to speak of 
the concluding paragraph in the speech. He said 
he thought that that paragraph must be taken to 
censure the conduct ol those who had petitioned 
the Imperial authorities against the rebellion loss 
bill. Here he read a passage Irom one of Mr. 
Gladstone’s speeches, stating that Lord Elgin had 
supplied the Imperial Government with one-sided 
statements, and he produced a British Parliament 
tary paper, purporting to be a return ot all the ad­
dresses on the subject, in which paper all the ad­
dresses on one side was printed, and none on the 
other. The Provincial Government in Canada 
however, had stated that they did not mean to pay 
rebels, and the bill was ultimately allowed in 
England on that ground. He had now the au­
thority of the hon member for Norfolk, for saying 
that ministers did mean to pay rebels, and that it 
was even with the greatest difficulty that they had 
been induced to admit his amendmenis to exclude 
those persons who had been banished to Bermuda. 
They had, on that account, probably refused to 
give that gentleman office, though they had os­
tensibly done so, upon grounds which seemed to 
him perfectly unprecedented. Here he read a 
letter addressed, as we understood, by Mr. Bald­
win to Mr. Boulton, stating that Mr. Boulmnls 
legal qualifications were undoubtedly of the high­
est order, but that it was necessary in appointin' 
a judge to defer even to the reasonable prejudices 
of the people, fie concluded by a sweeping de 
nunciation of the conduct of the Government.

Mr. Papineau followed : he declared that the 
removal of the Seat of Government had been dic-

pression of trade, for that had been removed ; nor I Union, which obliged the Engliih language only
to be used, but Ministers had ihe demerit of vir 
tually annulling thal repeal, by bringing the Le­
gislature to a city, where there was no French 
press, and where, if a member spoke in French, 
he would certainly be misrepresented by the Eng­
lish press id the pay ol the cabinet. He contin­
ued to enlarge on the mischiefs inflicted on Can­
ada, especially in view of the expenditure in the 
construcitan of the canals, by the withdrawal tf 
• ho protective policy of Englan 1. Instead, there­
fore, of saying, we were the richest people on 
earth, the Inspector General should have told the 
British Government thal we were poor, and re­
duced by British policy, and should, therelore, 
have desired and claimed that justice should be 
done by the assumption of the Canadian debt. 
That debt had now amounted to about 
four millions ; but it would be eight millions be­
fore the canals could be paid for oy the revenues 
arising from them On the subject ofthe alleged 
increased prosperity of the country, he alluded to 
the failure to pay the schoolmasiers, while the 
minister* took good care to pay themselves, and 
comparel their conduct in this particular to the 
complacency with which some of them saw their 
rents inrreasing in Toronto, while they thought 
nothing of the tailing off’ of rents, and of the 
empty Houses in Montreal. If they really wished 
the financial prosperity ofthe country, they should 
attemp to save money from their expenditure and 
would rot continue to go on borrowing, like the 
roguish governments ol Spain and Portugal, with- 
out providing the means ol paying their debti. 
As to fade with the sister Provinces, he would 
have been glad to see the bills referred to in the 
the Speech laid on the table, and tne House in­
vited u act in such a manner as to meet the views 
of the sister Provinces ; but instead of that it was 
merelj1 intimated to the House, that good men 
were installed lor four years, and the less that was 
said to ihem the better—that the House should 
leave the whole to them. With regard to the 
Annexationist dismissals, he remarked thal this 
policr of dismissal had been four times repealed, 
and never with any other effect than to bring dis­
grace upon those who had practised it. This 
wuufci have been true, even if there had been 
some indiscretion committed by those who signed 
the Montrenl Address ; but there was no such 
indiscretion; for the address signed in Montreal, 
was but the echo of despatches and speeches 
written and spoken by the greatest of English 
Statesmen. The emancipation of the United 
Stales, so far from injuring Great Britain, had 
been the greatest means of saving her from 
dangers, such as would probably have overwhel­
med her—of increasing her trade, her manufac­
tures, her resources to an unexampled extent. 
There was therefore nothing wrong or extraor­
dinary in the Montreal Address. It was, indeed, 
like holding a rod up to children to talk to the 
members of that liouse of bartering for novelties 
the inestimable blessings, with which Canada 
was endowed. He dared gentlemen opposite to 
say that there was anything like the British con­
stitution, in this tyrannical constitution, which had 
been impossed on Canada, by the Sydenhams and 
Durhanis, who had been actuated by motives 
similar to those which moved Elizabeth or Crom­
well in their treatment of Ireland. Canada had

nished good ad captundurn argument against the 
ministry , but he ashed if that conduct, even if 
wrong, was as bad as what had been done by 
some gentlemen opposite, who had dismissed 
magistrates without even telling them what was 
th* reason lor it. (No! no!) Well, whether 
that were so or not, he contended that ministers 
hod acted correctly in the case of Mr Dixon. 
II he had denied the charges, it would then be 
the duly of the Government to follow them up, by 
givin» the names of the parties making them. 
Great capital had been made out of this matter ; 
but he thought It was in the discretion of Govern, 
ment to give the names or not as they thou°ht 
best. “

Sir A. MacNab asked why Mr. Leslie did not 
oppear m answer to the Subpoena of the Court ol 
Queen’s Bench.

Mr. Bai.dwin—why did not Mr. Daly appear 
two years ago, when summoned ?

Sir A. MacNab merely wished lo have the hon 
gentleman’s opinions.

Mr. Hincks continued to acknowledge that 
there was something in the attack made upon the 
new tariff of canal tolls ; but complained that the 
whole facts had not been stated, and concluded 
by defending the scale ultimately adopted as one 
well calculated to improve the trade on the ca­
nals—a trade which he believed was ahead, add­
ing considerably to the business of Quebec.

The House then adjourned.

ministry. For cities as large os Montreal, Que­
bec or Toronto, the Seat of Government was a 
matter of no consequence. It added nothing lo 
their resources, and taught luxurious habits to the 
young men. The people of those cities therefore, 
if they possessed good sense, would be disinterest­
ed in considering the subject. Well then, in bet­
ter days, the gentlemen now in the ministry hai 
declared on good grounds that they believed Mont 
real the most suitable placo for the Seat of Go 
vernment. If it hud been deserted, it must there, 
fore be on account of the base passions of the Go. 
vernment—it must have been from avarice orleai 
—fear to meet the circumstances, with which 
they were surrounded. And yet the people were 
said to he loyal and attached to order. They 
were so ; but he called those loyal who gave 
honest independent advice ; and he did not give 
that name to the sycophants who had induced the 
Governor to follow the example of the Craigs and 
Dalhousies whom his advisers had lorinerly de. 
nounced—who had persuaded him to get into the 
same boat as themselves, and sink or swim toge­
ther in the same muddy pool. He condemned 
the conduct of the Administration, ^ho, he said, 
might have prevented the outrages on the Gover­
nor and the House, had they acted in a manly 
manner. For a fortnight before that outrage,it 
was talked ot at the corners ol the streets, thatil 
the Governor General sanctioned the indemnity 
bill, which he (Mr. Papineau) believed to be a 
just reparation for murders committed by court 
martials—courts maniais which the sycophantic 
ministry had meanly declared to be legal—thatif. 
he sanctioned it, he would bo insulted. Yet tie 
Attorney General (East) had no other reply thin 
ils n'oseront pas—no, art, no precaution but to re­
commend the Governor to act like u sneak. lie 
went over the history of the warning, which le 
said were given to the ministry on the evening d 
the 25th May, and repeating that Mr. Lafontaine'e 
only precaution was to be found in the words ilj- 
n'oseront pas. After the events ol the evening ot 
25th April, the conduct of th ! Administration 
was as imbecile as before. Offers by the House 
of Assembly to grant money or additional legal 
powers to the ministry, that they might meet the 
crisis, were met with a laugh, and by the decla­
ration of the Attorney General (West) that the 
n inistry took upon themselves the responsibility, 
and that nothing farther in the way of violence 
could take place. He continued to describe the 
presentation of the address of the House, on 
which occasion Lord Elgin was stoned. (A cry 
on the ministerial benches, hear ! hear ! !) Well 
that mob was bad, and. ihe ministry were worse. 
(Laughter.) The ministry through their Soli* 
citor General (West) had shown that they sought 
the blood of their opponents—the Solicitor Gene­
ral had pointed out the most eminent men of the 
opposition and declared that he would see them 
prosecuted in the criminal box, as for an offence 
deserving of capital punishment. That mob was 
bad ; but there was at least no light treason in it, 
and men who had escaped trial for high 
treason themselves had now forgotten all their 
own dangers of illegal tribunals to which they 
were subjected, and had become in their turn 
greater tyrants than those of whom they com-» 
plained, for they had shown their willingness to 
make blood—innocent blood flow, in order to 
assure their own bad passion of revenge. Then, 
when more rioting had taken place, and several 
houses had been destroyed, instead of employing 
legal force, they thought only of employing brutal 
force. Instead of calling out the Sheriff and his 
posse comitatus, they sent one of their ministers 
to arm a number of young men, who were at­
tached to peace and order though they despised 
the ministry as tyrants—and this minister
was he, who was now elevated to the seat 
of justice to the seat, par excellence, where equity 
should be dispensed. They sent another minis, 
ter to encourage these young men, by promising 
that they should not be disarmed—and they sent 
the hon. member for Richelieu to drill them in 
the dead of the night. They did all this while 
they had at hand regiments of the best disciplined 
troops in the world, ready at any time to do their 
bidding ; and after all, they showed their imbe­
cility, by taking away the arms they had given. 
Not only did they not employ the legal author* 
iiies : they discouraged them. They brought up 
magistrates from Quebec to take the place of the 
magistrates of Montreal, and to conduct these 
investigations, which, in turn, had produced a 
fresh harvest of contempt. Mr. Papineau then 
went over the resolutions passed at Kingston by 
• he present Ministry, in lavour of removing the 
seat of government to Montreal, and from these 
arguments condemned the late removal from that 
city. Speaking of the example of alternate par­
liaments, which was cited by the ministerialist 
organs, from the State of Connecticut, led him to 
remark that our other institutions were not at all 
assimilated to those of Connecticut, where, un* 
der a charter granted even by that corrupt king, 
Charles the 2nd, the fullest elective institutions 
had prevailed from the beginning. He also quot­
ed the despatch of the colonial minister of the day 
io show that in 1841 the Briiish minister was op­
posed to alternate parliaments, and said that for 
such loyal people as the present ministry, they 
should not act in defiance of that opinion. In the 
same manner, Lord Elgin hadjin the first instance, 
rebuked the ministry for their proposal of altern­
ate parliaments ; but the screw was turned, and 
he was duped to remain a close prisoner until he 
was constrained at last to do their bidding. When 
in the first moment of alarm, he (Mr. Papineau) 
had proposed to remove the Legislature to Que­
bec, he was told that would be Hying from the 
mob ; that was good sense ; but was it worse to 
fly than to crouch as they wore now doing ? Was 
it the business of a government, by showing that 
the chief feared he could not be protected, to lead 
every private citizen to believe that he could not 
be sale? The hon. gentleman, here, gave an 
amusing description of the manoeuvres of the 
Fortin Cavalry, and said that in his opinion these 
were the most skilful operations of the strong go. 
vernment—stronger than any before, or than any 
that were to come after them. When he spoke 
to them, he went on to say, alter ihe burning ol 
the parliament house, of additional legal powers, 
—as for example—ol the suspension ol ihe habeas 
corpus—bethought it was good sense; but he 
was glad they had not asked for It, because great 
powers should be givjn only to the honest and 
discreet. Ministers had said nothim; in the pre­
sent speech about the removal to Quebec, pro* 
bably because they feared fo i their popularity in 
the neighbourhood of this city, and with the same 
design of avoiding reproach hereafter. They had 
made the Governor General, in this paragraph 
about the seat of government, speak in his own pro­
per person, instead of taking the responsibility on 
themselves. He alluded to the injustice which he 
said was done to the people ol Lower Canada, by 
the French members of the House being with­
drawn from the notice ot their constituents, and 
forced, by being in a place where it would be 
ridiculous to speak French, to speak English. 
The House had repealed that clause ol the Act of

sooner give indepencence than an elective Legis 
lative Council, because it would reflect upon the 
aristocracy of Great Britain. Under these circum­
stances, with eighteen years experience of colo. 
niai office injustice, was there any reason why 
Canadians should not ask for independence ? 
Lord Grey’s despatch was the reply. Let the most 
acute lawyer opposite say what reason or meaning 
there was in Lord Grey’s despatch—” almost 
tieason” : it was absurd and fit only to frighten 
children. If the ministry could have twisted a 
crime out of the act of their opponents, they 
would not have failed to do so : their idleness 
showed that there had been no crime committed. 
Now on relerring to the period of the commence­
ment of Responsible Government, he found that 
there had been seventeen liberal ministers, by 
which he meant gentlemen who always supported 
Mr. LaFontaine. Of these liberal ministers five 
had been made Judges and five Legislative 
Councillors. But turning to the most dreadful, 
vicked.and ever excirated tories, he found that 
mly four persons had been provided for in like 
manner. He found therefore on the whole that 
Ue liboraL _iere were like the Whigs in England. 
They were the parties who had the greatest cheek 
(Laughter.) He denounced this system of judi­
cial appointments, and made some severe remarks 
on certain judges who he thought carried their 
political fire to the Bench, lie then spoke of the 
several Governors whom he had known in Canada, 
and declared that the only good Governors were 
those who did not belong to the aristrocracy— 
Kènmpt, Prévost and Sherbrooke, He passed 
on to the Union act, and dwelt on the absurdity 
of Lower Canadians being called to vote on such 
questions as that of ihe Chancery Courts. Hav­
ing, however, to vote on it, he confessed that he 
should bo guided by the consideration that its 
present reconstruction was the vilest and most 
degrading jnb.ever perpetrated in a House of Par- 
Lament. Last year he proposed that the law 
should prevent any member from being appoint­
ed to an office which he had voted to create, and 
he fvund to his surprise that he could not find a 
man lo vote with him—that he was a voice cry­
ing in the desert. He now found that every me* 
naciig speech Mr. Blake had made to support the 
genl'eman opposite against all opponents, had 
beer made after a bargain previously concocted 
—a pretty set of circumstances to give confidence 
to suitors who might cornu before him. Going 
on to speak of the salaries of the ministers, he 
paid t tribute to the munificent liberality of Lord 
Metcalfe, and remarked that though the present 
Governor General was more moderate in his ex­
penditure than any previous one, yet the foolish 
payment of an enormous salary, even to him, fur- 
nished the ground for ministers to demand enor­
mous salaries, that they might live, as gentlemen 
of large incomes lived in England. The conclu­
sion of the speech about tne novelties of the 
United States was a piece of nonsense. In Ca- 
nada there had been lour constitutions in a very 
few years, while in the United States they had 
possessed the same elective institutions from the 
beginning. The novelty, therefore, was here, the 
established institutions there. He did not quite 
approve of any of the resolutions, but he should 
vote for them, because all were belter than the 
speech, and because that was the next best thing 
to voting for giving no answer at all-

Mr. Hincks said he had heard many extraordi­
nary speeches Irom the hon. member for St. 
Maurice, but never expected to hear him speak 
in favor of suspending the Habeas Corpus Act; 
never to hear him complain that ministers had not 
deferred to Downing Street interference; never 
to hear him speak in favor of repudiation. Before 
going farther, he would characterize the attack of 
the hon. gentleman, on an honorable friend 
of his (Mr. Aylvviu,) as we understood, as one 
of the vilest character. The assertion that 
the Chancery hill was a job was ridiculous ; if the 
present Chancellor had not been appointed, who 
could have been named to that position except the 
present Attorney General West. Mr. Hincks 
then went over the judicial appointments of the 
present ministry, and defended them as having 
been actuated by other than political motives. In 
doing so, he mentioned the appointments of M . 
Es ten, Mr. Meredith, Mr. Vanfelson, &,c., as 
proofs that ministers had not consulted their own 
private interests. In the United Slates and in 
England, politicians were constantly appointed to 
the Bench, and he liked especially to draw his 
examples Irom the latter country. He feared, 
however, the hon. gentleman judged others by 
himself, and felt, that if on the bench, he could 
not divest himself of the passions of which he 
had given an example. He declared that he 
knew of no members of the government who had 
received the warnings of the outrages on the Pur. 
liament spoken of by the hon. member. Then 
the hon. member went on to blame every act 
that took place after thal outrage, especially 
the disarming of those he called young men. 
Now he asserted that every effort had been 
made to prevent these young men fronA com­
mitting mischief, by having them visited, and 
watched by magistrates ; and in fact, no mis­
chief was commiited by them. They were af­
terwards disarmed in consequence of commu­
nications from gentleman opposed to ministers, 
who said that if these persons were disarmed 
there would be no more trouble. Another com­
plaint which the hon. member made was against 
the manner—the sneaking manner he called it— 
in which the bill was passed. Colonel Prince 
threw all the responsibility on the Government 
for introducing the bill. The hon. member could 
not make that a fault, so he was compelled to 
make his complaint depend on the manner of 
the Governor General’s giving his consent. Mr 
Hincks continued to defend the conduct of the 
ministry, after the troubles of last year, and then 
proceeded to reply to the observations made on 
the paragraphs in the address relating to emi­
grants, especially to those disparaging the Cana­
dian Canals. The hon. member for St. Maurice, 
he said, was like many other persona, who, from 
political hatred had been constant y engaged in 
trying to depreciate the financial condition of the 
Province. He was happy to say, however, that 
there were no Provincial Debentures in London 
unsold, nor was there one overdue debenture 
which Government was not prepared to redeem 
As to reciprocal free trade wiih the Sister Pro­
vinces, he could say thal the measures adopted by 
those Provinces were agreed to at a meeting of 
•he ministers of all the sister Provinces; and 
though Nova Sci.tia had departed from her en- 
gagemenl, New Brunswick had not done so, and 
at present our flour had a protection of 2s. in that 
market. If reciprocity were not obtained, which 
he confidently expected, however, the trade with 
the Provinces would rapidly compensate for the 
want of it. The hon member then replied to Mr 
Cayley’s review ol the acts which had been pass­
ed last session, stating that that hon. gentleman 
had not mentioned the railway act which had 
been passed, and which would have the effect of 
completing the Portland Railway. As to Mr 
Dixon’s dismissal, he acknowledged that it fun»

DETAILS OF NEWS
BY THE

STEAMSHIP “EITROPA.”

ENGLAND.
The chief events of the week have been con­

centrated in steam navigation. The Atlantic 
was looked for with great unxieiy and very friend­
ly feelings. The Irish Transatlantic Company 
have already laid on an experimental vessel the 
Viceroy, of Glasgow. She is 800 tons burthen, 
and is advertised to sail from Glasgow on the 1st 
June. If she succeeds as well as anticipated, in 
the run to Halifax, a line of first class steamers 
will be placed on the station.

The Government havo L^ur. m last to make 
some improvement in the management or me 
West India mail, with the view of competing 
with the United States for the passenger traffic to 
the tropics. The government contract with the 
West India Mail Company has been renewed lor 
ten years. The Company are to provide new 
and swifter steamers than those hitherto engaged, 
and the circuitous route hitherto traversed, at so 
much loss of time, and as regards the Company 
itself, with the loss of so many vessels, is to be 
given up in favor of a more direct route.

Five new vessels are to be ready within a year. 
They are to maintain a speed of 12 to 14 knots an 
hour. The tonnage is to be 2000 to 2300 tons, 
the horse power 800. This arrangement will 
give the Company a fleet of 20 or 22 steamships, 
many of them ol great capacity. The new and 
swifter steamers now being laid down will run 
semi-monthly from Southampton to St. Thomas. 
The voyage will be direct—the time twelve days. 
At this point three branch steamers will be in 
waiting to receive the mails, to convey them to 
Havana, and the Gulf of Mexico ; a second to 
Hayti, Jamaica, San Jago de Cuba ; Honduras 
and Nicaragua; a third to the Windward and 
Lower Islands, terminating at Demerara. After 
translerring the mails for these places, the Atlan­
tic steamer will start direct for Chagres or the 
Isthmus of Panama, then to disembark the Pacific 
mails, for transmission to the west coast of 
America.

In Parliament, an attempt to take off the duty 
on newspaper advertisements tailed. Mr. La 
bouchere again introduced his merchants’service 
marine bill. Beyond this the business was 
meagre.

One of the wealthiest Lancashire and York­
shire manufacturers, Mr. Threlfall, had been ar­
rested on a charge of forging bills to the extent of 
£40,000. £12,000 had been discounted when
he was taken, but the money was recovered. It 
is thought that he would have left in the Europa.

Lord John Russell is still too unwell to intro­
duce the Lord L eutenancy abolition bill.

The crops are looking extremely promising.
The new expedition in search of Sir John 

Franklin sailed on the 8th.
IRELAND.

Busy, trying to ameliorate the condition of the 
tenant larmer. A tenant conference to beheld 
in Dublin immediately.

FRANCE.
The anniversary of the Republic was célébrât- 

ed with great pomp. All was quiet ; not a single 
arrest occurred. On Sunday, Napoleon’s death 
was celebrated. On Monday, the Napoleon and 
Voix du Peuple Tournais ceased to exist. This 
will promote much good.

The Council of Commerce and Agriculture 
passed on Monday, after a very animated debate, 
a resolution which recommends that Political 
Economy should be taught in the French schools 
but not from a Free Trade point of view, but 
with a view* to the legislation which protects 
French industry.

The new election law passed by a large majo­
rity, although Generals Lamoriciere and Cavignac 
voted against the government. The return is two 
large to report now. Three unlicensed venders 
of papers were fined 25 franca.

Accounts from Guadaloupe to the 16th ult., re­
present the Colony to be in rather an alarming 
position. The trial of persons accused of being 
concerned in the affair of Matie Golland, in 
which several individuals were assassinated, has 
caused great irritation between the white and the 
black population of Bassetern, and the former 
threatened to massacre the latter. A bill to enact 
capital punishment, for political offences, it is said, 
will shortly be introduced.

GERMAN EMPIRE.
Scarcely any thing is talked of in Prussia but 

the two Congresses about to meet in Frankfort 
and Berlin. It appears that with the circular 
convening the Frankfort Diet, Austria despatch­
ed a confidential note lo each Stale, conceived in 
a stile of firmness, relative to the recent negoti­
ations witli Prussia.

The Minister of Foreign Affairs, is, it is said, 
now preparing an energetic reply to these notes.

Austria acted in the lace of Germany, when 
she convoked the Plenary Diet, and declared for. 
feiture of membership the penalty of nun-ap­
pearance, Prussia will be expected to act with 
similar decision. Austria aims at perpetrating an 
illegal act, by restoring the old Diet, legally dis­
allowed in 1849. Prussia demands a revision of 
the act of the 8th of June, and requires particular^ 
ly three things :—That Austria shall not assume a 
right ol precedency, which she never enjoyed, ex­
cept to the Old Diet ; that she sffall be content 
with a Congress of Plenipotentiaries, and a sim­
ple convention relative to the Act of Confedera­
tion, and that a re-distribution of votes, may allow 
Prussia to represent ihe Union, with tno full pow.. 
er of all its members. The affairs of this empire 
are beginning to excite considerable attention in 
England. A loan of eighteen million thalers will 
shortly be issued. Rothschild’s offer has not been 
accepted.

AUSTRIA AND HUNGARY.
The Austrian government has addressed a cir­

cular, dated the 0th ult., lo the embassadors at the 
German Conns. In this circular, alter pointing 
out the necessity ol creating a new central pow­
er for Germany, os the (unctions of the interior 
power at Frankfort were to cease on ihe 1st of 
May, it announces its intention of taking the init- 
iative for convoking the representatives of the dif­
ferent Slates of Germany at Frankfort on the 10th 
of May for the said purpose. .The Austrian gov­
ernment justifies this step, in virtue of certain ar­
ticles of the federal act.

The circular states the imperial representation 
will leave immediately for Franktort, to make the 
preliminary arrangements for the assembling of 
representatives of the other States, on the 10th of 
Mtty. The large possessions of General Ernest 
Kiss, judicially murdered, at Arad, on the 9th ot 
October last have been confcrrred by the usurping 
power on Jeilachich, and to Haynau have been 
given (be estates ot tho murdered Count Louis 
Bathyani.

RUSSIA.
The sum which Austria has to pay to Russia, as 

indemnification for the expenses of the Russian 
troops, during the late campaign, is 3,700,000 sil­
ver roubles. Russia lakes salt Irom Austria to the 
amount of 700,000 roubles, and the other 3,000,- 
000 are to be paid in yearly instalments of one 
million, and 5 per cent interest for the outstanding 
capital.

TURKEY.
The Wanderer, ol Vienna,says that the Porte has 

communicated to the Austrian internuncio, that it 
has definitely fixed the term for the confinement 
of the Hungarian exiles at 9 months from the 1st 
of July last, and that at the expiration of that 
period they will be at liberty logo wherever they 
may choose.

GREECE.
The Porocos was a^ain blockaded by Sir 

William Parker. At the same time orders were 
given for the blockades ol other ports of Greece. 
On the 25th, the Greek Chamber met, with closed 
doors, when the Greek Minister explained that 
the renewal of hostililies was in consequence of 
the refusal of the Government to admit the claims 
of the English Cabinet, although the amount of 
the claim was nearly settled. In answer to a 
question as to the support to be expected Irom 
the other protecting powers, the Minister of 
Foreign Affairs said he expected none, notwith­
standing his pressing solicitations to that effect. 
A very stormy debate in botlr houses ensued, on 
a demand from the Minister, and passed a formal 
resolution to the effect that the Government should 
act according to the interests ofthe country.

Mr. Wyse gave in an ultimatum, which was ac­
cepted by the Government, and the Greek ques^ 
lion was put an end to on the 28th. The Minis, 
terol the Interior has issued a formal notice to 
that effect, and an apology will bo made by the 
Greek Government. Tho English Minister

He had a severe attack of illness on Sun­
day morning, and departed this life on the after­
noon of that day, deeply regretted by a large cir­
cle of sorrowing relatives and friends. The de­
ceased, in perilous limes, distinguished himself in 
the ranks of the Loyalists ot Canada, in defence of 
the Crown and Briiish institutions. His long life 
was spent in the service of his Sovereign and 
Country, in the Field, at the Bar, on the Bench, 
and in the Senate.
