of judging how far the abolition of tolls as an
experiment had been successful. The statisti-
cal knowledge necessary to the formation of &
correct judgm nt is generally contained in the
Trude and Navig.tion Returns; a docu-
ment usually laid before Parliament at the
earliest possible moment, and without which
all commercial legislation or orders in coun-
cil affecting trade is so much floundering in
the dark; and we happen to know that, in re-
ference to the trade upon the canals, the Go-
veroment has not been better informed than
the public. It has been seen that in no ove
case have the statistics collated by the special
officers of the Administration been reliable.
They have been marked by the grossest blun-
dering and inaccuracy which carelessness or in-
capacity could entail, and in respect of those
upon which the re-imposition of the canal tolls
should be based, and in tke absence of
which no intelligent judgment can be ar-
rived at, the Government admits there is
80 much error and misunderstanding that
they are not yet in a fit state to
lay before Parliament and the country.
Yet in the face of this unavoidable ignorance
—anavoidable because pretending and self-
sufficient meddlers were permitted to interfere
—in the absence of all knowledge, through
which an intelligible course could salone be
tuken, the Government jump toa conclusion cal-
culated seriously to affect the inception of acom.
mercial policy it is most desirable for the in.
terests of the people of this Province to con.
summate. We were never impressed with the
commercial ability of professional gentlemen-
As arule we think lawyers jthe worst business
men in the world, and looking at the mauner
in which the commercial legislation of the
country i3 now conducted, the uafavorable
impression is in nowise removed. It has been
remarked that the errors in the Canal Returns
were made by officers appointed by the late
Government, aud that, therefore, the blame
could not rest with the present Ministry. Why,
upon whom else can it rest? The officers
are officers of the present Government, be they
sppointed by whom they may; and have,
moreovor, been under the control of the pre-
sent Government during the whole year of
canal navigation—the eatire period to which
the returns in question have reference. This
would be the case, even if it should turn out
that the blunders have originated in the office
of the Canal Inspector, and not in the bureau
of the Minister—a matter which, after recen®
experiences of the statistical capacities of the
Ministry, we are very much disposed to doubt.
The circumstaaces of the present hour are,
in our relations with the great grain-producing
regious of the Far West, so pecaliar that it is
positively criminal in a Government to neglect
the opportunity they offer. But what does
our financial Minister do ? He finds the de-
legates of these fruitful countries kuocking at
ourdoor for admission to our waters and our
trade, and the most statesmanlike thing he and
his colleagues know is to slam the door
in the face of the dclegation. Can the inter-
ests of the Province be subserved by such in-
sane treatment.of a most important overture ?
For a proof of the growth and extent of the
Western trade it is only necessary to remark
that the amount of flour, wheat, and corn for-

warded from Chicago alone, was —

To this immense export is to be added that of
Milwaukee. This city shipped 4,000 bushels
of wheat in 1841, and bas steadily increased
its shipments until the aggregate export up to
the end of the season of 1861, including flour
redaced to bushels, amount to the enormous
quantity of 78,246,558 bushels, besides corn
and other grain. Such is the rapid increase
and magnitude of the trade our participation
in which, to put the mildest construction upon
their policy, the present Ministry sre endan-
gering. Surely, the Legislature aod the coun-
try had a right to be put in possession of the
information upon which an opinion could be
formed of the propriety of remewing the ob-
stacles 1o a commerce fraught with so many
and great advantages to our people. What
the present Administration are lacking in
sound public policy they appear to make up by
blundering and recklessness.

THE RECENT ACCIDENT ON THE GRAND
TRUNK RAILWAY.

A ent of the Montreal Gazetfe

gives the following details respecting the fatal
accident on the Grand Trunk Railway, near
Sberbrooke, on Tuesday :—“ A fatal accident
occurred oo the Graod Trunk Railway oo the
eveniog of the 14th inst., about three miles
south of Windsor Station, by a
railway embankment giving way and sliding
into the river St. Francis, the railway runniag
close on the slope of said river at this place.
Number thirteen way freight train left Windsor
about 6.45 in the eveaing, proceeding on her
way to Sherbrooke, and coming to the said slip
ran headloog iato it. The engine falling oo
her side, the tender got detached and smashed
up, five platform cars loaded with large
tamarac ship timber going one over the other,
completely covering the engine. The engine
driver, James Fuller, seeing his engine goin
dowao, jumped, and no doubt thus saved his life;
be was caught between the ruils and timber,
and it was some time before be could be libe-
rated from his perilous position. The fireman,
W. Lepiae, not beiog so fortunate, was caught
on the foot-plate of the engine, his body lean-
ing over the fire-box, was jammed fast with
timber, &c., aod fosnd quite dead, being killed
instantly. Conductor Mr G. A. Hart, and
brakesman Thomas Fion, after getting Fuller
safely out, brought him back to Richmond as
soun as possible for medical aid. Seeing the
poor fireman lifeless, and not being able to re-
move him from the wreck, some parties were
left i chargs while they went for assistance.
After leaving, the fire from the engine ignited
some portions of the wreck, burning up the
platform cars and the fireman’s body toa cin-
der, & small portion of his remains being found.
Chis undoubtedly ia the most serious accident
that has bappeaed on the Grand Trunk Rail-
way for summe time. The Corover’s Jury found
a verdict to the effect that Lepine came to his
death accidentally in being precipitated with
his engine into a chasm io the embankment
some thirty feet in depth, and wus crushed to
death by the locomotive and timbers falling
upoa him, and that the accident was caused by
the negligence of the Company in not opening
the ditches and tarning the water from the
side of the embankmesat to the culvert, which
was only three or four rods from the place of
the accident. The ditch, it seems, bad not
been opened, and the water was thereby direct-
ed from its right course aga‘nst the side of the
embsnkment, which it easily penetrated, the
latter being formed of fine sand. There is no
doubt that a large cavity had been wasbed ocut
by the water underneath the frozen surface of
ibe embankment, and that the weight of the
train in passing over cansed the surface crust
to give way. The damage to the Company
may be set down ai from $10,000 to $15,000.
The bresk in the embankment is some thirty
yards in length.”

Wasminerox, April 17th.—Lieut.-Colonel
Cushing sends to the Navy Department the
following despatch :~ United States gunboat
Commodore , Nanzemond River, April
14th, 7 30 P.M.—This morning the vessels from
above came down——the Mount Washington dis-
abled. About 11.30 A. M. the enemy opened
on us with some pieces of artillery, giving us
a cross fire. Atonce we got under way and
:::: into action, silencing the enemy in an

At sbout 1 P. M. the Confederates took up a
position wrthin 700 yards of the Mount Ver-
nom, which was grounded, and opened or us
with both artillery and sharpshooters. Ikept
close tothe disabled boat and fought the enemy
until bigh water, when I ordered the Stepping
Stones to take the Mount Vernon in tow. This
was done under a heavy fire, and at 5 o'clock
I bad the satisfaction of silencing the enemy’s
My loss foots up three killed and seven
wounded.

I do not know as yet what the casualties are
in the other vessels. I bave received eight
raking shots, but fortunately the engine is not
disabled. I can assure you that the Barney
and her crew are still in good fighting trim,
and we will beat the enemy or sink at our post
The dead and wounded I send down to Minne-
sota. [t is only requisite to look at the Mount
Vernon to see with what gallantry Lieut
Lawson fought his vessel. I an now takiog
her in tow, and shall aochor for the nighbt
where we bave fought all day.

Acting Rear Admiral Lee telegraphs to the
Secretary at Newport News at 6 A.M. on the
16th, that reports from Lieuts. Cushiog and
Lawson are just received.

The enemy has not crossed the river, and
there is every iodication that they are retreat-
ing, though they have still some artillery and
sharpshooters on the Nanzemond.

Those whoare in possession of all that is
known on the subject of our relations with
Great Britain feel that they bave reason to be
more hopeful of & pacific solution of pending
questions thao they were a few days ago. They
think that England isbeginning to see the error
of her ways, and that she will, either through
the agency of courts, or by some other means
stop the fleet now being fitted out in her ports
from going to sea.

A despatch to the Herald says :—A report is
prevalent to-day that the Confederate cavalry
force which bas been hovering around the Bull
Run Mountains and Culpepper have
been surrounded by an expedition sent out by
Gen. Stahl.

The following is from the Charleston Mer-
cury of the 11th:—

The question is reduced to the relative
powers of the destruction of the fort and the
assailing fleet. Itis a question of pluck and
survivorship in a fair stand-up fight for a vic-
tory. [ron-clad fleets can be destroyed as well
as forts. Fort Sumter, although somewhat
pitted to-day, is, we believe, as it was when the
fight began. We deem that if the attack is
renewed again as before, and there is gcod rea-
son to believe it will be—the six monitors left,
and the Iromsides, will come out the defeated
party, with worse results than those attained
in their first attempt. The enemy fired about
80 shots, mostly 15-ioch, and steel-pointed
shells at Fort Sumter. This estimate was
made from Sollivan’s Island. Forty shots
struck the fort,

One ten-inch gun was temporarily disabled
by a shot One Columbiad, of old pattern,
burst. Oone seven-inch gun was dismouuted
by a recoil, and one gun disabled by the frac-
tare of the elevating screw,

Not & person was killed in the fort from any
cause. Sergeant Falkner and three privates
were wounded. A drummer boy and u negro
lsb«:nr wern also wounded. All are doiog
well.

Nsw Yorx, April 18th.— A Confederate tele-
gram from Cbarleston cu the 13th says all is
quiet. A few blockaders and the trigate Iron-
sides, off the bar, are the only vessels in sight.
A steamer arrived this morning from Bermuda
with a eargo of army equipments, &c., for the
Government,

Posr.axp, April 18th.—The 8.8. Hibernimn,
from Liverpool on the 2nd, arrived bereat6:30
this morning. She was detained twenty hours
off the barbor by fog. Purser Brown reports
haviog passed numerous icebergs in lat. 45.14,
long. 40.43 to 5.20.

Nsw Yosx, April 18th.— Confederate des-
patches report tbat large Federal reinforce-
ments had arrived at Greoada, Miss., and say
the new plan is to send & large force to each of
the three railways runmng South.

Grant's army joins Rosecrans’ by water,

Kirby Smith assumes command of the Con-
tederate forces west of the Mississippi. Alex-
sudria, La., is announced as bis headquarters.

Contederate papers have nothiog from Wash-
ington, N.C.

A Chattanooga despatch admits the defeat
of Van Dorn at Fraocklin, and confirms the
Federal account.

Nuw Yorx, April 18th —Richmond papers
report the arrest and return to their posts, on

Mounday aod Tuesday, of between 300 and 400
Coofederate officers.

The Ricbmond Ezaminer of the 15th says
that the 581h Virginia re nt destroyed a
Federal cavalry camp at Whitaker's Mill, near
w Five Foderals were killed and

Williamsburg, on ridges commanding the city,
waiting for the Federals to show their beads.

Contederate accounts of the destruction of
gunboats and traosports, on the Cumberland
River, proves an exaggerated version of the
old affair of the 2nd inst., near Palmyra.

New Yonrx, April 18th.—~Havana letters say
the English schooner Jgnes, from Matamoras
for Huvana, with cotton, was seized and taken
to Key West by one of the United States
cruisera.

TO THE HONORABLE THE LEGISLA-
TIVE ASSEMBLY OF CANADA, IN
PROVINCIAL PARLIAMENT
ASSEMBLED.

The Petation of the undersigned Merchants, Ship-
owners and others, interested in the Trade of
Quebec,

HuwsLy SHEWETH :

That a Bill has been introduced into your
Honorable House entitled, *“ An Act to amend
the Act twelfth Victoria, Chapter one hundred
and fourteen, intituled, ‘ An Act to consoli-
¢ date the laws relative to the powers and du-
¢ ties of the Trinity House of Quebec, and for
¢ other purposes.’”

That the first section of the said Bill pro-
vides that every branch Pilot who ehall have
charge of a vessel of more than six hundred
tons, within the present limit of Pilotage below
Quebec, shall be entitled to claim and receive
Six Dollars for every one hundred tons above
six hundred tons, over and above the amount
at prasent tixed by law, for piloting such vessel ;

That Your Petitioners are of opinion that
this enormous demand upon the shipping in-
tereats and the trade of the couotry, is caused
by the unsatisfactory workiog of the Act 23
V’ie. Cap. 123, entitled “ An Act to incorpo-
rate the Pilots for and below the Harbor of
Quebec,” which provides, that the net income
of the corporativn shall be divided equally
among the members thereof, irrespective of the
amount of work each member performs ;

That the natural result of such division of
income has been greatly to diminish the earn-
ings of the active and efficient Pilot, and to
place him on a footing with the indolent and
incompetent ;

That previous to the passing of the said Act
there were no complaints from the reallyactive
and energetic Pilots, of the existing tariff being
unremunerative, and it is the opinion of Your
Petitioners, that if the said Act was amended
or sltogether repealed,and the deserving Pilots
again eanabled to receive the just reward of
their labors, they would be satisfied, as they
formerly were, with the remuneration provided
by the Pilotage Rates now in force ; and Your
Petitioners cannot but view with alarm the
present attempt to increase, as they think ua-
necessarily, the burdens upon shipping;

That the third section of the said Bill ex-
empts the Canadian Line of Ocean Steamships
from paymentof the proposed increase of Pilot-

“;I'nl Your Petitioners believe it would bean
act of injustice to other lines of Steamships
trading to the St. Lawrence, to fuvor the Oan-
adian line in the manoer proposed, and that it
would tend to discourage other Companies
from employing Steamships on this route ;

That the fourth section of the Bill provides
that, any Pilot carried out to sea, or beyond the
limits of the Port of Quebec, shall beentitled to
a Cabin § ge back to Quebec, and, in addi-
tion to his pilotage, to the sum of Sixty Dollars
per month, reckoning from the day he shall
have passed the limits of the Port of Quebec
until his return ;

That the law at present allows the Pilot, in
such cases, besides a Cabin passage back to
Quebec, the sum of Six Pounds sterling per
month, which Your Petitioners believe to be
ample remuneration, considering that if the
Pilot is carried away, itmust be owing to the
neglect of the corporation not providing
schooners or boats, for the purpose of removing
such Pilat, on his arrival at pilotage limits ;

That the fifth section of the Bill provides,
that the master of every vessel shall employ a
Pilot for the purpose of moving his vessel from
one place 1o anoiher in the Harbor of Quebec;

That Your Petitioners are of opioion that it
would not be expedient to alter the present law
with respect to the employing ot Pilols when
moving sbips in the Harbor, as they thiok it
may be safely left to the Masters tbemselves, to
judge when such is requisite, and when not ;

‘s.borefon Your Petitioners humbly pray,
That your Honorable House will be pleased to
withhold your sanction from the provisions of
the said Bill,

And as in duty bound, Your Petitioners will
ever Pray.

In addition to the objections to the bill
which are set forth in the petition, there are
others that wight with great propriety be
urged. The system of levying pilotage on the
towage of ships is, to say the least, a very un-
usual one—the risk and responsibility attend—
ing the pilotage of a vessel is in proportion to
ber draft of water, and not her tonnage, and
to show how the system would operate in the
case of vessels of large tonnage, it is only
pecessary to state that a ship of 1,500 tons
would pay $108 over and above the sum paye-
ble under the present tariff, while a ship of 2,000
tons would pay $160 additional or more than
double the preseat rate, and it should “e borne
in mind that the tendency, year afier year, is
to increase the size off vessels, so that proba-
bly in a few years there will be few vessels
under 600 tons, the size above which the pro-
posed change in the tariff is to apply. The
Greoat Kustern, which I hope to see ngain fre-
quently in our barbor, would, under the pro-
posed bill, pay an increase of pilotage amount-
ing to $1,489 16.

When the Act incorporating the pilots was
introduced into Parlinment during the session
of 1860, it was hinted that it was only a pre-
liminary step to a demand for an increase of
pilotage ; for it was weli understood and urged
by the merchants and shipowners of Quebec,
in their petitions and remonstrances against
the passing of the Act, that wheo the earnings
of the corporation came to be divided equally
among all the pilots, the able and active men
would be very insufficiently paid, and it was
bardly conceivable huw these men should bave
consented to the p ofthe Act, notwith-
standing the grievances they justly complain-
ed of, and for which they desired a remedy,
except with the ultimate object of demanding
an augmentation to their tariff, such as is con-
templated in the bill now before Parlisment.

I think, Sir, that the true remedy for the
active and efficient, and as auch, insufficiently
paid piloti would be to repeal or amend the
Act of Incorporation, and enable bhim once
more to reap the just reward of his labors, in-
stead of sharing his earniogs with one who
either evades his proper share of his duties, or
who is so incompetent as not to be trusted
with the charge of vessels. It is not to be
supposed that the able and active pilots will
long remain satisfied, even with a large aug-
mentation to their tariff, to continue on a foot-
ing, as regards income, with those who are in
every respect their inferiors, and who under a
just and equitable system of remunerstion
would not earn half their wages.
