‘Additional front-line troops’

Canada offers more

soldiers for UN duty
TORQNTO (CP) — Canada

is prepared to make more ofits

soldiers available for UN peace-
keeping missions, Defence
Minister David Collenette said
Sunday.
The numbers are still being

worked out but “we are increa-

sing the number of forces that

could be committed to the UN
standby arrangements sys-

tem,” Collenette told a dinner of

experts taking part in a forum
on international relations.
The United Nations is consi-

dering a permanent rapid-
reaction force that could act

more quickly in the world’s hot

spots. Canada is preparing to

present the conclusions ofastu-

dy on the proposal later this

month to the UN General
Assembly.

Collenette said Canada
remains committed to its role in

promoting international peace

and security despite the diffi-

culties the UN is having—both

financially and logistically —in
meeting its obligations.

Other steps are also being

taken to meet the demands that

are being placed on the Cana-

dian military in international

operations, the defence minis-
ter said.
Although cuts are being

made in almost all areas of

Canada’s 60.,000-strong regu-

iar forces, the army’s front line

field forces are being increased
by 3,000, he told the gathering.

“These additional front-line
troops — not to mention the
recent acquisition ofnew armo-

red personnei carriers — will
help us to meet the increasing
demands of multilateral opera-
tions,” Collenette said.

Collenette told reporters

that cabinet is watching events
in the former Yugoslavia very
carefully as the deadline comes
up to make a decision on
whether to continue its
participation.

Johnson: High costs for

an independent Quebec

MONTREAL (CP)— Separation would leave Quebecers with higher mortgage and

car payments and a weakened Canadian dollar, Daniel Johnson warned Sunday.

The Quebec Liberal leader's speech to federalist organizers was strongly reminiscent of

tough economic warnings issued by federalists during the 1980 Quebec referendum

campaign.

Those warnings were seen as
pivotal in the No victory 15
years ago.
When pressed on the point

later, Johnson denied he was
fearmongering.

“Voting Yes is a risky adven-
ture that will bring economic
upheaval,affect the value ofthe
dollar, mortgage rates and rai-
se interest rates on other things
we buy,” he said.

“The only reason to vote Yes
is to take enormous risks with
the Quebec economy.”

Johnson mocked a proposal
by the sovereigntist parties —
Parti Québécois, Bloc Québé-
cois and Action Démocratique
— for bilateral organizations
which would handle matters
between Canada and an inde-
pendent Quebec.

It won't fly, said the leader of
the No forces. The rest of Cana-
da simply won't agree to add a
third level of government as
proposed by the three separa-
rist parties.

Johnson was joined by fede-
ral Labor Minister Lucienne
Robillard, Prime Minister Jean
Chrétien’s referendum quar-
terback, for the federalist rally.

Recent polls have shown
both sides are neck-and-neck

heading into a campaign that is
expected to culminate in a refe-
rendum vote on Oct. 30.
Johnson pounded away at

the theme of economic uncer-
tainty. He predicted that a Yes
vote would do nothing to solve
unemployment while Quebe-
cers would lose the oversight
they have over the Bank of

Canada through their federal
government.

“I'm still waiting for the
government to tell us why we
should vote Yes,” Johnson said.
“It's voting Yes to Quebec's
departure from Canada with no
guarantees — we close all the
doors.”

Women’s conference

Divisive issues unresolved

BEIJING (CP) — Negotiations

at the United Nations 4th World
Conference on Women are so divi-
sive that dog-tired negotiators
scheduled weekend day and eve-
ning sessions in an effort to reach
consensus before deadline.

Negotiators made enormous
progress on the 136-page platform
for action last week, reaching
concensus on about 50 per cent of
the disputed sections, including
the contentious reproductive
rights section.
But remaining disputes must

be resolved by Wednesday eve-
ning for the document to be decla-
red at Friday's closing of the
conference of 190 countries.
The document— a platform for

action — is designed to imple-
ment programs around the world
that will give women social, eco-
nomic and political equality with
men.
Among the issues negotiators

tackle this week:
SEXUAL ORIENTATION —

A Canadian-initiated “diversity”
clause in the document would

acknowledge that in addition to
gender-based discrimination,
women may face additional bar-
riers based on their race, religion,
age, disabilities or sexual orienta-
tion.

“It’s simply a statement of
fact,” says one Canadian negotia-
tor.

But other countries fear even
acknowledging it may open the
door to family rights for homose-
xual couples.
The European Union also

wants to add a paragraph requi-
ring governments to take legal
safeguards to prevent discrimina-
tion based on sexual orientation.

“There’s not a prayer of getting
anything through on sexual orien-
tation,” says Canadian human
rights activist Laurie Weisberg of
Human Rights Internet.

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Canada, U.S. fight over

dairy and poultry panel
BOSTON (CP) — There's a

new wrinkle in the brewing
chicken and dairy war between
Canada and the United States:
the two sides are arguing over
who should sort out the mess.

International Trade Minis-
ter Roy MacLaren confirmed
Friday that Canada and the
United States have not been
able to agree on who will chair
the dispute-settlement panel
established under the North
American Free Trade Agree-
ment to decide if Canada can
keep tariffs on chicken, eggs
and dairy products.
The so-called tariff-rate quo-

ta was designed to protect the
Canadian market from being
swamped by cheap U.S.
chicken, eggs and dairy
products.
“What has happened is that

Canada has nominated one or
two potential chairpersons and
the United States has nomina-
ted one or two potential chair-
persons.” MacLaren said follo-

wing a luncheon address to
business leaders in Boston.

“As yet, there has been no
agreement.”
MacLaren said the process is

going forward.
“It’s just taking longer than

anticipated.”

Inside U.S. Trade, a Was-
hington newsletter, reported
the United States has indica-
ted it will not accept a Cana-
dian chair and the Canadians
are balking at the idea ofa U.S.
chair.
The newsletter states the

two sides are now considering
appointing a chairman who is
not from any of the three NAF-
TA countries, which are Mexi-
co, Canada and the United
States.

The five-member NAFTA
panel was supposed to be cho-
sen last month. However, the
other four panelists cannot be
picked until the chair has been
named.

Trade deals will link
rich and poor: Banker
By Stephen Ewart
CALGARY (CP) — Trade

agreements like NAFTA will
provide the bridge over the eco-
nomic gulfbetween industriali-
zed and developing countries,
says Bank of Montreal chair-
man Matthew Barrett.

Extension of the North Ame-
rican free trade agreement to

encompass all countries from

the Arctic to the South Atlantic
would benefit the relatively
affluent Canadians as well as

the lower classes in Latin Ame-

rica, Barrett said.
“Achieving a Western

Hemisphere free trade agree-
ment should be a major goal of

Canadian public policy in the
immediate future,” he said.

Barrett made the comments
at a meeting of about 150 inter-
national business people Fri-
day on the grounds of the
Spruce Meadows equestrian
centre near Calgary.
Most of the delegates were

on hand for the weekend’s Mas-
ters show jumping competi-
tion. Many work for companies
that sponsored prizes for the

top riders from Europe and the
Americas.

Barrett, whose bank has
been a trendsetter in moving
into the U.S. market since the
1989 Canada-U.S. free trade
agreement, stuck to a theme
that trade and not government
aid is the best way to raise the

standard of living in the deve-
loping world.

The theory is that if poor
courtries gain access to the
Western capital and technolo-
gy their economies will prosper
and create huge new markets
for our products and services.

Barrett compared the bene-
fits to Canada of expanded
trade links with Latin America
with the riches Spain reaped
after Columbus discovered the
new world 500 years ago.
“The economic benefits of

NAFTA to this continent are

just beginning to be realized,”
he said.

Barrett stressed regional
pacts such as the European
Union and NAFTA, which is in

the process of being extended
to include Chile, should be seen
as springboards to a worldwide
trade agreement and not an

impediment.

He called NAFTA the most
comprehensive trade agree-
ment in the world and said it

should serve as a model for

others.

fruit crops could suffer
BROCKVILLE, Ont. (CP) —

Researchers predict a mite half
the size of a pinhead and its
microscopic cousin will annihi-
late wild honey bees across the
province by 1998 — a massacre
that’s expected to affect fruit
and vegetable crops.
The bugs, referred to as var-

roa and honey bee trachea
mites, infest the bees, sucking
away their hemolymph — the
insect equivalent of blood —
making them weaker and sub-
ject to infection.

“Within three years there
won't be any natural colonies
left in Ontario,” predicts pro-
vincial apiarist Doug McRory.
The infestation doesn’t affect

the quality of the honey.
The problem is that a reduc-

tion in the number of bees will
inhibit the pollination of flo-
wers, fruit and seed crops, says
James Anderson, provincial
bee inspector for Leeds and
Grenville.
Anderson predicts fruit such

as strawberries, apples, and
pears will be some of the har-
dest hit.
“We believe feral (wild) bees

do about 20 per cent of the pol-
lination activity in any given
area,” Anderson says.

Local fruit farmers are
already making changes to
compensate.

Scientists have developed
pesticides to control the mites
in commercial hives.
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The microscopic trachea
mite lives inside the bee’s air
passages and multiplies in
such numbers it interferes
with breathing.

The trachea mite first sho-
wed up in eastern Ontario in
1988.

Noises Off a fast, flawed farce
By Eyal Dattel
MONTREAL — Somewhat

off-timed on opening night,
Noises Off is one of those cle-
ver farces the British do so
well, the kind where the
audience witnesses a great
deal of outright goofiness and
knee-slapping slapstick, and
still finds a silly spot to laugh
at the third time around.
The three-act play, by

novelist-screenwriter Michael
Frayn (Clockwise), follows the
expolits of a no-luck cast and
crew of a theatre troupe on
their last rehearsal night
through a performance witnes-
sed from backstage and then
back on stage where, let's just
say strange and funny things
begin to happen.
With relationships building

and tearing apart characters
off the stage, the play within
the play ultimately takes on a
new form of self.

While Noises Off may strike
one as low-brow humor,
Frayn’s ingenious plotting
device takes it to anotherlevel,
its appeal lies in the sense of
pleasure derived by the
audience watching these
behind-the-scenes mishaps
and complicated
misunderstandings.
FAST AND FURIOUS
Noises Off is the kind ofplay

that demands the audience
provide the fuel to propel the
engine to zip and zing along. It
only works with hordes of

For the Record
laughter and, at times, a
packed Centaur house last
Thursday night responded to
the fast and furious humorlike
clockwork.

Unfortunately, dead spots
often filled the theatre for
minutes at a time, a reminder
ofthe fragility ofcomedy as the
cast tried to preserve its digni-
ty while acting so silly on stage.
At these moments, the engine
seemed to have stopped
working.

Off, when done well, is a pro-
ven formula that can be non-
sensical, hysterical and may
even cure hiccups.

Obituary
MARY ALISON (EWING) MOORE

of Richmond, Quebec
Mary Alison (Ewing) Moore was born on November 30th, 1910 in

the town of Richmond, Richmond County, daughter of William John
Ewing and Adele Atkinson. Her father was clerk of the circuit court in
Richmond, registrar of Richmond County and Justice of the Peace. He
served as a major, sccond-in-command, of the 117th Eastern Town-
ships Regiment, in World War I. He was a Grandmaster in the Ma-
sonic Lodge of Quebec. Being a community minded person, he was
instrumental in the development of the Wales Home in its earliest
years.

Alison received her elementary and high school education to the end
of Grade XI at the St. Francis College High School in Richmond.
After that she attended Bishop's University where she received her
Bachelor of Arts degree and high school teaching Certificate in 1932.

Her first teaching assignments were in Valleyfield and Waterloo
high schools. After two years at Waterloo, she left there to become a
teacher at the Commissioners High School in Quebec City.
On August 19, 1939 she became the wife of Clifford Moore, who,

at that time, was principal of the Knowlton High School. The first
threc yearsoftheir married life were spent in the lovely little town of
Knowlton.

After two or three moves during a span of twenty years, Alison and
her husband finally moved to Ormstown in 1958. Alison fell in love
with the town and urged her husband to make this their last move.
With the purchase of a home on Lambton St., her dream was realized.

In 1967 she went back to teaching for a brief period as a Latin
teacher in the new regional high school that had been established in
the Ormstown region. After three years of this, the school board de-
cided to phase out Latin. As a result, for the second time in herlife,
she retired from teaching.

Probably. the achicvement Alison was most proud of was the year
she was President of Ormstown’s Barrie Memorial Hospital Women's
Auxiliary. The Bazaar. the big money raising project for that year,
was a huge success. When her term of office was finished. she was
asked tosit as a Director on the Board of Governors of the Hospital.

After she celebrated her 50th wedding anniversary with her husband
in 1989, Alison’s health began to deteriorate. As a result, on October
1. 1993, they moved into the Wales Home in Richmond. Que. De-
spite the fact that Alison had good nursing and medical care, there
were so many things going awry that it was too much for her, and on
August 15. 1995 she passed away.
A Memorial Service was held in St. Anne’s Anglican Church,

Richmond. at 2 p.m. on Friday. August 18. Rev. Ken Harding offici-
ating. assisted by the Rev. Ruth Matthews. Dr. John Whitehead, a
family friend. in his address paid eloquent tribute to Alison. Graveside
prayers and a committal service were held on Saturday morning, Au-
gust 19, at Maple Grove Cemetery in Melbourne.

Moore has record 10th victory

Villeneuve holds on to win Indycar championship
MONTEREY,Calif. (AP) —

Jacques Villeneuve wrapped
up the IndyCar PPG Cup
championship Sunday with a
problem-filled ride in the Bank
ofAmerica 300, a race that saw
rookie Gil de Ferran close the
season with his first victory.

Villeneuve, 24, punctured
two tires and had a problem
with his rear wing on the way
to an undistinguished 11th-
place finish on Laguna Seca
Raceway’s 11-turn, 2.214-mile
road course. But Al Unser Jr.’s
bid t- overtake Villeneuve in
the standings fell far short as
the defending series champion
drove to sixth-place.

“It would have been great to
finish on the podium,” said Vil-
leneuve, smiling broadly for
the first time all weekend. “But
it’s great to finish with the

championship.”
Unser needed to finish first

or second to have any chance to
beat Villeneuve, of Iberville,
and even then the title duel
would have depended on the
decision of a special panel that
will hear Team Penske’s
appeal of Unser’s disqualifica-
tion for a technical violation
after he had apparently won at
Portland, Ore., in June.
That cost Unser 21 points

and those points will remain in
question until the panel meets
the week of Sept. 18.

“This championship proves
were were the best team,” said
Villeneuve, who will now take
his first major championship
with him when he goes to the
Williams team in Formula One
next season. “Whatever hap-
pens with the appeal now,

we've won it. It's a great fee-
ling. This team had the best
chemistry.”

Villeneuve could have wrap-
ped up the championship
easier by finishing eighth or
better and shutting Unser out,
but his team was thrilled with
the final result despite its
problems.
Asked if it is a bittersweet

feeling knowing that Sunday
was his last race with Team
Green, Villeneuve grinned and
said, “It has been a great expe-
rience the last three years. I'll
miss these guys. But we did a
lot of pit stops today, so we
spent a lot of time together.”
Unser, a two-time series

champion, looked worn out
after his tough drive from a
14th-position start.
“We're down a bit, but we

gave it our best shot,” Unser
said. “That was everything we
had.”
Barry Green, Villeneuve's

car owner, said, “It was a great
day. We were a bit worried for a
while when Jr. was mounting
his charge through the field.
And we had those two punctu-
res and the rear wing came loo-
se. But Jacques did what he
had to do today. It feels great.”
De Ferran, a 27-year-old

Brazilian, became the 10th dif-
ferent winner in 17 Indy-car
races this season, as well as the
fifth first-time winner — both
series records.
He started next to Villeneu-

ve on the front row ofthe 26-car
field and trailed the Canadian-
born driver through the first 28
laps, taking the lead when Vil-
leneuve made an unscheduled

stop for tires on lap 29.
 

Canadian driver Greg Moore
closed the Firestone Indy
Lights season in style Sunday
at Laguna Seca Raceway, lea-
ding wire-to-wire for a record-
setting victory.
The 20-year-old driver from

Maple Ridge, B.C., apparently
bound for an Indy-car ride in
1996, won for the 10th time in
12 starts this season, beating
runner-up Affonso Giaffone of
Brazil by 3.317 seconds on the
11-turn, 3.563-kilometre road
course.

It was the 10th win of the
year for Moore, breaking the
single-season mark he had sha-
red briefly with Canadian Paul
Tracy, a current Indy-car star
who set the record in 1990
during a 14-race season.

Sampras tops Agassi
to win U.S. Open
NEW YORK (Reuter) —

Pete Sampras used his huge
serve to power his way past
top-seeded defending cham-
pion Andre Agassi 6-4, 6-3, 4-6,
7-5, and win the U.S. Opentitle
in a Sunday showdown
between the world’s top two
players.
Sampras smashed home his

24th ace on match point for a
fitting end to the two-hour,
28-minute final that featured
some of the hardest hitting
ever seen on the Grand Slam
stage.
The victory gave Sampras

Grand Slam bragging rights
over the top-ranked Agassi as
he added his third U.S. crown
to the third successive Wimble-
don championship he claimed
earlier this summer.

After a warm greeting at net
with his friendly rival, Sam-
pras tossed a racquet into the
crowd. Spotting a television
camera nearby, Sampras sent
a spontaneous message to his
stricken coach, Tim Gullikson,
who is receiving treatment for
brain cancer.
“How ’ya doing, Timmy?”

Sampras said with a smile.
“Thanks for your help, bud.”
Sampras ended Agassi’s

26-match winning streak with
single service breaks in the
first, second and fourth sets.
BOOMING SERVES
The match was full of flashy

winners by Agassi, booming
Sampras serves and fiercely
contested big points, but in the
most important moments it
was Agassi who faltered and
Sampras who came through.

“I felt I had to play like a
perfect match,” said Sampras,
who collected $575,000 for the
victory. “When you play someo-
ne as good as Andre, you just
have to hit the lines and I did
that pretty well today.”

Agassi, who beat fellow-
American Sampras to win the
season-opening Australian
Open final, was gracious in
defeat.

“I would like to have come
here and defended my title in
the finals,” Agassi said. “But I
wouldn’t rather have lost to
anyone other than this guy
standing right here next to
me.”
On the women’s side, Steffi

Graf took the title on Saturday

with a 7-6 (8-6), 0-6, 6-3
triumph over Monica Seles.

Jocelny Robichard, 17, of

Since the 1994 Open he had
compiled an amazing match
record of 93-10. This year
Agassi had won seven tourna-
ments and 26 matches in a row
in a hardcourt streak that
brought him four titles since a
semifinal loss to Boris Becker
at Wimbledon.
