For the past six weeks we have been considering the Nature

of the Church, that great living organism of which we are members.

We have found that it derives its character—or the ideal according

to which it is being shaped — from the character of its Lord and

Master. We find in Fim “Whatsoever things are true, whatsoever

things are honest, whatsoever things are just, whatsoever things

are pure, whatsoever things are lovely, whatsoever things are of

good report” and we think on these things as exemplified in Him;

and thinking on these things we hope to grow into His likeness.
 wemk

the image of God, we are like

Him in some degree in our nature
—and though we exiled ourselves
from the family of God by our

sin, and though we defaced the
image of God in ourselves, we

never lost it completely. Men
have alweys had some communi-
cation with God. Still we are

painfully aware that for many
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centuries there was a separation,

a lack of unity. Then came the
restoration to the Presence of

God, not as a strange event in

one man's life as in the case of
Abraham and Moses and Isiah,

but as the normal way of Chris-

tian living.
It was made possible by the

greatest of all miracles, that
coming of the Son of God into

our human life which we cele-

brate on Christmas Day. We

sometimes call it the Incarnation.

! We find the word in one of the

ancient Collects which reads —
“as we have known the incarna-

tion of thy Son Jesus Christ by
the message of an angel” It

" means “the taking of flesh.” It is
what St. John emphasizes so

strongly when he says “In the

beginning was the Word, and the
Word was with Ged, and the

Word was God . . . and the Word
was made flesh and dwelt among

us.” He stresses it again in his

First Epistle where falsehood

consists in denying that Jesus

has come in the flesh.
It is becausé of that coming in

the flesh; that is, in our Human

Nature, that the world has be-

come new.

It grew from a burning desire
in his Heart to waken his coun-
trymen to the need of schools

and decent homes for the poor.

Charles Dickens was the most

popular writer in England.
“Pickwick Papers,” “Nicolas

Nickleby,” “Oliver Twist,” and
“Old Curiosity Shop” were read
and re-read, both in England and

America. Though he did not re-

ceive from his books nearly as

much money as - popularity.
Dickens’ life was far pleasanter
and more comfortable than it

had been in his youth. Like many

great writers, Dickens had

known poverty. He had known

not only poverty, but dirt,

hunger, and cruelty as well.

to read. How could they, then,

read and learn?

Public schools were unheard of
in that day. Most people believed

that old saying, “A little learn-

ing is a dangerous thing.” They
thought that the few should be

well-educated and the many not

educated at all.
As he traveled to his home in

London, after the meeting, he
continued to think about the
subject. What could he do to

convince people of the crying

need for improving the life of the
poor? He had no money to start

schools or provide homes. It
seemed he could not persuade

people by talking.
And so Dickens determined to

write a story of a. man who

never thinks of anyone but him-

self! A man who is completely

untouched by poverty and ignor-
ance and suffering, because he
has plenty of money himself. A
man who is — at last — com-
pletely changed, who finally sees

that humanity (all people, every-
where) js the concern of every

aneof us. ;
