Farmers ask Pontiac
to be included for

government assistance

A hundred and fifty
Pontiac farmers met at
Father May's Vinton Parish
Hall, Monday night to hear
about and talk about crop
damage, government assist-
ance, farmers union and
other things,

The Provincial govern-
ment had annor'nced help in
twvo ways, some for farmers
with non=-insurable crops and
some to help other farmers
pay interest on loans,

Pontiac County was not
one of the areas designated
as eligible for such assist-
ance,

Some other counties
which had not beep de-
signated have been added to
the list after intercession
by the Agricultural Proc-
ucers Union, which is known
as APU, or in French UPA,

There are about 25
me mbhers of APU in Pontiac
at present,

The spokesman for APU,
Mr Gerald Roy , had speci-
fic information for the
farmers about-the assist-
ance programs available to
them, including transport-
ation assistance and federal
as well as pr()viﬂ(‘idl
prngra ms,

Crop insurance was
brought up but since it does
not come in until May it
doesn't help for the winter,
Also it pays very late and
not nearly to the value
of the crop loss,

Crop insurance considers
only the vblume, not the
quality of ha{’,

Quality of hay has been

poor and the second crop
was worse,
APU area president, Mr

Thibodean, stated that with

were going to "The Quio” ,
a term frequently heard to
this day,

One of the first industries
in the area was lumbering,
the founder of that in-
dustry and of the village
itself was John Egan,

Some logs came down the
Quio River, either being
sawn at the village or
were transferred to the
Ottawa and on to other
points further down stream,
Logs coming from the
upper reaches of the Ottawa
Rfver were put through
Quio Boom, A name and
a spelling which that in-
stitution rigidly adhers to:

When the railroad was
built the name painted on
the station was QUIO and
remained that way until
about 1920, When the
town became incorporated

in 1875 the name was chan-

ged from Onslow to Quio,

still later Wyman, indic-
ates lerters coming from
Onslow from 1879 to
April 1884, when the name
Quio first appears, a spell-

others addressed Rouyn have
