REV. J. McKILLICAIN
MOURNED BY MANY

Was a Ploneer In Congregational
Church Work.

—_—

{(WAS A RESIDENT OF DANVILLE
FOR MANY YEARS AND WELL
KNOWN THROUGH TOWN-

SHIPS.

Montreal, June 30 — With the
death yesterday of Rev. John Me-
Killican, whese 1illpess previously
was reported iy the Record, there,
l:_as been remgved a picturesque and
historic figure iy the history of reli-
gioy in Canada. Even latterly, of ap
erect and vigorous carriage, with
patriarchial locks and beard of snowy
white, he was g4 constant attendant
at Calvary Congregational Chureh,
where many pecple will recall  him
sitting attentively ! under the pulpit,
ear trumpet in bhand, as the dis-
course was delivered.

Rev. Mr. McKiilican was born in
Glengarry County, Ontario, the dis-
trict immortalized by the pen of
Ralph  Connor, in 1524 and grad-
uated from the Congregational Col-

lege of Canadd, Montreal, in 1831,
For thirty years secretary and tra-
velling superintendent of the Cana-

dian  Sunday School Union, the de-
ceased was, at the time of his death,
the oldest officer connected with this
branch of education in the Dominion

if not. in the entire world. As tra-
velling superintendent he visited all
parts of Canada, on foot for the

most part, and had many arduous
and lonely trails to tramp; his ex-
resience affording material for a
book of thrilling interest when  his
biography comes to be written.
HOUSE BURNED DOWN.

In the early eighties he took up
lis residence at Danville, Que.,where
he was  prominently connected with
the life of the Congregational  com-
munity until his house was burned
to the ground and he removed to
Montreal about thirty years ago;

School work in 1888,

pulpit of any colleagues who wished

HARVBST PROSPEOTS
VERY BRIGHT NOW.

THE NEEDED RELIEF BROUGHT
ABOUT BY REPEATED RAINS.

Reports from the different counbies
of the province of Quebec show that
the prospects for a good harvest are
very bright. The rain of last week
broke the drought spell, and made a
welcome offset to the slight damage
caused by the dry weather. The rain
has also swollen the rivers, aiding the
floating of logs to a great extent.
In the county of Berthier the sowing
was done early and the hay and grain
present a favorable appearance, The
fruit trees are in magnificent condi-
tion, covered with early blooms.

In Chicoutimi and Bagot counties
the farmers declare the harvest will
be well above the average. The mea-

dow lands in the same places have
benefitted from the abundant rains,
and cereals promise well. The straw-

berry harvesting is proceeding apace
in the same place and each dishful
brings a gain of from thirty to forty
cents.

Information from Champlain and
Wolfe indicates that the dry weather
hurt considerably the early sowing
there, but the hay, nearly the staple
product in Champlain, is flourishing
as well as it was at the same time
last year. The orchards in Wolfe
leave much to be desired, but yet
there will be an abundant supply of
strawberries.

The sowing is practicallv completed
in Assomption county, and the beau-
tiful weather there gave the farmers
a chance to finish their work in good
time. The pasture lands are excel-

lent and the appearance of the hay
is satisfactory.
At the end of the month of May

in Rimouski county the farmers found
the ground hard to work, but the
rain cleared away that difficulty. All
the cereals have a good appearance,
except the wheat, which has suffered
badly from insects. No damage was
caused by the frost, and generally the

farmers have sown more then last
year. Garden vegetables show the
onion progressing wonderfully, but

the other vegetables are not free from
insect trouble,

ARRAIGNED
RECIPROCITY.

Bill Was Bitterly Attacked In U. S
Senate.

SENATOR BORAH SAYS BILL
MEANS REPUBLICAN BE-
TRAYAL OF FAR-

MERS’' INTER-

ESTS.

Washington, I'.C., June 3t.— Yes-
terday was a day of bitter arraign-
ment of the Canadian reciprocity bill
in the Senate. Beginning with Sena-
tor Cummins' attack on the measure
as legislation unjust vo the agricul-
tural interests of the country, and
concluding with Senator Borah's
denunciation of the bill as Republican
betrayal of the farming interests, the

debate was all antagonistic to the
agreement and critical of the Presi-
dent and his methods.

Senator Cumminsg, who will con-

tinue his speech to-day, attacked not
only the construction of the recipro-
city agreement itself, which he said
put the whole burden of free trade
upon the farmer, without giving him
any benefits in the way of reduction
of duty on manufactured products,
but he criticised also the power exer-
cised by the President to negotiate it
and to bring it to the point of a
definite agreement between the two
countries.

Senator Borah’s criticismm was has-
ed on the record of the Republican
party as the advocate of protection
for the farmer. He quoted at length
from Republican platforms, campaign
documents, campaign arguments and
definitions of policy to show that the
abolishment of the protection on farm
products was a reversal of all Repub-
lican policy.

Senator Borab said both political
parties were now striving for the
vote of the cities and the support
of the press.

Senator Bristow, of Kansas, insur
gent Republican, declared that Presi

dent Taft does not represent the
majority of the Republican party on
the reciprocity bill.
