British Expedition to Uganda.

THE FRENCH CABINET CRISIS.

The Mouetary Conference a Failure—A
Spanish-German Treaty—Roman
Catholic Circles Excited—
Attempt to Assassinate
President Hippolyte.

Loxpo¥, Dec. 5—Half a foot of snow
coversthe ground in South Wales and the
storm continues. Nearly all outdoor work
has been suspended. Railway traffic is
greatly delayed. In the north of Scotland
the snow is fifteen inches deep. In the rail-
way cultings the drifts are many feet deep.
A mail train for Inverness was stopped by
the drifts and the passengers were rescued
with much difficulty.

The preparations being made for the ex.
pedition of Mr. Gerald Portal, who has been
sppointed British Commissioner to Uganda,
disclose the thoroughness of the plans of the
Government for the occupation of that
Alrican territory. Besides taking, under the
name of an escort, a strong contingent of
Ghoorkas drawn from the army in India,
Mt. Portal has been authorized to engage for
the (L «cen’s. service Nubian soldiers in the
servive of the British East Africa Company.
English officers, commissioned and non-
commissioned, will lead Commissioner
Portal's small army. His guard, con-
sisting of 400 well-armed natives, chiefly
Somalis will start for Mambaza on Decem-
ber 16.

The Times, speaking editorially on the
Monetary Conference, says : —It is not going
too far to say that the Monetary Conference
has already resulted in fuilure."{\'ben it was
found that the Americans were not prepared
to make the first move, the Conference kind-
ly accomodated them. Mr, DeRothschild’s
roposals are a mystery, unless he wished to
orce the Americans to realize and admit that
except there was universal bi-metallism,
there was no arrangement which would suit,
If they were of this muchimvelian character,
they have apparantly succeeded, for already
in America a strong objection has arisen to
continuing the purchase of silver. The
childish talk indulged in two years ago
respecting the ubility of America to act in
defiance of the elementary principles of
economics have been abandoned in presence
of the plain fact that the Gresham law is not
dead and that inferior money drives out
better money if given a chance. It is pro-
bable that there will be a sharp fall in silver
when it is recognized that the Conference
will have been useless.

The Standard's Paris correspondent utterly
disbelieves the rumors that President Carnot
contemplates resigning. - It is doubtless dif-
ficult, but there is no reason why he should
not, if no other issue is pouibln, call upon the
Radicals to form a Cabinet. The on y

sible danger is that he should fail to see that
the Panama Investigation Committee must
not be checked or resisted,

The 7imes' correspondent at Rangoon,
British Burmah, says that there is a severe
famine in Khiangmai. The American mis-
sionaries are feeding the starving ple.
The Siamese Government is doing nothing to
relieve the distress,

Parts, Dec. 5—It is annonnced this after-
noon that both MM, Deville and Loubet
have refused to undertake the formation of a
Cabiuet. Itis expected that President Car-
not will be obliged to again summon M. Bris-
son or M. Ribot to attempt the task.

VieNNA, Dec. 5—It is reported here that
Louis Kossath, tne Hungarian triot, is
dying at his residence in Turin. It wasonly
a short time ago that he celebrated the 90th
anniversary of his birth,

Mavrin, Dec. 5—The negotiations for a
commercial treaty between Germany and
Spain, which were opened here by Count
Von Radowitz, the new German Am or,
have caused an absurd story tobepublished by
the Matin, of Paris.. The paper says that
Germany has proposed an offensive and de-
fensive alliance with Spain and an arrange-
ment to place a Prassian Prince on the Spanish
throne in the event of the death of young
King Alfonso. Germany, the Matin “adds,
roposes Lo secure to Spain possession of
foroceo, the reorganization of the Spanish
army by German officers and the construction
of strategetic railways by a German Com-
pany. The truth regarding the negotiations
13 that Germany asks to be placed on the
same basis of trade with the Spanish colonies
a8 the United States. She also wants Spain
to reduce the duty on spirits and numerous
manufactures in return for concessions ac-
corded Spain in favor of wines, oilsand dried
fruits,

BrusseLs, Dec. 5—When the International
Monetary Conference resnmes its sittings to-
morrow, the first matter requiring settlement
is whether the report of the Committee ap-
pointed to consider the Rothschild plan
shall be further debated or the pro of
the American delegates proceeded with. Mr.
Rothechild, SirC. Freemantle and Sir Wm.
Houldsworth, all of whom are British dele-
gates, desire some expression of opinion re-
garding Rothschild’s plan from the full Con-
ference. Bertram Currie, another British
delegate, aims to bring the Conference to a
lpceﬁ,; close, and in common with some of
the other delegates who are resigned to see
the Conference result in failurs, would acce-
lerate the consideration of the American re-
solutions as hastening the winding up of the

on December ‘16 at the latest. If any ad-
journment is taken, it is doubtful if there
will bea full attendance when the sittings are
resumed in January. 2

AUEBEC.

MoxnTrEAL, Dec. 5—A two weeks' carsival
of winter sports is being arranged for here
under the auspices of the Montreal Amateur
Athletic Association. The sports will be held
during the first and second weeks of Feb.
ruary, but there will be no ice palace.

For some time past there has been consi-
derable trouble in connection with the erec-
tion of thenew Church of 8t. Gabriel in this
city, the trustees and the parish priest having
disagreed as to the quality of the work done
b‘y the contractors. The trustees are against
the rnyment of the contractor and have
forcibly detained some of his implements. On
Saturday he had a writ of detainer taken
ont ngainst five of the trustees, Thomas
Walsh, Beroard O'Brien, Joseph Phelan,
Thomas McConomy and James McNamars,
Threeof these were foundin the churchby the
High Constable. On his approach they bar-
ricaded the door, and it was necessary for
him to procure a force of police and an axe to
break open the door. The three were then
arrested and the others respected the warrant
issued. They all uprmmd in Court this
morning and were bailed out by their co-
trustee, Alderman Tansey.

A Star special csble from London, Eng.,
says :—Mr. Garduer, chairman of the Board
of Agriculture, has given a pledge on behalf
of the Government, that the restriction re-
cently imposed upon Canadian cattle im-
rted into Great Dritain and Ireland, will
removed as goon as Canada has proved
beyond doubt that the Dominion is free from
lenro-pneumonia. The High Commissioner
ias communicated with the Dominion au-
thorities to have the necessary inspe:tion
made and the proof of the country’s immunity
from the disease forwarded to London.
Meanwhile, those interested in the Canadian
cattle trade, particularly in Scotland, are
keeping up the agitation to have the schedule
against Canadian cattle at once removed,
maintuining that no cases of “i)lcnro-pnw-
monia were found to have existed in avy im-
ported Canadian eattle. The opponents of
the export cattle tradeare not, however,
idle. The farmiog clubs are now meeting,
and are urging the Board of Agriculture to
tecure the passage of aa act requiring that all
foreign stock be slaughtered at the port of
landing, whether a contagious disease is re-
ported to exist in the country from which
they are exported or not. The Secotch
Breeders’ Association, the Smithfield Club,
and cther leading agricultursl bodies, are
sharing in this movement.

M. Hanlan & Co., produce merchants, as-
signed to day with ussets of $10,620 and lia-
bilities of $98,518. The principal creditors
are the Molson's Bank, 21,400 ; Bank of St.

his perfect integrity better, no one under-
stands the value of the personal sacrifices
he has made to better the political condi-
tion of Quebec, than the people of this
Province, before whom he has publicly
played his part. At no time has he
adopted the methods of the intriguer, or the
mere opportunist. His acts have ever
been boldly performed, in the full glare of
the noon-day sun. Popularity he has
never sought. Indeed, in the common
acceptance of that much sabused term in
the English language, Mr. Axegrs has not
been what is known as a popular man. To
become the idol of the people, a man must
sometimes descend very farin the social
scale. This, our late chief ruler, could
never bring himself to do. But he placed
his brilliant talents, and remarkable
intellectual gifts at the service of
his people, and depended on his
deeds and works for” his reputation.
That his name will always dwell in the
history of Quebec, none can doubt. He
has done more to make the history of the
Province during his time, than any other
wn in Provincial public life. In his
youth he was fond of yachting and manly
out-door sports, but he never forgot his
studies. As Attorney-General he was a
ceaseless worker. As a Judge he was able
and conscientious. As Lieutenant-Gov-
ernor he declined to be a mere figure-head,
but insisted on taking the command him-
self of the ship, and at a crucial period he
developed the wisdom of doing a desperate
thing to bring about a whelesome reform.
Maasy & man would have shrank from
the task he had set himself to
do. Many & man would have broken
down before the end was reached. Many
a man would have hesitated much before
he asked the people to sustain him, against
the ablest political leader,—a man of every
resource, and tact and skill,—that this
Province has seen for more than a quarter
of a century. But Mr. Axcers did not
falter for a single instant. He hardened
his heart, bent every energy that he pos-
s2ssed, andsheathed his sword only when
his great work was done, and the battle
was won. From Spencer Wood he goes to
Ottawa, to take a seat in Sir Jouy THOMP-
sox’s Cabinet, as Minister of Agriculture.
He will find in that capacity abundant
opportunity for the employment of his
abilities. He will greatly strengthen the
Government, and as we said the other day,
he will be no sectional representative, but
a true representative of the whole Pro-
vinee.

In the performance of his purely social
duties, he has been well aided by Madame
Axaers, whose kindly manner and amiable
disposition, have endeared her to the
hearts of all.

THE TALK OF THE DAY.
Mr. Axcers will leave Spencer Wood
to-day at ten minutes past one for Ottawa.
On Wednesday he will be sworn in Minis-
ter of Agriculture, in the THoMPsoN Gov-
ernment. Assoon as Mr. CHAPLEAU as-
sumes the reins of Govornment, Mr. De

imvmwinh-igu his position of
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Premior. An effort was made, we hear, to
get the retiring Governor of Quebec to ac-
cept the Prime Minister's resignation, and
form a new Cabinet, before the new
Lieutenant-Governor came in,—but though
this plan might have saved Mr. CHAPLEAU
some trouble,—his predecessor declined to
acquiesce in any such arrangement. He
preferred, with his ususl consideration, to
leave the coast clear to his successor. Mr.
De BoucmerviLe may advise Mr.
CrarLeEAt to send for Mr. TarLron, who,
during the last session of the Legislature,
has performed the duties of leader of the
House of Assembly. Should Mr. TarLrox
feel inadequate for the task, or should he
have privats reasons for declining the
honor, or should he think that at this
juncture, it would be unwise to open a
constituency, his duty will be to ask Mr.
CHAPLEAU to invite the Commissioner of
Crown Lands to undertake the formation
of a Cabinet. Mr. Frysy bore the brunt
of the last campaign in solid earnest. He
encountered two opponents of great
strength, and was, practically, pitted
against the whole power of the Msg-
crerrTes, who had resolved to beat him at
all hazards. Yet he suceeeded in defeating
both of his rivals. Mr. FLy~x, moreover,
has no superior in the House %-day, asa
debater, as a man familiar with the prac-
tice and procedure of Parliament, and as
» man well versed in departmental and
executive work. He is a conscientious
worker and a master of detail. These
facts are mentioned as his qualifications
for the office of First Minister. DBut there
are other and equally weighty reasons
which should be urged and insisted upon,
in his behalf. He is entitled to the post
by virtue of his seniority. He wasa mem-
ber of the first CaarLeav Government.
He held the same office,—that of Crown
Lands,—in the Ross administration, and
he is also & Minister to-day, in the De
Bovcenervicie Cabinet. He hus bad large
experience as the Minister in charge of the
most important department in the public
service of Quebec Province. It is his de-
partment which yields our greatest ro-
venue. It is the chief business depart-
ment of the Government, and is far-reach-
ing in its ramifications. The fact that he
has managed it well, that he has every de-
tail of itat his fingers’ ends, and that he has
brought order out of chaos, entitle him to
promotion, and he should be granted it.
Mr. CaarLeav will likely receive his ap-
pointment to-morrow or Wednesday, and
as Thursday is a holiday, it is scarcely pro-

{ bable that he will be sworn in Lieutenant-

Governor here, before Friday or Satur-

day. His interview with Mr. TarLrox
may prove a mere formality, and
in that case Mr. Fryxy should
be sent for. Mr. Frysn's task

would be comparatively easy. He might,
with advantage to the Province, and the
party, emulate the sensible example of Sir
Jomx Assorr, when he succeeded to the
Premiership of Canada, on the death of Sir
Joux MaopoNarp, and ask his old col-
leagues to resume their portfolios. They
have been placed at the head of affuirs by
the people of this Province. They enjoy
the confidence of the Legislature and of
the country. They have taken pains to
learn their duties, and they are in fighting
trim to meet the onslaughts of their
opponents. More than this, they have
created a policy, and they ought to be
allowed the opportunity of testing its
value. By the re.appointment of the
present Ministry, and Mr. Frysx's selec-
tion as Premier would, we trust, secure
that end, a great political crisis would be
averted. Mr. Mgercier will enter the
House next session, as the member for
Bonaventure. A cloud hung over his head
last year, and he did not take his seat, but
the Court has cleared him since then, and
he will make his influence felt. So long
as he was under this cloud, many of his
whilom friends flow away from his side,
like' s0 many rats when the ship begins to
sink. But now that he has survived the

ordeal, those friends will fly back
again. There is all the more
reason then, for the Government to

have the First Ministership in the popular
branch of the Legislature, and that Minis-
ter ought to be the ablest man in the
House, and the ablest man in the
House, the best equipped man for the role
on the Conservative side, in our local poli-
tics, to-day, is unquestionably, Epmoxp
James Frysy., In him, Mr. MEercier
would, as always, find a foeman worthy of
his steel. In the old days he acknowledged
Mr. Frynx's abilities, and since those
times the Commissioner of Crown Lands
has gained rather than lost. It has been
the fashion, of late, for the Conservative
party in Provincial politics, to ery out, in
a crisis, for a Judge to come down from
the Bench to lead. The Judges may be
left where they are. Most of them secured
their ermine-tipped robes, through the
miry paths of politics. To ask a Judge to
resume his old status, is not only an insult
to the Bench, buta grossaffront to the men
who are navigating the ship of state, and
who have been placed in their positions by
the voice of the electors. We have grown
tired of listening to wails, pleading to
bring back to the arena, Judge MaraiEv,

or Judge LoraxceEr or Judge anybody
else. The Province is not dependent on

those gentlemen, however able they might

have been in their/time. We have the

legislators with us, the men approved of
by the country at large. From them we

must select our Ministers. TheJudgeshave

had their day, so far as Parliament is con-

cerned. They may now be allowed to

administer the law, and in their learned

leimpire, seats at Royal Commissions and

Enquetes, can be found for them.

A Date of Historie Interest.

galleries. The present spacious Methodist
church was built and dedicated during the

Browning's Love of Society.
(Stopford A. Brooke, in the Christmas
Century.)

One of the first times I met him was in the
company of a few young men of no name and
position whatever,and I never remember him
more brilliant. He seemed enchanted to talk
to us, and told us of his youthful life when
he was writing “‘Paracelsus,” of all the men
he then met, and of what kind they were,
and of all his doings with the actors and the
stage when he was bringing out “Strafford.”
As I listened, I seemed to look within and to
see arranged in his wonderful memory a mul-
titude of subjects and compositions, as it
were, of the scenery of human nature ; nor
was I less struck with his capacity for bring-
ing forth out of his treasures things new and
old, when on a day of his later life, leaning
over the balcony of the Hotel Universo at
Venice, he was moved to speak to me of his
life in Italy. All that he met he remembered,
and what he remembered he naturally com-
d, like an artist, into drama, or lyric, or
narrative in his heart. He had huoodreds
of unwritten poems within, and could
use them when and how he pleased ; and if
such multitudinousness wouald have been trou
blesome, for example, to Tennyson asan
artist, it was not a trouble but a stimulant to
Browning. He was master of the many
“‘studies” he possessed. He gained them in
his social existence, and if he had not lived in
this continual to-and-fro of human life, we
should have lost not only o large number of
those poems which touch and fix lyric mo-
mente of passion or conscience or spiritual
feeling, but also that incessant by-play of
human nature which, carried on by a number
of minor characters, fills the background of
his larfer pieces. There isno need to give
examples of this corascating by-play. eir
name is legion, but the putting of them in,
the incessant parenthesis in which they are
inserted, the side-steps he runs out of his
main subject to make, the incursions off the
road into the wild country, account for a

t deal of the obscurity with which sloth-
ul persons have charged him, and if they are
not guite good art, are at least of extraordin-
ary interest.

THE LATE JAY GOULD.

EXCEEDINGLY SIMPLE FUNERAL
SERVICES.

New Yorg, Dec. 5—That simplicity which
characterized Jay Gould's life, was observed
at his funeral services this afternoon at his
late home, 579 Fifth Avenue.

It was announced Sunday morning that the
funeral services would be public nud that the
body could be seen from 10 a.m, nutil 3 p.m,
to-day, and that no one would be refused ad-
mission to the house. When Mr. Geo. J.
Gould was informed of this, he sent out a re-
quest that the public would observe the
wishes of the family and the funeral would be
private, Nevertheless, while ouly the rela-
tives, immediate friends of the family and
former business nssocintes of Mr. Gould were
at the services, many persons attempted to
gain admission to the house, offering all sorts
of pleas ‘of acquaintanceship for the pri-
vilege.

Out on the Avenue, in botit sides of the
thoronghfare, hundreds of men and women
stood for hours in the bitter cold, envying
those permitted to enter the house. The
sidewsnlk in front of the house was kept clear
by several policemen, but across the street
the sidewalk was packed. Moving in and
out among this gathering were central office
detectives, while within the house were de-
tectives Heidelberg, MeCloskey and Titus.

The officers aud directors of the Missouri
Pacific and Union Pacific Railways, who had
assembled in the Windsor Hotel, walked in
procession to the house at 3.30 o'clock.

A quartette sang ‘*‘There is a Land Im.
mortal,” after which Dr. Paxton offered
prayer. Dr. Paxton then read that part of
the Episcopal service beginning *‘I am the
resurrection and the life.” The quartette
sang Cardinal Newman's famoushymn **Lead,
Kindly Light,” and the Rev. Dr. Terry, of
the South Reformed Church, read the second
Seripture lesson. Chancellor MacCracken,
of the University of the City of New York,
then offered prayer.

After the quartette had sung ““Nearer my
God to Thee,” Dr. Paxton pronounced the
benediction. An orportunity was then offer-
ed to take a farewell look at the face of the
dead millionaire.

The body rested in an oak casket covered
with black cloth. On the sides were eight
oxidized silver handles. The casket was close
to the south wall in the large drawing-room.
The face and bust were exposed to view. The
eyelids were closed, the muscles of the face
were in repose and the skin was white,
almost transparent, lacking that swarthiness
which was a striking feature of Mr. Gould's
personal appearance.

The distinguished citizens and the intimate
friends of the family slowly filed by the
casket, and as they passed they looked for
the last time on the face of the one man who,
gince the new world was discovered, was
able b{ his own exertions, by his keen intel.
lect, by his masterful manipulation of the
channels of business, to accumulate a for-
tune which stands to-day, so far as anyone
knows, Creesuslike in its immenlit{.

In the hallway above, the family and the
near relatives were gathered. They had sat
there during the services and o::‘y afew knew
of their proximity. The benediction over,
they repaired to their rooms. There were
many beauntiful floral gifts.

The friends gone, the members of the
family visited the parlor and there, with the
doors closed and no one to intrude upon their

ief, they looked for the last time upon the
gcc that they all had loved so well.

The body will be taken at noon to-morrow
to Lake View plot, in Woodlawn Cemetery,
where 1t will be placed in the Gould mauso-
leum, beside of his wife.

Sheets should always be of generous length
and width ; never less than two yards and
three quarters long, with the breadth, of
course, depending upon the width of the bed,
writes Maria Parloa, in o valuable article on
“Furnishing the Linen Cioset, in the Decem-
ber Ladiess Home Jowrnal. While linen
sheets are desirable, they are not within the
means of all housekeepers of even fair in-
comes. Cotton cloth makes a most satis.
factory all-the-year ronnd sheet, and a
good quality can be purchased at from
twenty-five cents to seventy-five cents per
vard, the cloth being from two to two yards
and a half wide. Iodeed, one can buy
sheets already made, two yards and a half
wide, for one dollar and a quarter and one
dollur and a half apiece. It is always more
economical to buy the cloth and make them
at home, for two hems do not mean much
work. Unbleached sheeting may be made up,
and bleached on the grass. Buy unbleached
cotton for servants’ sheets and pillew cases,
but do not make them toosmall. If the bed
linen be made of generous proportions it will

rotect the bedding and be more comfortable
ror the sleepers. Linen sheets, three yards
long, can be bought for from five to fourteen
dollars per pair. Pillow cases to match sell
from two to three dollars and a half per pair.
The finest are hemstitched.

How the Chinese Reckon Time.

The Chinese and Babylonian calendars, iu
fact, are idencical in structure, although the
underlyiag principle of both is much more
clearly + 2t fﬁnh in its Chinese than its Ac-
cadian form.  The Chinese calendar is typical
for all ¢ lendars, and introduces usat once to
the rativnale of the most primitive method of
uotativg time and thought. In accordance

with the vivid imagination of a period in
human aistory when the creative far ont-
strips tae critical ivstinet, Ni[.)(ht and Day

were the first parents of time. The Chinese
calendar builds upon this simple antithesis to
give the impetus of life to the procession of
days. The Sun and Moon, as Father and
Mother of time, stand atthe threshold of the
year, and impose the law of their duality
upon the hour, day, month, year, and cycle.
This iden is extended throughout the entire
Chinese time-table, which, by-the way, with
the exception of the 60-year cycle, is singu-
larly like our own :

THE CHINESE TIME-TABLE.

60 “‘married” or 120 “single” minutes
make 1 hour.
12 “married” or 24 *'single” hours make 1

day.

f.’i “‘married” or 30 (or 20) “‘single” Jdays
make 1 month.

12 “married” or 24 “‘sirgle” months make
1 year.

60 *“‘married” or 120 “single” years make 1
cycle.

The year begins with the first new moon
after ll)w sun enters the water sign of *‘Aqua-
rius,” and consists of twelve months of alter-
nately 30 and 29 days, with a full moon fall-
ing in the middle of each month. Formerly
the days of the month were notated in China as
in Babylon by moon stars, fancied to be s
upon the sacred tree. According to the Tchu
Shu Ki Nien, when the Emperor Yao had been
on the throne seventy years, a kind of plant
called lik-koh grew on each side of the palace
stairs. On the first day of the month it pro-
duced one pod, and 8o on every day a to
the 15th, while on the 16th one pod fell off,
and so on every day a pod to the last day of
the month ; and if the month was a short one
(one of 29 days), one pod shrivelled up withowt
falling. The growing phase of the month
from the new to the full moon is considered
the “‘strong” or masculine half of the month ;
the waning phase the ‘‘weak” or feminine
half. The duality of the month is a distine-
tion we have lost, owing to the separation of
the lunar and solar years in the modern calen-
dar, although we still preserve the “‘marriage
idea” in our day of twenty-four hours, which,
in reality, consists of two days of twelve hours
each—the day of light and the day of dark-
ness. LEloquently and accurately, therefore,
does the Bible say, *“And the evening and
the morning were the first day.”

The intimate connection which exists in the
Chinese mind between the smallest and the
largest fraction of time is illustrated by a

philologicul as well as by a mathematical pro-
cess. These same names, compounded with
the two terms ch'uk and cheng, make the
twenty-four hours ; and these again com-
pounded with ten determinants produce just
sixty uames (and no more) for the years of the
cycle. It is significant that as midnight is
feminine, the day begins, as of nmil.g'.
with the second or feminine term of 7'sze, the
sign or month of Aquarius,

e ulu;licg of the year is also suggested to
the Chinese by the fact that the 12 *“‘stems”’
or month names multiplied by the 10 branches
or numerals make 120 years. But these must
be “‘married ;" therefore, on thetheory, essen-
tially Chinese though occasionally reasserted
in onr midst, that man and wifeare one, they
become the sixty years for which by philology
there are providyex just sixty vames,

Besides the year extending from the be-
ginning of the first to the end of the twelfth
month, the Chinese—as do the Jews—recog-
nize a year extending from the beginning of
the seventh, alsolasting atwelvemonth, These
two years are still recognized by custom—the
twenty-fourth day of :ﬁ: six month, now St.
Johns day, and the twenty-fourth (iuy of the
twelfth month, Christmas eve, being peculiac-
ly solemn days of preparation for the in-
eo,}\lng years, >

hese pivots of time— these hinges of the
two years—are still a conspicuous element in
the Shinto worship, the oldest religion of
Japan. Mr. Ernest Satow makes the inter-
esting statement thut the priests of Isé purify
the ple at the two gunual festivals of the
eixth mouth and twelfth month. The fes.
tivals are called Oharai No Matsuri, Pil-
grimages are made to the shrine of Isé, where
wands, or oharai, are procured by every troe
believer. On arriving' home, (hese symbols
of growth are placed in the kama oama,
“shelf of the gods.” Mr. Satow adds that
every six months these wands should be
changed for new ones, but that in practice the
oharai are removed only once a year, perhaps
less often.—From *‘A” New Light on the
Chinese,” by Henr, Barden McDowell, in
Harper's Maqaziye for December,

New-Year's Gifts in Ohina.

The custom of giving presents, and parti
cularly that of exchangi New-Year calls,
is essentially Chinese. e coincidence of
these two rather liar acts of brotherly
Jove caexisting in Holland and Scot]and
should furnish cause for thought. It is a little
singular, certajnly, that the i‘hinm. who are
not an over-charitable or Iorgiving race,
should enjoin the forgiveness of all debts at
the begivning of the new year.
It isan amusing spectacle in Chinatown to
see the creditor mercilessly hunting dawh the
debtor during the few days that remain. No
one is exempt from this necsssity, for in order
to pay his own debts he must in tury collect
what is due to him. The debtor who cannot
fultil his obligations by New-Year goes into
bankruptey by the operations of u custom
stronger than law. He undoubtedly earns
the contempt ot his fellow-men, but at least
he is free from their persecution. His debts
are forgiven, with quite as much sincerity as
could be exgeoted under the circumstances,
Besides this painful phase of Chinese yule-
tide, there are other preparations to be made
for the fitting celebration of the great three-
May festival, qunnlng with the first dsg of
the first month.  The red peach paper which
has been removed from the doorway must be
replaced, and therefore about this time the
Kol-dond letter-writer of the Chinese quar-
t takes his station on the street carner, and
is busily employed writing sentences of
omen. Natarally some of these gentlemen
are more popular than others, a letter-writer
who claims to have passed one of the inferior
civil service examinatigns, or who at one
time has been connected with a fashionable
joss:house, being more in demand than he
who has picked yp his smattering of kpow-

All that he wrote in the atmosphere of his
passionate humanity will endure, whenever
1L i3 expressed in & form not too  diflicult or
too rugged for the multitude of those who, in
humility, love nature and human nature.
There is nothing reully obscure in Browning ;
his thoughts are clear enough to himself,and
a few simple clues, casily won by those who
will take the trouble, will lead a student to
the center of any labyrinth to be found in
his work. Nor are the thoughts themselves
complex. The difficulty of understanding
his poetry lies in the way in which thoughts
in themselves quite simple are expressed.
Thoy are twisted, entangled, and broken up
4n & manner which I do not like to eall
wilful, but which has that air; and this is
not good art.  What is simple ought to he
kept simple, not changed into riddles, or over-
whelmed with fantastic ornament. He has
also another fashion, and quite a different one,
which makes him difficult. Sometimes he is
as compressed, incisive, and vigorous as he isat
other times careless and fluttering in thought.
He has a way of leaping straight to his thought
and clinching it at once, without taking us
through any of the thoughts that ledto it. We
see the thing, but not the process ; and we
have to work out the process for ourselves,
That is quite legitimate in oetry, when
there is not too much of it, nn«lplhe man who
complains of that difficulty has no business to
read poetry at all. But when a number of
these completed thoughts are expressed one
after avother in a few lines, without any care
for showing their connection ; when they so
jostle and trip up one apother that they arc
not really scen as wholes but as halves—
then the poetry does becores more difficult
:,l;nn aay artist ought to permit his work to

Some people like this ; but it is for the
most part the trouble it gives them which
they like, and not the poetry ; the intellectual
exercise to which they are put, and not the
passionate feeling in the verse, which is, of
course, what Browning most wished them to
enjoy. The thought, when they have dis.
entangled it, is dear to them and pleases their
vanity, because they had such hard work to
find it out—the nut tasting sweet in propor-
tion to the difficulty of theshell. But this is
not love of poetry, but of one’s own clever-
uness, Moreover, when the thought is found
out, it is often the same as Wordsworth or
Milton has expressed in luminous language,
but which, being quite clear to a child, does
not give these persons the pleasare of a double
acrostic,
