The same doubts seem to - have
puggested itself to the people themselves,
who decllne to be ‘“repatriated” even
at the expense of - the Quebe: Gov-
ernment. According to the American
press Mr. Mercler has found a way vut of
the difficulty and has made up his mind
that If the French Canadians in the United
States will not come to Quebee, he wlll take
Quebec to the United btates. This, how-
ever, 1a probably a libel on the Honorable
Premier, as he never talks annexation on
this stde of the line.

UNLIEE the contest just declded in New
Brunswick, tho general election now pand-
ing in Prince Edward Island is a square
party fight. The Government which has
gone to the people for endorsation is Con-
parvative, and is led by an able man, Mr.
Nell McLeod. Mr. John Yeo, who leads the
Idiberal Opposition, stands equally high in
the estimation of his party. As usual, both
pides clalm a victory in advance, while
admitting that the atruggle will be both
obstinate and close. At the last Dominion
elections the Island returnad a full delega-
tion of six Liberals to the House of Com-
mons. The questions at lssue between the
parties turn upon the finanocial record of the
government which has had nine years of
power to explaln and defend before the
people. The elections take place this
month.

WE hope the House of Commons will nat
take long to throw out Mr. Taylor's * Anti-
Allen* bill., Whether the measure is con-
celved in & splrit of retaliation against tho
United Btates or in a spirit of emulation it
is unworthy of Canada. The Act of Con-
gress forbidding the Immigration of foreign-
era tothe United States underengage nentto
work there 1s about the meanest plece of
legislation on our neighbors' statute books
and almost avery week its operation places
the Unlted Btates Government in a most hu-
miliating position. Had England legislated in

~-thisepirit against foreign workmen, English
handicraft would never have reached its
high repute. The class of people we want
to exclude from Canada are not those under
contract to work, but those who come under
a tacit understanding with themselves not
to work if they can help it. This policy of
isolation can be carried too far.

Ir M. Flourens said, as reported in the
eables, that the exlsting treaty gave France
doverelgnty over the strip of Newfoundland
coasat called the French shore, hisstatement
was In direct confliot with fact. Soverelgnly
over the whole Island of Newfoundland,
inoluding the French shore, is reserved to
Great MBritaln In distinet terms. All the
right the French possess under the
treaty is to land and dry their fish ana per-
form other operations in connection with
thelr flsheries, Through the culpable
apathy of the British the French have been
permitted Lo assume rights that are not re-
cognized by the treaty, and these they now
insist on maintalning to the great disad-
vantage and retardation of the colony.
‘This is & queation which must be eventually
settled in accordance with the demands of
the Newfoundlanders. It is sheer ab-
surdity to suppose that a gremt ox-
tent -of wvaluable territory, capable
of sustainlng a large population, rich in
timber and minerals and with wide reaches
of excellent agrloultural land, shall be
locked-up in perpetual savagery and with-
hald from settlement and development in
order that a few French fishermen may dry
codfish and repair their nets. The treaty
of Utrecht, the saettlement under which the
French claims are held, was a wretched
plece of bungling on the part of British
diplomatists apd will not be held binding
when Newfoundlanders are in a positlon to
asgert thelr territorial rights.

Bul there was a link
wanling after the goods had arrived at that
port, and with a view of completing this,
earafully prepared plans were made and
ware now to be placed in the hands of the
Government for their consideration and
approval. It would not be just if it were a
purely local work for them to ask for public
aid. The port of Montreal had shown no
material Increass in its dimensions for
many years.

THE PEACE OF THE WORLD.

The country would be likely scon to hear
much avout the Parnell eommission. With-
out anticipating the judgment he would
suy the subject must be probed with the
deepest attention of the country and of
Parlinment.

MR. JAMES M'SHANE ON THE SUBJECT.

The Last Loan—The Game Bill—The Degres
of B, A.—District Waglstrates—

QUEBEC, January 23.—Af the afternoon
session of the House yesterday, the follow-
ing bills were presented :

Mr. Bhehyn sald that at present it was
Impossible to u;plyt.o the gllowlng ques-
tions by Mr., Flynn: * Aside from the
$2,208,874.70, mentivned in the return No.

Mr. McShane thought
it was pDunsense to spend money in

trying to bring the French Canadians back
when they were doing eo well in the States.
Whyin thelittle town of Plattsburg, theIrish
and French Canadians were running every-
thing.In the States these people could getfive
and slx dollars a day agdinst a dollar and a
half here. * If the hon. member meant too
any good for his country,” said
Shane, * I'll showhim the ws?r. Let him nsk
the Government of the Dominlon to spend
some money in developing the country
instead of spending it on docks In Quebee
that are never used. Then the people would
not have to leave to better themselves, but
after bettering themselves, llke two young
men from Lapralrie. who are now promi-
nent members of the Chicago Btock Ex-
change, a position which they never would
have attained in this country, it would
be foolish to bring them back.

Quesec, January 23.—Messra, Wm, Von
Hooten and E. H. Potter, of New York, Wm.
B. Turner, of Boston, Jos. 0. Dupuis and
Jus. Cochrane, of Montreal, are presenting a
bill before the Legislature to incorporate
them and others as the **Montreal Bubway
Company.” They propose to have a capital
stock of $100,000, in shares of $100 each, and
to be allowed to commence operations as
soon as $20,000 is subscribed. A noteworthy

feature of the scheme is that the 1quorpom-
lors intend to obtain powers to operate
without the least reference to the City
Corporation. The bill provides, amongst
other things, that the company “author-
ized and empowered to provide proper
facllities for the laying under ground of
telegraph, telephone and clocric wire eé’
which eleetricity or ower is transmitt
and the compan 80, in the words of thae
act, “empowere to econstruct, establish and
maintain oxelusively durlng the space of
forty years underground conduits in the
etreets, roadways, alleys in the City of
Moutreal, -and other munlelpalities in
*the district of Montreal, and the com-.
pany  shali have the ri;ihl. to charge
rent for the wuse of he sald con-
duits, also that it shall be lawful for
the company, elght daye after having given
notics to the City of Montreal or the eounell
of other municipalities, to open the streets,
rondways, alleys and so-furth for the pur-
puse of laylng underground their conduits,
That the fees for putting wires In the sub-
way shall be determined by the company
and Lhat noteorporation, ecompany or in-
dividual egall be allowed in any way to lm-
ede mg operation of thesubway by keeplng
he conduits open.”
