Thirty students from Arthur

to Montreal as part of the Course
au secondaire du Grand défi
Pierre Lavoie on May 24 and 25.

The school, which welcomed Mr
Pierre Lavoie on campus just last
February, received a special invitation
from the man himself to participate in
the event, which will unite 3,000 students
from 100 Quebec high schools for an ins-
pirational 24-hour experience.

In groups of two, runners will take to
the streets to cover the roughly 270
kilometres while their teammates wait
their turn on the bus following the
participants from each school. Each pair
of runners will also be accompanied by
one of eight individuals on bicycle, there
for support and encouragement.

By the end of the relay, each student
will have run between 20 and 27
kilometers, the equivalent or more of a
half marathon.

The purpose of the event spearheaded
by Pierre Lavoie is to encourage more
active lifestyles among Quebec’s youth,
while stimulating a sense of team spirit
and camaraderie between participants. A
unifying project, the goal of the relay is to
also help young people develop a
stronger sense of belonging within their
communities.

“For many years, the health of our
youth has become a major concern in our
society and our educational settings. As
an educator, we are challenged by their
health problems,” says Lucie Léger, who
initiated the Frontalier Actifs program at
the local high school. "At Arthur-Pigeon
High School we believe that inspiring our
youth to become more active will
improve their physical and psychological
health and promote student learning,”
she added.

The students who signed up for the
challenge have been training for the past
three months during their lunch hour. On
average, the students are able to run
seven kilometres in 45 minutes. That
being said, it would be a mistake to
assume all thirty are gifted athletes. At
the start, there were a few natural ath-

letes, but there were also a number of

students who had been living quite
sedentary lifestyles.

“We have seen an enormous change in
these students,” says Léger, who is quick
to note the change has gone far beyond
their physical appearance to include
their implication at school and their self
esteem. “These are students who now
know they can achieve something. It has
made a huge difference in their lives,”
adds Léger.

Local support

By the time the students return home
on the 25th, the cost to the school will
have amounted to around $10,000.

The students will leave by bus from

the school on Friday for Quebec City, and
from there on in, the school is respon-
sible for assuming all costs associated
with the relay, from the bus rental to
meals and lodging.

With this in mind, the students have
also been very involved in preparing for
the relay. All helped to prepare the food
they will be eating in advance. "It is not
just about the race. It goes much deeper,”
says Léger, noting the students have lear-
ned about proper nutrition and how to
keep themselves fed and hydrated well
enough to complete the relay with
energy to spare.

To help cover the costs, the students
turned to their community. On Saturday,
May 10, the students as well as those who
will accompany them on their run took
part in a promotional run and walk
through Huntingdon. At 9 am, a group of
60 runners set off on a 7 kilometre run
which ended at the Farmers’ Market an
hour later. From there, a group of 125 set
out on a 3 kilometre walk through the
heart of Huntingdon to raise awareness
and funds for their voyage.

As well, the school has been able to
count on the generous support of local

A call to all drivers and farmers to act responsibly

With the warm, dry spell of last
week came the return of farmers
to their fields, and as a result
farm machinery being driven on
public roads. In an effort to raise
awareness of the potential
dangers to both farmers and
drivers over the coming months,
the Haut Saint-Laurent
syndicate of the UPA is calling
on all to act responsibly in
sharing the roads.

At a press conference Thursday, May
15, in Tres-Saint-Sacrement, the
President of the local UPA syndicate
solemnly reminded those in attendance
that a first tragedy of the season had
already taken place. A 20-year-old driver
had lost his life just the night before in
the Lanaudiere region when the appen-
dages of an agricultural vehicle sliced off
roof of his car.

Drivers often forget there are risks

involved in sharing the road with farm
machinery, as evidenced by the 1,402 vic-
tims of road accidents from 2000 to 2011
in Quebec.

“The road is there for everyone, traffic
and tractors,” said Michel Hébert, the
President of the Haut Saint-Laurent syn-
dicate of the UPA. “Over the coming
weeks, we invite motorists to be espe-
cially careful on the roads in the Haut
Saint-Laurent. The machinery must
sometimes be driven on public roads to
reach the fields. For us on the farm, these
are our tools and our main livelihood,” he
added.

Mr. Hébert was also quick to suggest
that farmers must also play their part in
ensuring safer roads. He called on pro-
ducers to be more visible during the day
and especially at night, and to avoid
using public roads during peak travel
hours to help the flow of traffic and avoid
long queues forming behind slower
moving farm equipment.

Over the winter months, information
sessions were held to ensure producers
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were up to date on the changes to the
Highway Safety Code that included farm
machinery.

Farmers are obliged to respect the
Highway Safety Code, which includes
various regulations governing lighting
and visibility. Producers have the right to
use the roads, and it is in fact against the
law for them to drive on the shoulder. As
such, it is imperative drivers proceed
with caution and exercise patience when
meeting or following farm machinery on
the road.

“It is more the drivers than the far-
mers,” said Sergeant Philippe Roux, with
the Streté du Québec’s Haut Saint-
Laurent detachment. “Farmers are aware
their machinery is slow and heavy and
are very conscious of others on the road,”
he noted, before suggesting the only
issue he has come across concerning
agricultural machinery on the roads is
the sludge that is sometimes left in their
wake. “It comes with living in a rural
area,” said Sergeant Roux, of the obliga-
fions in place to protect all road users.

Anne Quach disappointed with Conservatives’ lack of vision

NDP MP Anne Minh-Thu Quach
(Beauharnois - Salaberry) is
disappointed with the lack of
vision displayed by
Conservatives Wednesday
night as the opposed her bill C-
539 which sought to promote
local procurement.

The
opposition presented by conservatives
demonstrates the lack of leadership
and political will on their part and the
end result exasperated Ms. Quach.
“Conservatives rejected my bill
without considering the advantages
and benefits that it would offer local
farmers, artisans and the economy as a
whole. This is further evidence that
they have abandoned our regions. I
want to thank all those who supported
my bill, most notably CLD du Haut-
Saint-Laurent, the CLD Beauharnois-
Salaberry, the CRE Vallée-du-Haut-
Saint Lawrence, as well as the
Chamber of commerce and Industry
Beauharnois-Salaberry. The letters of
support and the signing of petitions to
support bil C-539 were very much
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appreciated and although disappointed
with the outcome, I will continue to

At a press conference held by the
Haut Saint-Laurent syndicate of the
UPA on the importance of road safety
and responsibility for farmers and
motorists alike, I was invited to take
part in a tractor ride. I admit, I scoffed a
bit at the idea. Having grown up in the
Valley I have been around farm equip-
ment and machinery my whole life,
clearly, I thought, this type of exercise
was aimed at more urban or city jour-
nalists. I was wrong.

I began to understand just how
wrong the minute I found myself
dwarfed by the new generation tractor
that towered over me and almost eve-
rything it might face on the road. A
mere 15 minutes aboard the tractor
and my whole perspective on sharing
the road, safety and what actually
constituted responsible driving chan-
ged. This is not to say I am a bad driver,
but to admit I was not aware of the
laws governing farm machinery. Nor
was I really aware of just how dange-
rous it can be not to allow farmers the
space they need on the roads - for both
our sake.

As someone who has shared the
roads with farm machinery for years, I
was in fact exactly the type of person
who could benefit the most from a
tractor ride. Like many others, I ima-
gine, I tend to underestimate the dan-

behind a tractor on the highway, and I
am sure I have executed risky
manoeuvres in passing farm equip-
ment. My drive home from Treés-
Saint-Sacrement to Elgin was very dif-
ferent as for what may have been a
first time I saw the road as something
that was fundamentally to be shared.

The topic of road safety and how to
share the space has become a serious
issue in urban areas as well. In the past
few weeks alone there have been fatal
accidents in Montreal involving moto-
rists, truck drivers and cyclists. The
debate is ongoing as to how best pro-
tect everyone on the road at the same
time. The answers are never easy, and
are especially harder to find when all
involved simply blame the other. It's
very easy for cyclists to be upset with
drivers who do not leave enough space,
but then equally as simple for drivers
to complain cyclists do not follow the
rules of the road. It is so easy for this
type of debate to spiral off when one
sided arguments drone out real safety
concerns. Unfortunately, as we have
seen in Montreal, it takes a fatality for
everyone to stop and acknowledge
there really is a problem.

After my experience sitting at the
helm of a tractor, I suggest we all take a
moment and really try to imagine our-
selves in the other’s shoe. It may just
save lives.

FROM THE GLEANER ARCHIVES

120 YEARS AGO

May 24, 1894

ORMSTOWN

Two shocks of earthquake were felt in
this section on Sunday evening, about
8.30. Thought slight, they were quite dis-
tinct. About twenty minutes elapsed bet-
ween them. The second one was accom-
panied by loudest noise.

The spring show of horses at the dri-
ving park attracted a fair crowd on
Tuesday. The course has been re-model-
led and was in fine condition. Many of
owners of horses having other appoint-
ments, prevented a full show, but there
were 15 entire horses on exhibition,
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including some admirable specimens of
Clydesdale and Blood horses. There were
also 4 or 5 roadsters in sulkies. Much
interest was shown in this the first show
of the kind held here. Had it been larger
advertised and held two weeks earlier, it
would have been more successful. It will
be properly organized next year.

60 YEARS AGO

May 19, 1954

Will Oil Be Discovered At Dewittville?

Claim Stakes on Farmlands in Area
Believed To Be For Qil Claims

From time to time communities go
along in the same old way, there is the
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general routine of jobs to do, feeding and
milking the cows, getting machines ready
to do a job, going to town for supplies and
so forth. Then something, just a little
thing happens, which sets people talking
and wondering and the community is all
agog with possibilities.

Such a state presently exists in the
Dewittville area. The Gleaner made the
discovery just the past week that some-
thing different was happening.
Somebody happened to remark, “What's
all this talk about oil on some farms at
Dewittville?”

At first we were inclined to think that
someone was “pulling our leg”, but then
we got to thinking why should not oil be
found at Dewittville as much as anyw-
here else - Texas for instance. We started
making more enquiries. Yes, some farms
in the Dewittville area had been staked
for clams. Who is staking the claims,
some oil company? Don't know came the
answer, the stakes have the name and
numbers of the claims, you can see them
right on the farms.

SO curiosity getting the better of us
and feeling that there might be quite a
piece of news, we went out on a voyage of
discovery of our own, and if there was
any oil, to get it on it right at the start.

30 YEARS AGO

May 23, 1984

Covered bridge built way back ...
when ?

Digging for hard evidence is the time
consuming project of Hinchinbrooke
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Mayor Roland Greenbank these days.
He is in search of proof that the histori-
cal Power’s Court covered bridge was
constructed in 1861.

His research is part of a report being
made for Parks Canada concerning the
preservation of the Huntingdon
County span.

The sources of his information are
ancient books of the Municipal
Council minutes, county records,
Gleaners files, and volumes published
by the Historical Society. The trouble is
that various sources have made refe-
rence to two different dates of
construction - 1861 and 1881.

“Evidence from the Hinchinbrooke
Council Minutes indicates there was
construction in 1861," affirms the
mayor. “Considerable payments were
made for the ‘Percy Bridge’ to the
county council in 1862 and 1863 by
Hinchinbrooke indicating that one had
been built.”

Another clue comes from The
Gleaner of November 11, 1880 in
which a report of the Hinchinbrooke
Council states among its bills paid: "To
Peter MacFarlane for getting snow put
on the Percy Bridge.” Snowing a cove-
red bridge was commonly done to faci-
litate the crossing of sleighs.

Direct evidence of the construction
has been hard to find as the County
Council minutes from the 1861 period
are not with the others at the County
Building and no Gleaners are on file
before its first issue of September
1863.

RC for warning

signs on roads renewed

The Haut Saint-Laurent
syndicate of the UPA has
partnered with the Haut Saint-
Laurent MRC on a project to
install temporary slippery when
wet warning signs on rural roads
to remind motorists that sludge
left behind by farm machinery
can be dangerous.

In 2013, the Board of Directors for the
local UPA syndicate was forced to react
swiftly following a series of accidents
caused by sludge left in the wake of farm
machinery on public roads. In order to
make the roads safer, the local syndicate,
in collaboration with the MRC, developed
a project to better inform road users of
the potential hazard.

The project, which was orchestrated
through voluntary commitments from
producers, consisted of installing the
panels during periods of work in the
fields. Once the work is completed, the
panels are removed so that their use
remains temporary. The signs are only
placed on unnumbered or secondary
roads however, as the Ministry of
Transport prohibits the placing of road
signs on stretches of highway under
MTQ jurisdiction.

Unique to the Haut Saint-Laurent, the
project was so successful there are now
two other syndicates looking into starting
talks with municipalities. At least 70 signs
were posted last season in close proxi-
mity to locations where agricultural work
was taking place. As such, the Haut
Saint-Laurent UPA is renewing the pro-
ject for the 2014 season.

Fixing a broken tem-
orary foreign wor-
ers program

The Conservative government has
mismanaged the Temporary Foreign
Worker Program so badly they have
more than doubled its intake of tempo-
rary foreign workers (TFWs), admitting
almost as many temporary workers to
Canada as new permanent residents in
2012.

The end result has been fewer jobs for
Canadian workers, the suppression of
Canadian wages, and, in some cases, the
exploitation of vulnerable foreign wor-
kers.

More fundamentally, the
Conservatives undermined Canada’s

longstanding nation-building immigra-
tion system — where we welcome per-
manent immigrants and their families
and encouraged them to become citizens
and full participants in our communities.
The Tories sought to replace that system
with guest workers who come here for a
few years and are then shipped out.

This has been intentional. In 2007,
Minister Diane Finley was clear, saying
“weve expanded the temporary foreign
workers program very significantly and
very deliberately.” The Conservatives loo-
sened all the rules in the book. They
shortened the time an employer had to
actively search for Canadian workers
before accessing the foreign worker pro-
gram. They extended the length of time a
temporary foreign worker can work in

Canada. Yet they failed to create safe-
guards to ensure employers were telling
the truth on those applications.

Then, like a reckless driver, after years
of pushing the accelerator to the floor on
TFWs, a political crisis broke out, and the
government slammed on the brakes,
imposing a moratorium on the whole
food services sector. Had they managed
the file competently to begin with, such a
moratorium would not have been neces-
sary.

The Liberal Party has proposed a rea-
sonable five-point plan to fix this mess.
Scale the program back and focus on its
original purpose — to fill labour shor-
tages when there is a legitimate need.
Tighten the rules to ensure employers
genuinely seek Canadians first. Enforce

those rules and impose severe penalties
on violators. Increase the transparency of
the program so that Canadians can know
the number of jobs in each occupation
and community that are being offered to
TFWs. And finally, re-focus on bringing
in immigrants for whom a path to per-
manent residence is available.

We cannot allow Canada to become a
country that exploits large numbers of
guest workers who have no realistic
prospect of citizenship. We must restore
our core Canadian value of fairness: fair-
ness for Canadians who need work, and
fairness for vulnerable people who travel
to Canada from abroad in search of a real
opportunity to succeed.

The first in a cutting edge new music
series at the local venue, the evening will
include raucous performances by four
bands, including Today, Alien District,
Fate Hope Glory, and headliners, The
Whiskey Chase.

CVR student Austin Jewer, the junior
promoter responsible for the show, as
well as bassist and lead vocalist for Alien
District, was looking for a venue when
he heard about Grove Hall. Jewer
contacted Mark Bye with the proposition
of an all-ages punk show, and was plea-
santly surprised when he jumped at the
chance. “It is way underground, the way I
personally like it," he says of the show.

For underage punk fans, it can be
frustrating as the majority of concerts
take place in 18+ venues outside the
region. For Jewer, the event will mark the
first performance for his band, Alien
District, and he is especially stoked to be
playing with The Whiskey Chase.

Among his band’s influences, Jewer

lists old school favorites, such as Bad
Religion, Pennywise and Anti-Flag, but
also 5 Knuckle Surprise, a band out of
Chateauguay whose former rhythm gui-
tarist now plays with The Whiskey
Chase. “They were hands down interes-
ted,” he says.

Atiracting a new audience

Each band’s set will be recorded as
part of the arrangement with Grove Hall,
which is especially of interest to the
members of Today and Alien District,
who are just starting to make a name for
themselves locally. “These are younger
guys and so for them to get a good set
and lay down a live track is the goal,”
says Bye.

The event will also serve as a test for
Bye, who is keen to attract younger
audiences to the venue.

“We have to do events that they want
to be a part of” added Bye, suggesting
today’s youth are not interested in sim-
ply watching a concert or a play, they
want to participate.
