Tee News.—The “Persia’s” Mail came into
town last evening. The papers received by this
arrival merely add details of small importance
to the great leading facts announced by tele-
graph. These are that the last attempt at Eng-
lish mediation had been accepted by Austria,
upon the very eve or the commencement of hos-
tilities by her; but had been rejected by
France, The cause of Austria’s sudden recaici-
tration is supposed to have been the discovery
of what had up to that time been kept secret,
the Russo-Gallic alliance. The precipitancy
of Austria was much blamed in Kngland ; but
&t the time the news left, the influence of the
publication of the Russian alliance had not be-
gun to be manifested. It is probable that this
may create a certain revulsion of feeling to-
wards  Austria, though, after  the _first
panic which caused s0 much mischief
on the Stock Exchange, there seems to have
grown up a conviction that more importance
than really belonged to it had been at first at-
tached to this circumstance. Three politicians
had uddressed the public on the War—Lord
Derby at the Mansion House Dinner of the Lord
Mayor, and Lord John Russel and Mr. Bright
at the Hustings. All three declared their opi-
niong in favor of ncutrality ; but weach with
shades—-perhaps important shades—of difference.
Mr. Bright was for absolute neutrality ; Lord
John  Russel thought t3at the event
of the invasion of Belgium, and that only,
would, by her treaty obligations, call on Eng-
land to take the field ; and Lord Derby held
that this would be necessary if Austria was a t-
tacked in Germany. Of the advance of the Aus-
trians across the Ticino there seems no doubt.

Trr Position o¥ ENGLAND 1N THE CoMING
War.—Count Walewski is reported to have
said recently, at one of the meetings between
himself and Lord Cowley, that he did not be-
lieve that the people of England wounld give
their ganction to the views which the British
Ambassador was urging. There seems to have
been an allusion to the pending elections in
England, and a statement of the expectation
entertained by “the French Government, that
the success of the opposition party in England
would throw the Government into the hands of
men who would be more favourable to the plans
of France. How far Lord Derby’s Government
may have proceeded in encouraging Austria in
her resistance to the demands made upon her,
will probably not be known for some time. But
there seems to be a general impression in Eng_

1and in accord with the expression of
Walewski, that the tendencies of the perby
Cabinet, and what the T7mes calls the ¢ gentle
sympathies” of the Court of Victoria, have been
£3)much more towards the Austrian than to

} (French side in the dispute. On the other
wand the mass of popular opinion in England,
with every desire for neutrality, seems to be
inclined to Louis Napoleon rather than to his
more legitimate Imperial rival. If the person-
al character of the French Emperor, and the re_
membrance of the example of his uncle and
model did not give rise to a belief in ulterior
purposes, and in the extension of his ambitious
projects with every new success till he shall, if
fortune favour him, become the dictator of
Europe, he would have the wish of the large
majority of the people of the British Isle for an
early and complete victory in hig favour. It is
not unlikely indeed that it will be held in Eng-
land that it has been the mismanagement of
the British ministry which has isolated her from
a movement in which her people would feel a cor-
dial sympathy, and which has thus forced Louis
Napoleon upon the Russian alliance, which was
necessary for him while in doubt of the course

which England might take. Lord John Rug-
gel, in his election speech, gave a cautious but
not indistinct utterance to this view of the
position of England in relation to the other
European powers; and Lord Derby at the
Mansion House Dinner, probably with the
double view of placing his ministry fair with
the popular feeling during the crisis of ihe elec-
tion, and of promulgating his ideas on foreign
policy to the world at large, pronounced a very
plain censure on the precipitancy of Austria
and to that extent gave support to France. Bu]
it cannot be concealed that this comes late in
the day, if the Derby ministry have indeed acted
ag it appears to be generally believed in
England that they have done. The
effect of the French and Russian alliance
geems at present to secure success for
the work they have undertaken. England can-
not geek to be admitted to participate at the
present stage of affairs without a suspicion
that she has been alarmed by the game being
l')']';;ed by others. On the other hand should
she stand entirely aloof she will be cut off from
any participation in the councils of the allies,.—
She will, {oo, have to fear that the same combi-

nation how directed against Austria may Here-
after be turned against her, perhaps with Aus:
tria ag an accessory. On the whole, there is
great reason to apprehend that the course of
events may force England and Prussia into the
quarrel as the allies of Austria, with wh?se
character and cause the British people certain.
ly have no sympathy. Noone can judge of the

real designs of the parties to the_ pre-
sent  dispute, nor  can they : them-
selves tell what may be their —own

designs in the course of a few montl.ls, 80
quickly do jealousies creep into such alliances
and break them up. No one can tell, there-
fore, whether any action of the British Govern-
ment would have averted the threatening dan-
ger. But it would seem, in the actual aspect
of affairs, that a more generous course towards
those nations, who are oppressed by Austrian
rule, would have been, in the early stage of the
business, a more politic course. With England
taking the part that her constitutional position
warranted, Austria might, perhaps, have been—
though it is hard to believe she would have
been—induced to yield. After all, however,
gpeculations can have little sound foundation,
and what i most conspicuous is the fact of
great personal ambitions being in play, which
would hardly have submitted to be thwarted by
the wisest or most honest efforts of those unin-
fluenced by such passions. All that can be
hoped for is that in some manner, unseen at
present, good may come out of evil. The

trayed the hopes of their subjects, and it may
be that this second example of the lesson given
them by the first Napoleon, will at last teach
them the necessity of not separating themselves
from the nations which they rule.

Loans To THE F1GHTING POWEKS—EUROPE ON
THE BRINK OF BaNkRUPTCY.—From the telegra-
phic news frem Europe by way of Quebec, pub-
lished in Monday’s Herald, it appears that
Louis Napoleon agks for a loan of 500,000,000f.
($100,000,000) to carry on the campaign in
Italy, in which he is to take the command in
person. The loan lately put in the market by
Russia, now the ally of Napoleon, is $60,000,000.
Besides these there are in the market a loan for
Austria of $30,000,000, which hitherto she has
been unable to sell, but has seized instead the
metallic currency of the Austrian banks; a
loan for Sardinia of $25,000,000, which she has
gucceeded in obtaining ; a loan for Prussia of
$45,000,000, and a loan for England in behalf
of India for $30,000,000.

The total amount of new loans in the market
is $290,000,000, besides over $10,000,000,000
already due by these governments. The effect
of the coming war will be to make them all
bankrupt, The annual interest oa the debt of
England alone is $120,000,000. The annual
expense of her army and navy is $157,500,000.
Her whole annual expense is $340,000,000.
Russia owes $980,000,000, and the annual ex-
pense of her army and navy is $73,500,000.
France is in a similar predicament. They will
not be able to pay the interest, and a crash will
take place that will shake all Europe.

CorisT'S CHurcE CATHEDRAL.— Among the
beautiful structures in our City to which we
would direct attention, is the new Christ’s
Church Cathedral now in course of erection.
This beautiful edifice is rapidly progressing to-
wards that state in which it may be opened for
Divine Service. This very desirable object, we
are happy to say, will in all probability be ac-
complished in the course of the month of Octo-
ber next. It must afford the Congregation and
other members of the Church in the Diocese,
great satisfaction to know, as we have authority
to state, that although no scale of Pew rents
has been positively adopted in all it details
yet the general propositions is well understood
to be that the highest rent will not exceed that
which was paid in the late Cathedral—namely,
fifty dollars, and that the lowest will not exceed
twelve dollars—

With regard to the disposal of the Pews it is
proposed to offer them for sale, at auction, at
upset prices, varying from fifteen to fifty
pounds, with a fixed rent on each. Of the Pews
which may remain unsold, itis proposed to of-
fer a moderate upset rental, on each, to com-
petition at auction, to be adjudged to the high-
est bidder.

Although there will be free sittings, at all
the services, ‘for some 200 people, it is never-
theless oontemplated to make the seats all free
at the evening or night service—following the
example, in this respect’; of St. Paul’s Cathe-
dral in London, Westminster Abbey and many
Provincial rches in  England. This
excellent measure, wherever tried, has been at-
tended with very happy consequences, and we
do not doubt would be highly beneficial in this
City.— Communicated.

Porice Court.—Yesterday morning, before
Mr. Coursol, J.P., a man, named Patrick
Gowan, was charged by Sergeant Wilson,
Water Police, for having been drunk and fight-
ing in the vicinity of the wharf.—Mr. Roy, who
appeared for the defendant, stated that he
pleaded ** Guilty.,”—The Court said that the
prisoner might have had his trial brought to a
close three days ago; and that by his refusal
he had cost the counvry five dollars more than
what might have been necessary.—He was
fined £2 10s. including costs, with the alterna~
tive of a month’s imprisonment.—A man of re-
spectable exterior, named Felix Clarke, was
accused of having assaulted a baliff while in
the execution of his duty.—The defendant, in
palliation, pleaded that he was ignorant of the
laws of this country, having been only a short
time from Ireland.—The Court, in view
of certain extenuating circumstances, fined the
defendant only in the sum of 40s,, including
costs. (Mr. Schiller, Deputy Clerk of the
Crown, appeared for the prosecution.)—A man
named Pierre Prevost, who appeared in the
witness box, with his head bound up, and with
guch other indications as showed he had not
altogether escaped the consequences of gome
encounter, came forward to charge Pierre La
belle and Joseph Labelle, father and son, tavern
keepers, with an assault. The complainant
said he had been drinking, the previous day, in
the tavern of the defendants, when, without
any provocation, ‘the younger of them kicked
him in the abdomen and then broke a bottle
over his head. After the defence had been
heard, the Labelles entered a cross-cage
against Prevost. Both cases were dismissed
with costs. Mr. Price appeared for Prevost.
Mr. Duhamel for Labelle.

PrrsoNAL.—Sir George Simpson, Governor of
the Hudson’s Bay Territory, left Lachine for
Red River on his regular annual visit on Mon-
day morning.

THE “TIMES” ON THE WAR.

(From the Times of Thursday, April 28.)

The event which we yesterday announced is,
perhaps, the most important that has been sub-
mitted to the present generation of English-
men. The two great aggressive Powers of the
world are united for common objects. Under
the pressure of no mutual danger, compelled by
no visible necessity, coerced by no antagonist,
the Czar Alexander and the Emperor Napoleon
III. have united their fleets and their armies.
This alliance is marked by none of the causes
which combine honest men for protection, kut
it has all the peculiarities which attach to an
union by which strong men confederate to
plunder. The declaration of this event is as
startling by its suddenness as it is impressive
by its importance. We were in the midst of a
somewhat unsuccessful attempt to arrange a
normal Buropean difficnlty. The public opin-
ion of Europe was pressing upon Austria to
adopt some moderation of tone and measures in
dealing with her Italian provinces. Sardinia
was ready to commit the error, so often repen-
ted, of calling in an ambitious ally to help her
in a quarrel with a disagreeable neighbour.
France was thought to be but too ready
to obey the call and seize the oppor-
tunity. All Europe, and Russia especially,
among the earliest and the most active, was
engaged in strenuously urging France to re-
strain her vehement enthusiasm for Transal-
pine liberty, and to relinquish hersuspected de-
gire for Transalpine provinnes. ~Austria alone,
urged perhaps by that presentiment which
gsometimes seems to to take possession of the
doomed, saw no safety in concession, and no
hope of peace in diplomacy. She saw that the
only hope of escape was to despair of safety,
and she challenged the war which she thought
it impossible to avoid. The world cried aloud
against her,—none so loud as England and
Prussia,—except only France, Perhaps we
were right. Prehaps Austria was only im-
proving, with a shorted-sighted cunning, an
apparent advantage. FPerhaps we were wrong,
and that Austria at the moment knew what we
know.  But, if this be so, her strength was in
publicity. She has undergone the condemna-
tion of Europe for the sake of keeping an ene-
my’s most precious secret.

This diplomatic masque was in full perform-
ance up to the early morning of yesterday. By
daylight of that morning all this gclmg‘ pa-
geant, had faded away. The probability of this
alliance had occurred to many, but its realisa-
tion was so sudden that the senseof surprise was
almost as great ag the sense of danger. How-
ever, this danger has come upon us, and we
must meet it with as much dignity and examine
it as calmly as we may.

We believe to that the provisions of the trea-
ties just concluded between France and Russx_a
—we understand there are two—are of this
import:—By the first treaty Russia binds her-
self, in the event of France being at war with
Austria, to assist France by the co-operation of
her fleets in the Baltic and the Mediterranean,
and, moreover, to place an army of observation
of not less than 50,000 man on the Austrian
frontier, This is the first treaty, and itis
obviously directed immediately against Eng-
land. France can have nothing to fear from
the navy of Austria ; if she seeks to streng-
then herself at sea, it must be against some
first-class naval Power ; and what other is
there than England ? this treaty is an agrea-
ment between France and Russia to unite the
fleets of the two empires, in order to keep the
navy of Englandin check, while one or both
of the contracting parties may be engaged in
effecting some object hostile to the interests or
the security of Great Britain. It is
plain  that the parties to this com-
pact do not count upon the neutrality of Eng-
land, and the existence of this precautionary
treaty is in itself a proof that the enterprises
which are thus to be protected are such as it
would be impossible for England to allow to
pass unchallenged. The Russian army of ob-
servation is no less significant than the unity
of the Imperial navies. This corps will, of
course, be.employed to excite insurrection
among the Hungarian and Sclave subjects of
Austria, and it requires no great stretch of im-
agination to foresee how quickly -the flames
would rise, and how far they would spread.
We cannot tell the character nor measure the
scope of the secret understanding which has
prompted this offensive alliance. Perhaps the
great design may rest upon the Rhine on one
gide, and may comprehend the Principalities,
or even lean upon the Bosphorus on the other.

It is hard to believe that so small a matter as an
Italian war could have rendered necessary such
gigantic precautions against the navy of
England, or such menacing demonstrationg
against the Eastern Provinces of Austria. It
may have been foreseen that the intentions of
the two allied despots must provoke the resis-
tance of all Germany, and render necessary the
blockade of the ports upon the Baltic; and it
may have been considered that, however peace-
able may be the intentions of England, the con-
templated impediments upon her Baltic com-
merce might render her absolute neutrality
scarcely possible. The second treaty seems to
have been suggested by some knowledge or sus-
picion of the intended action of Austria, for it
provides that, in case Austria should invade
Sardinia, Russia shall declare war against her
within fitteen days of her violation of the Pied-
montese soil. No union can be closer than
that which these treaties create. In the event
of Austria invading Sardinia, the two fleets will
sail together in the Baltic and in the Mediterra-
nean, and the army of observation will occupy
Hungary. :

These preparations being made and all things
being ready, it was not to be expected that
Austria would be allowed to retire from the
position in which her precipitate summons to
Piedmont has placed her. Nor, on the other
hand, would Sardinia hergelf be permitted to
abdicate her dangerous and unprofitable posi-
tion a8 the advanced guard of the Frencharmy
and the firgt victim of the newly developed en-
terprise. Recent circumstances would appear
to argue that Austria was not thoroughly well-
informed about the alliance about to he

, or thatshs had hotledrnad the &
or atkinfency of its provisions.. She seems
have dtarted like one who hag trodded on &
coiled serpent as she put forth her first step to-

wards Piedmont and found these Treaties in

her path. She at otice agreed to the ultimate

proposal of Engldand; and agreed to delay her

declaration of war upon the conditions sug-

gested by Lord Malmesbury. But it was too late.

The aggressive Powers saw their advantage, and
whatever veilof decent hegitation may be thrown
over the proceeding, the Powers who have been

tempted to declare themselves will unquestion-
ably persevere. Austria feels she must fight, and
she has shown no slackness in accepting the
necessity. Punctual to the hour she had
named, her columns were in motion, and on
Tuesday night 120,000 men crossed the Ticino.

The French, too, are advancing both by way of
Genoa and of Mount Cenis ; and Sardinia, we
fear, has already begun to feel some of the
slights which a small State always suffers from
a great Ally. It issaid that the language of
the French at Turin is already changed in tone,
and that the protectors are not choice in their
terms of scorn for the means of defence possess-
ed by the protected. Perhaps Count Cavour
may now recollect what happened in Lombardy
in 1796,and howthe fathers of these Frenchmen
treated the people they professed to liberate.
The forced contributions from Milan and from
Modena, the confiscations at Venice, the storm
and sack of Pavia, the shooting of the magis-
trate of the great cities in cold blood and the
slaughter of the peasantry by French dragoons,
the spoliation or the masterpieces of art—all
these things have their records, and now must
force themselves upon the memory of those who
might have remembered them atan earlier and
more useful season. It i§ now, in all probabi-
lity, too late. Austria and Sardinia are alike
committed. The foolish birds must fight in
order that the backers may make their game.
If both were wise they would, even at this
moment, draw back and settle their own peace,
leaving no pretence to the allied Emperors to
convulse Europe and make prize during the con-
fusion. This, however, is scarcely to be
hoped for. Austria is marching as if to an as-
sured victory, and Sardinia is not yet quite dis-
abesed of the hope of obtaining the jackal’s
share of the expected prey.

These are strange prospects suddenly re-
vealed, and they offer us no very promising fu-
ture. Still, we adhere to what we have al-
ready said,~—that so long as the war is confined
to Italy, or to the invasion or preservation of
Italian territories, we need take no active part
in it. If, however, the tide of aggression
should roll nearer home, if France and Russia
should attack Austria in Germany,—Russia
seeking, per chance, her indemnity in the East
of Europe,—or if Prussia should be laid under
a contribution of territory, then, indeed, the
design of these treaties of offence would be-
come no less than a partition of Europe, and
the first principle of self-preservation would
compel us to consider whether we can better
defend ourselves on the continent of Europe or
at our homesteads. These are serious topics ;
but although in England we are all unanimous
in desiring to keep clear, if possible, of these
continental complications, we are also pro-
foandly convinced that the existence of a great
German Power is essential to our own safety.

ENGLISH MEDIATIO—N ACCEPTED BY
AUSTRIA AND REJECTED BY
FRANCE.

The Times publishes the following telegram
from its Vienna correspondent :—

‘ Vienna, Wednesday, 27th, 11 a. m.—The
British Government has offered its mediation
between Austria and France, up8n the basis of
Lord Cowley’s proposals. Austria, having ac-
cepted this offer, has postponed the declaration
of war for a day or two.

‘¢ The French troops are now crowding into
Sardinia.”

The Times is sorry, however, to add, that
France has declined the offer made by the Brit-
ish Government.

The following telegram has been received :—

Dresden, Wednesday, 27th.—The Dresden
Journal announces that France has not given
her consent to England’s last proposal to act
ag mediator.

THE MURDER OF THE MAIL CARRIER.

ARMSTRONG SENTENCED TO BE HANGED.

From the assize report of Brantford Courier,
we copy the following :

THE QUEEN VS. JOSEPH A, ARMSTRONG.

The prisoner was charged as an accomplice
in the murder of the Mail Carrier between Parig
and Brantford, and pleaded guilty.—When
asked why sentence of death should not be
passed upon him, he said ““I stand before the
Judge and Jury in a ticklish position ; my wit-
ness is from above ; I am not the guilty man ;
I am not guilty of murder; [ pleaded for the
man’s life ; when I was arrested my heart was
too full to keep the matter from the public ; I
was with the parties who committed the mur-
der and knew all about it, I could not rest
with the weight upon my soul; I care not
what becomes of my body; I may swing upon
the gallows or I may be sent to the Penitentiary
—but I care about my soul ; I have done all I
could to help the Government and the public,
by telling the truth. The unfortunate man was
then sentenced to be hanged on Tuesday, 7Tth
June, the same day as his accomplices, Moore
and Over, will suffer the penalty of the law.
