He contended that neither of the three
had been connected with the brokerage
houses of larr & Co, or Labbe, but
were on the contrary proved to have no
interest whatever in either business. On
the evidence as before the Court no
offence had been proven, and he did not
think His Honor could have any diffi-
culty in deciding the case.
Mr. St. Jean opposed the application

on the ground that the prosecution had
made out a prima facie case, which the
accused should be called upon to meet.
Magistrate Lafontaine very briefly re

viewed the evidence and expressed his
opinoin that no case whatever had been
made out against the defendants. They
had not been proven to have any connec-
tion with the business of Tarr & Co., or
any interest in the rise and fall of stock,
and there was nothing for him to do
but to declare them discharged.

‘The officers and seamen who

come here from time to time have ex-

pressed their surprise at seeing it left as

it is, and that is not to be wondered at

when you consider how all the 1 elson

monuments, and all other monuments, are

cared for in the old land. If our column

had been in England it would have becn

repaired long ago, that is, if the people

forgot the past and themselves so much
as to let it get into such a state. The
Herald is doing a good work in trying to
have it repaired.”

Mr. F. Wolferstan Thomas.

Speaking at the annual concert of the
Sailors’ Institute the other evening, Mr.
FT. Wolferstan Thomas, who acted as chair
man, said : “I think this is a fitting op-
portunity to draw your attention to the

fact that the Nelson monument is in a
condition of disrepair which is a disgrace
to all British subjects, whether of ling-
lish or French origin.” I am pleased to
see that a movement has been initiated
by one of the local newspapers with a
view to having the column put into de-
cent repair and kept so. The idea is
to collect a fund of $4,000 or $5,000, which
will serve for the renovation of the monu-
ment and leave enough to form the nu-
cleus of a fund, the interest on which
will keep the monument in repair in
perpetuity. Surely I need not teil this aud-
ience what a patriotic work this is, and
how ,deserving it is of your hearty sup-
port.

A Disgrace.

Mr. W. J. Morrison—‘Most assuredly
something should be done at once to re-
store the monument. It is a standing dis-
grace to the city in its present condition.
If it is worth having at all, it is worth
looking after.”

Mr. F. 8. McLennan—“The monument
in its present condition is a disgrace to
the city. It should have been repaired
long ago, and the sooner it is now done
the better.”

THE FIRE RECORD.

Three Thousand Dollars’ Damage Done

to an Ottawa Planing Mill Yesterday
—The Insurance.

Ottawa, Oct. 21.—J. A. Desrivieres &
Cos planing mill, corner of Murray and
Friel streets, suffered by fire early yester-
day to the extent of about $3,000. The
damage ais dome prinvipally to the build®
ing, and to much plain and fancy cut
lumber. The expensive wood-working
machinery was saved.
In short order the lower town portion

of the fire brigade was on the scene. The
building was ‘already a mass of flames,
and it looked as if the whole mill as well
as the lumber sheds adjoining would be
destroyed. Deputy Chief Latimer, how-
ever, took in the situation at a glance
and arranged his men in positions in
which the fire could be fought most ad-
vantageously. They were successful in
subduing the flames after about two hours’
work,
The flames were in the upper section of

the building, while below was the ex
pensive wood-working machinery. This
was covered with tarpaulins and saved.
Only the upper section and a small part
of the lower section of the building were
damaged. The fire is thought to be of
incendiary origin.

year in Montreal, and which seem to be’
increasing, desire to draw the attention
of the City Council to the report with
relation to cause and effect which exists
verv probably between this state of things
and the quality of the water supply.

“It is, therefore, resolved that the City
Council of Montreal be invited to give se-
rious consideration of the question of the
purity of the water distributed in the
city 1m order to ascertain if there is neces-
sity for the filtration of the water before
distribution, or to abandon the present
source of supply in the St. ILawranze
river, in order to find a ngw gour«& of
supply in the lakes of the Laurentides
or elsewhere, so as to have a source of
supply free from all pollution.”
The resolution regarding the

farm was as follows :—
“Resolved that the Board of Health ex-

press its satisfaction with the choice the
city of Montreal has made of a sewage
farm for the drainage of St. Denis Ward,
and earnestly recommend to the municipal
authorities to adopt for the construction
of the sewage farm and for the main*en-
ance thereof all the rules prescribed by
modern science.” _

blue. ‘The lower part of the base can-
not be seen for the mass of cut flowers,
ferns and similax which cover it. Flowers
for this purpose were sent by Messrs.
James Bennett, 8. S. Bain, L. H. Goulet,
Colin Campbell, ¥. Logan Girdwood, and
VW. Davidson. A splendid wreath was
sent by Walshirg Brothers, tied with
white ribbons, commemorating the fa-

mous signal: “England expects every
man will do his duty.  

Above the first-mentioned Horal wreath
hangs a small wreath of laurel leaves,
halt hiding a shield .on which is “October,
1805.” The whole is surmounted by a
narrow band of red, white and blue bunt-
ing, descending in a semi-circle. Over
this again has been placed a small ship’s
buoy, white with blue lettering: “H.M.S.
Victoria, October 21, 1805.” At either
side, Union Jacks and Tricolors float to-
gether,

The four grea$ victories won by Admir-
al Nelson are recalled by the names be-
ing placed on the four sides of the plinth,
which have been covered with bunting in
the three colors. The victories are: on
the north side, ‘Copenhagen,” blue let-
tering on a white ground; east side,
*Ushant,” blue on red; west side, ‘‘Tra-
falgar,” gold on blue; south side, “Nile,”
red on white.

London, Oct. 21—Execeptional interest

was taken to-day in the celebration of the

anniversary of the battle of Trafalgar,

fought October 21, 1805, when theBritish
fleets, under Admiral Nelson, gained a

brilliant victory over the fleets of Franca
and Spain, commanded by Admiral Ville-

neuve. The cause of this increased out-

burst of patriotism here is the dispute

with France over the Fashoda question,

which in some quarters is looked upon as

a matter which may possibly bring abou

war between these two countries.

The Nelson column on Trafalgar square

was profusely decorated and entwined with

a spiral chain of laurel leaves, while fes-

toons hung from each corner of the capital

to the lions at the base, which was elab-

orately embellished with anchors, wreaths,

flags and evergreens, with a background of

crimson cloth, with floral shields in each

corner, inscribed with Nelson’s great vic-

tories, namely, “St. Vincent,” ‘“‘Camper-

down,” “The Nile” and “Trafalgar.” The

morning was showery wand misty, but

many hundreds of people were present to

cheer to the echo the hoisting of the Union

Jack on the top of the pedestal at eight

o’clock.

At Portsmouth the masts of the old-

time line of the battleship Victory, Nel-

son’s flagship at Trafalgar, and the vessel

on which he died, were hung with gar-

lands of laurel.

The provincial towns celebrated the day

by hoisting the Union Jack on all the pub-

lic buildings.
Strong Hold an Public.

Toronto, Ont., Oct. 21.—(Special.)—Spe-

cial cable to the Globe, dated London, Oct.

20. says: The Fashoda affair has taken an

exceedingly strong hold upon the British

public. An indication of the feeling here
is afforded by the speeches of the Duke of

Devonshire, and Sir Michael Hicks-Beach.
Additional importance is given to their

utterances by the fact that the Duke of
Devonshire is president of the great de-
fence committee, while Sir Michael Hicks-

presents the great paying department.
Their statements that Great Britain will
adhere to the line laid down in Fashoda
despatches, and Sir Michael’s sensational
remarks that “there are greater evils than
war,” and “we shall not shrink from any-
thing that may come, knowing that we are
supported by a united people,” have deep-
ened the impression already made by the
publication of the Fashoda despatches.
Pafisian financial circles are to-day less

hopeful of a peaceful solution of the dif-
ficulty. Their fear is that the Chauvinists,
who have been gaining in strength, will
get the upper hand in the chambers. The
safety point is that in the event of a rup-
ture France would have to assume the re-
sponsibility of beginning a naval war and

{ fighting alone. M. Lockrôy, the present
Minister of Marine, has often asserted the
inefficiency of the French fleet in its pre-
sent condition, and all appear to realize
that France would be overmatched in a
naval struggle.
Moreover, it is relized that Great Britain

purchases enormously from France. Great
numbers of peasants and small farmers,
who now sell exclusively to British buyers,
would be absolutely ruined. The Soleil,
which is not friendly to Britain, recently
pointed out that British purchages from
France are forty-three times as great as
those of Russia. The best opinion here
stul is that France will withdraw.

London, Oct. 21.—A despatch to the
Exchange Telegraph Company from Ports-
mouth says the British Admiralty has 1s-
sued orders that no dock yard repairs are
to be commenced upon ships belonging to
the reserve squadron, unless they can be
completed within 48 hours.

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STANHOPE'S STORY.

He Says if He Had Not Shot Wilder He

Would Have Been Killed With a

Fence Rall

Sherbrooke,s Oct. 21.—(Special.)—The
prosecution in the Stanhope shooting trial

was closed Wednesday night, and yester-

day morning the examination for the de-

fence began. Ambogst the witnesses ex-

amined for the defence were Mrs. Wilder,
the injured man’s ife, and Ethel
Cease, her sister. Bthel was the first
witness. She simply related what has
already appeared in The Herald. Mrs.
Wilder followed. Her evidence and that
of her father's was much in the same
strain, only adding that the revolver with
which Stanhope shot her husband was
Joaued to him by her father as Wilder
was leaving the house. :

‘I'he prisoner was then called. For over
three-quarters of an hour he held the
attention of the court. He began by tell-
ing of his first acquaintance with the
Cease family, and explained how it hap-
pened that he was at their place and why
he remained there. He was to leave of
his own accord the very day that Wilder
and his friends ordered him to quit the
meighborhood. After telling how the gang
of men met him in the field, he said :
“I told Wilder that I would go, when

he gave me five minutes to leave. I asked
him what I had done that they should
corner me so. He said: ‘Wehave no
earthly use for you here. You have al-
ready caused trouble enough.’ While Mr.
Cease and I were harnessing my horse
I asked him to lend me his revolver, for
T thought they were going ta kill me.
When the horse was harnessed and I was
ready to go, I went into the house, al-
though I was cautioned not to, and took
the revolver off the shelf. By this time
the gang had divided, going in opposite
directions. There was only ome road for
me to take for Sherbrooke. I bid Mr.
and Mrs. Cease and the family good-bye,
and one of the members said : ‘Be on
your d, your life is in danger.’ When
I rea the foot of the hill there was
a hay-rack blocking the road sideways,
and four men guarding it. I shouted
asking them to let me pass. Levett an-
ewered : ‘We got you where we want
you’ I then turned my rig and Levett
shouted : ‘Stop him, boys’ I thought
then that my life was in the balance. On
my way back I encountered the other
gang, and so I was wedged in. Wilder
stood on the side of the road with a
fence rail, and the others were trying by
otions of their hands to stop the horse.
heard Wilder say, ‘I'll spill your brains

out before you pass here’ It was then
J shot, for I knew that a blow from that
rail would end my life. I aimed for the
arm which was holding up the rail and.
struck itab the elbow. I continued at
w' Speed for several miles until I felt

safe. WhenI reached Sherbrooke I call-ed on a relative and gave up the revolver,
told what had happened, and left ordersto have the revolver returned to Mr
Cease. I also said I was going home,end if the authorities were looking for me
they would find me at my home. I con-sulted several, and was told not to give
mysedf up, but to let the matterend that would be the end of it.”
The court then adjourned.

Mr. Aylmer Maude, of Danbury, Eng-

land, has been in Canada for some weeks

preparing the way for these new immi-
grants, the first contingent of whom,

2,200 strong, will arrive here next month.

went to indicate that with what means
they themselves possessed, and with the
assistance of their English friends, their
wants during the winter would be sup-
plied. .
The reason they were coming out at

sich an unfavorable time for settlement
lay in the difficulties which had been ex-
perienced in organizing them for remov-
al. Arrangements having been started
for their removal this fall it was im-
possible to break them off, in view of
the difficulty of communicating with the
people. lt had been hoped that they
would arrive in Canada in time to impro-
vise shelters for the winter, but as this
seemed to be impossible now they would
probably avail themselves of the offer
of the Government. Mr. Sifton had

THE DEATH
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He Knew Not Fear—His Many Victories, Crowned

by Trafalgar, Whose Anniversary Is Com-

memorated To-day.

(Battle of Trafalgar, 21st Oct., 1805.)

Horatio Nelson was born at Burnham
Thorpe, Norfolk, on September 29th, 1758.
His childhood was marked by ‘the spimt
of fearlessness, for which he afterwards
was famed, and one anecdote of this pe-
riod represents him as asking his grand-
mother what “afraid” meant. At the
age of twelve he left school and entered
as a midshipman on board a ship destin-
ed to make an attack on the Falkland Is-
lands, but on this expedition being aban-
doned he went to the West Indies in a
merchantman. In 1773 he sailed as cox-
swain on one of the ships of Captain
Phipps’ arctic expedition, and on his re-
turn he was assigned to the Seahorse,
which eailed for the East Indies. The
climate proved too much for him, and
within eighteen months he was compellsd
to return home, recovering hisshealth on
getting into cooler latitudes. Me pass-
ed a successful examination for a lieuten-
ancy, and on April 8th, 1777, he was ap-
pointed second lieutenant of the Lowes
toft, which proceeded against the French
and American privateers which were haras-
sing British trade in the West Indies.
Shortly afterward he was transferred to
the Bristol, flagship, as first lieutenant,
end was appointed commander of the
Badger, brig, in December, 1778.
Nelson was appointed a post-captain

June 11th, 1779, before he was of age, and
was assigned to the Hinchenbrooke, 28
guns, in which he distinguished himself at
the siege of Fort San Juan, and took the
island of St. Bartholomew. He was next
appointed to the Albermarle, the same
size, in which he cruised the North Sea
during the winter of 1781-2, sailed for Que-
bec in April, 1782, and thence with a con-
voy for New York, and at the latiter port
joined Hood’s fleet, with which he serv-
ed in the West Indies. In the spring of
1784 he took charge of the Boreas, also a
28. and returned to the West Indies.
While on this cruise he married at the
island of "Nevis, March 11th, 1787,
widow, the daughter of Mr. Herbert, the

’ ; Nelson turnedGovernor. When the war broke out with
France, he was appointed, January 30th,
1793, to the Agamemnon, a 64, and joined
Hood's Mediterranean fleet. By him he
was sent with despatches to Naples, sub-
sequently commanding a small squadron
sent to Corsica, and taking Bastia after a
siege of seven weeks. The Agamemnon
was next ordered to Calvi to assist n
the siege of that place, and it was there
that Nelson lost an eye by a quantity of
gravel and sand being driven into it
through a shot striking the ground near
where he stood. Later on he distinguish-
ed himself in the engagement with the

Trench fleet which had come out from
Toulon, and boarded the only two ships
taken. Proceeding to the coast of Italy,
he blockaded Leghorn, and superintende”
the evacuation oi Lorsica. While eailing
to Gibraltar with a convoy, he saw the
Spanish fleet at the mouth of the Straits,

and brought the news to Admiral Jervis.

The latter appointed him to the Theseus,

in which he took part in the battle ot

Cape St. Vincent, February 14th, 1797.

During this battle Nelson bore down on

three large ships, each of much superior

strength, and captured them. For this

he was knighted and made a C.B., having

been already appointed a rear-admirel be-

fore the news reached England. A cou-

ple of months later he commanded the
minor squadron in the blockade of Cadiz,
and in July was sent to attack Santa
Cruz, Teneriffe. In the latter action his
right arm was shattered by a grape shot,

and had to he amputated. He returned
to England, where honors were showered
upon him. In April of the following year

he hoisted his flag on the Vanguard, and

rejoined Earl St. Vincent at Gibraltar. On

the morning of August 1 he found the

French fleet in the Bay of Aboukir, and at

a quarter past six in the evening joined

battle, destroying the fleet before morn-
ing. For this Nelson was created Baron

Nelson of the Nile, and received numer-

ous rich gifts. Subsequently he took part

in quelling the Neapolitan disturbances,

and returned to England in November,

1800.
The foliowing month a maritime alliance

was formed between Russia, Denmark and

Sweden in regard to the rights of neutral
nations in time of war, and to break up
this confederacy a fleet was sent to the
Baltic in March, 1801, under Sir Hyde
Parker, Nelson consenting to act as sec-
ond. in command. The latter had the at-
tack assigned to him at the battle of Copen-
hagen, April 2, which began aft 10 a.m.

At one time
Parker made the signal to discontinue, but

his blind eye to it, and
never gave up until the Danes struck. For
this action, which Nelson said was the
most terrible he was ever engaged m, he
was raised to the rankof Viscount. The
following two years were comparatively
quiet ones in Nelson's life, until war broke
out again and he entered upon his last
great campaign, which terminated with his
death at the battle of Trafalgar, Oct.
21, 1805. lt was in this great sea fight
that Nelson signalled to his fleet words

: that will be cherished by Britishers for
all time : ‘England expects every man
will do his duty.”

1t was neither too warm or too cold for

marketing this morning, and there was

consequently a good crowd out. The fann-

ers as usual were present in Jarge num-

bers, and considering the lateness of the

season the offerings were decidedly good

and attractive. Prices only aitered in a

few instances from last week.

In the way of vegetables there was

naturally a smaller supply, and it will be-

come even mole So as the season ad-
vances. Potatoes are still plentiful and
are quoted on the basis of 50 to 55c a

bag, according to quality. Cabbages sold

at 20 to 25c, tomatoes all the way from

20 to 50c a box, and cauliflowers60 to bac
a dozen, according pretty much to size.

Celery was about steady at 25c for two
dozen, and lettuce 20c, while turnips are
quoted at 43c for a large bag.

Apples were naturally the feature ol
the fruit market, and it is not likely
that they will be move plentiful than they
are now. The idea for the best barrels
seem to be $2 to $2.50, while in smaller
quantities they were selling by boxes and
baskets from 35 to 50c. The apples this
year appear to be of very good quality,
and there is plenty of them, notwithstand-
ing the fact that purchases both west
and east have been very large for ship-
ment to the other side.

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NO MANDATE FOR ACTION.

The prohibition organizations appear

disposed to use the results of the

plebiscite as a lever to secure Gov-

ernmental action. It is reported that a

delegation will wait on the Government

in the course of a week or two, and urge

that prohibitory legislation be introduced,

{he majorities in the English Provinces in |¢

favor of prohibition being advanced es jus-

tification for the demand.

We have mo hesitation in saying that

euch a demand will weaken, and not

strengthen, the cause the prohibitioniats

have at heart. That cause, or any other

great public movement, can succeed only

when its principle is accepted by a large

majority of the electorate, and such ma-

jority can never be secured unless respedt

is felt for the judgment and reasonable

ress of its advocates. It may not be com-

plimentary to democracy to say that it can

seldom disassociate the cause from its advo-

cates. Yet such is the case, and if the

exireme wing of the prohibition party, in

the face of the small majority in favor of

their proposals, and the small vote that

was cast, insist upon action by the “Gov-

ernment, their cause will certainly incur

the penalty that follows injudicious ad-

vocacy.

There exists, we believe, what might al-

most be characterized as a crystallization

of public opinion throughout the Domin-

ion that the recent vote was not conclus-

ive enough to warrant Federal prohibitory

legislation. The only mandate which the

Government should be asked to recognize,

when go revolutionary a proposal as pro-

hibition of the liquor traffic is in the bal-

ace, is that given by a preponderating

majority of the whole electorate, for

only then could a reasonably strict enforce-

ment of the law be expected. No such

mandate has been given. It is true that

soma of the Provinces have recorded

large majorities, of the vote cast, in favor

of prohibition, but it is national legisla-

tion that is being asked for, and, there-

fore, the vote of these Provinces cannot

be considered apart from that of their <s-

ter Provinces. Partial, or provincial, pro-

hibition is not in the power of the Federal

Parliament. The prohibitioniets can ap-

proach that Parliament only for legislation

affecting the whole Dominion. And such

legislation, in the face of the opinion ot

Quebec, is impracticable. No Govern-

ment would be justified in forcing such a

law on a Province so unitedly opposed to

it. When to this obstacle in the path
is added the opposition and indifference
to the proposals shown in all the Pro-

vinces, the difficulties in the way of Gov-
ernmental action are simply unsurmount-
able.

 

ECCNOMY OR INCREASED TAX-
ATION,—WHICH ?

It is not often that a city which is

increasing in population, increasing its in-

dustrial activities and improving its

streets and public services is able to re-

duce the amount of civic expenditufe. It

will be said, it often is said, and especially

in Montreal, that a growing city must ex-

pect to ge on raising more and more

money year after year. And with this

notion, in a general way, no one will quar-

rel. Increased expenditures are not neces-

sarily to be avoided. They are rather to

be promoted if only they ‘be warranted

by the public necessities. Looking at the

finances of a city over a long term of

years, there need be no cause for regret

if the amount of the city’s taxation has

increased, nor if, under certain

circumstances, the rate of taxation

has also increased. But this is

very different from saying that if a

city has for years been spending more

money than, if economically expendd,
would have sufficed for its needful works

and services, that the amount of taxation

may not properly be reduced temporarily.
The only rule to be apphed to taxation,
civic or any other kind, is that it shall

conform itself to the needs of the people
for whose benefit the money is to be ex-

pended. To use a steady wise in the

amount of a city’s expenditures as an evi-

dence in itself of growth and increased

impontance is as foolish — although we

sometimes see it done in Montreal by

those responsible for our expenditures—as

it would be to argue against a reduction

of taxation as an evidence of retrogres-
sion and lessened importance.

Take Toronto as an example of the
truth of this. The city is now in such
a good financial position and is experienc-

ing such an increase of population and

expansion of manufacturing that the news-
papers are felicitating themselves upon

the fact. A leading article is devoted

to the subject by the Globe, from which

we extract some figures which have a

direct interest for us in Montreal. To-

ronto’s population, returned by the asses-

sors in 1898, was 169,099, in 1898, 183,172,
and in the assessment of 1893, just com-

pleted, 186,517. The net debt anl assess- 

ment on January lst, 1892 and 1898, were:

The taxation of the city is divided into

two portions—general taxation, which cov-
ers everything except street opening, pav-
ing and sewering, and local taxation, by
which property owners on streets paved,

sewered or otherwise improved pay for
these improvements by special assessment.

The general and local taxation in 1893 and

1898 was as follows :

“In five years, therefore,” says the
Globe, ‘there has been a reduction of
$5.40 per head of population in the taxa-
tion levied upon the people of Toronto,
à Teduction of $199 per head in the as-
sessment and of $8.50 per head in the
debt. The taxpayer this year has con-
tributed $710,000 less for the public ser-
vices than he did in 1893, while in many
respects the service is more efficient than
it was in that year. At fist sight it
would seem that the reduction in debt
has not kept pace with the reduction in
Assessment and taxation, but an analysis
of the capital account shows that overtwo million. dollars have been spent since15393 on such works as the completion ofthe new City Hall, the waterfront im-provements, the permanent paving oftreet Railway tracks and the improve-ment of subways and bridges, while thenet debt has been kept down to the fig-ures of 1893, : + The cost to the peq-ple of all public services, apart from debtFoarges, was 510,33 in 1893, and has now

place where the amount of taxes col-
lected from the people will not pay for
the most necessary services and works.
We are face to face with the question
shall we raise our rate of taxation and
so increase the amount at the City Coun-
¢il’s disposal or shall we examine whe-
ther the money now collected, may
not be made, by economical and efficient
expenditure, to cover the city’s present
needs. The issue is between increased
taxation or increased economy. If we
are to have the former it will be easy
enough; but if—as we should do—we are

to try the latter we must set about devis-

ing some better system for expending our

revenues than we now have. To rely
upon our present committee system would
be futile; we are all agreed in Montreal,

as everybody was in Toronto in 1893, that

administration by committees has utterly

broken down so far as large cities are

concerned. :

This then leads naturally up to

the proposition which Ald. MsBride

has laid before the charter committee.
He proposes the establishment of a smail

executive board of aldermen, by means

of which we may be able to do what

many people believe to be entirely prae-

ticable—administer the city’s affairs, as

they ought to be administered, without
higher taxation, for the present at any rate,

than is now imposed.

The [Executive Board idea is not an ex-

periment.

“economy can scarcely go. further than
this.”

 

POSTAL REFORM SUGGESTIONS.

Everyone has heard the story of the old
lady who, pleading inability to pay the
postage demanded, refused to accept de-

livery of letters addressed to her by her

son, and returned them to the carrier.
Her real reason Yor refusal, as the char-
itable stranger discovered, was that a mark
on the outside of each letter told her

that her son was in good health, which
was enough for her. Nowadays no one

dreams oË devices to evade postal charges,

and, if Canada’s example is followed gen-

erally throughout the Empire, still less

temptation to do so will be offered.
Queen’s Quarterly, published in Kings-

ton, contains an article from the pen of

Mr. A. T. Drummond, entitled ‘Some
Further Suggestions to the Postmaster-
General.” These the Hon. Mr. Mulock

will no doubt consider carefully. Mr.

Drummond is gratified at the reductions
already made in postage rates. He fore-

sees postoffice deficits in the near future,
but believes that an increased correspon-
dence will cause these to disappear. Touch-
ing the proportion of expenses to receipts

in country postoffices, Mr. Drummond
thinks the country storekeeper should be

contenited with a smaller percentage of di-

rect profit, seeing that the postofiice at-

tracts customers. who might, without it,

go elsewhere. Mr. Drummond sees room
for improvement in our money order sys-
tem, but commends the Postmaster-Gen-
eral for progress hitherto effected. ‘there

is, he also points out, an immense field

for the parcel post department, through
which, at present, only ten hundred and

eighty-four parcels pass daily. Mr. Drum-

mond suggests reduced rates, graduated
charges and house delivery. As to news:
paper postage, Mr. Drummond would in-

crease the rate from half a cent to two
cents a pound. This would enable the

pub?isher to “get at” the purchaser. As

it is, the balf cent a pound is only an

addittonal burden on the publisher. Ap.
other suggestion is to reduce the minimum
deposit received at savings banks from

one dollar to twenty-five cents. The

writer concludes with a recommendation
to undertake the insurance of registered
letters. The Postmaster-General cannot
complain of lack of suggestions.

When Hon. Mr. Marchand requests that

the Montreal Council have the new char-

ter ready for the opening of the Legisla-

ture, or very shortly thereafter, he asks

for something in the interest of both the

city and the Government. Montreal is
paying to-day for the fun of seeing legie-

lation rushed through at the end of a ses-

sion, and frequently the guilty ones en-

deavor to shift the responsibility to the

shoulders of the Government.

Transportation Problems.

Prof. James W. Robertson, in his An-
nual report as Agricultural and Dairy
Commissioner, says :—
“The difficulties in shipping perishable

food products to Great Britain have been
the long distance, deterioration in transit
and the cost of freight. As a rule thé
transportation charges have been reason-
able. The freight charges from points in
Canada to Great Britain on fine food
products are a very small proportion of
their value to the farmers here. As a
ru'e the actual freight charges on cheese
shipped from Ontario and Quebec, be-
tween the shipping station nearest to the
factory and the ports of London, Bristol,

Liverpool or Glasgow, do not exceed five
or six per cent. of the value of the cheese
as sold at the factory. The average
freicht charges on creamery butter, with
cold storage, as a rule do not exceed
fenr per cent. of the value of the product.
These figures refer to transportation
charges only, and not to any charges for
insurance or commission in selling. The
sort of transportation for farm products
is one of the verv important questions af-
feoting the profits of the farmers. An
improvement in the ordinary roads where-
by the farmer can take a larger load
to market at a less cbst from tear and
wear of horses, harness and wagon, is
of advantage to him. The same applies
to the conveyance of products by railway

and pteamship to their ultimate destina-
on. |-

Sorel, Oct. 21.—(Special.)—The town »f
Sorel was very much en fete yesterday, the

citizens and inhabitants of the surround-

ing districts having united to do honor to

the Hon. Mr. Tarte, who was paying a

visit of inspection to the Government

works-at this important point. Mr. Tarte

arrived yesterday forenoon, accompanied

by the Hen, Dr. Borden, Minister of Mili-

tia; Sir Louis Davies, Minister of Marine
and Fisheries; the Hon. H. T. Duffy, Com-
missioner of Public Works, and others. A
large and enthusiastic meeting was held
at the market hall in the afternoon, at
which an address was presented to Mr.
Tarte by Mr. C. O. Paradis, Mayor of
Sorel. Speeches were delivered by the
Hon. Mr. Tarte, the Hon. Dr. Borden, Sir
louis Davies, the Hon. Mr. Duffy, and
Messrs, Bruneau, Allard, Savard, Chene-
vert, Charles Marcil, and others. Thu
town was gay with bunting all day, and
numerous streamers stretched across the
streets, bearing inscriptions complimentary
to the distinguished visitor and expressive
of steadfast loyalty to the Liberal cause.

The Evening Banquet.

the portfolio of Public Works had been
confided to the Hon, Mr. Tarte. The
toast was received with tremendous ap-
plause, which was renewed when Mr. Tarte
rose to Teply.

Speech by Hon. Mr. Tarte.

Mr. Tarte, who was evidently touched
by the demonstration, said he
would preserve all his life, a grate-
{ul recofiection of the town of Sorel, where
his earliest days had been spent. At the
age of three years he had lost his father,
and his widowed mother had struggled
hard to obtain for her son an education
which would fit him for the battle of life.
She had contended bravely, sustained by
that lively and ardent faith which moves
mountains, and which leads to paradise.
Days and nights she had toiled, devoted
to her religion and—her other religion—
work. How many times had Mr. Tarte,
in his young days, brought to the market
place of Sorel the fruits of his mother’s
labors, fresh vegetables and cut flowers!
Such recellections caused him profound
emotion. He complained neither of for-
tune mor of Providence. Both had been
kind to him; yet, when he thought of all
he had gone through in forty years, he
was inclined to envy the peaceful happi-
ness of his friends who had remained at-
tached to the soil of their fathers. The
stripling of St. Lin had become a Minister
of the Crown, and had chosen as one of
the principle strategic points in his plan of
development of the country’s resources the
town of Sorel, to which formerly he had
come to sell vegetatles and cut flowers, it
the market place. He had come to ex-
tend the works which had been long in
operation, but had become inadequate for
the needs of the present day. He hoped
the industrious people of Sorel would never
give the Government cause to regret the
noliey it had adopted.
The hon. gentleman had established the

system of work by the day on all Govern-
ment enterprises at Sorel and elsewhere.
Such a eystem, directed with firmness and
intelligence, was superior to the contract
svstem in point both of efficiency and
economy. No provisions had to be made
for contractors’ profits, and a langer por-
tion of justice was meted to the working
Classes. .
He earnestly advised the working classes

to educate their children and themselves.
He blamed no one for their present posi-
tion in that respect, but instruction was
as necessary to the workingman as the
tool he used in ‘his trade.
He had just come from the West. He

had visited many counties, such as Kerr
and Tseex in Western Ontario, and there
he had found French-Canadians occuny-
ing good positions andliving in peace
and harmony with their English fellow-
citizens. ‘ .
Mr. Tarte next mentioned the improve-

ments that had been made in the Detroit
river, to facilitate navigation. Last year
fifty thousand vessels carrying sixty mil-
lon toms of goods had passed by this
way. Only one out of that sixty million
tons had come by way of Montreal. And
yet the St. Lawrence route was the short-

est, and possessed many other advantages
over the United States routes.

The Shortest and Best.

The Oamadian route was the shortest
and best, or, if it wes not mow the bess,
it could be made so. It was for that rea-
son that workshops were being erected in
Sorel, and that dredges were being used in
the St. Lawrence. The Minister of Rail-
ways and Canals would tell them in a
few minutes that the canals would be
deepened next season. The Parry Sound

Railway was an enterprise whose success
proved that the ‘little notary of St. Lin’

had not been so far out inhis predictions
as some Montreal business men hadseem-

od to think. He next referred to the pos-
sibilities of the Trent Valley canal,
which, with the expenditure of a couple

of million dollars, could be converted into

a waterway for the carriage of am enor-
mous traffic. ;
As to the South Shore Railway, he waa

often reproached by his colleagues with
making indiscreet promises; ‘he would
never be reproached with failure to keep

his word. He could mot speak for the

Government, but, for himself, he wouid

endeavor to have the South Shore Rail-

way completed. His word was as goodae

gold. (Loud cheers.) He spoke for nim-

self only. The South Shore Railway would

be built. (Renewed cheering.) The ine

would be built, because it was in the in-

terest, not of Sorel alone, but of . the

whole country, that it should. Such

works should not be undertaken merely

for local reasons. LL. ;

He predicted that within two years

time a hundred million bushels of grain

would be handled in the season at Mont-

real. For sucha quantity, transportation

would have to be provided. The South

Shore Railway would then become an im-

perative necessity.

Montreal Will Replace Buffalo.
Montreal was destined to replace Buf-

falo as the distributing point of the grain
of the west. That was why the Govern-
ment had to extend the Intercolonial. That
extension would not impair the Sout
Shore. Both routes would share the if-
creasing business, The Liberal party had
undertaken to solve the problem of trans-
portation. Money would have to be spent.
The Government was going to spend mul-
lions; but it would be to aid the country
in its march to progress and prosperity.
Mr. Tarte was the foe of all unlawful ex-
penditure—he had given proof of that—but
he was the friend of every lawful expen-
diture for the good and the progress of
the country. The Liberal party had not
come to power to go backward, but to
move forward in the direction of prosper-
ity. A eulogistic reference to Sir Wil-
frid Laurier followed. By its probity, its
industry and its devotion the Government
had redeemed the good name of Canada.
It had reduced tha public burdens and at
the same time increased the revenue. There
was a surplus of a million and a half this
vear. Next year there would be a sur-
plus of two millions. Sir John A. Mac-
donald had been accustomed to say Pro-
vidence was for him. The Liberal party
had apparently “squared” Providence.
(Laughter). Certainly Providence had been
favorable, but that had been in accordance
with the old proverb. “God helps those
who help themselves.” The Liberal Gov-
ernment had redeemed its promise to set-

tle the school question to the satisfaction
of the parties interested. The Catholics
had not got all they wanted; but to-day,
at least, French-Canadians had Catholic
and French schools in Manitoba, and they
bad them, thanks to the goodwill of the
English population of Canada. French-
Canadians were the minority in the Do-
minion—a very important minority, it was
irue—and they needed the goodwill of
their fellow-countrymen, and they had it.
The Liberal party had fulfilled its

pledge of tariff reform, and of the ome-
time established confidence on the part
of the industrial classes in the permanence
of Canada’s fiscal system. Industry had
developed cnormously under the present
system. The output of the Valleyfield
mills had doubled in two years.

Reforming the Senate.’

Mr. Tarte next referred to the need of
reforming the Senate. He denounced the
negotiations between Sir Mackenzie Bowell
and Mr. Livernash respecting the Yukon
Railway, and resented such interference
on wuc part of foreigners in Canadian af-
fairs, . He warned his hearers against cos-
mopolitan meddlers.
Hehad not sought admission to the

Laurier Cabinet; but he was there, and
there he woud stay. (Loud cheers.) There
he would stay as long as he had the con-
fidence of his party. He was not of a
race that could be frightened by the snarl-
ing of certain malcontents. As long as
his leader needed him at his side, he would
always find him ready. When Sir Wilfrid
told him he had no further occasion for
his services, he would thank him and re-
tire from the Cabinet, but still remain his
warmest supporter. (Cheers.) :

mond County matter had fallen through,
Respecting the Joint High Commission,Sir Louis said; “For weeks back the JointHigh Commision has beensitting, dis-
cussing questions which have been the
cause of irritation between two nations.
The Behring Sea question, the Alaskan
boundary question, the great lake fisheries,
the Atlantic fisheries, and other great mat-
ters, have been considered, and I hope and
trust ourlabors will be fruitful of good
results. We have been met in the kindli-
est and driendliest spirit, and, although it
would be wrong of me to anticipate, | may
go so far as to say I am confident that
upon many of the questions—nay, I may
say, upon most of the questions—we wiil
be able to reach satisfactory conciusioms.
(Uheers.) It may well be that a recipro-
city treaty may not be capable of being
framed as large and generous as we hoped:
but, in any case, I hope we will be suc-
cessful in removing from the sphere of
active politics all those questions which
have embittered relations between the
countries. If we do nothing more than
unite the two great countries in the bonds
of peace and harmony, we shall have done
something to be proud of. United to-
gether the two great nations can promote
the peace of the world and enlarge the
liberty and civilization of mankind. (Loud
cheers.)

French Domination.

The Hon. Dr. Borden, in his speech, re-
ferred to the cry of French domination.
He could only say nothing could be more
delightful than French domination. If
they had French domination it was a domi-
nation of their own choosing. He pro-
ceeded to eulogize Sir Wilfrid Laurier.
He hoped the day would soon be past
when there was any talk of French, Eng-
lish, Scotch or Irish. Let them all be Ca-
naclans,
The Hon. Mr. Blair paid a high tribute

to Mr. Tarte. Before next summer was
reached, he promised, they would have completed the deepening and extension ot
the St. Lawrence system. With regard to
the public debt, the money on deposit in
Canadian banks, representing the savings
of the Canadian people, amounted to a
hundred million dollars more than the debt
of the country.
The Hoh. Sidney Fisher next delivered

an excellent speech in French. He was
proud to assist at that demonstration in
honor of his colleague and friend, Mr.

report of Major Marchand was not ready
when Captain Baratier left Fashoda
When the captain started from that place
he did mot think he would go beyond
Khartoum. Major Marchand, honvever,
deemed it advisable to send the finished
portion of the report, intending to de-
spatch the remainder of it as soon as Uap-
tain Baratier returned. But, the captain,
on arriving at Om«lurman, found there in-
structions telling Pim to go on to Cairo,
from which place he will proceed to
France. lt is believed in certain quarters
that Captain Baratier is the bearer of a
verbal report which the French authorities
were not willing to trust upon the Britisin
telegraph lines.

YUKON CHARGES ABSURD,

Mr. F. H, Halder Says They Origin-

ate With Disappointed Men.

  

The Gold Deposits are Immense, but

Large Companies Are Needed

to Work Them.

 

Mr. ¥. H. Halder, M. E., of South Af-
rica, who has spent four months in the
Klondike region, and is now in the city,
nan interview with a Herald rporter,
said:

“It is one of the richest placer mining
countries in the world. One thing, now-
ever, must be forgotten. The miners have
had a lot of drawbacks, through climiatic
conditions, and the gold cannot be s0 easily
got as people imagine. But, with regard
to mining in general, the country has a
great future for hydraulic mining and
dredging, because there are immense areas
of low grade level which would pay com-
panies very handsomely to operate by put-
ting up steam shovels or dredges—b yhy-
draulic machinery, in fact.
“Ag soon as the Government will grant

sufficient areas to induce capitalists to in-
vest large amounts of capital in these op-
erations, an industry will be started which
will be of a much more permanent nature
and of far more value to the country than
ordinary placer diggings. There is no doubt
that gold can then be taken out of the
Klondike for the next fifty years to come,
and as soon as the railways and roads are
constructed more new areas of gold-pear-
ing country will be discovered, and the
country will be established as a gold-pro-
ducing country for even the next cen-
tury.
“Up to the present nothing but indivi-

dual digging has been done, and the only
creeks that have as yet produced gold mu
any large quantities are Bonanza, Eldo-
rado, Hunker, Dominion and Sulphur
creeks, and there are many of the creeks

and gulches that have been prospected suf-
ficiently to prove that they will soon be
large producers.

“The most remarkable feature of this

year’s development has been the wonder-

ful showing made by the hillside or bench

claims. As much as 100 ounces a day has

been taken out by simply a small rocker

or cradle with two men, and innumerable

claims are now in operation and nearly

all doing well. There is no doubt that

Hunker Creek will have a great future

for a similar class he digging, and Doram-

ion will follow suit.

Play Decent Ball.

The last number of the McGill Outlook
tontains the following “Pleas for decent
fcotbali”” lt makes timely reading.
We ask two questions: Is Canadian foot-

ball, as played to-day, worthy of the sup-
port of lovers of gentlemanly andhonor-
able sport ?
Does the fault of roughness and ot

cheating, for ‘this is ‘the only adequate
word for much that goes on upon the
football field, lie with the players or with
the game ?

Tiofs the fault He with the game?
Partly, I admit. We are supposed to
play football, and vet eighteen men out
of the thirty playing are more than halt
the time holding one another. and attend-
ing, not to the ball, but to their opnon-
ents, who become verv often in time not
corporate but personal enemies. The 1n-
terference work done by our wings is il-
legal, and finds no justification in the
rules. We may say without hesitation
that half the men are playing foully halt
the time.
The scrimmage is nowadays no scrim-

mage at all, and the side in whose posses-
sion is ‘the ball is almost bound to get uc
out to their guartersback. In this way
the possession of the ball acquires a tre-
mendous value, and the play is thus made
less open by the ‘introduction of mass
riays with the object of gaining grouna
without running the chance of losing the ball. These mass plays bring into our
game some of the most dangerous and
objectionable features of the American
gamme. In fact, so keen is the struggle
for the ball that it is not unusual to sce
men striving to tear the ball from each
other's hands, The number of loose men
~—the wings—prevent brilliant runs on the
part of the backs, and the game seldom
presents the splendid runs which in old
ugby games we used to see.
But we cannot blame the game entirely

for the present condition of affairs. It
is supposed to be the duty of legislation
to make it hard to do wrong and easy to
do right; our football practice, if not leg-
elation, has just reversed this. But,
nevertheless, the game can be played ana
bas been played decently.
The greater part of the blame lies with

the players!
The men often go mpon the field, not

with the idea of indulging in a manly and
healthful sport, but with the sole aim ot
winning the match. It must be won
fairly or foully, and so the wings grab
each other by the arms, and the serim-
mage pretend to heel owt the ball, which
in reality was never put in. This is no
exaggeration of the football morals, or
rather immorals, digplayed in some
matches.
This sad state of affairs ig due in our

opinion, first, to a lack of discipline among
the players, who often completely lose
their heads when nlaying; secondly. a lack
of honesty, which is generally honestly
enotgh admitted after the match; and
thirdlv, a lack of pure sport, which should !
rule the game.
Tet it be undesrtood ‘that in this jeri-

mind upon Canadian football, we never:
theless do not consider its case desperate
by any means. No pluckier players can be
found anywhere; cuts, bruises and frac-
tures of all sorts are accepted with a cer-
tain degree. mot only of cheerfulness, bui
of pride. If anyone wishes to see an ex-
Hibition of grit. let him watch a half-
back stop & rush. Roughness is not uni-
versal, neither is it desired by the plav-
ers themselves; in fact, we venture to as-

THE SEASON’S HARNESS RECORD.

The close of the two weeks’ meeting of
the Kentucky Trotting Horse Breeders’
Association at Lexington practically ends
the harness racing season of 1898. Moic
than 1,600 horses have been added to the
standard lists of trotters and pacers, 2.30
being the standard time for the former,
and 2.25 for the side-wheelers. Such a
list of mew-comers, unprecedented in num-
bers, shows that horse-breeding for speed
has become a business. The season has
produced twenty additions to the 2.10
trotting list. The latest one is the brown
gelding Toggles, foaled in 189], sired by
Strathway (2.19), dam Fly, by Pasha. The
pacing championship has been retained
easily by Star Pointer (1.59 1-4), who has
equalled his own record once and paced
three other miles in less than 2.00. The
trotting championship of the season is con-
sidered somewhat open to question. It
may be claimed, ‘perhaps with justice,
either for. Directum Kelly, Bingen, or
John Nolan. Directum Kelly up to the
time of his retirement on account of stok-
ness, won every race in which he started,
and was the largest money-winner of the
year. Bingen trotted the fastest heat of
tive season, when he circled the Louisville
track in 2.06 3-4. John Nolan's claims to
distinction include the winning of the Tran-
svlvania Stake at Lexington iast week,
which constitutes a sort of championship
in itself, and also thé fact that his race
earnings of nearly $16,000 are far in excess
of those of any other harness horse that
has been put out this year.

Statenburg, of Indiana,
urged in vigorous tomes, that the resolu-
tion had no place before the church con-
vention, but was political in character, and
was more proper for the consideration of
Congress. When Mr. Statenberg moved
to table the resolution there were mur-
murs of “No,” “no,” and the motion was
lost. The resolution was then adopted by
viva voce vote.

BURNED SUGAR FOR COAL.
Steamer Gellivera, from Hamburg,

Reaches Halifax After an Awful

Experience on the Atlantic.

Halifax, N.S., Oct. 21.—The steamer
Gellivera from Hamburg, via St. John’s,
Nfld., arrived this morning with a cargo
of sugar. She had a hard time crossing
the Atlantic to St. John’s. For days her
decks were swept and her lifeboats, bul-
warks, rigging and deck gear destroyed.
One of her crew was knocked down by
the force of the seas and seriously in-
jured. The steamer ran so ="ovt of fuel
for her furnaces that she wus forced to
burn fifty tons of sugar in order to steam
to St. John’s. Such weather none on
bearda ever witnessed before. The cul-

west. out-

 

-minating point was reached on the 8th
when a terrible sea broached over the
side, smashing her starboard gig, driving
the boat checks overboard, breaking the
lifeboat in pieces, while tons of water
swept fore and aft. Hailstones as large
as duck eggs made it dangerous to remain
on deck. At 1.30 p.m. the ship lay in
the trough of the sea, and everything mov-
able on deck was carried away. No. 2
gangway was broken into matchwood. The
second starboard lifeboat was rendered
useless, while water rushed in tons down
in the stoke-hold and engine-room. Two
days later, with the storm as wild as eveh,
a sea swept the aft binnacle-stand from
the deck and all yood-work was cut away
as clean as with an axe. The next day,
Sunday, a seacarried away the forecastle
rail, anchors were shifted, and until night
she lay head onto the swell. ‘On Mon-
day morning the engines were eased once
more to prevent foundering, and she wag
hove to. Just after dark a sea boarded
her. flooding the wheei-house, chart-roora
and cabin. At 3 p.m. the relieving tackle
went away on the swell, and the ship was
never above water for the night. Tues.
day at 2 p.m. the chief engineer reportd
the coal getting short, and at once the
cargo was broached to mix with what
remained in the bunkers. Everyone was
engaged breaking up and cutting all the
wood-work available to help the ship along,
and it was only by careful management
that brought her to land. 'The steamer
has 3,500 tons of granulated beet root
sugar, from 50 to 100 tons of which has
been burned. Bowring Bros. are agents,
and will supply 150 tons of coal bv to-
morrow morning, when the voyage will be
resumed. She is a twin-screw ship of
1,618 tons mett, built in June, 1888, and
owned by the Angier Line. registered ir
London. This year several trips to Am-
erica were made, but her general run is
to the East Indies.

with the Akkadeans, Hittites and Sumerians,
who preceded the Semitic Babylonians on
the Mesopotamia piains, the word for bull
is simply the sound of the letter, pronounced
“aun.” *‘B’” is Beta, Greek, and Beth, He-
brew, signifying house. In Hittite house is
“ab’ or ‘‘ba,” simply. “G’” is Gamma or
Gemel and some have contended for its
meaning of camel. The sign formerly was
a mere angle, like an ‘‘F’” with the short
cross-stroke omitted, and from that it was
named Geemel, crooked. In the Hittite a
crook is ga. “D’’ Delta or Daleth, is said
to mean door. But, though it may be possi-
ble to see a door in the triangular sign of
the letter, it has the significance of pot,
which is ‘‘du’” in the older speech. For
short ‘“‘E’’ the Greeks had no name, and
the sound does not make its appearance in
the Semitic tongues at all. The Greek called
it “E’” psilon—the latter word meaning no-
thing more or less than short. In Sumerian

and Carian ““E’’ means house. “F’’ is the
Greek Digamma, so called because it has
the appearance of one Gamma superimposed
on another. The Hebrews called it ‘‘vav,”
meaning hook. This is more likely the Hit-
tite “vu.” *‘Z" comes next In Greek, in
which it is called Zeta. In Hebrew the same
sign_is named Zain, and is said to stand for
weapon. ‘But the ancient symbol fooks more
like a number of weapons bound together
than a single one. It is really the Hittite
‘‘za,’”” a quiver. “Th,” Theta in Greek andi
Teth in the Semitic languages, is said to
mean ball or globe.

PLAYING AT WAR,
The French Garrison at Toulon Called

Out Yesterday to Fa ean Imaginary
Enemy,

Paris, Oct. 21.—The alleged war pre-

parations of France are the absorbing sub-

jects of discussion here at present. Ace

cording to the French papers, there were

important naval experiments at Toulon

yesterday evening. A flotilla of torpedo

boats was detailed to make an endeavor

to force the entrance of the harbor, and

the whole garrison was called to arms, and
the forts and batteries were manned ready

for instant action. The result of the ex-

periment has notbeen made public.
Vice-Admiral Barrera presided yesterday

at a secret council of war at Brest, in
which the chiefs of the maritime forces
took part. Confidential orders were sub-
sequently issued to the garrison.
The Aurore asserts that five classes of

the naval reserves around Brest have been
ordered to hold themselves in readiness
for active service.

HE GOES TO CHICAGO.
Rev. Mr. McCaughan, Who Recently

Came Out from Ireland, Bids Fare

well to the Toronto Presbytery.

Toronto, Oct. 21.—At the special meet-

ing of the Toronto Presbytery, called yes-
terday afternoon, to consider the transfer
of Rev. W, J. McCaughan to the Third

Presbyterian Church, Chicago, after devo-

ticnal exercises, Elders Teall, Goodman,

Hodges and Downs, of the Chicago church,

were heard. They told of the need ot

the church they represented, described its

situation, told of Chicago's necessity for

strong preachers, and besought the presby-

tery to consent to Mr. McCaughan’s trans-

lation. They all asserted that no outsid-
ers appealed to the congregation, nor did
Mr. MoCaughan make the slightest ad-
vances.

Mesrs. Langmuir, Bell and Keith, re-
presentatives of St. Andrews Church,
were then heard. Mr. Keith read the re-
solution of the congregation agreeing to
Mr. MeCaughan’s transiation. The mem-
bers of the deputation regretted Mr. Me-
Caughan’s removal, but wished him God-
speed.
Rev. W. J. MoCaughan then addressed

the presbytery. He said that when he
came to Toronto he meant to epend his
life here, but this call had come in an
anxious way, and if he refused he wouid
always feel in the future, if things did not
o right, that he had shivked his duty.
€ regretted exceedingly the misunder-

standing between himself and his congre-
gation. Meanings had been put upon
statements he had made which he had
never intended to convey. The trouble
ensued because matters which should have
been priavite between himself and his con-
gregation had become public property. He
had never meant to convey the impres-
sion that the church was going behind $50
per Sunday on current expenditure. No
doubt the church was behind in the ideal
they had set before them. If after com-
ing to Toronto he was disappointed in
the congregaition, it was his own busi:
ness. He was kindly disposed toward St.
Andrew’s Church, and he hoped it would
prosper more abundantly after his depar-
ture. He regretted keenly that his words
were misinterpreted. He had made a mis-
take, probably, in the statement he had
made without previously consulting the
church managers. He felt ‘his position
keenly. In closing his address, he eaid
he believed he was following his star ot
destiny in going to Chicago.

LORD HERSCHELL'S WISDOM.
He Addresses Some Sage Remarksto

St, John People,

Reciprocity Would be a Good Thing,

But He Cannot Tell WhetherWe

Are Going to Get It.

 

St. John, N.B., Oct. Z1.—(Special.)—
The banquet to Lord Herschell at the Duf-
ferin Hotel on Wednesday evening was
attended by a number of prominemt citi-

zens. Mayor Sears presided, and was sup-

ported on the right by the guest and on
the left by Senator Dever. Mr. J, V.
Ellis, M.P., was vice-chairman. The

Mayor, in proposing the guest’s health, ex- |
pressed the hope that the next time he
came to Canada it would ibe as Govern>r-

General. Lord Herschell, after some plea-

sant references to his kindly reception ‘
and to the evidences of progress and en-
terprise he saw in St. John and in all
pants of Canada, expressed regret that as |

a diplomat mow engaged in negotiations

he was unable to talk of the things they
were most anxious to hear.
He spoke of the value of a good under-

standing with the United States,.and one
thing which scemed most desired was re-
ciprocity of trade. On the advantage of
reciprocity there was, so far as he knew,
not a dissenting voice. Every Canadian
wants to send goods free of duty to the
United States. But there was not quite
such unanimity on the subject of free im-
ports from the United States.
Everybody eays that there are many

things that should come into this country
free. But, unfortunately, they do not
agree on the schedules. The same feeling
exists in the United States. Lord Her-.
schell said that undoubtedly any substan-
tial measure of reciprocity must disturb
existing conditions and interfere wilh
some interests. If no existing interest
was to be prejudiced the commission would
get nowhere. Conditions had grown up
under high tariffs on both sides. lt was à
fallacy that one nation could mot get a
benefit except af the cost of another.
Sometimes an apparent disadvantage woni-
ed out a great guin, as when new markets
were sought and new industries establishn-
ed to take the place of old ones. Another
truth was that commerce breeds com-
merce, and when the avenues of trade are
once opened commerce grows of itself.
Continuing, Lord Herscheli said : “Let ne
add that I am profoundly impressed with
the possibilities of this country. No
one can conceive of its great future. 1
shall carry back memories that will never
fade, not only of the greainess of Canada,
but also of its kindness, and particularly
of the kindness of the people of St. John.”

Efforts of the N.Y. & O. to Secure an

Entrance to Ottawa Opposed by the

O. À. & P. S.

Ottawa, Oct. 2.1—The efforts of the
Ottawa & New York Railway to get access

to the Central stationin this city, are be-

ing seriously hampered. Yesterday a writ

was issued in the High Court of Justice

in behalf of the Ottawa, Arnprior & Par-

ry Sound Company, asking for an injunec-

tion to restrain the Ottawa & New York
Company from building a freight line
along the canal bank, and also for a de-

claration that the lands involved are not

subject to expropriation under the terms

of the Railway Act or otherwise. The
writ also asks for damages.
The Ottawa & New York Company have

an order from the Dominion Government
giving them the privilege of expropriatin
property and building the lime, and it will
be interesting to see whether the courts
will interfere with an order of the Gov-
ernment or not. Part of the lands for

papers have been
served by the O. & N. Y. were to be used
for the purpose of earning the bonus
granted by the city of Ottawa, and as the
work has to be oempleted by July of next
year, the delay occasioned by legal pro
ceedings may prove annoying.

Constantinople, Oct. 21.—Emperor Wil-
lam, usually accompanied by the Empress,
is engaged in a ceaseless round of sight-
seeing, though he adheres closely to the
programme of places to be visited, and his
route is revealed only to those personally

REMAINS OF MAMMOTH.
The Most Perfect Specimen Ever Found

in Canada Shipped to the Geological

Survey Department.

Ottawa, Oct. 21.—The Geological Sur-

vey Department has received the almost

perfect remains of a mammoth from Mur

Kirk, near St. Thomas, Ont. Part of one

of the forelegs is missing, but all the other
parts of the skeleton are in a good state

of preservation. Mr. Lawrence Lambe,

of ‘the Survey, is engaged putting the bones

in their proper order, but the Survey

building is altogether too small to admit
of this mammoth’s remains being placed
in an erect position. The Survey has a
mammeoth’s jaw, which was found by Sir
William Logan in 1852 at Burlingjon
Heights, near Hamilton.
The tusks of the latest mammoth are

about ten feet long and the animal when
erect was fully fifteen feet high. Mr.
l.ambe considers the mammoth found at
Muir Kirk died of starvation. Its teeth
were worn: down to the gums, and he con-
siders it was very old, as no signs of new
ones could be noticed in the jaw of the
mammoth. The teeth were almost as big
as a man’s ‘head. This mammoth is the
most perfect specimen yet found in Can-
ada.

TO WAIT ON PREMIER.
The Prohibitionists Will Point Out that

English-Speaking Canada Gave a

Majority of Over 100,000.

Toronto, Ont., October 21.—The Na-
tional Prohibition deputation to the Do-
minion Government is likely to wait
on the Premier and his colleagues at Ot-
tawa on November 1st or 2nd. The
deputation will be representative and in-
fluential, and will emphasize the im-
portance of a majority of over one hun-
dred thousand votes for prohibition in
the  Knglish-speaking provinces. The
Government will be asked by the depu-
tation from Quebec to appoint a commis-
sion to investigate the charges of elec-
tion frauds in that province.

Paris, Oct. 21.—The drift of opinion on
the Fashoda question among commercial

men in Paris was shown by a resolution

adopted yesterday afternoon by the Muni-

cipal Council of the city, urging the French

Government, without sacrificing the ma-

terial interests af the country, to use its

utmost efforts to avert a conflict with
Great Britain over this dispute.

Captain Baratier, the special messenger,

conveying despatches from Major Mar-

chand, the leader of the French expedition

at Fashoda, has arrived at Cairo, from

which place he will tlelegraph a summary

of his despatches to the Government.

M. Delcasse, Minister of Foreign Affairs,

bas ordered that the report of Major Mar-

chand, as to the condition of Fashoda,

which is expected at Cairo, be telegraphed

textually. Owing to its probable length,

it is expected that at least 48 hours will

be required to reduce it to the French ci-
pher code at Cairo, and to translate it in

Paris.

London, Oct. 21.—The London morning
papers have cooled down to an exceedingly
cautious and conservative tone in aealing
with the Fashoda question, apparently
realizing that the public on both sides of
the channel is heated to danger point.
There is a marked effort to avoid an or-
fensive tone. . ;

. The Times says: “Sir Michael Hicks-
Beach has gone some way to persuade
our neighbors that we really mean what
we say. The time is come when it is abso-
lutely necessary to dispel French dreams
on this subject, unless very dangerous con-
sequences are to result; but the Chancel-
lor of the Exchequer might have perform-
ed the operation more dexterously.”
The Daily News, which voices the gen-

era) feeling, says: “The country is deter-
mined to maintain its rights; but there 19
no occasion to provoke our opponents or
to add fuel to the controversy.”
The Trafalgar celebration falling to-day

is a particularly unfortunate coincidence,

and may have just the effect of adding

the fuel which the Daily News deprecates,

if any wamn-blooded patriots take advan-

tage of the occasion to get up a Fashoda

demonstration.

Of the
estimated wheat of 26,000,000 bushels only
about 8,000,000 have been threshed. It
looks as if the greater partof the balance
will be most seriously damaged or totally
destroyed.

of books. It_bas arranged special courses
of reading, a general course, and a young
people’s course, and every autumn lists of
ooks are prepared for each section. The

magazine, issued monthly, contains intro-
ductions to the books, notes on the read-
ing and information of general interest
to all members. The fees are 40 cents
for the young people’s section, 50 cents
for the general course, and $1 for special
courses. These fees entitle members to the
magazine, as well as to the reading lists,
and a reduction of ten cents is made in all
sections for members of circles. Certifi-
cates are issued to those who have com-
pleted a four years’ course, as well as to
those who have read six books on any
one subject in each reading season.
The subjects for this year’s reading are

as follows: .

from the death of John to 1660, English
literature to 1688, Scott's historical novels,
Shakespeare, Browning, West Africa and
the island possessions of Britain, Oriental
and Greek history, modern French litera-
ture, architecture, John Ruskin as a social
teacher, physiology and the laws of health.

"The quarters where the Neapolitan poor
