But it is net the farmer
who is most lisble to overwork. The farm-
ot's wifo is gonerally the goatest sulerer.
Every day inthe year, Sundays not excepied,
sho has much to do.  Oftea the'e is as muoh
required of ker as two women ought to per-
form. As the result of her overwerk, health
is loat, ard she either dies long before ber
timo or lives only to suffer the penalties of
tho law she has transgressed.
