| GENERAL PRESS DESPATGRES,

New York, Oct, 5th.—The following by the
Times' special correspondent is a detailed ac-
count of Gen. Meade’s operations sonth-west of
Petersburg: —

Head Quarters 5th Corps, Octi 3rd.—0n Fri-
day morning abont 8 o'clock the 1st and 2nd
divigions of the 5th corps, with Col. Huffman’s
brigade of the 3rd diyision, moved ount on the
road leading towards Poplar Tree Church, with
theintention of siriking the south side railroad.
Gen, Crawford with tbe remainder of his division
and some new regiments, was ordered to hold
the left flank, and old line of the 5th corps, hay-
ing Gea. Fererog’ division of colored troops
from the 9th corps, detached to his command
tempo.arily. The reserve batleries were kept in
position. When Gen. Warren reached the
choreh and waa establishing his line, Gen.
Parker of the 9th corps, came up with the two
remaining divisions of his corps, and forming on
Warren’s left struck the Equiirel Level Road,
near Peables Farm, finding an entrenched line of
the enemy and & small unfinished work carrying
gix guns, He failed to draw any fire from them,
LEverything being now ready the lines wera
ordered to advance, and after a brief defense
the works were carried by Gen. Griffin’s diviaion
capturing one gun and a few prisoners, This
being accomplished the line was thrown for-
ward, Gen, Park on the left, with Wilcox’s
division joining the b5th corps, and Potter's
division the extreme leff. The lines captured by
theze manoeuvres were feebly defended and in-
complete. Our loes was trifiing, Lieut.. Col,
Otis, 140th New York, commanding 3rd brigade,
2nd division, was wounded, Matters thus re-

During
Saturday little artillery fiving occurred, Toward
noon ths enemy scemingly determined to pierce
our line st mewhere, suddenly struck out to the
left of the Weldon road, and fell foul of General
Crawford's front whan considerable picket firing
ensued_and the rebels nitimately contented themn-
selves with re-establishing their old lice. In
fact it appeared that very few troops were on
this side of the Appomatox, and our prisoners
confirm that view, the whole of the rebel army
that could be spared having been sant to Rich-
mond, But few casuslties occurred during Sa-
turday. We have extended our left toward the
south side road, although that road was not
reached.

New York, Cet. 5th.—The Herald’s correspon-
dent with cavalry on the left of the Army ot the
Potomao says of the cavalry fight on Satarday,
they thought to esecure an' easy victory. They
sucgeeded in driving our small foree, which was
commanded by Gen. Davies from two lines of
glight defences, and dismounting three brigades
made a desperate attempt to dislodge us from a
third., The fight was terrific. Time and again
the rebels charged up to within a few feet of the
line, and were hudled back with deadly showers
ot bullers, They then attempted a flank move-
ment at the same time charging the breast
works, but met such a reception that they were
glad to return.  As soon es it was diccovered
the enemy were falling back our men climed
tbeir breast works, and with & cheer charged the
flying rebels.

The Tribune gpecial dated Martinsburg on the
4th, says the latest intelligence from Gen. Sheri-
dan is to Saturday morping, At that time his
infantry were still av Eamgenburg while his ca-
yalry were east of Blus Ridge, reconnoitering in
the vicinity of Charlottaville, The rebel report
of a disaster to onr cavalry at Swift Head Gap
ig untroe, Instead of meeting with a repulse,
we gained & victory ; captured about 100 pri-
goners, driving the rebels through the Gap which
they bad fortified. Rach Fish and Brown's Gap
have been strongly fortified by the rebels, and
are defended by considerable. force. The posi-
tion is flaukable on either eide, It ig probable
that the next information we get from Sheridan
will came via Alexandra. Supply trains conti-
nue to go to the front, and there is direct indi-
cation that Martinsburg and Harper’s Ferry are
to be abandoned as bases of supplies.

New York, Oct, 6th,—The Herald’s City Point
correspondent says in the fight for the south
side railroad about 2000 prisoners fell into
the hands of the rebels. But both Times and
World’s specials put the number at only a few
hundreds.

—Quiet has prevailed in front of Petersburg
ginee Sunday. In passing over the ground
where the 2nd division of the 9th corps met with
the reverse on Saturday, our dead were found
entirely stripped of clothing, and two or three
of the bodies horribly mutilated.

Tuz GrAsD JURY's PrEsENTMENT —The pub-
licat large will feel that it owes gratitude to
ths Graad Jury for the paing which it has taken
toput in & clear light the whole of the facts
preceding and attending the late horrible cates-
trophe at the Be'wil Bridge. Tbey heve set
forth, in clear language, & narrative which can
hardly be reed without blushing by any body
belonging to the communily where such thiogs
could haye happened, in spi.e of ocurefloris to in-
vite emigrants hither, snd our machinery of
emigration ministers, egents, translators and
subalterns of various kinds. All these persons
officially charged with the duiy of protecting
strangera who may come to gur ghores, seem 10
have been unequal to the task of saving several
hundred persons from treatment, whose indecen~
ey and cruelty will bardly bear minute descrip-
tion, It is no pleazant tagk to revert to such a
history a3 that of the train which brought up
from Quebec the emigrants, who were at last
precipitated through the bridge into the Riche-
lien River, Those of them who survive have
been dispersed before tkis to different parts ot
the Continent, and together with their misery
will coon be forgotten among us, But it is ne-
cessary thaf{™in cacea of this kind some one
should arouse 1. sonscience of the public, and
of those imuim¥e .n, in charge of the jransport,
and still more the official protection of strangers
thus arriving here, so a3 to prevent a recurrence—
we do not say of the accident at the bridge ; but
of that neglect to observe the common decencies
of bumanity.which ocourred at the atarting of the.

Wuether the Grand Jury had materials for ad-
vancing & step farther, and signalizing indi-
viduals as responsible for pariicular acts, in
themeelves amounting to crime, instead of
pointing out the cotporate body as respon-
gible for {he various delinquencies which
brought about the grand catastrophe, we
do not knew. However that may ‘be;
we think it well that they have given utterance
to the opinion which they have formed on the
whole evidence before them, There is no mem-
ber of the community who dors not at some
time travel by railroad, and the Grand Jury
were, therefore, in this matter, the guardians of
the comfort and lives of us all. Not that we

We tuink this grape nearly equal to some of the
imported,~ and it will no doubt be very popular
in Canada, where it meets a want long felf, viz:

CORRESPONDENCE,
SOHOOLS IN WIOKHAM,

(To the Editor of the MoxTREAL HERALD,)

Mr, Editer,~In your issue of the first ingtant
I find a Report of & Uommittee on Protestant
Education, in which are contained some mis-
statements in regard to the municipality of
‘Wickhsm, which I think necessary to contradict
in order to get the Committee and ihe public
right on that subject. In the first place it is
stated that the Protestants of Wickham are va-
lued at $80.000, while their real valustion as
taken from the roll is only $9.608. In
the second place it is stated that the Catholics,
whose valuation is about $34.000, have six
flourishing schools in operation, 7The real value
is $-5 068, and only four schools—ore of which
the dissentient Trustees broke open and took
possession of without even asking the Commis-
sioner’s for its use, * The correspondent from
Wickham " states that the dissentients repre-
sented themselves to the Superintendent as hay-
ing a mujority of Protestant childrenin the dis-
trict. Bo they did, and this barefaced assertion
was the cause of the Commissionera refusing to
correspond with them, The real number of
children in the district alluded to is twenty-five;
only thres of them belong to Protestant parents,
In the whole township there are only fifteen re-
sident Protestant families, only thirteen of these
are rate-payers, and only five have any children
to send to school. In district No, 1 ‘there are
four Protestant children. At geven miles
distance in district No. b there are five, and at
twelve miles distance from both in district No. 6
there are three, Butthe mogt singular feature in
the cage i8 that at the time the dissent was cem-
menced there were in Wickham three Protestant
teachers, and only one Catholic and two Pro«
testant Commissioners, in & muniecipality con-
ntaining twenty Oatholics to one Protestant.
There was surely reason for dissent in that cir-
cumstance, * The correspondent from Wick-
ham” algo gtates that,—The Sec.-Treasury put
up notices calling on the Catholic inhabitants
toremore the School House. Here agsain the
correspondent wilfully lies, There was one no-
tice put up for the purpose of calling the Pro-
testant inbabitants, as the Oatholics were the
petitioners for remov.l,

Allthe statements of the Wickham correspond-
ent are either downright falsehoods or so dis-
torted as to suit the objects of a party not of
Protestants, but of speculators. I do not wish
to treepags too much on your space or I should
expoge the littleness of the whole affair in such
a manner as would make the shamelesa origina-
tors of this affair cshamed of themselves.

Suffice it to say for the present chat the state-

The
Pacific railroad is not materially irjured, but the
South-west Branch is almost entirely in the
hands of the rebels, and the depots at St Olair
Sullivan, Harrison and Cuoba, and the bridge
acrogs the Merrimace burned,

Nearly all the goods in Franklin were taken by
the rebels, and many private dwellings pluader-
ed. Ironton snd Arcadelda compleétely gntted.

The rebels appeared ongthe Texas
side of the river and covered the retreat of the
French,

One of Juarez's special agents brings word to
the Union commander of Brazoo, that during
the absence of Maxmillian, Meramin, backed by
the Archbishop, i3 confident of holding out
against all opposition, The French have a fri-
gate and vwo corvettes off Rio Graunde. Ad-
miral Bosse refuses to allow a messen-
ger to pass hia lines to ovr OQonsul
at  Matamoras, Hig' orders are to
shoot  everbody  who  upproaches  his
his lines after dark. About 60 Mexicans are at
Brazoo, released from French prisons. They
refuse to take the oath to support the Empire,
and can enter Mexico on no other terms.

The English frigate Liverpool, corvette Buz-
zard and United States gunboat Penobscot, are
off the mouth of the Rio Grande.

After several skirmishes the rebels wera driven
from the Atchafalya of Mexico, and the clergy
haye issued a proclamation declaring against
Maximillian, Half the Oity of Mexico has
been  taken by Miramon, and he has
appealed to the people to sustain him,
and drive out the invaders. The French
left Montercy to co-operate with forces from Bag-
dad, leaving only small garrison. Liberal Gen

Quiroga isgued a pronunciamennto, took the gar-
rison_  prisoners, and began fortifying. The
Fren®h at Bagdad are fortifying within the range
of their ships.

Prisoner locked the door after enter-
ing. The prisoner in the first instance asked
ms if I was ready to go to work. T said I was,
and asked him where, He said in New York, and
he told me he would give m= $100 in Canada
inoney when got as faras Rouses Point, I
then turned to McGregor and said * there is
somethiug curious in this” It was after this
prisoner azked me to have a drink. Afterwards
on going up stairs he said he thought one of my
shonlders was higher than the other. He asked
if 1 had any thick veins in my leg. T saidThad
not, aad he examined me. He took a cerd and
pencil out of his pocket and said I would have
$100 on going to Rouses Point, He wrote $100
the card, He then assured me that when T got
to Neww York and passed the Doctor I would
get $1560 more from Government, and $16 a
month,—he did not say from whom. He further
told me I would bave 80 acres of laud after three
years gervice in the army of the United States.
He id not say which army. Tbat was all that
look place, I then went home. Between one and
two o'clock I was leaping over the rail in Oom-
missioner St., and prisoner came out.of the Mon«
tzeal Honse where he had been getting shaved. He
asked me if I had & notion to go, and I gald I
had not, and I walked away towards Allan's
Building, and he said if I was going to go it
was time I was going down to the boat. That
was the Iron Duke, which runs to St, Lamberts,
the terminus of the Railway to Rouse's Point.
The boat was to leave at a quarter to four. I
told him I was not inclined to go. I was then
standiog wi:lh McGregor and prisoner offsrad me
$100 in ‘Oapada money if I' would go to Ronzes
Point. MeGregor went and called a policeman
and prisoner was arrested.

Oross-examined.—I never heard of people
getting rewards for giving information
in such cases as this, This was the
first time any one ftrizd to get me Lo
enlist. I have never been a soldier. When
[ met the prisoner in] Commissioners Street. I
did not run over to him until he called me.
When Browa and McGregor first met e in
Common Street, | swear that I did not tell Me-
Gregor that I wag going to the tavern to com-
plete arrangements tor going to the States, In
the tavern it was the person who invited me to
git on the sofa who afterwards ssked me if I had
thick veing in my legs, Tt wasnot I who first
commenced to talk to Brown about the United
States. No one hut the prisoner agked me if I
was sound. When I wag'leaning on the railing
tliese were the words prisoner used : * I7 you
are going, it i8 time you are coming down."
(The deposition taken in the police offica was
here read. There was no mentlon it in of the
$150 offer in New York.)

To the Court—! heard the prisoner tell the
other Browa, to get as many men aa he could,
and when he got them :0 Rouse's Point he would
pay then,

To Mr. Doherty—At the three interviews,
which took place in one day, McGregor was pre-
sent

Samuel McGregor aworn—0On the 24th June,
In the forenoon, the two Browns and I were to-
gsther in Commissioner street. We went down
to the Commsreial Hotel. As we were going down
Boucher was on the other side of the street, and
the other Brown called him over. We walked
down and all went into the Commercial Hotel
and all four went into the room off the bar, to-
gether, The prisoner proposed to Boucher to go
to the States. -Boucher then asked him what he
would give. He told him he would give him
$100 in Canada money at Rounses Point, and a8
well'as I can recollect, $150 more when he
would get to New York or head-quarters. The
prisoner said it would not be safe to take Bouch-
er unless he was sound, and gaid they were very
particular in the army and asked Boucher to go
up steirs that he might examine him, They
went up stairs and stayed there for fifteen or
twenty minutes. When they came down pris
oner gaid Boucher was sound and that he would
pass, I then left the hotel, Shortly afterwards
eaw Boucher on the wharf and 'adviged him as
he had & wife and family not to go. Hes id he
could not well get clear, and that he was going
in to see the prisoner to get some money
from him to gst some tobacco and other
things he wanted before starting for Rouses’
Point, Boucher went into the hotel and on
coming out he told me he had got a little money
from Brown, I did notses him with Brown
when he went in for the money. He did not re-
main in five minutes, 1l agein advised him not
to go. I told Boucker the only way for him to
get clear was to Lave Brown arrested, and I
called & policeman. The prisoner was arresied
at the back door of the Commercial Hotel.

Crosgs-examined—I made a deposition at the
time,

The dspogition was read, with the object of
showing contradiction between it and witness'
presaut statements There was no mention in
it about cffers of sums of money ; but the wit-
ness said that he remembered very well about
the offers of money, and that it was GCanada
money.

Witness continued—When we were all four
going *o the hotel together, Boucher mentioned
something abont goiog there to perfoct arrange-
ments with & man to whom he had before been
speaking of going to the States Befora entering
the hotel Boucher had seen the other Brown about
the business. When Boucher came down staira
after being examined, he gaid, It is all right
with me ; I'll pass” I think Brown was in the
room &t the time,

This waa the case for the Urown;

Mr. Doherty then addresaed the jury for the
defonce.

He contended that the conversations Boucher
had were with the other Brown, and not the
prisoner, Mr. Doherty also directed attention to
the contradictions between the witnesses and algo
between the present evidence, and the deposi-
tions taken immediately after the occurrence:
Having concluded his address, Mr. Doherty
called

A Mr. Bartlett, of Mayfield, State of New
York, whosaid : I bave known the prisoner six-
teen or eighteen years, I have never heard his
character for honesty disputed, He was 15
years Constatls and Deputy Sheriff, He is still
constable and day laborer when he is at home,

Mr Johnson then summed up on behalf of the
Orown. He admittzd that there were many
contradictions, but thought the csse was made
out with sufficient clearness,

The Court charged the jury, who retired and
the Qourt rose for half en hour.

When the Court re-orened the jury came in
with & verdict of “guilty,” with arecommenda
tion to mercy.

ANOTHER OASE OF RNLISTING FOR THE U, 5. ARMY,

A colored man was named Francis Mosby
was charged before an English speaking jury
with haviog, on the 25th July last, attempted to
enlist Jean Laoelle in the U. 8. Army,

Jean Labelle stated that on the day In question
one Fournier took him to the prisoner who, he
said was enlisting for the army of the United
States, Prisoner then asked witness,in presence
of Fournier and Archambesult, if he would
enlist, Witness, by means of the two latter
who interpreted for him, and Mosby
agked the latter how much he would give.
Prigoner replied he would give as much as he
agreed to pay Fournier and Archambault, name-
ly $150 on reaching Rouse’s Point, They then
left (he Champ de Mars and proceeded to a tav-
ern near St. Ann's Market, where the prisoner
treated them previous to going on the St. Lam-
bert Feiry boat. Prisoner embarked with them.
Before the boat reached St. Lambert, witness
and the two others asked prisoner for $10, he
bad promized each before arriving there ; but as
the boat touched the wharf he denied know}odge
of them, ran away and hid lhimsaIf at a railway
car. Witnessand the others then informed a
military lookout man of the matter, when the
prisoner was arrested. He bad bought tickets
for all four to Rouse's Point.

Fourcier stated that on the 24th July last,
in 8t Dominique Street, ‘the  prigoner
asked him if he would become a sol-
dier promising that if ke would go with him
(prisoner) to the United States, he would give
bim $100. Did not refuse to go; but promised
to accept the prisoner’s offer in order to have
him arrested. Prisoner supplied him with liguor,
and afterwards gave him a drive to several
taverns, in.company with Archambault and an-
other. On getting to Emond’s tavern, opposite
Guilbault’s, the prisoner paid the carter, when
the parties returned on foot, Prisoner asked
them where they could have lodging for the
night, when witness said they might stop at
Emond’s, in which it was agreed they should
gpend the night. Prisoner promised Kmond a
dollar if he would wake up the parties at four
pext morning to leave by tietrain, They were
roused &t this hour, and on leaving the house
wera treated by the prisoner at OQorbeille’s
tavern. On going near the wharf, Oadotte,
who was of the party, asked the prisoner
for money, and not getting any, threatened
tohave them arrested by the polics, Prisoner
remonsirated, saying he ought not to do that as
he (Mosby) had treated them well. The laiter
fearing arrest, afterwards ran away. At ten, wit.
ness met prisoner on St Lawrence sireet, and
was told to meet him at the Chamno de
Mars at two, to leave by the four o,clock boat
for St Lambert, At two saw Mosby who was
with Patterson another recruiting agent, Witnees
was told by the prisoner to wait a little till he
retarned with the change of some money. It
was while waiting his re.appearance that he
(witness) saw Labelle, told him Mosby's busi-
ness and hia intention to treat with the latter tn
order to have him arrested. The prisoner
who had promised witness and the others $10
each on reaching 8t. Lambert; refused to keep
his word, when witness determined to have him
arrested. ’

Another witness gave evidence of a corrobor-
ative character.

Samuel Hunter, the military Iook out man, tes-
tifiad ga to the arrest. He also produced three
railway tickets from Montreal to Rouse's Point,
which were found on Mosby. There was a fourth
‘which witness lost. i

William Drum, the Agent of the Champlain
Railway Oompany was then examined., He was
at the spot at the time, and his evidence bore out
that previously given. :

This was the case for the Crown.

The prigoner had no witnesses to examine and
pietonded (hat be wag not the principal in the

business, acknowledgiog by his statement to the
jary that he was acdng for another party.

The court briefly addressed the jury, intimat.
ing that there was no dotbt whatever in this
case, which had bsen clearly made out. In fact
the prisoner had jost admitted his guilt to them,
@iThe jary without retiring, returned a verdict
of “gailty.”

Mr. Jobnson said there were two otherin-
dictments against the prisoner, who thereupon
pleaded guilty to these charges.

Tue court was thenadjourned until ten o'clock
on Thursday.

THE BEDFORD RIFLE TOURNAMENT.

SXITH DAY.

WaTerLoo, Oct. 3rd, 1864.
At 9 A M, the firing commenced for Olass No.
15. This matech—the boys—had excited a great
deal of attention among the small folk, and
about the Secretary’s table was gathered, just
previous to the firing of the first shot, a knot of
excited youngsters, calculating the chances,
ra‘sing objections, and swaggering about with
rifles that ran up a foot or two above their heads
when the butt was resting on the ground. It

seemed almozt farcical to look at them as they
fell in, man-like, none of them being large
enough to load his own gusfand the illusion
was kept up by their chafflag when firing off a tie,
as “I've got you now, old boy,” to a rival com-
petitor. 1t was well contested, considering that
gome of the boys were only eight yearsof age.
The mejority of them used the Enfield rifle, the
rebound of which, at nearly every explosion,
would almosgt thrust them rrom their geat. Iu
was open only to boys under 15 years of age.

COLONIAL DEFENCES.
(From the London Times.)

Nobody can deny that going to war has its
disadvantages, it is also a rich mine of experien-
ce. America has beer for the laet four years
making & very expensive experiment for the
benefit, a3 Mr. Lincoln says, of * whom it may
conceran.” But that advantage which America
ag derived trom the actual prosecution of hosti-
ities, it hag been our good fortune, to obtain
without any hostilites at all, It is generally
supposed that we gained nothing from our con-
templated intervention in the affairs of Poland ;

ut this, we now gee to be an error. We did

ot, indeed, save Polard, but we have learnt

hat ia 1he first thing we have to expect if we
enter into hostilities with Russis.

We are in possession of information that
Russia expected the breaking out of war as the
result of her correspondeace with the English
and Freneh Goveroments last year, and was
resolved that she would do something better with
her flaet than suffer it to be cooped up behind
the defences of Oronstadt or sunk ingloriously
in the harbour of Nebastopol. Sbe had studied
the tactics of the Oonfederates in the present
Qivil War. She had sesn how much injury a
very small force can inflict on & very flourishing
commerce, and though she protably did not
anticipate that she could gain, successes as deci-
sive as thoge achieved by the Alabama and other
Oonfederate oruisers, ghe still might ressonably
think that she could strike & blow which, though
it might not succeed in crippling the commercial
superiority of England, would inflist great dis-
credit on her arms and serious damage on her
commerce. Shas had chosen & yulnerable point,
and on that she was determined to awoop.
For this purpose instructions had been issued to
the Russian Admirals on the American and Cali-
fornian coasts, directing them to leave their res-
pective ports by different routes for a common
place of rendez-vous, in mid ocean. The fleet
thus assembled wag to hold itself in readiness, to
bear down on the Australian colonies. Mel-
bourne was to be the first place attacked, then
Hobart-town, then Adelaide, then Sydney, then
New Zsaland The force to be sssembled waj

fully adequate to the gervice. The ships that
were to ba detached from New York would kave
mastered 156

and thogs from Japan and
California 43 gups ; the number of seamen was
2,971, and there were 127 officers. The vessels
were armad with 68-pounders, but the
Admirals had orders to obtain from New York
whatever rifled gops they might require,
The plan seems to haye been skilfully conceived,
and was, no doubt, far better than the old one of
treating your flzet ag somethiog that is to be
Iaid up in lavender, If we had been foolish
enough to be drawn juto a war with Russia for
such a chimera as the regeneration of Poland we
should not have hag the slightest right to com-
plain, though she had made us feel the evils of
the ®onflict in the severest manner.

We trust that this little disclosure will be &

fseful levson, Tt ought to teach a certain por-

tion of the public that the changes which have
taken place in the art ot war will not permit
England to indulge har tasts for military glory
and liberal Qontinental politics with the same
impuoity as she could bafore steam and rified
canunon had done so much to _equaliza the weak

ith the strong. If we inflict iojuries we must
make up our mind tg receive them. Our com-
merce will nos be swept from the ocean, nor
Will onr colonies be conquered ; bat we muat ex-

received with great interest in the Australion
colonies, There ig at this moment much ill feel-
ing there with regard to twansportation. A party

is formed which proposes to send transported
prisoners back to England, and, if this gentle
measure should not gucceed, it is prepared to
take into considaretion the propriety of separa-
tion. Thess gentlemen will find an argunment

Bat our Australian (riends msy look at this
matter from {ke separation point of view, and
gee if their case ismerded. At present nobody
can attack them wify, ut bringing upon them.
selves the whole power of England; but, once
separated from Rngland the Power which chose
to attack and plunder them would be subject to
no euch terrible liability. The population of
Australia is somewhat mora than a million,
gathered in a few great towns, or thinly scatter-
over & vastcontinent, 'We have just saen in
Denmark the fate of a com jact nation: consist-
ing of two millions of men, and how little right
aveils where strength i3 wanting. Australia,
seperatad from England, would no longer be led
into war for the sakeof English policy, but she
might find more fruitful causes for war in her
own weakness and the cupidity of the great
Powers than she now doss in the foreign policy
of England., It would be just as easy for Rus-
sia to plan a little expedition withont going to
war with England, but the Australian colonies
must adwmit that such an expedition would be
infinitely more difficult for them to resist. ' Ex-
piree” convicts are, no doubt, a very serious evil,
but should these Australian zealots give effect to
their views they will probably find that the art
of plundering is by no means restricced to per-
song who have undergone punishments under
the sentences of the Courts of Law.
