He succeeded Sir Anthony Eden both as the Queen’s first minister and as lend­

er of the Conservative party—a party split bv the results of Eden’s venture into Egypt.
Ma cmillan supported Eden s military expedition, at least to a point, and does 

not command the Conservatives complete support. But in naming him her first min­
ister. the Queen showed she believes he has wider support in the party than Richard 
A. Butler, whom many politicians overnight had figured as Eden’s successor. Butler ^ 
favored a softer line against Egypt than Eden and many of his colleagues.

The Queen before announcing her choice called nr .Sr Winston Churchill and 
the Marquess of Salisbury, two of the ranking Conservative leaders. I hey likely rec­
ommended Macmillan over Butler.

Macmillan moves up from his post as chancellor of the exchequer, the gov 
!ernments key financial post. He will have a free hand in picking the team hr wants 
to run the government.

The largest group to get plac­
ed yesterday comprised 12 people 
who were taken to Asbestos by 
the Hungarian Relief committee 
of that town. There they found 
jobs and lodging awaiting them. 
The group left around 5 p.m. last 
night.

Yesterday morning the entire 
group was at the Headquarters in 
the old Central School building 
on King St. west, where they fill­
ed out papers telling their name,

! age, type of employment desired 
and various other details which 

; the Canadian Immigration de­
partment needs.

It was here that one saw the 
hardship which the Hungarian 
people have endured—and not 
physical hardship cither. Some of 
the women interviewed w;ere 
married but had left their hus­
band and children in Hungary. 
Another woman said she fled her 
country after her husband had 
said he would join her in Aus­
tria after the fighting was over. 
Some families came with only 
some of their children and so 
on.

However when the first offers 
of lodging and employment be­
gan to roll in early yesterday 
morning and as each couple or 
family was placed one could see 
the tired smile of exhaustion lift 
from their faces like a curtain 
to be replaced by a smile of 
peace, happiness and security.

Members of the local relief 
committee spent considerable 
time yesterday teaching the new 
Hungarians some of the more im­
portant and essential words they 
would need. Most of the Hungar­
ians showed an amazing capa­
city to learn and by the end of 
the day many w'ere pronouncing 
words with ease. After settling in 
their new homes yesterday after­
noon the Hungarians once again 
returned to the Relief headquar­
ters and spent most of the eve­
ning writing down more words 
for their vocabulary.

One interesting point noted 
was the eagerness and willing­
ness of all the women to work, 
not in private homes but in fac­
tories and similar industries. It 
was explained that in their nat­
ive land, all Hungarians must 
work, otherwise there is no food 
in the homes as they draw no 
pay when unemployed and even 
the pay they do receive is not 
enough for one family to live on. 
Therefore the entire family 
must work. Loafing is not tolerat­
ed.

Some of the highly industrial­
ized and modernized plants in 
Sherbrooke presented an eye- 
opener for those who sought 
employment in them. In the tex 
tile industry for instance, one

woman was amazed at the looms. 
She said in Hungary all weaving 
was done with much smaller ma­
chines and there was consider­
able more manual work to be 
done in operating a loom. Conse­
quently she will have to start 
as an apprentice, even though 
she has had many years exper­
ience as a weaver.

Most of us, when we get into 
a car, carrying on a conversation, 
or when we take someone on a 
sightseeing tour, point out the 
interesting points. However when 
language enters into the situa­
tion il becomes very hard and 
requires a little imagination and 
a quick ear.

An example of this was provid­
ed yesterday when a mother and 
lier two children were taken on 
a brief tour of Sherbrooke's 
business section. The mother 
was equipped with a few words 
of French wilh the Hungarian 
meaning opposite but, the words 
cathedral, school or main slreet 
could not be found.

Going by the Cathedral con­
struction one of the guides put 
his hands together as a sign of 
worship and the women seemed 
to understand and then she said 
“templum,” the Hungarian word 
for church. This system progres­
sed rather well and at the end 
of the trip she kept repeating 
different words but unfortun­
ately they were so strange to a 
Canadian's ear thaï most were 
forgotten at the end of the tour 
with the exception of one.

Going hack into the relief 
building one of the men picked 
up some snow in his hand and 
the women said “ho’’ — snow 
in Hungarian. That was tho ex­
tent of Hungarian vocabulary 
learned in ten minutes.

However if someone should see 
any of these people on the street 
just say “Isten Hosla" — wel­
come, They will understand and 
appreciate that.

South was crazy like a fox. He 
passed also.

West saw no better lead than 
his queen of spades and East sig­
naled enthusiastically with the 
jack. South won with his king, 
claimed his seven diamond tricks 
for his contract, and blithely con­
ceded the last five.

The defense could have picked 
off the first seven tricks if East 
had taken the opening lead and 
gone after the hearts and clubs, 
but that would have been small 
consolation for the loss of the 
easy major-suit game.

QUEBEC — U) — In Premi er Duplessis' high-win­

dowed office, hung with oil paintings of Quebec scenes, 
labor union leaders pleaded for postponement of a Mont­
real tramways fare increase.

Mr. Duplessis told the delegates who represented 
300,000 workers that the matter was outside his jurisdic­
tion.

In a final, futile effort to impress the Quebec premier, 
one labor man said:

When we Catholics want a big favor we don’t pray 
to the saints, we go right up to God.”

Mr. Duplessis smiled.
Isn t that a backhanded way of saying you d like to 

see me in another world,” he asked.
Maurice, as Quebec voters call 

him at election time, has been de­
scribed as a charmer and a poli­
tical genius. He has also been 
called a dictator and the savior 
of Quebec.

He has been hailed as Quebec’s 
great man in some quarters, bit­
terly denounced in others as a 
strong man who governs by the 
principle that friends are enti­
tled to rewards and enemies must 
be crushed.

Mr. Duplessis makes no bones 
about his vi.ws on government 

| affairs. He has called the system 
of letting out tenders for con­
tracts “disguised hypocrisy,” and 
has said of government purchas- 

i es that it is his policy to encour­
age “our friends first” and to go 
elsewhere when necessary.

He says the government pays 
the highest retail prices for many 
goods because it believes in en­
couraging small business as well 
as big wholesale organizations.

His electioneering is no less 
unconventional. He told voters 
in one riding they would not get 
a needed bridge unless they 
elected a Union Nationale can­
didate. The Liberal w’on. The 
bridge has not yet been built.

VOTES COUNT 
Elsewhere he has mentioned 

possibilities of a new road or 
hospital.
“If you approve, let us know 

by your vote," he says.
A controversial report on Que­
