group of local farmers and artisans have put
together a catalogue of products and services
in hopes of promoting local consumption
nd environmental awareness.

“We are trying to convince people to stop buying all
their goods from large store chains and think of local
products,” said Sylvie Berthaud, organizer of the Back
to Basics, Buy Local (Retour aux Sources, Achat Local)
catalogue.

“We have 27 local operations, mostly farms and
stores, who offer over 200 products and create about
100 jobs in the area. If we want these operations to stay
here and possibly grow, we have to make people aware
of their existance and let them know they have a
choice.”

The products include goat’s milk and cheese, baked
goods, fruits and vegetables, beer, furniture, cosmet-
ics, giftcards, prepared meals and herbal medicines.

Ten of the 27 producers are located in Danville,
many operating with the public market located in the
town square. The other producers have farms and
stores in Wotton, St. Adrien, St. Camille, Ham-Sud and
St. Georges de Windsor.

Berthaud argues that too much of the money that
local residents spend on goods leaves the area because
most of the items are imported from other countries.

“We believe some of that spending should be local
and promote simple farms and craftpeople. Other-
wise, we finance big corporations and urban compa-
nies that do not contribute to our rural life.”

Berthaud admits the producers listed have to follow
strict guidelines as to the products and services they
sell.

Money working for people

n Rwanda, tradition often meets

modernity in very surprising ways.

While Rwandans have welcomed

western influence and an Ameri-
canised western culture, some tradi-
tions have not yet been overshadowed.
Indeed, one of these traditions-the
dowry-has been given new life by the
emergence of a new Rwandan middle-
class largely supported by the prolifera-
tion of foreign-direct investment and
western NGOs in Kigali, a class that can
afford more elaborate dowry cere-
monies that reflect their relative
wealth.

The dowry itself is negotiated in ad-
vance and, in Kigali where livestock can-
not be legally kept, this usually means
the exchange of cash rather than the
more traditional cattle. The dowry cere-
monies, in which the dowry is offered to
the bride's family are community
events and allow the families as well as
their friends to meet each other before
the wedding, usually held the following
week. There is always a display of tradi-
tional Rwandan dancing in traditional
wedding attire. [ was invited to a friend
of a friend’s dowry, not uncommon in
Rwanda where the friends of friends are
also friends, on a hot Saturday. Al-
though we were more than ninety min-
utes late, the ceremony had yet to begin
as one of the bridesmaids was travelling
with us and the ceremony could not
begin without her. We were greeted by
two of the many filles d’honneur who
were holding banana leaf baskets filled
with individually wrapped miniature
roses. The roses, I would later find out,
were to be distributed to the family of
the groom when they arrived.

It is tradition that the bride’s family
host the dowry ceremony and since
their property was too small to accom-
modate everyone, tents had been set up
on the dirt road making it impossible
for traffic to pass. By the time we ar-
rived, the seats under the tents were all
occupied and white plastic chairs had
been set up in the shade of the neigh-
bour’s wall. Dowry ceremonies, while
important as the formal introduction of
the two families, are all spectacle, elab-
orate theatre productions in which the
negotiations are a comedy and the cele-
bration that succeeds an accepted offer,
a show of Rwandan culture. Both the
men and the women are dressed in tra-
ditional robes—the women in printed
sheer fabric tied at the shoulder like a
sari and the men, dressed in the modi-
fied traditional clothes of the cattle
herder, a wrapped chitenge and a white
sari over their white collared shirts and
black dress pants. The men carry cere-
monial spears and shields. The women
dance as the men protect them, display-
ing Rwandan culture at its very best,
the women in perfect time moving
their arms to symbolise the horns of
the ever important cattle. The family of
the bride, as the hosts, sat with their
backs to the audience and was already
assembled when Sandrine, Olive and |
arrived. The groom's family were seated
facing the audience. Between the two
families was a smaller tent, set up to
welcome the bride and groom once the
negotiations were complete.

The ceremony began with Francine’s
father thanking the guests for their at-
tendance and the distribution of Fanta
and beer to the audience. Glass clinked

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together and the sound of bottle open-
ers and metal caps dropping in the dirt
mingled with music from rented loud-
speakers and the chatter among guests
who may or may not have known one
another before this day. When everyone
had been served, the father of the
groom formally asked the father of the
bride for his daughter on behalf of his
son. Everyone knew that the negotia-
tions had already ended and that the
day’s expense was a culmination of the
union of these two families rather than
its beginning. And yet, the father of the
bride thanked the father of the groom
kindly for the honour but maintained
that Francine was unavailable to be
married because she had fled to Rome
to join a nunnery and thus had married
herself to Jesus. In the context of Rwan-
da's standoff with the German govern-
ment over the detention of President
Paul Kagame's Chief of Protocol at
Frankfurt airport and her subsequent
extradition to France the same week as
the dowry, the father of the groom
replied that given that Francine had
joined a convent under a German pope,
it was probably best that his son not
marry her anyway.

The audience, fiercely loyal to the
government, whistled and clapped. And
the bargaining continued, as the fa-
thers negotiated a theoretical price if
Francine were to return from Rome and
choose to marry Viateur. The audience
laughed and shifted and people contin-
ued to talk to one another. The bride
had yet to be seen and then all of a sud-
den, the negotiations were complete,
and the fathers were hugging and shar-
ing a glass of whiskey in celebration as

the audience clapped on. Traditional
Rwandan dowries are cattle based and
despite the effect of globalisation on
Rwandan culture, Orange Fanta, a prod-
uct of the Coca-Cola Company, plays an
integral role at the beginning of a
dowry ceremony, cattle are still valued

| and are the basis of many cultural prac-

tices, including the national dance, It
was dusk by the time the matter of the
dowry had been settled and the men lit
a small symbolic fire to keep the mos-
quitoes and tse-tse flies at bay, while a
man from the bride's party called the
cattle through traditional song and
dance. This, like the negotiations, was a
sort of competition as a man from the
groom's party was also invited to call
the cattle. I had been assured that there
would be no cattle exchanged, and I was
surprised when I turned to watch the
lighting of the fire to find eight head of
cattle sniffing around the box of a pick-
up truck.

The night ended with the emergence
of the bride and her bridesmaids, an ex-
change of traditional Rwandan baskets
known as agaseke and Viateur escorting
Francine back to her father's house.
Rwandans in the capital often define
themselves against the tradition of the
countryside; and yet, having their legal-
ly married daughter-unusually, Viateur
and Francine had had their civil mar-
riage that morning, spend the night
with her husband without the blessing
of the church was out of the question
for Francine's parents. Tradition and
modernity continue to coincide in
Rwanda, as the country navigates its
past and moves toward its future.
Rather than marginalising traditions
such as the dowry, western culture has
altered them. The music is provided by
loudspeakers rather than drummers
and the whole event was filmed. Rather
than tea and coffee and locally brewed
banana beer, Fanta is offered to guests.
Unfortunately, modernisation has also
made these types of ceremonies unaf-
fordable to all except the emerging mid-
dle<classes and the already westernised
elites. Despite the evolution of some as-
pects of Rwandan culture, the cattle,
once the only marker of wealth and po-
sition in Rwanda, are still called and in
some cases, still come.

ith 2007 figures ending in the black, with a
small cushion of surplus, and expenditures
within the forecast limits set last Fall, Mel-
bourne Township begins a new year with some
budget predictions that could indicate an increase in taxes
next year.

During 2008 the municipality invested $68,900 in road re-
pair with the purchase of calcium and road grader work to-
taling $108,600 due to a difficult winter.

Big ticket expenditures during 2008 include snow removal
at $180,000 as well as road work and gravel, including truck-
ing, which cost $161,000. The Quebec government claimed a
large chunk of the budget for civic and public protection by
the Surete-$106,615, the MRC Val St Francois claimed its share
of the pie - $49,602, sanitary land fill fees amounted to over
$33,000, fire protection - $75,184, garbage removal, over
$28,000 and a fire safety agreement with local industry Usi-
natech cost $25,000. With $1,176,950 budgeted for 2008, ex-
penditures totaled $1,003,586 at the year's closing on
October 31st.

Included in the report was the status of the main entrance
to the Town Hall, which has been designated to a heritage
building to respect the architectural heritage of the building.
A new urban planning and development by-law was present-
ed and adopted in 2008 conforming to the specifications out-
lined by the MRC Val St Francois and for the first time, this
fall the municipality participated in a fall leaf pick-up orga-

Ford thankful

(LK)—=Ford Motor Company
of Canada is saying thanks but
no thanks to the Canadian
government'’s offer to provide
emergency loans.

The response comes on the
heels of a promise by the On-
tario government and the
Canadian federal government
to loan $4 billion to GM Cana-
da and Chrysler Canada.

Ford of Canada CEO David
Mondragon said in a state-
ment Saturday that he ap-
plauds the immediate
cooperative action taken by
the Government of Ontario
and the federal government,
but believes the company is re-
structuring successfully.

“At Ford of Canada, we are
well on our way to transform-
ing our company and do not
need immediate access to gov-
ernment loans. Instead, we
have asked the government for
a ‘stand-by' line of credit to be
used only if the current eco-
nomic crisis worsens,” Mon-
dragon said.

He acknowledges that one
in seven jobs in Canada relies
on the auto sector and says he
welcomes the government's
plan to support car buyers
through expanded credit.

Last week, George W. Bush
announced that GM Corps.
and Chrysler LLC would re-

ceive $13.4 billion in emer-
gency loans. Like in Canada,
the U.S. divisions of GM and
Chrysler said they are putting
the offer on hold while they
negotiate a line of credit in-
stead.

GM working
with
stakeholders

(LK)—General Motors of
Canada has welcomed the
Canadian and Ontario Govern-
ments announcement of
emergency loans. In a state-
ment Saturday GM President
Arturo Elias said the offer
“sends a significant signal of
stability in the face of the eco-
nomic and credit challenges
faced by Canada's auto sector.”

Elias said they will work
closely with governments and
stakeholders to achieve a
“lean, green and sustainable
business.”

Ford Canada has turned
down the offer of loans, but
praised the government for re-
sponding quickly and support-
ing its competitors.

GM is centred in Oshawa,
Ont, and employs about
12,000 people nationwide.

St. Francis. Gerry McGee and his wife Mona appre-
ciate the view, but their attention these past 35
years has focused mainly on family and farming.

Since the Edmonton Farmfair International exhi-
bition held in November of this year, the proof they
have done quite a few things right was tangible and
real.

With daughter Tammi at the halter, two-year-old
Salers male- Superstar S1 walked off with top hon-
ors and the top selling price at this year's event, cap-
ping a lifetime of prize winning at local and
regional competitions, which began for Salers as a
calf at his mother’s side.

The McGees, with their three daughters, Joanne,
Christine and Tammi, are familiar figures at fairs
and 4H events. Their expertise at preparing, fitting
and exhibiting has played a major role in promot-
ing the Salers breed in the province and beyond.

“I recognized this calf was extra special as soon
as he was born,” recalled McGee. “Now, at two years

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Mona and Gerry dy frame. Their daily rate of gain is the

same, or better, than most beef breeds and

they carry very little fat, resulting in high-
er yield compared to live weight. Still popular in
France where the breed is used in dual-purpose op-
erations, (producing both milk and beef) the ani-
mals are larger, but the North American variety
while a bit smaller, is an efficient meat producer.
Salers breeders are more numerous in western
Canada and the USA but with this important win by
a Quebec bred sire, breeders outside this province
now have another source for quality herd -sire pro-
grams.

“I have to emphasize how important the partici-
pation of the whole family has been. The girls have
always been willing and supportive in our efforts
here on the farm, which include such things as
mucking out the stable, feeding, fencing and all the
daily, routine tasks required to keep a farming op-
eration going. They have always been the showper-
sons through the years and Tammi is the one who
put Superstar through his paces at Edmonton,
putting Quebec bred and raised Salers firmly on the
Canadian map of breeders of quality beef cattle.
Mona and I are very proud of our daughters,”
McGee was quick to add, his pride glowing, emo-
tions running on high.

The McGees are recognized as outstanding breed-
ers throughout the province and now across Cana-
da since they began with one half-bred Salers heifer
years ago. With a room full of trophies, ribbons and
banners, and three daughters whose love and sup-
port seems unshakable, the Windbec Farm tradi-
tions of a family working together and succeeding
is sure to bring home more laurels and awards.

Beware of holiday
fraudsters

he holiday season is a time of giving and a time

hen some people seek to take advantage of that

generous spirit. Bogus charities or individuals false-

ly representing legitimate charities bilk Canadians

of their hard earned money and often leave them humili-

ated. They also harm the real charities out there, which

rely heavily on generous donations to carry out respectable
work.

In a recent press release the Canadian Cancer Society
(CCS) warned the public that there are no active door-to-
door campaigns underway in the Eastern Townships.
Fraudsters who are canvassing for donations for the CCS
have no authorization to do so. The only sanctioned cam-
paigns are the Relay for Life (Relais pour la vie) or Daffodil
Days (Jours de la jonquille).

The warning from the SCC is a reminder that the public
needs to be diligent and cautious. There are essentially
three steps in the battle against fraud, according to RCMP's
Phonebusters website, www.phonebusters.com. Recognize
It, Report It and Stop It.

Taking a few steps can keep you from becoming a victim
of fraud.

-Crosscheck charities before donating to be sure they ac-
tually exist. Some fraudulent groups use very similar
names to well known charities.

-Check to see if a canvasser for a charity has valid identi-
fication indicating they represent the organization they
are collecting for or call the charity the person claims to
represent to see if that charity is canvassing in the area.

-Make sure you are given a valid receipt with a valid
charitable tax number for the designated charity. Regis-
tered charities have a specific registration number that
must appear on donation receipts. This number or their
name can be checked on the Canada Revenue Agency web-
site.

The Canada Revenue Agency website, www.cra-arc.gc.ca,
has a section entitled Charities and Giving which provides
information about legitimate charities and a list of valid
registered charities. The phonebusters website offers a list
of the current known scams in an effort to educate the
public.

If you ever feel unsure about making a donation post-
pone it until you have researched the charity fully. Ask for
written information, a phone number or a website where
you can learn more. You can also call the nearest police
agency to make sure the person collecting is associated
with a legitimate charity.

Suspicious requests for donations can be reported to the
local police, or the commercial crime section of the RCMP
online at www.phonebusters.com or by calling toll free 1-
888-495-8501. To find out about approved local campaigns
from the Canadian Cancer Society, call 819-562-8869.

Every once in a while she would
come across an item which she thought couldn’t wait
for him to get to and she would read aloud to my grand-
father that so and so had died suddenly or that this
event was taking place. Based on that information
sometimes decisions were made, “We won't be able to
g0 to Granby Saturday; we’ll have to go to that funeral in
Sutton.”

In 1947 I was sitting by the fireplace in my grandpar-
ents’ living room looking at pictures (I couldn't read yet)
in The Record. It was a pecking order thing - my turn to
have the paper as everyone else had finished with it. A
skater named Barbara Ann Scott had just won the World
Figure Skating Championships award and it was all over
the news. I was into skating on the frozen bog across the
road at the time and was fascinated with news of this
skater’s success. I wondered whether I'd be able to
watch her in action.

“She lives in a place called Ottawa,” I said. “Do you
think we’ll ever go there?”

“Oh, no," my grandmother came back. “Ottawa is a
long way from Knowlton. We won't be going there.”

It's quick & easy and... there

we're moving to Ottawa,” I was informed.

So you see, when I approached The

Record, I didn’t just choose any old paper. I had a histo-

ry and a connection going back to the 1940’s with this
publication.

That connection was picked up again years later
when [ became interested in genealogy. I discovered the
valuable information to be gleaned from shoe boxes and
albums full of clippings saved over the years. I have
much gratitude for the kind ladies who have allowed
me to go through their clippings and copy them - in
particular ladies such as Berna Whitman Durrell, Ruth
Hastings and Mildred Heckley.

Through these clippings I have read descriptions of
family weddings. anniversaries and funerals. I've
learned who played the organ at weddings, gifts that
were received, names of poll bearers at funerals (there-
fore who close friends were) and I've learned more about
who my people were and about their characteristics.
This has been important in gathering information for
my book, My Father’s People, which is written but not
yet published. I'll continue to visit the Townships and
continue to have adventures to report to you.

The working
face of poverty

e face of poverty is changing in Estrie, says Gilles
uquette, director of the Estrie food bank. He said
this year Moisson Estrie received 15 additional fami-
lies requesting food aid each day in December com-
pared to last year - 62 families on some days.

The new requests represent a changing demographic, he
said, and he anticipates 2009 will bring more working poor to
the food bank for support, especially people working at min-
imum wage and those on pensions.

“Higher living costs, especially food costs, have had a real
impact on those with a lower income,” Duquette said yester-
day.

The high demand in Estrie is echoed in empty store-rooms
across Canada, as food banks struggle to keep up with bur-
geoning demand.

Food Banks Canada reported over 700,000 people sought
food banks each month this year in Canada, and more than a
third of those were children - numbers that increased this De-
cember.

The organization is lobbying the federal government to
create a national poverty-reduction strategy, and quadruple
the child tax benefit to $5000 per child a year.

Food Bank Canada’s Hunger Count 2008 report shows the
number of working poor turning to food banks is the highest
on record. It suggests income has been diverted to cover
health costs no longer provided as benefits in positions like
retail jobs.

Duquette said while 90 per cent of their clientele is on so-
cial assistance, they have changed their approach this year as
the working poor have increasingly made use of their ser-
vices.

“We knew there was going to be an increase this holiday
seasons with all the talk of the financial crisis,” he said.

He said their donations have not dropped because of the
crisis, and letters of encouragement have doubled.

“Some people write words of encouragement or say they
wished they could donate more,” he said.

Throughout the year, four food bank staff members meet
with clients to help deal with stress and determine how to
meet their needs, he said. He said that often food bank
clients will suffer from feelings of exclusion created by ad-
vertisements showing abundance, especially at Christmas.

“I always say, we want people to feel as good about their
meetings with the staff members as they do about the food,"
Duquette said.

The increased demand on food banks is especially visible
in Memphrémagog where recent layoffs have affected people
in the region, said Andre Chartier, director of the Memphré-
magog food bank.

He said last December they delivered 425 food boxes the
weekend before Christmas; this year the number grew to 490.

“With the increase in food and power costs, even people
working at $9-$10 an hour are experiencing difficulties typ-
ing up their budget at the end of the month,” Chartier said.

He said that people are forced to cut down on food costs
when other expenses are not flexible.

“I had a guy come here who was paying a $400 a month
lease for a Chevy Impala, a lease that he could afford when he
bought the truck, but not anymore."

He said he believes demand on the Banque Alimentaire
Memphrémagog will continue in 2009 until people can re-
gain their footing in a stronger economy.

Blanced budget earlier than expected for UofS

Sherbrooke—The University of Sher-
brooke is back in the black, and sooner
than anticipated, notes the board of
the university which adopted its finan-
cial statements for 2007-2008 this
week.

“A return to a balance came a year
earlier than anticipated can be ex-
plained by record growth in the num-
ber of students and research activities
over the past eight years, new govern-

ment investments in universities, as
well as major efforts by all faculties
and services” said professor Alain Web-
ster, vice-rector in charge of adminis-
tration and sustainable development.

With revenues totaling $285.7 mil-
lion and expenses limited to $285 mil-
lion, the university ended the financial
year with a surplus of $683,000.

The university's accumulated deficit
was therefore reduced to $14.3 million

which corresponds to five per cent of
revenues - a rate that is much smaller
than in comparable universities, notes
a press release.

“The university’s financial health
constitutes a solid and responsible
basis for its continued development,”
said rector Bruno-Marie Béchard.

t was a day of both highs and lows
for the Magog Cantonniers on Sun-
day.

The ‘Canes’ power play, which has
ranked towards the bottom of the
league all season long, was the differ-
ence in their 3-2 win. Eric Staal had a
pair of power-play goals for Carolina
who took advantage of the penalties.

Joe Corvo added the Hurricanes’
third goal on the man advantage while

The Canadi-
ens pushed four pucks over the goal line
but were only credited for two, losing
one on a quick whistle while the other
was called back for a Canes penalty.

Playing their third game in four days
the Habs fell behind 1-0 early on Sam-
sonov's fifth of the season. D'Agostini
and Lang each scored for the Canadiens
while Staal scored in regulation and
Tuomo Ruutu in OT for the Hurricanes.

The Canadiens have five days off be-
fore playing on December 27th against
the Pittsburgh Penguins.

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The concertina
came in double

There is a play that is called a con-
certina in some quarters. At trick 13, de-
clarer leads a side-suit loser that is
taken by both defenders, one with his
winner in this suit and the other with a
trump. Declarer has squeezed his two
losers, one in the side suit and one in
trumps, into one.

This deal is an impressive extension
of this technique. Look at the North-
South hands. You are the declarer in
four hearts. West leads the spade king.
How many losers do you have?

West used a Michaels Cue-Bid, show-
ing at least 5-5 in spades and either
minor. North's two-spade cue-bid
promised three-plus hearts and game-
invitational values or more. South
signed off in three hearts, but North,
with 13 points, moved on to game.

Peeking at the full deal, you can see
lots of losers in your hand: two spades,
two hearts and two clubs. But do not
give up. Take the first trick (if you duck,
West can shift with effect to a club) and
cash your two top hearts, getting the
bad news. Now play off dummy's dia-
mond winners and ruff a diamond in

your hand. Then concede a spade trick
to West. Let’s suppose he plays another
spade. Trump on the board, ruff anoth-
er diamond, cross to dummy with a
club, and trump the last diamond. You
have taken one spade, two hearts, two
diamonds, one club, one spade ruff on
the board and three diamond ruffs in
your hand: a total of 10 tricks. It is trick
12 and you lead a club. West has two
club winners and East has two trumps;
they both take the last two tricks: a dou-
ble concertina.
