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Waste water treatment
project for Hemmingford
Beauharnois-Huntingdon

MNA André Chenail has
announced that Quebec En-
vironment Minister Pierre
Paradis has accepted to de-
vote an initial budget of
$94,835 towards a prelimi-
nary study for a waste water
treatment project for
Hemmingford.

The global amountof the
study will be $200,000, of
which$190,000(95 percent)
will be defrayed bythe Pro-
vincial government and
$10,000 (5 percent) by the
Town.

This decision derivesfrom
a recommendation from a
co-ordinating committee on

whichsittworepresentatives
of the municipality, a con-
sultant, a delegate from the
Environment Ministry and

CVR

the manager of Quebec
Water Treatment Society
projects.
Theincreaseofthe budgets

in relation to the initial costs
will permit preliminary
studies to continue and be
completed. The estimate of
construction costs are higher
than originally forecast, and
the costs of Stage 2 of pre-
liminary studies have in-
creased as the result of a
study of an alternate plan
that included the couplingof
golf and camping.

Itis to be remembered that
as soon as the studies are
completed, the Provincial
government and the Town
of Hemmingford will make
known the amountofmoney
necessary for the second

phase. That stage includes
repair work on a drainage
system and the interception

and treatment of waste wa-
ter.
The Town and the Pro-

vincial government will then
sign a second contract out-
lining the required work,
construction costs and the
deadline for completing the
work. This phase will take
into account the annual
budget authorized for the
Quebec water treatment

program.

Minister Paradis is con-
scious ofthe importance of
being aware of all the perti-
nent facts connected to the
Hemmingford water treat-
ment before proceeding to
the final phase. That's why
he accepted the increase in
the preliminary budget study
recommended by the
project’s co-ordination
committee.

Two projects for housing
handicapped people in
Huntingdon were defeated
last Friday when a sufficient
number of residents signed
the register at City Hall op-
posing both plans.
Only 21 signatures were

required todefeat the project
for Poirier Street facilities
forhandicapped people who
can walk with guidance. By
5 p.m. Friday, almost twice
that number were officially
recorded. The final total was
39.
Similarly, 53 signatures

were need to defeat the
Wellington Street project
designed to benefit handi-
capped people who are con-
fined to wheelchairs or hos-
pital beds. With two hours
remaining before deadline,
61 signatures were received.
Finally tally was 69.

“Well,that’s two projects
out of sight,” summed up
Mayor Gérald Brisebois af-
terwards. “It’s a very touchy
subject. Idon’tknow why so
many people were againstit,
but that’s the privilege of
democracy.”

Alderman Francine
Lalonde said the outcome
was “sad... but maybe we

can re-study the plan and
install it elsewhere in town.
Perhaps it was too close to
the railroad tracks and the
Huntingdon factory.”

Fellow Councillor André
Brunette was also disap-
pointed. “You or I could
become paraplegic tomor-
row,andwhatwould become
of us?" he asked a reporter.

defensive driving; loading
and unloading procedures,
and emergency procedures.
Dawson says that there

have been no serious
school bus accidents in the
Valley since a young boy
waskilled in Howick some
10 years ago when ge
walked in front of the bus
to cross the street and was
struck by a car with
Ontario license plates that
was trying to pass the bus.
But an ounce of

prevention is worth a
pound of cure. Behavior
of students on the bus is of
paramount importance in
cutting down the accident
possibility. Last year a
student vandalized a
Transport Quebec truck by
throwing a quarter out a
bus window. “We need
parental co-operation to
enforce discipline,”
Dawson says.
She says she is trying to

obtain a copy of a video
she once saw outlining
behavior psychology. She
says she would like to see
every child at the
elementary school level
with a pack sack or
handbag containing
belongings.
“This is much safer than

climbing aboard the bus
with loose tennis balls or
hockey cards,” she
explains. How so?
Students should not have

their arms full,” Dawson
said. “Loose papers and
equipment should be in a
closed zippered bag. In
Hull, a boy was carrying
hockey cards. He dropped
them and bent down to
pick them up. The driver
couldn’t see him and ran
over him.”

She said that at CVR a
new agenda book outlining
transportation rules and
regulations will be
distributed to all students;
“and these rules nust be
strictly adhered to,”
Dawson added.

11 stipulates that students
are not permitted to get off
the bus at any other place
except school or home,
unless there is a note
signed by a parent and co-
signed by an
administrative staff
member.

II also reminds students
and parents that “any
student may lose the
privilege of bus service for
failure to abide by school
rules regarding conduct on
buses. Smoking is not
permitted. The school has
the final authority in
assigning students to a
particular school bus or
seat in a school bus.”
A sign installed at the

front of each of the
Board's 14 school buses
notifies sudents that they
must respect the following
rules: 1. Obey driver; 2

Be on time: 3. Show LE.if
requested; 4. Sit in
assigned seat; 5. Remain
seated at all times; 6. No
loud behavior, no bad
language, no pushing or
shoving or no throwing
objects; 7. All breaking of
rules must be reported to
school administration; 8.
No smoking. “Poor
behavior is a safety hazard
and can cause drivers
problems,” Dawson
cautions.
Getting back to the

drivers, Dawson says that
“they are expected to be
superhuman people. Even
teachers don’t have that
type of responsibility. The
drivers are expected to
drive safely and cope with
problems aboard the
school bus at the same
time. They try to keep
discipline and order, and I
admire them.
“Very few of them drive

buses for a living. They
love the kids and they
enjoy working with them.
At Christmas some of the
drivers even give treats to
the students they transport.
In the Valley they give out
chocolate bars, drinks or
bags of chips, which they
pay for out of their own
pockets.
“They do a lot of nice

things for the students. At
the start of the school year
some of our Chateauguay
Valley drivers even call
each student individually,
and personally advise
them of the time
schedule.”
Would the drivers

welcome bus monitors to
lessen the burden on them?
“Some would but others

would like to be in
complete control of their
buses,” she said. “Perhaps
we could try it on a few
runs and then assess its
effectiveness. The
possibility of volunteer
monitors was raised last
spring, and the Parents
Committee was supposed
to put it in writing and
submit it to the Board's
transportation committee.”
But Dawson says

although monitors would
probably be well received
by the Transco bus
company in Chateauguay,
for one, monitors might
not be necessary in smaller
country municipalities
such as Franklin “where
drivers know the kids and
parents and where there is
a friendlier co-operative
attitude among students”
as a result.
Dawson says that cars

failing to stop for buses
with flashing lignts and
warning arms extended
present “the most
dangerous aspect” of
school bus safety.
Along those lines she

commended the Sureté du
Québec detachment in Ste-
Martine which always
reacts “when we report an
infraction after a bus driver
radios us with the license
number of an offender.
But it’s impossible for
police to give a ticket
unless they catch the
infraction themselves.”
Passing a parked school
bus with its red lights
flashing is punishable by
nine demerit points, she
points out.
She says that if there is a

rash of such infractions,
police sometimes keep
watch in unmarked cars,
especially on Route 138
between Ormstown and
Howick. The most
common violation occurs
when there is a highway
with a grass median in
between. “Vehicles must
stop in both directions,”
she says. “This ruling was
clarified after a St. Bruno
incident 20 years ago.”
According to Dawson,

school buses in towns must
be flush against the curb
when letting off
passengers. Motorists or
bus drivers violating the
rules should be reported to
her at 829-2381. Defects
on buses, such as lights
which fail to flash, should
also be reported. The
lights’ functional
capabilities are supposed
to be checked every
morning before each bus
hits the road.

In what way?
“Teachers will regularly

lookoverstudentreports and
see how they are progress-
ing,’ he informed. “But the

reason for this is not only
academic. It will serve as
anotherway to spot astudent
in trouble. The mentor will
work closely with student
services which will provide
a drop-in centre in conjunc-
tion with the school nurse,

social worker and pastoral
animators.”’
Rennie says the program

is an off-shoot from last
year’s stopgap Grade 9
mentoring program which
involved teacher volunteers
who would take on a group
of three students who were
in academic difficulty. But
now the program would be
extended to encompass stu-
dents who may be sick,
abused or notableto afford
to buy lunch.
“Telling a student he or

she mighthave to repeat the
year or putting him or her on
trial doesn’t achieve a thing.
Every child who is deemed
in need ofa mentor must see
that person onaregularbasis
throughoutthe school year.

“Mentorswill be recruited

on a volunteer basis,”’
Rennie said. “We are also
ready to entertain the idea of
usingnon-teachervolunteers
but a certain screening pro-
cess will be required.’

In conjunction with this
project is an attempt for a
greater global co-ordinating
of all the services available
to the student, Rennie said.
These services include the
CLSC, churches, etc. with
the school playingthe role of
co-ordinator.
“These services must be

made known to the stu-
dents,”” Rennie said.
“Sometimesa little friendly
persuasion is needed. That's
where the volunteer comes
in.”
Rennie said that CVR this

year will entertain its first
bilingual programclass. “It’s
the same class | initiated in
kindergarten at Ormstown
Elementary,”" he said. “Un-

fortunately, there are not
enough pupils to initiate a
full bilingual program.
“In my opinion,the exist-

ing program (80 percent
English, 20 percent French)
more than meets the needs.

Hesaidahighercontentof
French will be offered to
parents of children in ex-
tended Cycle I. “It will be
made available to anyone as
it will be offered toabroader
spectrum of students,” he
said.
Dueto an enrolmentin-

crease of 75 students over
last year, Rennie says CVR
has received permission
from the Protestant School
Board of Châteauguay Val-
ley to add five more bodies
to its teaching staff.
“We’ll add a full-time re-

source teacher, one in sci-
ence, one in the CycleI re-
source area,one intechnical-
vocational and one in the
alternate programsarea,’’ he
said. Names of personnel
were to be confirmed this
week prior to the start of
classes next Monday.

Possible field trips for the
1992-93 school year in-
cluded an exchange trip to
Saskatchewan; a jaunt to
Cape Breton, N.S. in the
context of Canada’s 125th
birthday, and a Ski Week in
the Laurentians.
Rennie stressed that the

latter would not be restricted
to elite skiers and would
contain an “alternate
schooling’’ feature which
would see students in shifts
“being taught a half-day in
their subject area, making
use of the local setting.”

Then they would spend the
other half-day on the slopes.
“The teachers’ abilities

will be put to the test,” he
noted. “Atnight the students
will be required to do two
hours of supervised home-
work to keep up their
schooling. When theyretum
home,theycould beaskedto
write anovelette relating the
experience.It’s a super pro-
gram.’’ Paul Buchanan has
already beendelegatedasthe
man in charge.

Allinall,however,Rennie
is working towards methods
of developing “improved
studentresults. We need to
find new ways and means of
keepingstudents in school,
he said. “My philosophy iis
that public schoolis for ev-
erybody. Thereforeeveryone
must feel part of the school
which, in tum, must supply
something for them.” —

Another innovation is an

agendabook that will be dis-
tributed to all students. Paid

for from student assessment

fees, the agenda book can be

usedfortimetabling courses.
It also contains a wealth of

valuable information to par-
ents and studentsalike, such

as rules for winter evacua-
