A TERRIBLE AVALANCIPE.
A Town Buricd in SnowGreat Loss of

Life.
Satyr LAKE, January 16.—Snow has fallen

alwost continually in Wahsatch about the heads
of Little and Big Cotton Woods sine Christmas,
The mountains surrounding theming district
of Alta are steep and high and trees have been
cut off. The tramway sheds of the Wahsatech
and Jordan Valley Railway have been swept
away at several places for five miles below Alta,
rendering ingress or egress almost impossible,
Two weeks ago a snow-slide carried away a man
named Darley. A continuous storm increased
in fury with the opening of last week. Ou
Wednesday night snow fell in slects, and
the wind became a luuricane. A slide
carried away the flagstatt over a house and
400 feet of railroad sheds were swept
across Flat Creek to opposite the moun-
tam. Lately another slide passed over
Victoria nnd Imperial House, burving two meu
who dug their way out in ten hours. Con-
tinuing it swept away Grizzely boarding house,
in which were Mr. and Mrs. Jonathan Hosking,
and four children, Charles Simons, Robert
Howarth, sud Evan Morris, Of these, Mrs.
Hoskins and daughter, Jane Howarth, and
Morris, were killed, Another slide smashed
and buried the Toledo Works, and a boarding
house, killing Charles Barbridge, and Frank
Daporte. On ‘Fhursday and Friday, work
stopped at the principal mine, and wany men
left for the valley. The storm continued and
increased in fury, the wind blowing a gale and
piling snow just over the crest of the hill north
of Alta on all sides.

Mr. Parnell's
friends intimate that obstruction this session
is intended to take the form not
so muchoffilibustering as the prolongation of
the discussion. It is known that the Govern-

There is much whispering among dry-goods
merchauts concerning the manner in which
some of the contracts to supply next summer's
clothing to the police were let by the Police
Committee at their meeting ou the 29th ult. It
is said that Mr. Thomas l’atton, who got most
of the contracts this year as well as in former
years, Teceives them through a system of favor.
itism practised towards him. The well-known
fact that Ald. Grenier, a wholesale dry-gomls
merchant, is in the habit of supplying Mr. Pat.
ton, a vlothier, with his cloth goods, taken in
connection with the actions of the former gentle.
man at the meeting of the Committee, is very
suggestive, and makes an airing of the matter
not out ofplace. The following are factsélicited
from an examination of the reports of the meet-
ing and statements made by gentlemen con-
cerned, who have been interviewed.

R. J. Inglis claims that he tendered to supply
the lot for 3100, but his samples were not con-
sidered, it being said that his tender was not
put in in the necessary form. Of course he.
sides the prices the quality, color, workman-
ship, ete., of the goods offered was to be consi-
dered.

Messrs. J. & E. McEntyre, on being inter-
viewed, sald that the system of contract by
tender as practised in the Committee was a
perfect farce. It was a foregone conclusion
whose tenders would be received. Mr. Patton
had only to get a tie vote and he got the con-
tract. The same system had been in operation
for years and everybody knew it. They had
tendered every season for at least half-a-dozen
years past and never got any contract and
never expected to get any while the present
system of favoritism lasted. II they were to
send in samples of broadcloth and Mr. Patton
of gray frieze, both at tho same price, Mr.
Patton's samples would be accepted. They
would haye had a reasonable profit on their
goods if their tenders had been received. It
was well-known that the workmanship ou
their clothes was far superior to that
on Mr. Patton's, while the material they used
was much better, and the prices asked generally
lower. The police ofMontreal were more poorly
clothed than those of any other city they knew,
and it was time the press and Corporation took
up the matter, and saw that they were better
clad.

Mr. Labonte said that he tendered to supply
the men’s pantaloons, not in the least expecting
to get the contract, and his expectations were
realized. Tt was well-known how the contracts
were let, but he would not complain: Mr. Pat-
ton was welcome to the contracts.

Mr. R. J. Inglis claims that he has been in
the habit of putting in tenders for half-a-dozen
years past, In every case but once lower
than Mr, Patton's. He had never gob any con-
tract before, and knowing all about the system
of favoring Mr. Patton, never expected'io get
any, and was much surprised to get the ser-
graut’s coats this year, even although his tender
was so much lower than Mr. Patton's.

GERMANY AND TUEJEWS.
The Jewish Question in Germany as it

Appears 10 A Distinguished Profes-
sor of Geneva.

Professor Carl Vout, of Geueva, writes as fol-
lows in the Frankfurter Zsitung concerning
the Jewish persecution mow going en in Gere
wany:
* Wherever 1 met with Jews T found their

cqudnet no life the same. They are 1udustrious,
intelligent, frugal, at times to excess, chutita-
ble, bitte disposed to violence or crimes aud nut
addicted to drink. They arcaccused oflacking
dignity, of being obsequious aud cunning in
trade. Ou the whole they have the good ual
ities qud ‘faults of highly avilized nations.
The picture which Europe would present if jwo-
pledexqlusively byIsraelites would bea strange
one, 1ere would be no wars, aud conxequent-
ly the moral sense would not be so frequently
outraged as 1t nowis; millions of men would
not Le taken from the plough, the wirkshop and
the counting house to bleed in buttle ; public
debts und taxes would decrease ; sciences, letlers
and arts—especially music—would be highly
cultivated ; industry and commerce would flour-
ish ; felonious assaults would be ofrare occur-
rence und crimes against property seldom
accompanied by violence ; owing to the effect of
gun and regular labor combined with econo-
y wealth would largely accumulate—wealth

that would be devoted to noble charities ; there
would be no conflicts between church and state,
except perhaps in affairs of little import ; Lut
unfortuntasly thisie ‘wouldbe considerablebri.
bery and little firmness exercised by public
_officers. Marriages would be frequent, vontract-
ed early in life and y respected. Asa
natural result the evils produced by immorality
would be almost uakoown. These characteris.
tics,together with a few good hygienic rules,
would produce a beautiful and healthial people.
Births would be numerous, the average dura-
tion of life would be longer, and the population
would rapidlyincrease.
“No great effort of the imagination is re-

quired in drawing the foregoing sketch, as 1 is
founded upon well established facts. Bur |
hasten to add that a commonwealth thus formed

‘would lack vitality. Ifonly a few of the de-
scendants of the ancient Greeks or Lomans, the
Cantabues or Celts, the Teutons, Slavs or Huns
were left in Europe or the adjacent countriesthen
the immense Israeltish population which we
imagined would soon be subjugated, rrushed
and plundered. The greater their wealth the
quicker their pillage. The more beautiful the
race the soouer would they be treated like the
Circassian women and the young prisoners who
once sat in Babylon and wept. }n short, the
supposition of a large, highly civiliged—i. e.,
very humane, very meek, very intelligent and
very rich—population, without plumlerers and
despots taking advautage of it, isas little in
accord with known facts as the hypothesis of a
continent inhabited by herbivorous animals
without birds ur beasts of prey. (ine could cob-
struct theoretically a highly civilized common.
wealth having nothing in common with barba-
nism: but this would not be a pertent state, for
such a society could not offer anyresistance.

** How can we account for the fact that this
small, world-wide scattered Jewish community
possesses virtues aud vices which so admirably
represent a progressive state of civilization!
Certainly uot by the usual theories of phuloso-
phers aud historians,
“If religion alone would determine the

character of Jew and Gentile, we might expect
to find the reverse of what we really see. The
Israelites follow the Old, the Christians the
New Testament. The Old Testament promotes
roughuess of manner aml injustice in <1itain
respects ; it represents God as an avenger who
punishes future generations for the wrougs of a
father ; a God who has chosen one people and
neglects all others. The new Testament breathes
a spirit of milduess, benevolence and humility ;
it represents God as good, gracious and compas-
sionate ; He embraces as as children all wen
without regard to race or creed ; kiuduess and
meckuess are recommendedeven to exaggeration,
as in the commaudment,®‘ Resist not evil ; but
whosoever shall smite thee on the nght cheek,
turn to him the other also.’

** But it is the Jew who is humble, oven to
the extent of obeying this exacting command ;
while the Christians are frequently high handed,
violent, intolerant and excessively severe in
their laws. Now, if religion alone hadeducated
these nations the Jews would he violent aud the
Christians submissive. But the facts are dif-
ferent, 7
“1tis asserted that the Jews are submis-

sive, distrustful, saving and attached to thelr
own race because they have suffered persecution
for so long a time. But many Christian nations
have also been ted, aud in many ways
oppressed, yet they have always attempted to
rebel under such circumstances. ©The Jews have
suffered and were silent, while the Christians
whether Spaniards under the Arabs, or Poles, or
lrish, or any other nationslity—acted quite
differently whenever they considered themselves
oppressed or could find cause for complaint.

lie comparative good will of the Israelites is
therefore nat to be attributed to their religion
or treatment. Natural history only is able to
solve the riddle.
“The Jewish is one of the oldest cultured

ations that never intermingled with others:
During the brutal violence of the Middle Age
the Jews invented commercial intercourse which
united the nations, as is evidenced by the in.
troduction of bills of exchange. They fostered
the arts and sciences. Alre two thousand
years ago they had a remarkable mora} sndin
tellectual knowl which tradition ‘has pre-
served and improved, ft in apite of their general
dispersion the isolation of the race was not
checked. Thus we find that nn Israelite, if he
resembles his great grandfathr a still more
remote ancestor, uevertheless the
virtues and vices of a civilized man and gt the

But how could a small
minority succeed in this if vot edowned with
superior intellectual powers and a larger amount
of endurance and energy in all undertakinge ?
The Jews hold mors offices, count more lawyers
and physicians among their ranks than their
entire number in proportion to the general po-
pulation justify. Very likely. Bat viewing
the decided aversion exhibited toward them by
many governments it is a clear proof at once
that they are more capable and know how to
make the best use of their capacities. The en-
tire wealth of the nation will in course of time
fall into their hands. Probable ; in fact there
is no doubt about it, for they do not like you,
get drunk, do not spend more money than they
have: they are saving, domesticated, lead a
blameless family life, labor uninterruptedly—
early and late—and with intelligence. How
could success fail them ? Go and do likewise
and you will alsa wet rich, But no! Condotle
is quate right. The dark spirit of your barbe-
rous ancestors is still stirring within you, to
waylay aud rob the peaceful merchant on the
high road. :

This dog-
gerel blossom of barbarism, fonging afterprunder
and strife, had to burst, and it is a mistaken
belief that the party of progress and the
of secession are powefful enough to shake
You hear them even boast of their barbarism !
About this as well as aboutmany other blossoms
of barbarism Hilleliand will have to continue to
blush, for the Yuden hetze will not be the last
act. Thelawsof nature cannot be evaded, but
must take their r course. If au enemy of
Germany had ofbored& prize for the best answer
to the following question : ‘What has to be donc
to bring upon Germany the greatest possible
injury from abroad without any recompense at
home? then Messrs. Treitschker, Stoecker and
their consorts would no doubt have carried the
prize.
