News By the “ Africa.”—We yesterday after­
noon received our English letters and files, bv 
the “ Africa,” which left Liverpool on the 30th 
ultimo and reached New York early on Thurs­
day morning. The news brought by her is of no 
great interest. The solution of the “ Turkish 
question” appears to be very much in statu quo 
(lute the occupation of the Danubiau provinces 
by the Russians—we give the following ex­
tracts from the latest English papers :_

(El ont the London Globe, July 29. j 
FRANCE.

Paris, Thursday Evening.—The Siecle of this 
morning has a leading article, which woulu have 
alarmed the peace party very much, if the recent 
mistakes made by that jutirnal in its news had 
not injured its credit. The article begins by 
stating that, yesterday morning at half-past nine, 
a messenger arrived from London at the English 
Embassy with despatches of very great impor­
tance, which wete immediately sent down to 
Lord Cowley at Chantilly, his summer residence ; 
that Lord Cowley came up to Paris, and had à 
long cuuterence at 2 o’clock with M. Drouyn de 
Lhuys, &c. ; and then the Siecle goes on to say 
upon the authority of a London correspondence, 
in which it places full confidence, that the Engl 
lish government has proposed to that of France 
to state explicitly to the Emperor of Russia that 
the evacuation of the Principalities must be the 
basis of any negotiation, and that the two go­
vernments have given orders to their fleets to 
pass the Dardanelles, but not to undertake any 
warlike operations without fresh instructions.

Now, the fact is, that no despatches arrived at 
the English Embassy yesterday morning, and 
Lord Cowley did not come from Chantilly to 
confer with M. Drouyn de Lhuys, for his lordship 
was not at Chantilly. He was not to arrive from 
England till last night, and he is not vet come 
to Paris.

There does not appear to be any foundation for 
the alarming reports that are current. Up to 
this moment all the accounts from the East and 
the North are of a pacific character, but full reli­
ance must not be placed upon them either. A 
telegraphic despatch from Marseilles dated yes­
terday, and hawked about the Bourse to-day, 
says, “We receive the most positive news of an 
arrangement to the satisfaction of all parties. 
The mediation of Austria lias been accepted ; 

only slight modifications, which require only the 
ratification of the English and French govern­
ments, have been made in it.” The despatch does 
not say where this news comes from, but there is 
another from Constantinople of the 20th to nearly 
the same effect.

An official gentleman here has received a letter 
from Bucharest. It says We have not less than 
75,000 Russians close to this town. They are fine 
looking fellows, but we should wish to see their 
backs turned towards us.”

The Funds have been very heavy to-day, but 
with very little variation on the prices of yes­
terday.

M. York, the contractor for the Crystal Palace 
and M. Derouville, the director of the Company’ 
were yesterday commanded to wait upon the Em­
peror at St. Cloud, and to bring with them the 
plans of the building. They were received in a 
very kind manner by thé Emperor, and when the 
plans were spread out the Emperor called out 
Eugenie, and the Empress entered from an adjoin­
ing room. She then took a chair at the table, and 
with the Emperor went through, for more than an 
hour, the whole of the plans, every now amt then 
expressing gratification and saying something 
agreeable to the contractor, who is in fact the 
author of the plans. The Emperor did the same, 
and the manner of both was kind, encouraging 
and unaffected throughout the interview. It is’ 
impossible, for these gentlemen, to find a more 
interesting lady than the Empress.

The preparations for the fetes on the 15th are 
going on extensively and rapidly. There is, how­
ever, an absurd paragraph in the Constitutionnel 
about the demands for apartments for the occa­
sion. That journal tells us that some of the hotel 
keepers have been obliged to put up tents in their 
yards, for the accommodation of extra customers. 
From what I hear, I do not believe that as yet a 
hundred rooms in all Paris have been engaged 
beforehand.

TURKEY.
On the 16th, the fleets of Great Britain and 

France remained in the positions they occupied 
on the 11th, in Besika Bay.

Admiral Hamelin arrived on board the Pluton, 
and on the 14th instant, Admiral LaSusse resign­
ed his command to that officer.

. The French three-decker Friedland, which ar­
rived on the lSth, takes the place of the Monte­
bello, which returns to Toulon.

The latest accounts from Constantinople state 
that a proclamation from the Ottoman govern 
ment to all Mussulmans was soon expected toap- 
Pear- The armaments continued with the same 
activity. The contingents ofTunis and Tripoli, 
calculated at 20,000 men, were expected. Abbas 
Pasha had placed at the disposal ot the Sultan 14 
ships of war (four of which are steamers], 15,000 
men, and a sum amounting to 25,000,000 of pias­
tres. Three Egyptian transports had arrived at 
Constantinople with a part of the tioops. The 
Porte had decidedly refused the offers of service 
of the refugees, and had only accepted a small 
number of foreigners.

A letter from Smyrna of the 17th, in a Mar­
seilles journal, announces the departure ot Ali 
Pacha, the late Governor, after receiving an ad­
dress from the European colony. On the day on 
which he left, the Consuls displayed their flags, 
and the vessels of war flred a’ sa'lute—with the 
exception however of the Austrian Consul, and 
the Commander of the Austrian vessel. The 
letter then proceeds to say The investigation 
into the assassination of Baron d’Adelbergis ter­
minated. All the accused have connived to 
evade arrest. The Austrian Consul,M. Wekbec- 
ker, insisted that the chiefs of the emigration 
ihould be bastinadoed ; but His Excellency Che- 
:ib-Effendi refused, saying ‘ if they be guilty they 
vill be prosecuted, if innocent, what is the use 
if this cruelty ?’ The arrest of a Hungarian re- 
ugee at Beyrouth, which took place recently, 
iearly gave rise to scenes as deplorable as those 
tf Smyrna :—‘‘The refugee, accompanied by his 
vife and his children, embarked on board the 
Austrian steamer the Lloyds. The captain im- 
uediately signified to him in the name of the 
’onsul that he arrested him and would convey 
tim to Trieste. The Hungarian protested ; and 
hen appearing to submit to his destiny, he with- 
rew to a corner, and waiting until he saw that 
,e was not watched, threw himself into the sea.

There is no middle course; for we have Lord 
Clarendon’s direct assurance that, as regaid.- 
making a bargain about Russia evacuating the 
Principalities, “ we shall do nothing of the sort.” 
Until, therefore, we see some official document 
with the signature of M. Drouyn de Lhuys, or of 
Lord Clarendon, contradicting all that they have 
officially stated in the face of Europe, we must 
take leave to disbelieve the various speculations 
so pertinaciously put before the public about the 
concessions of the Sultan. It is far more likely 
that the French and English cabinets are at this 
moment deeply considering whether they shall 
not strike a blow at Russia, to show her we are 
in earnest; for if public opinion is to be wrought 
upon by Russian intrigue, sent on foot in every 
form and shape, day by day, and this sort of 
newspaper agitation is to continue, it will be 
found very difficult to bring the whole truth fairly 
beiore the world, so as to secure the unanimity 
which is desirable under such complicated cir­
cumstances. We can only place our readers upon 
their guard against all the absurd reports by 
which some of the leading journals attempt to 
bewilder them.

The protest of the Sultan, dated the 14th of 
July, is the best answer to ali the reports of bis 
meditating some ignominious concession to the 
Czar. It is couched in firm and moderate lan­
guage, and .cannot fail to produce a most favour­
able impression throughout Europe. A fresh 
case of dispute respecting a returned Hungarian 
refugee has occurred at Smyrna.

In France everything is quiet, if we judge from 
the absence of intelligence. Not the smallest 
light has been thrown on the recent plot against 
the Emperor’s life.

At "V ienna some forty or fifty persons have 
been arrested, but whether they are accused of 
compassing the death of the Emperor, or whether 
their crime is that of carrying on a criminal cor­
respondence with the revolutionary parly in 
South Tyrol, we cannot say. The Austrians are 
exerting themselves, it is said, to prevent the 
Servians from joining Omer Pasha’s camp. Now, 
it this be true, and that the commander of the 
Servian forces keeps away from his Sovereign’s 
camp through the machinations of Russia or 
Austria, we do not care which, it is indeed high 
time for the Sultan to take up arms, otherwise, 
every semblance of authority will be wrested 
from him. Servia is still tributary to the Porte. 
But Russian gold and Russian intrigue are visi­
ble^ in almost every line of the foreign news 
which uow reaches us from the continent. No­
thing further has transpired about the Smyrna 
affair. Upon the appearance of two Austrian 
frigates the American commander of the corvette 
quietly left the. harbour.—European Times.

As we said on thursday, it is only for a Shake­
speare to attempt to describe in words the deli­
cious sensations one experiences in listen­
ing to the “ concord of sweet sounds”— 
to be appreciated they must be heard,—and, 
in preference to any such attempt, we shall 
merely request the reader to recall to mind 
the most perfect vocalization he may ever have 
enjoyed,|and to believe that every feeling he then 
experienced will be renewed in listening to Ma­
dame Bishop. It is not, however, as a vocalist 
alone that Madame Bishop so eminently excels. 
She is, beyond dispute, one of the most graceful 
and impressive actresses of this or any other day, 
and as she sings operatic music always in the 
most correct costume, sustaining, and most a"bly 
sustainiug, the character in the Opera from which 
the selection is made, the “ Dresses and Costume 
Concerts” possess all the dramatic attractions, 
necessary fully to appreciate the composer’s 
ideas. Thus, on Thursday night, we were favored 
with two magnificent Scenas—the one from Do­
nizetti’s Linda di Chamouni, the other from the 
same great composer's Jlnna Bolena. In the 
first Madame Bishop appeared in the beautiful 
costume of the French Court of 1760, in the 
second in the simple but rich and graceful attire 
of the cruel Henry's unfortunate victim. On 
this subject of costume, we cannot do better 
than copy the following remarks, by Mr. N. P. 
Willis, (an excellent authority on such matters) 
as published in the A7! Y. Home Journal ;—

“She (Madame Bishop) dresses so faultlessly, 
and, with such consumate art, that she seems to 
communicate her motion to wiiat she wears. 
The test is most trying, of course, in the dress 
with which ladies are most familiar: aud, at a

advantage for comparison ; though, on the 
-tage, whatever her costume—Taneredi or 
Linda, male or female,—she equally pre- 
sems the faithless type of its perfection.
It is a rarer thing than it would seem at first 
naming, to see how a high-bred, thoroughly 
educated, unerringly comme il faut lady, dresses 
and bears herself in full dress, and of this sort of 
courtly phenomena, Mad. Bishop is as fine a spe-. 
Cimen as we ever saw in Europe. Her manage­
ment of her hands and arms, her reception of 
applause, her looks of enquiry as to the will of 
an audience iu an encore, are all parts of the 
same picture of accomplished high breeding, aud 
we presume we are not wrong in mentioning 
this among her attractions as a public perform­
er.”

For ourselves, we confess, of the performances 
on Thursday night, we were most gratified with 
the scenas, just mentioned, but, to those who pre­
fer the simple melody, nothing could be more 
sweet and touching than Madame’s “Auld Robin 
Gray,” or more replete with rustic naïveté than 
her “ O, dinna ask me gin I lo'e thee” ! Of Mr. 
Bochsa’s performances on the harp, and accom­
paniments on the piano, we shall only say that 
they were entirely worthy of his established cha­
racter as the first harpist, and, if not the first pi­
anist, the first accompanist in the world. His 
“ Pleasures of Memory” (on the harp), in which 
he introduces his reminiscences of favorite Ame­
rican melodics—Yankee 'Doodle, Mary Blane, 
Hail Columbia,&c.—was received, as it merited, 
with unbounded applause ; and his “ Recollec­
tions of Flotow’s Martha,, on the piano, was a 
splendid performance.

It is rarely, indeed, that we have the opportu­
nity in Montreal of hearing such music as our 
present visitors afford ns, wo would, therefore, 
warn our readers that this evening Madame Bi­
shop and Mr. Bochsa give their last concert here, 
as they leave, positively, for Quebec on Monday.

The State of the Camden and Amboj* Rail­

road—alias, of New Jersey—has just been the 
scene of fresh Railroad murders. Old Bridge, 
about seven miles from Amboy, was the scene of 
these horrors. We have conversed with Mr. 
Harrison, a very eminent scientific Engineer, of 
the firm of Eastwick and Harrison, who were se­
lected from this connin’ by the Emperor of Rus­
sia to execute his great national works. Mr. 
Harrison was one of the passengers when the 
murder took place, and was appointed Chairman 
of the meeting of passengers which was called on 
the instant. These proceedings and resolutions 
are as follows, of which Mr. Harrison and all the 
passengers (a great number) fully approve.— 
Among the signatures appears Mr. H. C. Carey, 
who is extensively supported for the next Go­
vernor of New Jersey, as the anti-Railroad Mo- 
nopoly candidate. ________

On taking the Chair Mr. Harrison, the President 
of the meeting, called upon its members to come 
forward and fully express their opinion in refe­
rence to the sad calamity. The dead and wound­
ed around reminded them of the butchery that 
had been committed, and he hoped they would 
investigate as to the cause of their sad fate. He 
spoke of the gross negligence and culpability of 
the Company, and mentioned, as the chief cause 
of the occurrence, the existence of but one 
track.

Mr. Joseph Louder, one of the Committee, next 
arose and stated that the Captain of the ferry­
boat, at Philadelphia, had told him, upon start­
ing, that they were half an hour behind their 
time. He spoke boldly of the wanton careless­
ness used by “ this monopoly” in the transporta­
tion of its passengers, and hoped they would not 
fail to express a proper sentiment on the occa­
sion. There was a number of other gentlemen 
who would have spoken had time permitted.

On motion of Dr. Clawson, the following gen­
tlemen were appointed a Committee to draft reso­
lutions expressing the sentiments of the passen­
gers : Messrs. W. P. Tratham, of Philadelphia; 
W. A Dean, of Baltimore; J B Concklin, of New 
lork; Joseph Souder, of New York; and David 
Matthews, of Philadelphia ; to which, on motion, 
the name of the President was added.

The Committee reported the following resolu­
tions, which were adopted unanimously :

Resolved, That the wounds and deaths which 
have occurred on this occasion, are the result ot 
the bad arrangements upon the Camden and 
Amboy Railroad, and the reckless carelessness of 
the person».empWed by the Company.

Resolved, ThatÊwte use of the telegraph (s o indis 
pensable ^upon ^single track road,) might have 
'^Tesolved, the*existence of a single-track

railroad between the Cities of New York and 
Philadelphia, is disgraceful to the Company that 
enjoys so lucrative a monopoly, and to the com­
munities that tolerate it.

Resolved, That these proceedings and resolu­
tions be published in the public papers.

Dr. Hartshorne, of Philadelphia, then moved 
that the proceedings be signed by the passen­
gers present which was done accordingly.

The evidence at the inquest on the bodies of 
the sufferers was closed on Wednesday afternoon, 
but the jury had not agreed upon their verdict in 
time for Thursday morning’s papers.

We find the following in Thursday's Tribune:
Another Railroad Accident and Loss of 

Life.—About 11 o’clock on Thursday night the 
Boston Express train over the New-Hayen Rail­
road came in contact with a large stone, weigh­
ing about 3 tuns, which bad fallen on the track 
near Portchester. The locomotive was thrown 
off the track and the Engineer, Theo. Humphrey, 
■was killed. A fireman was injured, but not 
dangerously, having only a bruise on the ankle. 
The engine, tender, and baggage car, were badly 
smashed. The tender is said to have been 
thrown ten feet over the engine. Some of the 
passenger cars were slightly injured. The pas­
sengers came to the city in the special train from 
Portchester. The body of the Engineer was said 
to have been sadly mutilated, but such is not the 
fact. The fireman was thrown a great distance, 
coming in contact finally with a stone wall. 
The rock which was the cause of this catastrophe 
was much exposed, and persons living near had 
often anticipated its fall, yet the Company took 
no notice of the danger. The rock was carried 
some twenty rods on the cow-catcher before 
getting in the way of the locomotive. During 
the removal of some of the wreck, a man had 3 
of his fingers cut off by the falling of a piece of 
iron.

In connection with this accident, we may men­
tion that Dr. Woolsey, of or from Norwich, 
while attempting to jump on a train going east 
from the above wreck, missed his footing and 
had all the toes of one foot cut off by the car 
wheel.

We append the verdict of the Coroner’s Jury 
in the case of the Engineer :—

Fairfield County, ss.—Greenwich, Ct.—The 
undersigned persons being duly empanelled aod 
sworn to inquire into the cause and manner of 
the death of Theodore Humphrey, whose death 
was sudden and untimely, and the cause and 
manner of which was unknown, having viewed 
the body of said deceased, and considered the 
evidences given us, do on our oaths say that said 
Theod. Humphrey came to his death by injuries 
received by being thrown from an engine upon 
the New York and New Haven railroad, of which 
he had charge, in consequence of a large body of 
rock having fallen from the side of the cut, which 
hove the engine from the track, and we find that 
no blame can be attached to the persons having 
charge of said train, but find the New York and 
New Haven Railroad Company highly blameable 
for allowing such projections of rock to remain 
in the cut, which are liable to fall on the track 
on their road.

CQEItESPOKDENCE.
To the Editor of the Montreal Herald.

Sir,—I desire to call public attention to a auu- 
ject of considerable importance to the trade and 
traffic on the Lachine Canal.

It is well known that the Water Police was 
established chiefly to maintain order among the 
labourers employed in loading and discharging 
the craft Visiting the Canal, and to afford protec­
tion to the masters and owners of such craft in 
following such course as they chose to adopt in 
loading or discharging their'vessels.

Previously to the establishment of that force, 
lawless violence and brute force ruled along the 
Canal side. No master of a vessel dared attempt 
to discharge her by the aid of his crew, or by 
men he chose to hire. Those who tried it, were 
beaten almost to death. Things got to such a 
state, that vessels from the United States would 
not come here. A band of lawless labourers were 
masters along the wharves of the Canal. The 
Water Police was established to put down this 
illegal and brute power. -The result was peace 
and tranquility. The labourers were taught a 
lesson. #

The Water Police force has, however, been so 
much diminished that they are unable to give 
much attention to the Canal, and what makes 
matters worse, is, they have been deprived of 
their carbines, which inspired the labourer-law­
giver, with a wholesome terror.

The consequence lias been, Sir, that the old 
system is ■fat rearing its head. The French Ca­
nadians, who have occasion to visit the Canal, or 
who have been employed to discharge or load 
vessels, have been maltreated, and the laboring, 
portion of them deterred from working there.— 
The Irish laborers fix tbeir price per hour. Until 
lately, it was 7-fjd per hour, which, one would 
suppose, afforded a sufficient remuneration : but 
now, those gentry have fixed the price at Is per 
hour, and, Sir, it has to be paid, by their serfs and 
bondsmen, the masters and owners of the craft, 
frequenting the Canal.

Being lords of the ascendant, they allow none 
to work at a less rate. If any should be bold 
enough to attempt it, he or they are exposed to 
all sorts of annoyance, and at night, after work, 
are dogged on their ‘route home, way-laid and 
beaten. The, consequence is, a reign of terror 
exists, so far as they are concerned.

The Police force is insufficient, and what is 
worse, the men of the force, who chiefly live in 
Griffintown, do not inform against their neigh­
bours, who, perhaps, are their society when off 
duty.

The result is, immunity to the lawless, and the 
saddling of the trade and commerce of Montreal 
with exorbitant wages, enormous charges.

Who.is-to blame, Sir? Is it the Government, 
or the Harbor Commissioners [for it is they who 
pay the Police] ? Or, who is it ?

Finally, Sir, is this state of things to be per­
mitted to exist ? Reason, law, and order, say 
no,—but, alas ! they have not the sway in these 
diggings they have elsewhere.

May I grasp the propitious moment to address a 
word to the City fathers, How long, good Sirs, 
shall I say in your name, is the very eye of the 
future Manchester quarter of the city to remain 
“ bung’d up” by an unsightly engine house, and 
Chnboillez Square to present this monument of 
civic taste to strangers ! Are you aware that on 
a “ creek” close at hand you may have ground 
gratis for this house, but that the same good for­
tune may not always last ?

Here in the conjunction of sundry streets, and 
an obstruction to all of them, have your prede­
cessors in wisdom built an engine house, and 
then paused to breathe, leaving the taxed grati­
tude of the quarter to grow and blossom round 
tbis sole act of civic paternity, till the present 
hour. And now the thing is getting painted, 
when it ought to be entirely removed. Whoever 
has thought of the decency of a daub, to him I 
would say, that the presence of this building in 
the open square has a most damaging effect upon 
the property around, causing the quarter to re­
main unimproved, and the city to lose largely 
each year on taxation.

Arista on the Value of Mexican Farms*

To the Editor of the Gloucestershire Chronicle:
Sir,—In your letter of the 13th instant., in 

which you have given an account of the Pavilion 
dinner held in honor of the Royal Agricultural 
Society’s meeting, your readers will have re­
marked that Sir Roderick Murchison, with refer­
ence to information given by me, stated that in 
Mexico land could be purchased of a good 
quality, at three half-pence per acre. I feel it 
necessary, therefore, to give some explanation of 
those words, in order that no inaccurate idea 
may be formed of Mexico, where my authority 
deemed to be sufficient, might lead to erroneous 
inductions.

Sir Roderick and I conversed in a manner 
which might easily lead to a misconception—he 
in Italian and I in Spanish, with only such guide 
as the analogy betwixt the two languages might 
afford. In this manner I answered several of 
Sir Roderick’s questions ; and 1 told him, as a 
curious fact, that I had sold on the frontier, near 
the River Bravo, for thirty-five thousand dollars, 
an estate of five hundred thousand acres of the 
very best land. We made a calculation of how 
much this came to per acre in sterling, and we 
erroneously made it three halt-pence instead of 
three-pence half-penny, which is the exact rate.

It is a pity that this error, for which I by no 
means blame Sir Roderick Murchison, should 
stand before the public as a fact ; and from the 
general terms in which it is stated, almost ap­
pearing as if applicable to all lands in Mexico ; I 
am induced to rectify the mistake, and, however 
slightly, to lay before you what I know relative 
to the prices of land in Mexico.

A few facts will answer my purpose. 1. The 
estate of “La Condesa,” situated two miles from 
the capital, with irrigation and good land, being 
of the extent of about 3,000 acres, would not be 
sold by the proprietors, as I know from themselves 
even lor 5200,000, which would be equivalent to 
566^3 per acre.

2. The estate of Nanac Amilpy, and an adjoin­
ing one, lying twenty-two leagues from the ca­
pital, with 30,000 acres of land, of fair quality, 
and partially irrigated, has been sold recently 
for 5200,000, equivalent to $6 per acre.

3. Lands lying beyond sixty leagues distance 
from the capital, of good quality, although 
without irrigation, can be obtained at $2 per 
acre.

The incursions of the barbarians on the fron­
tiers, aud the w'ant of population, are the real 
causes of the almost nominal price of 3)^d per 
acre for lands in those directions. The security 
and prosperity of the capital, as well as its great 
consumption of agricultural produce, form the 
contrast presented in my first case ; and lastly, 
the difficulty of transport and distance of mar­
kets, account for the difference in the two re­
maining cases.

the greatest naval architect oi England, and is 
constructed in separate compartments, made wa- 
ter tight, so that in case of her bow or her stern 
breaking qff3 she would still be able to float in 
““'ett-'li'aft'-'seen notices ofTnTs ship oetore, but 
have not been able to ascertain her precise di­
mensions till now.

All experience has tended to show that speed 
and steadiness have been attained in proportion 
to the increase of the size of a ship. The better 
opinion now is that 30 feet is the extreme depth 
ot the highest ocean wave, and that a vessel 
drawing 32 feet of water, of a length of 600 feet 
or over, can ride the waves without being moved 
from a level. We have this opinion enforced 
upon our attention by several of the captains in 
the Cunard and the Collins lines.

It is doubtful if such a steamer could enter our 
harbor, and Halifax is therefore regarded as the 
most suitable port for this new move in Ocean 
navigation.

This Steamer is to sail from Milford Haven— 
where she is now building—or from Holyhead 
Harbor, which promises eventually to become the 
great Steamship Terminus of the British Isles.— 
Portland Stale of Maine.

A Patriotic Old Fogy.—A correspondent of 
the Washington Intelligencer, who dates his let­
ter from Columbus, Ohio, proposes a plan for the 
purchase of Mount Vernon. He offers “ to be one 
of the two hundred that will pledge themselves 
to raise one thousand dollars each, (no one to 
give more or less,) one half to be paid on theTOth 
day of January, 1854, and the balance to be paid 
in as the parties may agree on ; the property and 
its sacred remains to be secured by deed to the 
people of the United States, and to be tnder the 
control of the government of the United States, 
so long as the government shall remain a repub­
lican government.” He adds :

“ And now I pledge myself, as one of the two 
hundred, to raise one thousand dollars for the 
above sacred purpose; but on condition that the 
remaining one hundred and ninety-nine shall be 
American born and true, and likewise that no 
Young American shall have part or lot in the 
matter, neither foreign or American born.”

This excludes the editors of the Intelligencer 
as well as Young America. But he is safe in 
making the proposition ; as without the money 
of “ Young America,” the required sum will never 
be raised. “ Old Fogyism” has allowed Mount 
\ ernon to fall into decay, and now, when the only 
hope of rescuing it from the grasp of speculators 
is in the patriotism of Young America, the above 
proposition, however good the motive, is an in­
sult to the memory of the great Washington, and 
an insult to the men who are truest to the Repub­
lic which his wisdom and his sword so much 
aided to establish. No ! No ! The preservation 
of the Tomb of Washington must be a National, 
and not a bigotted or factional question.—N. Y.

Suicide.—An inquest was held yesterday be­

fore H. Benson, Esq., on the body of Wm. Crank- 
shaw, who had destroyed himself at an early 
hour the same morning, by culling his throat 
with a razor. It appears that the deceased had 
been for about three weeks before subject to fits 
of delirium tremens, was at the time he commit­
ted the fatal deed, under the impression that he 
was to be hanged the following day. Chief 
constable Robbs, who lives in the neighborhood, 
was awoke about [ past 3 o’clock a. m. by a 
noise in the street, and immediately got up and 
proceeded in the direction from where the noise 
was coming. When he got to the house several 
persons were outside watching the man through 
the window, cutting at his throat, and although 
the door stood open, none of these persons, to 
their shame be it told, went in to attempt to pre­
vent him.

Mr. Robbs, as soon as he saw what was going 
on, went in, and at once struck the razor out of 
the suicide’s hand, but it was too late, as the 
work was accomplished, and the man expired in 
a few minutes. Medical aid was promptly pro­
cured, but it was of no avail. Crankshaw was 
a man of about. 50 years of age, of stout build, 
and healthy looking appearance.

LIVERPOOL MARKETS—July 30.
The weather of late has been unfavourable to 

the growing crops—there has been too much 
rain, and in consequence, in addition to a back­
ward season, a small breadth of wheat sown and 
floods and storms during the wheat blooming 
period—we now hear of red rust, blight, and 
mildew. Barley and oats show fair. Potatoes 
are reported to show symptoms of disease. In 
Scotland the rains have not affected the crops so 
much as in England, the retarding ripening pro­
cess is the chief cause of complaint there. The 
accounts from Leland are on the whole favour­
able. With regard to the crop the opinion is 
that this season the disease will be less violent 
and more circumscribed than on previous oc­
casions.

wounded. Among the former were the Revd Mr 
Penny Rector of Grace Church, and Mrs Rich 
mond of Providence, Mr Taft, President of the road 
who was in the train, escaped with little injury. 
Mr. Routhwick, the Engineer, was considera­
bly injured. The dead and wounded are shock­
ingly mutilated. One boy had his arm torn from 
the socket. Nine dead bodies taken from the 
wreck, are deposited side by side at the Valley 
Falls, presenting a heart-rending appearance.U 
The cause of the collision is said to be a differ­
ence of two minutes’ time in the watches of the 
conductors.

New York, Aug. 12.

day. The collision occurred at a short curve 
beyond Central Falls. The down train was be­
yond time, and was proceeding at the rate of 40 
miles per hour, to reach ihe switches from which 
there was a double track to Providence.
